The article offers the insight to determining the place of strategic prog-
nostication in international relations and creating mechanisms for the suc-
cessful implementation of foreign policy. Determined state policy with clearly
defined goals in international relations is much more influential than prag-
matic policy that does not have a clear strategy and does not offer its own
mechanism for achieving defined goals and goes from one perspective to
another. A strategic prognostication in international prognostication system
creates conditions for a holistic approach to the formulation of a scientific
problem and its solution, combines theoretical, conceptual and applied goals
and objectives, provides an opportunity to arrive at precise positions, gene-
ralizations and conclusions by checking its implementation in specific foreign
policy actions of the state. The mechanism of strategic prognostication affects
the formation of a stable and multifactorial foreign policy, and therefore, as
close as possible to effective, aimed at realizing the national interest.

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MODERN FORMS AND PRACTICES OF THE CIVIL SOCIETY
SELF-ORGANIZATION IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

The aim of this article is to study the peculiarities and specifics of Czech
civil society. The initial situation and institutional conditions of the social
self-organization are analyzed, along with specific examples of representing
social interests and other forms of participation, as well as the ideas of state
policy and civil society that fuel civic activism or protests. The author empha-
sizes that today the Czech Republic has a fairly diverse and extensive network
of organized civil society, particularly in the ecological and social spheres.
The system of political parties and a certain form of legal and financial regu-
lation have not always contributed to the development of civic initiatives.
Trade unions benefit from the opportunity to participate in state politics and
its institutions.

For Czechs, it is characteristic to express collective interests and outside
the parliament — informally through demonstrations, petitions, and initia-
tives directed towards post-materialistic orientations. Civic initiatives ad-
dress issues concerning Roma and other minorities, aid refugees, and resolve
matters in which the state takes a restrictive position, although it is supported
by broad segments of the Czech society. Similar patterns can be observed in
protests and demands for political reforms. Czechs are seeking alternatives to
existing parties that rely on civil society. The author emphasizes that among
the numerous civil society organizations, there are influential ones, but the
level of participation of Czechs in them is low. There have been frequent ex-
pressions of dissatisfaction with the form of social life and significant reserva-
tions towards the “party elite” in society. To some extent, this also applies to
associations closely related to politics.

Problem statement. The contemporary image of the Czech Republic
(CR) in the world is shaped by the fact that in the recent parliamentary
elections, a politician, a former military offic , who supports the values
of Western society and openly advocates for changes in the democratic
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model of development, emerged as the winner. At the same time, society
has grown fatigued by parties and politicians, there’s apathy towards their
activities, which manifests in widespread Euroscepticism and a refusal to
cooperate. Ths signifi antly disrupts the positive image formed by the
state in the early years after the 1989 changes. The revolutionary events
of November in Czechoslovakia and the civilized division of the state into
the Czech Republic and Slovakia on January 1, 1993, demonstrated to the
world a broad social mobilization and a struggle for civil rights. In the free
elections of 1990, V. Havel, a member of Charter 77, was elected President
of the Republic. His fellow democrats from Charter 77 were nominated for
the majority of government positions. They brought with them democratic
political ideas and values, including the concept of “non-political politics”
Th s idea emerged in the 1970s when political opposition was prohibited
and subjected to repression. The idea was to create an independent and
at the same time informally organized sphere of society, which was the
essence of opposition as an alternative model to the socialist system. Ethi-
cal and moral principles of individuals played a signifi ant role. From this
concept, the “Civic Forum” emerged as a non-governmental organization
that emphasized pluralism, self-organization, and consensus, and did not
want to be a political party with ambitions for power. The residents of East-
ern and Western Europe believed that this would open the way for Czechs
and Slovaks to actively participate in politics. But did it happen this way?
Analysis of recent research. Ths article is based on the laws of the
Czech Republic, which reveal the legal framework for the development of
civil society in the state; statistical data; and monitoring of the civil space.
Separately, it is necessary to point out the works of political leaders -
V. Havel [Havel, 1988] and V. Klaus [Klaus, 2002], who had diametrically
opposed views on the feasibility of civil society in the Czech Republic. They
not only considered the theoretical aspects of this social phenomenon but
were also directly involved in its development in the Czech Republic.
Many Czech scientists are actively engaged in researching these issues,
and their monographs and scientific studies have been used in this arti-
cle. For example, A. Chmelar explores the development and functioning
of civil society and has conducted a review of labor relations and social
dialogue [Chmelaft, 2017]. O. Cisaf [Cisaf, 2013] and K. Vrablikova [Cisat,
Vrablikova, 2015] have analyzed the typology of non-parliamentary politi-
cal activity in post-communist conditions in the Czech Republic and the
problematic nature of confli t politics in the Visegrad Group countries.
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Z. Mansfeldova has studied issues of civil society, associations, and interest
groups [Mansfeldova, 2012]. M. Meyer has examined models of civil socie-
ty in Central and Eastern Europe and summarized 16 country reports and
expert surveys [Meyer, ed., 2017]. P. Micka conducted an analysis of civic
participation in the Czech Republic [Micka, 2015]. Challenges and oppor-
tunities of civil society are explored by J. Navratil and J. Pejcal [Navratil,
Pejcal, 2017]. The work of P. Fri¢ and his team has attracted particular
interest, as it likely serves as a reference for further research, as the author
raised several important (and unexplored) topics [Fric, ed., 2016].

The aim of the article is to investigate the peculiarities of Czech civil
society (CS). To achieve the goal, the following tasks are defi ed: outline
the initial situation and institutional conditions of social self-organization;
analyze specific examples of representation of social interests and other
forms of participation; identify the ideas of state policy and CS that fuel
civic activism/protest. The analysis is based on a certain understanding
of CS, which includes a wide range of actors and their powers: collective
subjects united on a voluntary basis (associations, public organizations,
trade unions, interest groups, and social movements). The location of CS is
situated between the state, the market, and the family (private life); infor-
mal involvement of the population corresponds to the conditions created
collectively and consciously: demonstrations, strikes, “grassroots move-
ments”, and initiatives without a fi ed organization.

Presentation of the main material. The democratization process initi-
ated in Czechia in 1989 allowed Czech citizens to voluntarily organize in
civil life and express their opinions and interests. After the suppression of
the Prague Spring in 1968, most Czechs «retreated» into private life. Char-
ter 77 dissidents, known in the West for their self-published writings, were
largely isolated from Czechoslovak society. There were no protest move-
ments or initiatives regarding the socialist system in Czechoslovakia until
1988-1989 [Otdhal, 2011].

All social interests were subordinated to the leading role of the Com-
munist Party of Czechoslovakia (CPC) and enshrined in the Constitution.
Participation and membership in socialist mass organizations were for-
mally mandatory for the population. However, the notion of a society that
“controls everything” did not fully correspond to the realities of that time.
Even under socialism (especially at the local level where mass professional
organizations, youth and women’s unions, etc. existed) there was an op-
portunity for cooperation “in accordance with one’s own goal” and a cer-
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tain space for independent activity. But the decisive changes that enabled
the free organization of social interests only began in 1989. Th s opened
up two paths: betting on activism and the opportunity to participate or
exercising the right to participate. In addition to spontaneous civic activi-
ties, associations, unions, and interest groups were massively formed in
1990-1991. The existing “old” associations adapted to the new circum-
stances. The number of registered organizations grew in the following
years. Most of them were civic associations. Even in the mid-2010s, this
growth amounted to 3.6% [Prouzova, 2015: 4]. Therefore, in modern
Czech Republic, there are nearly 12 active organizations per 1000
people (in Austria and Hungary, on average, it is 7/1000, in Poland - 2/1000)
[Meyer, 2017: 20]. At the same time, some modernized organizations (trade
unions, Czech Union for Nature Conservation) have experienced a con-
tinuous decline in their ranks.

One of the key factors in the development of an organized CS is the
ability of politicians to create the framework conditions for its emergence
and functioning. In the 1990s, this policy was largely polarized. Many for-
mer civil society activists who held government positions before 1992 be-
lieved that a strong civil society was crucial for social cohesion and checks
on power [Myant, 2005:254]. Th's positive attitude towards civil society
was refl cted in concrete actions and the state’s responsibility for its deve-
lopment. Charitable foundations were established using funds from pri-
vatization, which improved the fi ancial situation of non-governmental
non-profit organizations (NGOs). In comparison to other countries in
Central and Eastern Europe, Czech NGOs held a special position, as the
funds were allocated not only for specific programs but also for the estab-
lishment of fi ed capital of funds and the enhancement of public poten-
tial [Ronovska, Vitoul, 2017: 360]. Additionally, the government created
a board within the executive branch, known as the Fund Board, as a per-
manent advisory and initiative body for cooperation with the NGO sector
[Usneseni vlady Z 10. cervna 1992:428]. However, the Fund Board was
later dissolved under the governments of V. Klaus (1992-1996 and 1996-
1998), and its capital was divided in 1999.

The dismissive attitude towards CSO is based on the market-liberal
orientation of the American scholar M. Friedman. The government of
V. Klaus was guided by his theories in addressing the economic and social
problems of the state. He believed that private property was responsible
for the problems and protection of individual rights [Myant, 2005: 256].
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The main political objective of the 1990s was privatization and a “market
economy without attributes,” so V. Klaus rejected any legitimacy of civil
society. In his opinion, “society” consists of free individuals, and political
parties serve as “standard mechanisms of democracy” in mediating be-
tween citizens and the state [Klaus, 2002: 26]. V. Havel opposed these ideas
[Havel, 1988: 385-387]. He developed the concept of civil society as in-
separable from democracy. Public discussions about the role and actions
of civil society yielded various interpretations that still exist in the Czech
Republic today. The contemporary institutional environment for the non-
governmental and civil sectors was shaped over several legislative periods.
The fragmented legal framework for civil society actions evolved, primar-
ily NGOs, which were subject to state registration (including 13 differ-
ent legal forms: foundations, civic associations, professional associations,
chambers, trade unions, political parties).

The fundamental amendment to the Civil Code of the Czech Republic
in 2014 had far-reaching consequences and encompassed all civic asso-
ciations and foundations that were previously regulated only by special
laws [Sbirka zékont CR, ¢&. 89/2012]. Smaller NGOs suffer from the fact
that if the legal form changes, they will not be able to function. Lawyers
dispute the status of the amendment, which, despite intense discussions,
is still not clearly defi ed and not enshrined in the Law. Furthermore, in
this context, the different and non-systematic procedure for granting tax
benefits to organizations of various forms is criticized [Ronovska, Vitoul,
2017: 356-357].

Overall, the legislative framework is not restrictive, but due to its scat-
tered nature, lack of stability, and loopholes, it is not benefic al. The inter-
action between state administration bodies regarding civil society organi-
zations formally corresponds to the “cooperative model” [Micka, 2015: 2].
There are key mechanisms of consultation and participation of organized
CS within the scope of policy: the Government Council for Non-Govern-
mental Non-Profit Organizations (RVNNO) and the Council of Economic
and Social Agreement Council of the Czech Republic (RHSD). RVNNO is
an advisory body to the government on non-profit sector issues, coordi-
nating measures to support it. It includes representatives from ministries,
state administration, and civil society. For instance, the Council has initi-
ated agreements at the regional level for partnership cooperation between
state administration, politics, and NGOs. RHSD is a forum and tri-party
agreement for conducting social dialogue among representatives of the
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government, trade unions, and employers. It discusses fundamental issues
of economic and social development in the Czech Republic to ensure so-
cial peace and makes certain legislative proposals [Vlada Ceské republiky,
2023].

Some civil society organizations, based on their self-defin tion and the
desire to preserve independence and prevent additional “bureaucratiza-
tion,” criticized the positions of government representatives who favored
cooperation with NGOs but conducted selective and non-transparent
selection among CS representatives [Fri¢, 2016:18]. The government of
Social Democratic Prime Minister B. Sobotka (2014-2017) sought to for-
mulate a long-term and systematic state policy regarding the NGO sec-
tor. In addition to the Social Democrats (CSSD), the government coali-
tion included the Christian Democrats (KDU-CSL) and the populist party
ANO (“Action of Dissatisfi d Citizens”). The Prime Minister stated that
supporting NGOs was the government’s priority and presented a program
for 2015-2020 that went beyond a single government term and legislative
period. Thus, the B. Sobotka government found itself in a delicate situa-
tion as the functioning of the current bodies depended on the composi-
tion of the cabinet. Th s also demonstrated a willingness to cooperate in
the RHSD Council when, after a cooling of relations during liberal-con-
servative cabinets (2006-2009, 2010-2013), the B. Sobotka government
returned tosocial dialogueandincreased attention to cooperation with trade
unions [Chmelaf, 2017: 6-8].

State funds play a crucial role in fi ancing NGOs. They account for 65%
of the revenue, followed by sales of services and goods (22%), and dona-
tions and private contributions (13%) [Navratil, Pejcal, 2017:47]. Interna-
tional donors provided signifi ant support to NGOs in the 1990s, but their
share has now become insignifi ant [Meyer, 2017:23]. Ministries allocate
funds from the centralized budget, but municipal and regional authorities
decide for themselves how to distribute the budget. Another characteristic
of state funding and its priorities is its short-term nature. The time hori-
zon is limited to one year. For NGOs in the social sphere, this short-term
nature complicates the process of applying for annual project grants. The
policy of state subsidies also varies. For example, sports clubs receive fi-
nancial support based on the number of members, while trade unions have
the privilege of participating in a tripartite structure [Ronovska, Vitoul,
2017:359].
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The thematic spheres and target groups around which collective inte-
rests are formed in the Czech Republic are highly diverse. They range from
sports associations, leisure associations, to the interests of workers, em-
ployers, and anti-corruption initiatives. They deal with social issues and
services, children and youth, women, the environment, human rights,
and minority rights. In terms of public visibility and influence, a certain
thematic focus of forms of collective self-organization prevails. Interests
formed outside the parliament have a post-materialistic orientation [Cisaf,
2013:158]. The actions of CSOs are primarily focused on protecting the
environment, human rights, and the rights of socially vulnerable groups
(such as Roma people and people with disabilities). The second focus is
on activities in the fi 1d of socio-economic policy. Trade unions, profes-
sional associations, charitable organizations, and organizations providing
social services are active here. The orientation towards post-materialistic
socio-cultural topics serves as a counterbalance to party politics, which
is primarily structured along socio-economic confli t lines. Researchers
identify the share of protests (confli t politics) related to the economic
situation in the Visegrad countries as follows: Czech Republic - 16%, Slo-
vakia — 28%, Poland - 45%, Hungary - 69% [Cisat, Vrablikovd, 2015: 10-
12].

The areas of interest of the environmental and social services within
the Czech Civil Society have undergone an open and specific develop-
ment. They represent important stages and challenges faced by the CS, en-
compassing international factors, Europeanization, and decentralization
in the Czech Republic. The environmental movement is one of the most
signifi ant social movements in the Czech Republic. It emerged during
the socialist period as a response to the widespread environmental deg-
radation, air pollution, and associated health risks resulting from socialist
industrialization. Since the early 1990s, a signifi ant and diverse fi 1d of
actors has emerged, ranging from small local nature conservation groups
to associations involved in lobbying and influencing state policy [Navratil,
Pospisil, 2014:32]. They were members of various organizations: “trans-
formed” nature conservation organizations established in the 1970s by the
Communist Party of Czechoslovakia (CPC) and the Brontosaurus Move-
ment [Czech “brontosaurs,” 2023], which was part of the Socialist Youth
Union. After 1989, their membership numbers signifi antly decreased, but
it remains the largest environmental association in the Czech Republic.
There are also groups with a small number of activists that formed in 1988-
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1989 during the emergence of new protests against the regime. During
that time, movements such as the “Rainbow” movement (Hnuti DUHA),
Green Circle (Zeleny kruh), and Children of the Earth (Déti Zemé) were
created, characterized by signifi ant activity [Seznam obcanskych, 2021].
In 2001 Arnika movement emerged. Another category includes organiza-
tions founded by foreign activists in 1991: Greenpeace CR, which is part
of a global network and is considered the most influential interest group in
the country [Navratil, Pejcal, 2017:53].

Since the early 1990s, the emergence of NGOs in the Czech Republic
was influenced not only by domestic politics but also by international fac-
tors. Th s became one of the key factors shaping environmental interests in
the country, with the support of international funds and democracy devel-
opment programs. Sponsorship from Western countries had a signifi ant
weight, because under V. Klaus, the state nearly ceased supporting civil so-
ciety. The EU has been supporting the environmental actions of the Czech
Civil Society since the 1990s. After the Czech Republic submitted its appli-
cation for EU membership, the EU provided signifi ant grants to environ-
mental organizations. Czech NGOs are involved in cooperation with the
EU through educational programs, support for know-how, environmental
projects, and direct funding. With the Czech Republic’s accession to the
EU in 2004, support increased through projects within the framework of
EU’s structural funds.

One of the consequences of international support is the signifi ant
professionalization of NGOs, especially interest groups and associations
working in the fi 1d of environmental protection and human rights, estab-
lished after 1989 [Cisaf, 2013:162]. Th s trend is reinforced by the nature of
their activities and the demands placed on them by the government [Fric,
2016:9]. A typical characteristic of NGO structure development is the
employment of permanent staff members and a small membership base.
It is positive that NGOs are able to exert pressure on the government in
addressing domestic political issues. For example, in 2005, with the sup-
port of the EU, NGOs succeeded in achieving the adoption of the Re-
newable Energy Sources Act. Among the drawbacks is the weak social
support for NGOs, as civil society organizations fulfill a socializing role
(“school of democracy”) and should provide a broader social base for civic
participation. However, assistance is provided mainly in the form of spon-
sorship or campaign support.
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Alternative actions to government policies by NGOs are also well
known. Many Czechs oppose environmental NGOs. Activists are criti-
cized for contradicting necessary measures for nature conservation in the
Czech Republic, the logic of a market economy, that there is no threat to
the environment and that anthropogenic climate change is not scientifi al-
ly proven. They are seen as having an irrational private interest in environ-
mentalism [Navratil, Pospisil, 2014:27]. Th s dismissive attitude towards
NGOs is not new: various slanders and attempts to delegitimize NGOs
have been known even when Klaus was Prime Minister.

In social policy, particularly in the provision of social services in the
Czech Republic, non-governmental organizations play an important role.
During socialism, this sphere was monopolized by the state. However,
after 1989, numerous NGOs emerged, and signifi ant activities are carried
out by church charitable organizations such as “Charita” and “Diakonia”
[Mansfeldova, 2012:767]. Gradually, a diverse network of assistance and
counseling services has been established for various target groups, includ-
ing people with disabilities, those facing crisis situations, pensioners, drug
addicts, and the homeless.

Especially noticeable is the assistance provided by NGOs in this sphere
at the regional level. During the decentralization of 2001, the regions were
entrusted, among other things, with tasks related to social policy, inclu-
ding the main responsibility for planning, and ensuring the development
of the social services network. The relevant law [Sbirka zakonu Ceské re-
publiky, 14.brezna 2006] provided for the participation of NGOs in this
process, and joint work is underway with social service providers and
client representatives in the Czech Republic. The region is responsible for
the registration of social service providers on the local level, which is a
necessary condition for obtaining state subsidies. The territorial-admin-
istrative reform has influenced the development of social NGOs, not only
as a new area of activity but also necessitating signifi ant organizational
changes: the establishment of larger associations in the regions and the
creation of interdisciplinary regional umbrella organizations for NGOs,
which politicians prefer as partners for negotiations.

Organizations of the social sphere of CS, including NGOs, primarily
fulfill the role of service providers in society. Statistical data indicates that
they comprise almost half of the social service providers. These NGOs are
integrated into the social policy system and recognized, by their nature,
as bodies of policy and public administration. However, their funding is
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problematic, unstable, and undefi ed. They receive state funds for their
project-based activities, needing to reapply every year and go through
complex selection procedures. The uncertainty of funding puts them at
a disadvantage compared to NGOs that receive primary funding from
the state budget [Ronovskd, Vitoul, 2017: 361]. Nevertheless, NGOs have
innovative approaches to the social sector, particularly in healthcare.
They provide convenient employment opportunities for individuals with
disabilities in workshops and public catering establishments. Prior to 1989,
people with disabilities were largely socially isolated. Today, this sphere
is more developed, regional care institutions are engaged in it and small
residential and care facilities are being created. The degree of real impact
that NGOs can have on defini g the priorities of a regions social poli-
cy depends on various factors and actors. Successful engagement of civil
society representatives in the planning process requires politicians and
offi als to assist NGOs and understand their needs. Innovative NGO pro-
jects aimed at social work also operate at the national level. For example,
among the large and influential civic associations in the Czech Republic
is the organization “Human” (“Clovék”), which engages in humanitarian
activities through educational projects and social services [Navritil, Pejcal,
2017:53].

In terms of social perception, civic activism encounters signifi ant lim-
itations in two scenarios, which hinder the work of certain NGOs. These
“emotional topics” are the interactions with the local Romani minority
and the pressing issue of refugees. Groups that fi ht discrimination against
Roma, particularly through projects aimed at improving educational op-
portunities for Romani children, face resistance and strong opposition in
their work [Civicus Monitor, 2017]. However, in recent years, the Roma,
as an unpopular minority, have been pushed into the background of the
“refugee issue”. A signifi ant portion of Czech citizens are opposed to ac-
cepting refugees. In politics, there are hardly any voices drawing attention
to the issue, let alone advocating for “positive” solutions. On the contrary,
some politicians openly express fear and protest, such as Czech President
M. Zeman in his anti-Islamic statements [Lang, 2015].

Since 1989, the number of members in CSOs has halved. Th s can only
partially be explained by the reaction to the decline in pressure on mem-
bers of mass socialist organizations in 1989. Rather, more general trends of
modernization and processes of individualization are at play. Compared to
the West, there are clear differences in the size of civil society communities

in the Czech Republic. Membership in political parties, trade unions, and
employer associations created by civil society organizations in the Czech
Republic is signifi antly lower. On the other hand, the number of members
in leisure and recreational associations operating in the country is much
higher [Fri¢, 2016: 44-46].

After the fi st free “constituent” elections and the beginning of trans-
formation, various ideas emerged regarding further development within
the Civic Forum, revealing that politics is “non-political” and moral. The
principles are not entirely problematic in everyday politics. The group that
emerged around V. Klaus considered themselves “realists” and politically
established themselves in the newly formed Civic Democratic Party (ODS),
adhering to the idea of market liberalism. On the other hand, the dissident
wing struggled to defi e its place in politics due to the prevailing politics of
power and increasing right-left polarization. After the parliamentary elec-
tions of 1992, the civic movement became a marginal phenomenon. Presi-
dent V. Havel, an idealistic and moral figu e, held a political position until
2003, experiencing greater popularity abroad than in his own country.

The search for an alternative, “decent” politics emerging from civil
society never completely disappeared in the Czech Republic as a motive
that could always be mobilized again for civic protest. While the forms of
mobilization and the issues changed, the criticism of parties (quite proac-
tive ones) and political development beyond individual politics remained
a common thread. They were mostly associated with the demand to act as
“citizens” or “movements’.

In 1999, on the tenth anniversary of the November 17, 1989 revolution,
mass protests against the government emerged under the slogan “Thank
you, get out!”. The political context was represented by the “opposition
agreement” within a minority government, which M. Zeman concluded
with the ODS and which became the symbol of “political agreement” and
divergences. Society became divided in its support between M. Zeman and
V. Klaus. Non-partisan politics at that time managed to mobilize people
across the country, but the civic movement that emerged from it did not
gain a foothold in politics. However, ten years later, in June 2019, tens of
thousands of people took to the streets in Prague, calling for the resigna-
tion of Prime Minister A. Babi$, whom they accused of fraudulent use of
EU subsidies [Protests in the Czech Republic, 2019]. Thus, the potential
for protest civic participation in the Czech Republic is strong.
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During the presidential elections in 2013, which were held for the
fi st time in the form of direct presidential elections, the familiar split
reemerged: in the second round, K. Schwarzenberg and M. Zeman repre-
sented two main positions. The fi st of them represented the international
dimension, moral principles, and the recognition of civil society in the
tradition of Havel’s ideas, appealing to critics of party politics. On the other
hand, M. Zeman appeared as a nationalist, a popular candidate, inciting
distrust towards civil society and promoting “clientelism” and interest-
based politics [Lang, 2013].

The rivals achieved close results in the elections, but the populist can-
didate M. Zeman emerged as the winner. Th s indicated that there was no
demand in society for a more subdued politics. In recent years, various
groups have promised different policies repeatedly participated in elec-
tions, some of them presenting themselves as supporters of civil society.
In the parliamentary elections of 2017, the Pirate Party and the group of
municipal politicians (STAN), which declared a policy aligned with the
interests of citizens, gained success among voters. Th's party, which had
already established itself at the regional level, managed to gain the support
of voters by promising to facilitate direct citizen involvement.

In the presidential elections in the Czech Republic in January 2023, the
victory over A. Babis was achieved by Peter Pavel, a career military office
and the fi st in Czech history and among the countries of the former Soviet
bloc Chairman of the NATO Military Committee (2015-2018). He takes
a fi m stance against Russias full-scale invasion of Ukraine, advocates for
Czechia’s Western orientation, supports the values of civil society, and ap-
peals to patriotic sentiments. He is primarily supported by followers of
right-wing, conservative, and liberal views. Over 58% of voters cast their
votes in his favor, while his opponent, former Prime Minister A. Babis, re-
ceived nearly 42% of the votes. “I would like to thank those who voted for
me, as well as those who didn’t vote but came to the elections, because they
made it clear that they respect democracy and care about this country;,”
said P. Pavel. “I see that in these elections, values such as truth, dignity, re-
spect, and humility have prevailed.” [Chekhiia: na prezydentskykh, 2023].

Conclusions. Currently, the Czech Republic has a fairly diverse and ex-
tensive network of organized civil society, particularly in the environmen-
tal and social spheres. The system of political parties and certain forms of
legal and fi ancial regulation have not always been favorable. However,
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trade unions and major non-governmental organizations benefit from the
opportunity to participate in state politics and institutionalized bodies.

Collective interests are expressed beyond the parliament - informally
through demonstrations, petitions, and initiatives aimed at post-materi-
alistic orientations. Civil initiatives address issues concerning the Roma
population, other minorities, accept refugees — matters where the state
takes a restrictive position, but it is supported by the broad strata of Czechs.

Protests and demands for political reforms, as well as the search for
alternatives to existing parties based on civil society, present a similar
picture. Protests serve as a source of inspiration for the non-ideological,
morally motivated engagement of “non-political individuals” and the ge-
neral desire for better politics. However, such associations often struggle
to establish themselves in politics or become marginalized, and some of
these organizations gradually transition into political parties. Among the
numerous civil society organizations, there are influential ones, but the
overall level of Czech participation is relatively low. Society has repeatedly
shown dissatisfaction with the form of social life and signifi ant reserva-
tions toward the “party elite” Th s, to some extent, applies to associations
closely related to politics as well. Therefore, the search for alternative forms
of organization continues.

Versions of Social Constructivism and Perspectives

of Neo-Constructivism in the Theory of International Relations

Social constructivism in the international relations theory (IRT) is the
youngest paradigm, which, together with neorealism and neoliberalism, is
one of the three most popular theoretical patterns among international spe-
cialists. This paradigm explains global transformations and regional notice-
able changes by studying the social construction of international reality. Key
concepts in constructivism are identity, which shapes the interests of interna-
tional actors, and intersubjectivity in cross-border relations. Constructivism
in IRT considers norms as a factor that constitutes the role and standards
of behavior that influence the identity and choice of participants in the
global political process. The understanding of norms changes over time,
which causes the instability of international relations. However, anarchy in
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international relations for constructivists is not inevitable; instead it depends
on different cultures and practices.

The main variants of the classification of social constructivism in IRT
are considered. Leading reviewers, as a rule, divide the constructivists into
three conditional groups, separately mentioning the Copenhagen School. The
first group, “neoclassical constructivism”, according to John Ruggie, included
followers of Durkheim and Weber. The second group, “postmodern construc-
tivism”, had roots in Nietzsche’s irrationalism and Foucault’s poststructur-
alism. The third group, “naturalistic constructivism”, rejected necessity of
choosing between internal and external interpretations of social action and
social order. Emanuel Adler identified groups of “neoclassicists”, “linguistic
modernists” and “supporters of compromise synthesis” among the construc-
tivists.

Branching out in several directions, constructivism was very popular in
IRT in the first decade of the 20th century, but in the last decade it lost a
significant part of its supporters in the struggle with other theories for influence
in the discipline. That is why the supporters of the development of the science
of international relations at the expense of its further sociologization inten-
sified attempts to renew constructivism. Efforts are being made to develop
social constructivism due to the introduction of IRT based on relationalism,
practice theory and actor-network theory, which David McCourt tries to use
in the book “The New Constructivism in International Relations Theory”.
The supporters of a new constructivism in IRT prefer to see the improve-
ments in the appearance of a number of practical constructivist empirical
studies tangential to the practice theory, among which the most recent books
by Mark Raymond, Mark Shirk and Ayse Zarakol, working mainly in the
genre of historical sociology. The work of neoconstructivist enthusiasts de-
serves the attention of IRT specialists and the subsequent restrained demand
of the public, because it needs the elimination of methodological inconsisten-
cies and reinforcement with serious empirical data from related disciplines.

One of the key features of the phenomenon of populism is the high level of
personalization of political activity, the close connection between the spread
and level of influence of a populist movement and the personality of its leader.
This feature is not, of course, unique to populism, as charismatic leaders can
rise to prominence by advocating value systems that are far from populism

necessary tool.

Mentality and Mindset as Categories

The article examines the content and mechanism of the interaction of
mentality and mentality as phenomena of the spiritual and mental life of
an ethnic group, a people. The relevance of intelligence is determined by the
fact that the tradition of understanding them as synonymous is preserved in
scientific research, but at this stage these concepts are becoming more and
more controversial. Mentality is a scientific category that reflects a certain
phenomenon that is rooted in the depths of people’s life and captures stable,
established characteristics of spirituality. Anthropology records the constan-
cy of mentality, its staticity, but at the same time its relative changeability,
because it is a mechanism that determines the reaction to the surrounding
world. In the terminology of anthropologists, mentality is expressed through
the concept of «general instructions» associated with behavioral characte-
ristics, which at the same time does not depend on conscious reflection. In
other words, mentality can be understood as a system of relatively strong
stereotypes, as it necessarily reflects certain static properties of a social type
that have developed in the process of life experience. As for mentality, it is a
qualitative, identifying characteristic of a social subject that focuses natu-
ral-historical and cultural features in itself. The definition of mentality and
mentality, their differences, is substantiated on the basis of historiographical
research of foreign and domestic scientists, scientific schools of sociology, cul-
tural studies and psychology.

Challenges for NATO in the First Third of the 21st Century:
China and Ukraine

The article is dedicated to the analysis of Chinas and Ukraine policies as
challenges at the beginning of the XXI century. External and internal factors
which influence the NATOs definition of its role and place in the contempo-
rary system of international relations are considered. To this purpose, the
content of certain definitions, specifics of internal development of Western
society of the second half of the XXth century which form subsequent percep-
tion of security environment as well as the impact of China and Ukraine on
the NANO s choice of the ways of adaptation to the contemporary security
processes.

The author notes that China and Ukraine are substantially different chal-
lenges for NATO and initial analysis shows that the Alliance rather quick
and promptly takes into account their meaning for the creation of adaptive
mechanisms and instruments to the contemporary world political processes.
China’s challenge makes NATO to activate the process of its ‘globalizing”
through the creation and participation in supplementary security mecha-
nisms and institutions beyond the Statute’s defined Euro-Atlantic region. At
the same time, Ukraine acts as an outpost of Western word covering the Alli-
ance’s members from Russian aggression and giving them possibility to make
rearmament necessary for efficient rebuff in case of attack. Ukraine’s chal-
lenge lies in that NATO support of Kyiv increases the risk of direct military
collision between NATO and the Russian Federation.

The Nicaraguan Conflict as a Factor in the Cold War Confrontation

This article is devoted to the analysis of the Nicaraguan conflict as an ele-
ment of the Cold War and its impact on the international political situation.
The author conducts a detailed review of the latest research on this prob-
lem, both in domestic and international scientific literature, focusing on the
causes of the conflict, the role of international actors, socio-economic conse-
quences and the global impact on the Cold War.

The study found that the Nicaraguan conflict was caused by political,
economic and social factors such as the authoritarianism of the Sandinista
regime, social inequalities and external interference. The role of international
actors in the conflict turned out to be crucial, in particular due to their support

46 for different sides of the conflict and the competition for influence in the re-

gion. The conflict was accompanied by serious socio-economic consequences,
such as economic decline, destruction of infrastructure and exacerbation of
political contradictions. Its global impact was to change the dynamics of the
Cold War and the tensions between the superpowers.

The findings of the study emphasize the importance of understanding the
consequences and influence of the Nicaraguan conflict on the Cold War and
the international political situation. This makes it possible to develop effective
approaches to the settlement of similar conflicts in the future and contribute
to the achievement of stability and peace in the region. Understanding these
consequences can serve as a basis for further political negotiations and peace-
making measures aimed at reducing the socio-economic consequences of the
conflict and strengthening international stability.

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CIVIL SOCIETY CONTROL OVER THE USE
OF DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES IN THE ELECTORAL PROCESS
IN THE CONTEXT OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

The digital revolution has changed the way we participate in democracy,
in particular how we vote and participate in political discourse; however, it
has also given rise to new types of electoral irregularities that can become
a source of political crises and instability. The EU seeks to strengthen con-
trol over elections, their transparency and monitoring in order to maximise
the democratic participation of citizens. Citizens’ digital participation in the
election process can increase voter turnout, improve accuracy and efficiency,
and ensure greater transparency and accountability. However, it is essential
to ensure the safe and transparent use of digital technologies and that citizens
have access to information and resources that will allow them to participate
fully in the electoral process.

Civil society plays a critical role in ensuring that elections are free, fair
and transparent and in monitoring/observing the use of digital technologies
in the electoral process. By providing oversight, observation, advocacy, and
education of election participants, civil society can help ensure that the elec-
toral process is accessible, fair, and reflective of the peoples will.

Problem statement. The development of digital technologies has caused
signifi ant changes in political life. The digital participation of citizens in
the electoral process has become a critical problem in modern democra-
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cies, which European structures have repeatedly emphasised. Digital tools
for participation in the development of the electoral process gained rele-
vance in Ukraine even before the start of a full-scale invasion. With the
introduction of martial law, the electoral process was “frozen”, but the issue
of involving citizens to participate in elections will become critically im-
portant in the process of post-war reconstruction of the country. The im-
plementation of the right to vote is complicated for millions of Ukrainian
refugees abroad, many of whom are not on the consular register, for in-
ternally displaced persons inside Ukraine, who still need temporary re-
gi-stration and, accordingly, are deprived of the right to vote. A possible
solution to this problem will be the introduction of remote (electronic)
voting, mainly through specially developed mobile applications. However,
with an increase in the share of such voting, the probability of discrediting
and losing the legitimacy of the electoral process increases proportion-
ally. Voting interference and vote counting are only part of the risks that
post-war Ukraine will face during its fi st post-war elections. Under such
circumstances, civil society plays a signifi ant role in ensuring control over
the conduct of elections; therefore, the problem of civil society’s ability to
monitor and control the election process during the election cycle requires
additional study.

Recent research and publications analysis. In recent decades, the
scientific discourse on the digitalisation of election processes has become
extremely active in the world and Ukraine. Researchers are rethinking
not only the theoretical aspects of the implementation of electronic de-
mocracy in the election and referendum processes, but also the practical
consequences of their implementation (Lindner, Aichholzer, 2020); special
attention is paid to the observance of electoral standards and the neces-
sity of their correlation is considered(Norris, 2013); investigate the impact
of digital policy on the emergence of online forms of participation, blog-
gers in particular (Gil De Zuniga, Veenstra, Vraga & Shah, 2010); explore
opportunities for citizens to influence policymaking in various ways and
the relationship between decision-making transparency and trust (Mishra,
2020); explore a large number of examples of application or possibilities of
implementing electronic voting in countries on different continents and in
particular conditions: during an economic crisis, pandemic, natural disa-
ster, local confli ts, influx of refugees, which requires appropriate digital
technological solutions to ensure the implementation of electoral rights.
Systematisation of theoretical developments and practical experience of
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their implementation can be found in the collective work of Estonian
scientists, where a separate chapter is devoted to electronic voting in elec-
tions (Troitifio, 2023). Ukrainian scientists are also paying attention to the
digitalisation of election processes and mainly analyse the prospects and
possibilities of introducing electronic voting in Ukraine.

To study the digital participation of citizens in elections and referenda,
we apply the understanding of electronic voting as a type and tool of digital
participation for decision-making - the function of engaging citizens in
e-democracy (Lindner, Aichholzer 2020, 23), which can be schematically
represented in the form of a formula: electoral e-democracy = “electronic
voting” + “electronic participation = decision”, where “electronic voting”
is a set of information and communication technologies that ensure the
voting process, which is based on the principles of electronic governance.
In order to ensure democratic decision-making, we will analyse the possi-
bility of involving civil society institutions in public control of the activities
of participants in election and referendum processes in the form of public
monitoring of collective decision-making in elections and referenda. To do
this, we will apply the concept of “civil society media” (CSM), where CSM
is “alternative and media communities or mass media communities that
are owned and controlled by members of civil society” (Hintz, 2004). Also,
in the context of the functioning of civil society, the detailing of conven-
tional participation in elections and referenda, or electoral participation (a
factor of legal and rational legitimation), becomes particularly important.

To analyse the functioning of e-democracy in elections and referen-
dums, we will be guided by the principles defi ed by European structures
(Rec.CM/Rec(2009)1), which include freedom and quality of information;
reorientation of power, i.e. redistribution of power between the state and
citizens, between the state and civil society organisations; coordination
and harmonisation of private and public interests; information and legal
security; electronic participation and special identifi ation system; general
availability of e-democracy mechanisms; informational security (Com-
mittee of Ministers, 2009). These principles are inextricably linked to the
concept of democratic legitimacy, which emphasises aspects of popular
participation and regime accountability, ensured by free and fair elections
combined with a system of political checks and balances.

Study objectives. The purpose of the article is to fi d out the possibili-
ties and directions of civil society control in ensuring the digital participa-
tion of citizens in the election process following European standards.
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Tasks: considering EU recommendations, analyse the advantages and
disadvantages/difficulties of using e-democracy in elections and referenda;
determine the specifics of using digital technologies in election processes;
characterise the possibilities and directions of civil society control in
ensuring digital participation of citizens in the election process.

Presentation of the main research material. In recent decades, many
countries have introduced digital technologies into their election and refe-
rendum processes, allowing citizens to vote online, access information
about candidates and political parties, the issues they are tackling, and
engage in political discourse through social media that allow citizens to
communicate with each other and candidates in real-time. European insti-
tutions legally established “preliminary voting, voting by mail, electronic
and Internet voting” for voters” (EU, Euratom 2018, (5)). However, the vio-
lation of the previously mentioned principles of e-democracy during the
elections to the European Parliament, which occur in the countries of both
new and old democracies and, is “a source of instability and political crisis
and can generally undermine the “soft security of society” (PACE, 2012)
prompted the governing structures of the EU to warn of the likely spread
of negative consequences of the digitisation of electoral processes and
to take several decisions regarding their prejudice. In general, measures
to improve the democratic nature of elections should meet three main
requirements: foster participation, ensure transparency and strengthen
supervision (PACE, 2012).

Strengthening control was supposed to be ensured through the imple-
mentation of a transparent and accessible mechanism for effective appeal
of election violations in order to strengthen the public’s trust in the elec-
tion process. Transparency — through the open reporting of the Election
Monitoring Committee, cooperation with “international organisations
with experience in the electoral fi 1d, including the stage of the pre- and
post-election observation in order to achieve awareness of the recommen-
dations formulated by the international community and monitor their im-
plementation” (PACE, 2012). In our opinion, civil society organisations
(CSOs) can also successfully perform these tasks.

Activation of conventional electoral participation in elections requires
certain specifi ations of its components. It is about voting, participation
in the work of electoral bodies, participation in observation, contacts with
offi als (candidates), campaigns supporting candidates, public approval
of the activities of the subjects of the election process, initiative move-
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ments (signatures in support), authorised demonstrations; rallies; fi an-
cing of election campaigns. Note that most of them can be digitised; even
sanctioned non-digital demonstrations and rallies are transformed into
forums, blogs, etc. Digital participation in the electoral process involves
using digital technologies to facilitate and strengthen the active activity
of citizens in elections and referenda, including online voter registration,
electronic voting and digital reporting systems on election results, etc.

One of the most important advantages of digital participation is the
ability to reach a larger audience. Political parties and candidates can easily
communicate with citizens and share their political agenda through social
media platforms. In addition, citizens can also use social media to par-
ticipate in political discourse, express their opinions and share their views
with others. Such increased engagement can lead to a more informed elec-
torate, as citizens can gain access to a broader range of viewpoints and
opinions.

Digital participation also allows citizens to access information about
the electoral process more easily. With the help of online platforms, citi-
zens can easily get information about the election schedule, voter registra-
tion procedures and even the location of polling stations. Th s increased
accessibility can help increase voter turnout by making it easier for voters
to register and vote due to geographic distance or disability.

The use of digital technologies in electoral processes has become in-
creasingly common in recent years. Online voter registration systems,
electronic voting machines, and digital election reporting systems are just
a few examples of how technology is being used to make elections more
effici tand accessible.

Another advantage of digital participation is increased transparency
and accountability in the electoral process. Digital technologies can give
citizens better access to information about the candidates and the issues at
hand, as well as the process by which elections are conducted. Th s can help
increase trust in the electoral process and prevent fraud or other abuses.

Electronic voting allows citizens to vote electronically through a com-
puter terminal at the polling station or remotely via the Internet.

Proponents of electronic voting argue that it can increase voter turnout,
reduce the costs and administrative burden associated with traditional pa-
per voting, increase the accuracy and speed of vote counting, and provide b
accessibility for voters with disabilities to ensure greater transparency and
accountability in the election process. Digital election reporting systems,
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for example, can enable real-time reporting of election results, increasing
the speed and accuracy of reporting and reducing the potential for fraud
or other abuse. However, electronic voting also raises concerns about the
security and accuracy of the electoral process. Online voting systems are
vulnerable to hacking and other cyber attacks that could compromise the
integrity of the election.

What specific digital technologies were introduced into the election
processes? One of the most common technologies is electronic voting ma-
chines, which record and count votes electronically; however, their use
has been criticised for a lack of transparency and the possibility of errors
or fraud. Biometric authentication is also used to verify the identity of
voters. Th s technology uses unique biometric identifie s such as fi ger-
prints, facial recognition and iris scans to ensure that only registered voters
can vote. There are also a variety of online voting systems that allow
voters to make their choices from the comfort of their home or offic using
a computer or mobile device; still, there are concerns about their security
and reliability.

Expression of voting via the Internet has not yet become an innovation.
It has been successfully implemented in different forms at different levels
in different countries of the world on different continents, including the
USA, Canada, Estonia, Armenia, Panama and Australia; however, today,
Estonia is the only country in the world that uses a digital voting alterna-
tive since 2005 with the largest effectively, involving young people at home
and Estonians living abroad in the electoral and political process. Such
success is due to several factors: people’s trust in the authorities, a deve-
loped information protection system, and the availability of a technological
base built long before the fi st attempt at electronic voting.

Optional electronic voting (e.g. polls, local initiatives, plebiscites) is
widely used worldwide. Some countries introduce the possibility of voting
for specific categories of citizens who, for various proper reasons, cannot
physically visit the polling station. Ths is a reasonable opportunity for
those who live abroad, military personnel, and employees of consular and
diplomatic institutions.

In general, introducing digital technologies into electoral processes has
helped to make the voting process more effici t, convenient and secure.
However, it is essential to ensure that these technologies are implemented
in a way that does not compromise the integrity of the electoral process.
Th s requires strict control, which we believe civil society can implement.
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In what way? Primarily through monitoring (identifi ation of violations
of electoral law) and election observation (as offi al observers for comp-
liance with international standards), which are critical to ensuring trans-
parency and integrity of elections, where CSOs play a crucial role by inde-
pendently monitoring/observing the electoral process and reporting about
any violations or abuses. CSOs monitor the electoral process to ensure it is
free and fair, which can help build public confide ce in the electoral pro-
cess as citizens can be confide t that their votes are being counted fairly.

CSOs can monitor not only various stages of the election process (voter
registration, campaigning, voting, vote counting) but also the behaviour
of election offi als and report any cases of fraud, intimidation or violence,
generalise election practice, and make conclusions and proposals regar-
ding improvement of legislation. Such activity will contribute to the trans-
parency and accountability of the election process. By identifying and re-
porting irregularities or abuses, CSOs can help prevent fraud and ensure
that election results refl ct the people’s will.

CSOs, such as media organisations and mass media, can provide criti-
cal oversight during the electoral process. These organisations can moni-
tor the electoral process, report any irregularities or violations, and help
ensure a free and fair process by uniting their audience in the civil society
media - CSM.

Digital technologies can potentially change how CSOs monitor/ob-
serve elections. By providing real-time data and information, digital tech-
nologies can enable CSOs to monitor the electoral process more effectively
and quickly respond to violations or abuses. For example, digital platforms
can be used to report cases of fraud or violence and provide real-time up-
dates on the progress of the electoral process. At the same time, social me-
dia platforms can also be used to monitor election-related discourse and
identify instances of misrepresentation or misinformation. In particular,
in Russia, in September 2011, the “Map of Violations” project was created,
designed to monitor election violations by citizens themselves. As the 2022
elections were held under conditions of massive suppression of the rem-
nants of freedom of speech and expression, observers, commission mem-
bers, candidate staff and voters continued to document violations of elec-
toral law that they encountered at polling stations and during the election
campaign. A total of 1,824 messages have been published since the start of
the Violation Map on July 9. In 2017, when the previous cycle of elections
for the same bodies and positions was held, Karta received 1,738 signals

of violations. In 2022, 709 reports of violations were received during the
election campaign, and since the start of multi-day voting on September 9,
1,115 reports have been published (Kankiya, 2022).

In addition, digital technologies can increase the transparency and ac-
countability of the electoral process. Digital election reporting systems, for
example, can enable real-time reporting of election results, increasing the
speed and accuracy of reporting and reducing the potential for fraud or
other abuse. An eternal problem of the election process in Ukraine is the
untimely announcement of the number of voters who participated in the
vote (at the time of its end) and the election results, which allows manipu-
lation of the results within the limits of sociological error. The online mode
would eliminate this problem immediately.

The media also play an important role in monitoring elections. The
media can provide critical coverage of the electoral process throughout the
electoral cycle, reporting any inconsistencies or irregularities. Such cove-
rage can help draw attention to any issues that arise during the electoral
process and help ensure transparency and accountability in the process.

Civil society is critical to ensuring that elections are free, fair and trans-
parent. CSOs can monitor and observe the election or referendum pro-
cess; draw conclusions regarding its compliance with international and
European standards, domestic legislation and other general principles of
democratic elections; provide voter education; and provide media support.

CSOs can also play a key role in monitoring digital participation in
the electoral process. For example, they can monitor the security of on-
line voting systems, ensure that voter registration systems are accessible
to all citizens, and advocate for transparency and accountability in the use
of digital technologies. CSOs can also monitor the activities of election
management bodies (EMBs) responsible for election administration. By
monitoring the activities of CSOs and reporting any violations or abuses,
CSOs can help ensure fair and transparent elections. Likewise, to monitor
the review of cases challenging the action or inaction of the subjects of the
election process in courts or governing election bodies.

In addition, CSOs can propose reforms to improve the electoral pro-
cess, including adopting international standards of electoral integrity, in-
troducing independent monitoring and observation of elections and refe-
rendums, and creating reliable mechanisms for complaints and redress.

Despite the importance of CSOs in election monitoring/observation,
there are several challenges that these organisations face in carrying out
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their work. One of the main challenges is access to information. In many
cases, representatives of election bodies are reluctant to share information
with CSOs, which complicates effective monitoring of the election process.

Another problem is the lack of resources. CSOs may not have the
funding or staff to monitor elections on a large scale, limiting their ability
to provide comprehensive oversight of the electoral process.

In some cases, CSOs face harassment, intimidation or violence from
political parties or other groups that try to prevent them from monitoring/
observing the election process.

Problems also exist for digital participation. The most signifi ant is the
lack of digital literacy. Not all citizens have access to digital technologies
or are uncomfortable using them. Th s leads to a digital divide where some
citizens are excluded from the political process due to a lack of access or
skills. That is, society is not fully ready for digital participation, either men-
tally, intellectually, or technically, especially for the elderly.

Another challenge is the issue of cyber security. As the use of digital
technologies in the electoral process increases, the risk of cyber-attacks in-
creases. These attacks can compromise the integrity of the election process,
leading to inaccurate results or voter turnout. Associations of independent
IT specialists as members of CSOs can also oppose them.

Finally, there is also the risk of digital disinformation and propaganda.
Due to the ease with which information can be disseminated through
social media, political parties and candidates can quickly spread false or
misleading information to voters, leading to distrust in the electoral pro-
cess and lower voter turnout.

In order to avoid the manipulation of personal data in the context of
elections in the EU, amendments were made to the verifi ation procedure
related to violations of the rules on the protection of personal data in the
context of elections to the European Parliament (EU, Euratom, 2019). New
rules have also been introduced to protect the electoral process from dis-
information by online campaigns that abuse voters’ personal data and limit
the spread of fake content. These rules make it possible to punish criminals
who deliberately influence the results of European elections or try to
influence them by taking advantage of breaches of data protection rules.

An example of implementing these norms is the pan-European Code
of Practice proposed by the Commission, which was signed by three Inter-
net platforms in 2016 (European Commission, 2016). Later, in December
2018, the “Action Plan Against Disinformation” was adopted, which calls

on Internet platforms to focus on actions to “remove fake accounts, label
messaging as ‘bots’ and work with fact-checkers and researchers to iden-
tify disinformation and make verifi d information more visible” (Euro-
pean Commission, 2018). Such activity was observed in May 2019 on three
platforms that signed the Code of Practice.

Conclusions. The digital revolution has changed how we participate in
democracy, including how we vote and participate in political discourse.
The EU wants to strengthen control over elections in order to ensure maxi-
mum democratic participation of citizens. Citizens’ digital participation in
the election process can increase voter turnout, improve its accuracy and
effici cy, and ensure greater transparency and accountability. However, it
is crucial to ensure the safe and transparent use of digital technologies and
that citizens can access information and resources that will allow them to
participate fully in the electoral process.

Civil society plays a critical role in ensuring that elections are free, fair
and transparent and in monitoring/observing the use of digital technolo-
gies in the electoral process. By providing oversight, observation, advocacy
and education, civil society can help ensure that the electoral process is
accessible, fair and refl cts the people’s will.

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THE PRACTICE OF “EMBEDDED JOURNALISM” IN UKRAINE

The role of journalists in satisfying citizens’ right to free access to socially
important information in war conditions is highlighted. The importance to
inform the public about the progress of the military campaign is empha-
sized because it provides the civilians’ emotional and volunteer support for
the army and military, political, and economic decisions. The history of the
emergence of ‘embedded journalism” and the experience of implementing
this type of journalism in Ukraine are analyzed. The author focuses on the
ambivalent nature of “embedded journalism” from the point of view of re-
searchers and practitioners. The legal basis for the journalists’ activities in
hot spots is outlined, in particular the restrictions introduced after the full-
scale offensive of the Russian Federation on Ukraine on February 24, 2022.
The challenges for Ukrainian journalists regarding the implementation of
the practice of “embedded journalism” and the completion of this project in
Ukraine are pointed out. The author considers the specificities of the military
correspondents’ activities and the recommendations developed by Ukrainian
journalists and media experts regarding how to behave and how to commu-
nicate with the military and how to resolve conflict situations in the combat
zone.

Formulation of the problem. The history of human civilization deve-
lopment is a history of constant confli ts and wars, which both destroyed
societies and pushed for evolutionary transformation. At their core, there
is a clash of opposing interests, views, assessments, values, etc. Confli ts
and wars always have a high potential for long discussion as a “story to be
continued”, where there is a struggle and strong emotions (“if it bleeds, it
leads”), they become top topics in the world media. A “noteworthy” story
is given more airtime or more space in print, relevant experts are invited
to discuss, images or visual series are selected, etc., i.e. the media set the
framework for our perception of the event. So, the media are no longer
just spreading the news, they are creating the news, deciding what to say.
Hundreds of thousands of newspapers, websites, messengers, radio sta-
tions, and TV channels testify that people are thirsty for information; this
is especially noticeable in wartime.

Ukraine has been at war since 2014 and journalists were the “voices”
of the battlefi 1d, short and vulnerable cease fi e as well as suffering civil-
ians. For these years and at the present period (since February 24, 2022)
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Ukrainian media have developed some new practices and got new exper-
tise of work in the zone of confli t, on the temporarily occupied territories
and in the rear.

The research aim is to scrutinise the practice of “embedded journalism”
in Ukraine.

The research period covers 2014 — present; the sites of the Ministry
of Culture and Information Policy (by March 23, 2020 - the Ministry of
Information Policy) (https://mkip.gov.ua/) and the Institute of Mass Infor-
mation (journalistic analytical centre) (https://imi.org.ua/), their offi al
reports, as well as journalits’ comments, were analysed.

Material’s presentation. Text of the Article 19 of the Universal Decla-
ration of Human Rights states that everyone has the right to freedom of
opinion and expression, i.e. freedom to hold opinions without interference
and to seek, receive and impart information and ideas through any me-
dia and regardless of frontiers (Universal Declaration 1948). However, this
seemingly inalienable right is not guaranteed by international humanita-
rian law. There is only one mention in more than 500 articles, protocols
and annexes to the Geneva Conventions: “during a confli t, civilians have
the right to items necessary for survival” (Article 54 of Protocol 1 (Proto-
col Additional to the Geneva Conventions, Protocol 1, 1977) and Article
14 of Protocol 2 (Protocol Additional to the Geneva Conventions, Protocol
2, 1977) to the Geneva Conventions).

The mission of the media is to provide clear, concise, fast and responsi-
ble information. Their goal is to help citizens (in tandem with or in parallel
with offi al services) to ensure their security and to calm public opinion.
The way the media select tone, words, and images can not only help avoid
panic but also prevent retaliation against individuals or groups who are
associated in public opinion with those responsible for the attacks (Mar-
thoz, 2017). Informing the public about the course of a military campaign
is of utmost importance to gain the civilians’ emotional and volunteering
support of the Army and the military, political and economic decisions.
However, the coverage of military events provokes a dilemma: on the one
hand, the military seeks interaction with the media that would create sup-
port for the military campaign; on the other hand, journalists are expected
to make objective critical judgments. Journalists look for the truth that the
military cannot always provide due to the requirements of secrecy, tacti-
cal and strategic planning, and so on. Media activities in confli t zones
are often limited to government, military or corporate pressure, economic
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interests and self-censorship, patriotism and professionalism (Karpchuk,
2019).

In War, Media and Propaganda: A Global Perspective D. Miller claims
that in wartime “the “unfriendly” information should be destroyed, wher-
ever it comes from” (Miller, 1997: 11). J. Winters and J. Giffi argue that
the “ability to deny, degrade, destroy and/or effectively blind enemy capa-
bilities” is of utmost importance (Winters, 1997). Ph. Taylor in his book
Munitions of the Mind suggests that in a nuclear age, we need peace pro-
pagandists, not war propagandists — people whose job it is to increase
communication, understanding and dialogue between different peoples
with different beliefs. Consequently, we need as much truth as can and
must be told. A gradual process of explanation will generate greater trust
and therefore greater empathy and consensus will emerge. Fear and igno-
rance are the principal enemies of peace and peaceful coexistence (Taylor,
2013). Wide access to information and media forms educated opinion
(Schlechter, 2004:24).

The encyclopedia Britannica treats “embedded journalism” as “the
practice of placing journalists within and under the control of one side’s
military during an armed confli t. Embedded reporters and photogra-
phers are attached to a specific military unit and permitted to accompany
troops into combat zones (Loffelholz, 2016).

“Embedded journalism” is the “invention” of the U.S. Department of
Defense. It emerged during the Iraq War (2003 - 2011) as the response
to criticism regarding the low level of access granted to reporters during
the Persian Gulf War (1990 - 1991) and the early years of the Afghani-
stan War (which began in 2001). The new arrangement was formed out of
meetings between the heads of news organizations and the Defense De-
partment offi als aimed at allowing journalists to report on war with the
least possible danger (Pros and Cons..., 2003). Stephen Farrel argues that
‘embedding” is one of the words that emerged from the jargon of soldiers,
diplomats, politicians and spin doctors (Farrel, 2010).

Patrick Cockburn claims that “accompanying armies in the fi 1d is
usually the only way of fi ding out what they are doing or think they
are doing. Nor is there an obvious alternative way for correspondents to
operate today” (Cockburn, 2010). “In asymmetric confli ts — especially
those in countries with a high risk of kidnapping and murder - embed-
ding allows reporters, photographers and cameramen to go to areas that
they could not do otherwise” (Farrel, 2010). Nevertheless, the practice has
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been criticized as being part of a propaganda campaign depicting embed-
ded journalists as cheerleaders and media relations representatives who
accompany the military forces. “It is a tool of the military, allowing them to
manipulate inexperienced or impressionable journalists into being useful
fools” (Farrel, 2010).

The Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine considers
one of its main tasks to protect the citizens’ rights to receive, access and
disseminate information. Article 34 of the Constitution of Ukraine states
that “Everyone is guaranteed the right to freedom of thought and speech,
to freely express their views and beliefs. Everyone has the right to freely
collect, store, use and disseminate information orally, in writing or other-
wise — at their discretion. The exercise of these rights may be restricted by
law only in the interests of national security, territorial integrity or public
order to prevent riots or crimes, to protect public health, to safeguard the
reputation or rights of others, to prevent the disclosure of confide tial in-
formation or to maintain the authority and impartiality of justice” (Con-
stitution of Ukraine). In 2015, recognising the importance of objective and
impartial informing the public and the world community about the Anti-
Terrorist Operation (ATO), seeking to provide media representatives with
maximum access to information about the activities of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine during the ATO, the (then) Ministry of Information Policy of
Ukraine implemented a pilot project “Embedded journalism” (attaching
journalists to military units) (Ministry of Culture and Information Policy
of Ukraine, 2020).

To participate in the competition for embedded journalism, journa-
lists should have an insurance policy for a journalist in the combat zone,
a certifi ate of specialised training as a military journalist and admission
to work in the ATO zone from the Security Service of Ukraine; at the time
of attachment, the journalist had to be in excellent physical condition. The
status of embedded journalists provided for the signing of a contract be-
tween the journalist, the media and the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine on
the non-disclosure of state secrets and information that could threaten the
information security of Ukraine. A press office constantly worked with
the journalist. The media outlet, represented by an embedded journalist,
was to ensure compliance with the requirements of the Labor Code and
to classify the journalist’s stay in the ATO zone as an offi al business trip.
The media representative should have personal protective equipment, in-
cluding a bulletproof vest of at least 4 protection class, a helmet with the
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appropriate words “Press”, have a fi st aid kit (to provide the fi st aid) and
be able to use it. Locations included only districts of Shyrokine, Pisky, Av-
diivka, Shchastya; journalists had weekly rotation, and there were no more
than two representatives of one media at one location for one week (Min-
isterstvo, 2015).

It should be mentioned that in 2014, journalists repeatedly stressed
the need to introduce the practice of “embedded journalism” in the army
of Ukraine. Realising the importance of working in this mode, domestic
journalists began to “embed” themselves into individual units. At that time
it mostly occurred in volunteer battalions. On May 25, 2015, the project
was offi ally launched, and the fi st offi al embedded journalists went
east. In Ukraine, the project was implemented jointly by the Ministry of
Defense and the Ministry of Information Policy. Based on the US Army
program and the US form of contract, US press offic s and media out-
lets helped Ukrainian government offi als implement such a practice in
Ukraine. Representatives of the Israeli armed forces also provided con-
sultations. Unfortunately, not every Ukrainian media was able to meet all
these requirements, the most problematic was the item on compulsory in-
surance, the cost of which in hostilities was quite high. Therefore, the pro-
gram was mainly attended by foreign journalists; only one of the domestic
national TV channels, Inter, managed to provide its correspondents with
everything they needed to join the project. To help journalists who had
not yet had experience in the combat zone, the Defense Ministry hired
experienced military reporters (Hryvinskyy 2015). Table 1 illustrates
the presence and the results of media activity of embedded journalists in
Ukraine in 2015. Embedded journalism is associated with risks and re-
strictions, in particular, the danger that the militants, as soon as they learn
about the presence of the media on a certain section of the front, will start
a targeted hunt for them or resort to some provocations. Such situations
were avoided due to conspiracy and operative measures of special services;
specific servicemen were responsible for their lives and health throughout
the period. On the other hand, embedded journalists were forced to be in
one particular place almost all the time. To a large extent, they depended
on the military command, which, surely, was interested in the audience
seeing the Armed Forces only in a positive light. In addition, given the
largely defensive nature of the actions of the Ukrainian army, no one could
guarantee that during the week of stay in one or another section the jour-
nalist would get the material he needed.

Mykhailo Shtekel, a Radio Svoboda journalist, who was one of the fi st
to take part in the program, emphasises that the experience of being close
to Ukrainian army soldiers is necessary to create quality reports. Ths is
the only way to truly understand the essence of the phenomena that are
reported daily in the form of dry statistics by the ATO spokespersons (for
example, the “two or three shellings” mentioned in the reports could last
for several hours) (Hryvins'kyy, 2015).
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After the “embedded journalism” experiment was over, the informative
function is performed by war correspondents of different media channels.

To provide information support for Ukraine’s defence measures in the
context of full-scale armed aggression of the Russian Federation on Febru-
ary 24, 2022, to give prompt, truthful and comprehensive information on
Russia’s war crimes, the Armed Forces of Ukraine accredit representatives
of national and foreign media. After verifi ation of all data, media workers
are provided with an electronic version of the press card for presentation at
the request of the military and law enforcement agencies. In the conditions
of the enemy’s use of weapons prohibited by international conventions, the
Armed Forces of Ukraine are not responsible for the life and health of me-
dia representatives in the area of hostilities (Zbroyni Syly Ukrayiny, 2022).

Since February 24, 2022, the working conditions of journalists have
changed compared to those during the Joint Forces Operation (former -
the ATO) in Donbas, as the front line has become much closer to the capi-
tal and it has become more difficult to understand exactly where it passes.
The journalists working in Ukraine may use the Internet, other means of
communication, and social networks. However, there is a danger the infor-
mation, that is disseminated in the network and is on the air, can be used
by the enemy. With the outbreak of the war in Ukraine, both journalists
and civilians have learned to be more responsible about how and when
to report on shelling and military alarms. In the fi st days of the war, this
information was widely disseminated on social networks, websites and live
TV channels. In the second month of the large-scale war, the Ministry of
Culture and Information Policy, the Ministry of Defense and the Union of
Journalists of Ukraine fi ally developed rules on how and when to write
about shelling, explosions, etc., for example, a reporter can go to work at
the scene, but can speak about it publicly in 3 hours; if he/she gets to a
military facility, he/she can only report in 12 hours; until the air alarm is
over, he/she must not say where the shelling has taken place (Ministry of
Defence of Ukraine, 2022b).

The military acknowledges that journalists create powerful infor-
mation weapon to help Ukraine win, and call for patriotism, including
good stories, specifi ally about aid, exposing speculators and looters, and
helping families in need whose relatives are at the front. Even in the rare
moments of rest that soldiers and offic s have, they watch the news and
social networks. They need to know that everything is fi e on their home
street (NSJU.org., 2022).
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The media professionals are the eyes of the world to the atrocities of
the RF in Ukraine. However, both journalists’ reports and posts on social
networks can endanger civilians, the military, and infrastructure, so on
March 24, 2022, the Verkhovna Rada adopted a bill criminalising photo
and video recordings of the movements of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
(Izvoshchykova, 2022). On March 3, 2022, the Ministry of Defense of
Ukraine issued an Order regulating the work of journalists during mar-
tial law (Ministry of Defence of Ukraine, 2022a). It is sent to journalists
together with the accreditation and they are warned: if they violate the
requirements, they will lose the press card. The Order explained how the
military should work with journalists, what journalists should not do and
what they should not write or film (for example, information about the
attachment of any objects to the area; the success of air or artillery strikes;
the results of strikes and the state infrastructure (aftermath); emotional
expressions of people who get on camera; people who can be identifi d).
Annex No. 2 to the Order contains a list of information, the disclosure
of which may lead to the enemy’s awareness of the actions of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and other components of the Defense Forces, and may
adversely affect the implementation of assigned tasks during martial law
(Ministry of Defence of Ukraine, 2022a).

On March 28, 2022, Ukrainian and foreign journalists appealed to the
President of Ukraine Volodymyr Zelensky, the Offic of the President, the
Ministry of Defense of Ukraine, the Security Service, the General Staff and
the Ministry of Foreign Aff irs on cases of harassment of journalists due
to unfounded accusations of “adjusting the fi €” of the enemy (the problem
was provoked by the work of foreign journalists who filmed prohibited
objects, in particular, a missile strike on Lviv, which led to another “more
accurate” strike). As a result, journalists are a priori treated as hostile
agents, even though they are only doing their job (Zolotukhin, 2022). The
Order of the Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of Ukraine has
remained binding.

Considering eight years of work in hot spots, Ukrainian journalists and
media experts have developed recommendations (Ryaboshtan 2022) on
how to behave and how to communicate with the military, how to resolve
confli t situations, what to carry and without which it is better not to get
a camera:

1. Speak calmly and do not confli t with the military.

2. Do not be nervous when communicating with the military.

3. Listen to what the military and law enforcement have to say and do
as they say.

4. Carry all the accreditations of various bodies and departments - from
the press card of the Verkhovna Rada to the work permit in the war zone.

5. Carry as many documents as possible: Ukrainian and foreign pass-
ports, registration data (for card holders), birth certifi ates, ID cards, etc.

6. Do not work without army accreditation.

7. Do not publish news of shelling or deaths unless offi ally reported.

8. As you pass the checkpoint, slow down, turn off the headlights, keep
your hands in sight, and answer questions clearly. Do not make sudden
movements, do not get out of the car without permission and do not start
abruptly.

9. Do not survey positions and locations of fi e in such a way that
geolocation can be identifi d. Leave the military only with their permis-
sion. If the military asks you to delete a photo, obey.

10. Do not go to dangerous areas without training in-home care and
work in wartime.

11. Keep your editors informed of your routes.

12. Always be in a bulletproof vest and helmet with the inscription
“Press”.

13. If you can, do not work alone - it is better to be in a team of two or
three people.

14. Speak Ukrainian - this distinguishes you from the enemy.

15. Do not start work asa fi er if you do not have special training. Fixer
is not only an interpreter; he/she is responsible for his/her wards.

Conclusions. Hence, we may conclude the following: in peacetime,
freedom of expression, variety of opinions and free access to socially im-
portant information make up the main focus of media activities. However,
in wartime, such activity requires great effort and coherence to provide
objective information to citizens and to mobilise foreign partners.

Realising how important it is to present “fi st hand” information, i.e.,
from the defenders of Ukraine, the journalists called for the introduc-
tion of the practice of “embedded journalism” in Ukraine. The pilot pro-
ject started in 2015, but security requirements (compulsory insurance for
work in hostilities) proved to be too expensive for Ukrainian journalists.
During the year of the project implementation, 17 foreign media and only
one Ukrainian channel took part; the results of their work were 41 reports
and videos and 2 documentaries.
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However, most of the work was done by ordinary reporters of media
outlets; during the eight years of the war, they even developed advice on
how to communicate with the military and how to behave in a combat
zone. However, their activities underwent additional changes with the
beginning of a full-scale war. Specifi ally, the Ministry of Defense of
Ukraine issued an Order regulating the work of journalists during mar-
tial law which specifies the information, the disclosure of which may lead
to the enemy’s awareness of the actions of the Armed Forces of Ukraine,
or may negatively affect the implementation of tasks during martial law.
Verkhovna Rada adopted a bill criminalising photo and video recordings
of the movements of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Certainly, media activity is only a separate aspect of engaging with the
public in wartime and further research can focus on the communication
activity of the President of Ukraine and the ruling elite, the information
activity of special communication structures and NGOs and technological

Al-Qaeda’s Activities on the Internet: Forms, Types and Tools

The article is devoted to the analysis of the media content of one of the
largest international terrorist organizations - Al-Qaeda in the context of the
strengthening of media terrorism in the modern globalized world.

Researchers state that, like the Islamic State (IS), Al-Qaeda relied on
the effective use of social media in its activities: recruitment of terrorist sup-
porters, calls for terrorist attacks, propaganda of brutality and violence. Al-
Qaeda has developed a successful media strategy directed against the coun-
tries of the Western world, mainly against the United States. At the same
time, al-Qaeda’s information operations against the West, organized in the
digital space, have not achieved the same resonance as IS. They were mainly
aimed at highlighting the weaknesses of the states of the Western world.

The main areas of use of social media by Al-Qaeda are: propaganda of
terrorism, intimidation, operational planning and coordination of terrorist
acts, recruitment and training of supporters, collection of intelligence data
and targets, financing of maintenance.

Based on the analysis of international legal standards, the article investi-
gates the possibilities and conditions of television sets in the context of cove-
rage of the life of national minorities in Ukraine on the example of the Cher-
nivtsi and Zakarpattia regions. The author concludes: research on television
coverage of the activities of national minorities is an indicator of the balance
of local, state and international political interests. In the context of the in-
formation war aimed at manipulating the image of Ukraine in the context
of its positioning as a State that infringes on the right of ethnic communi-
ties to express themselves in their own language, the realization of the rights
of communities to create content becomes particularly important: it is also
about the influence on the work of Ukraine to improve the legislation in the
context of the European integration. The article emphasizes the priority of
creation and financial support of TV platforms where representatives of na-
tional communities can produce and distribute media content that does not
contradict the national interests of Ukraine.

The purpose of the article is to explore the peculiarities, identify the
challenges, and suggest policy recommendations for improving the modera-
tion of Ukrainian war-related content on Facebook and Instagram following 247
the full-scale Russian invasion.

The research demonstrates that Meta platforms apply the following re-
strictions for moderating content (including war-related content): limiting
certain functions on social media, reducing content distribution, removing
content, disabling accounts, removing Pages and groups, and providing
warning screens on sensitive or misleading content. The restrictions affected
Ukrainian media, journalists, bloggers, activists, and ordinary users docu-
menting Russia’s aggression. The most censored content included epithets to
describe Russians, war-related satire, posts about the Azov Regiment, calls
for violence against Russians, and violent and graphic content related to the
war in Ukraine.

To address existing content moderation challenges, it is recommended
that Facebook and Instagram increase the transparency of their community
standards and guidelines, stop blocking satirical content, and adapt/update
their policies to fit the geopolitical realities of international armed conflicts.

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Formulation of the scientific problem and its significance. Over the
past ten years, social media platforms have increased their role as instru-
ments for disseminating information and coordinating citizens™ actions
in crises, confli ts, or wars. Ths was particularly evident in, inter alia,
Ethiopia, Iraq, Israel/Palestine, Libya, Myanmar, Sri Lanka, and Syria,
where people utilised online platforms to document human rights viola-
tions, denounce brutalities, and spread calls for international assistance
during confli ts. The war in Ukraine follows a similar pattern (Human
Rights Watch, 2022).

Ukrainian users have been actively employing social media platforms
during the full-scale Russian invasion. The informational efforts of govern-
ment bodies, traditional media outlets, and journalists were accompanied
by the activities of bloggers, activists, and millions of ordinary Ukrainians
who found themselves in the midst of events and were sharing their ex-
periences through social media platforms. Stories of eyewitnesses, posts
about the consequences of Russian shellings, and images of atrocities com-
mitted by Russian forces have become a common occurrence in the news
feed of an average Ukrainian user.

However, the constant fl w of content about war gave rise to new chal-
lenges for social media platforms. The platforms were faced with new geo-
political realities, which they were generally able to avoid in the past. The
fact is that the community standards of social media platforms usually do
not contain special exceptions that would ensure suffici t guarantees for
freedom of expression in times of war. They were designed for an ideal
environment where there is no room for hate speech, and everyone lives in
harmony regardless of nationality, gender, age, etc (Tonuaposa, 2022). In
order to maintain such an environment, standards were created to ensure
the absence of hate speech or other types of “problematic content” on the
platform.

The question remains: what shall be done with the “problematic
content” about the war that regularly appears in our news feeds amidst
entertainment videos and cute pictures of kittens and puppies? How to
moderate posts calling for violence against the occupying forces? Which
photos depicting “violent and graphic content” in times of war are accep-
table on the platform, and which ones are not? Although these issues have
been relevant for the Ukrainian segment of social media platforms since
the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war in 2014, they have gained new
dimensions after the Russian invasion of Ukraine last year.
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With the escalation of the full-scale Russian invasion, the issue of mo-
derating content about Russian aggression became more acute. A lot of
Ukrainian content about the war was restricted on social media platforms
(CEDEM and The Fix, 2023). Most cases of such controversial restric-
tions took place on the Meta platforms, namely Facebook and Instagram
(IlleBuenxko, 2022). Therefore, it is worthwhile to examine in detail how
Ukrainian content was moderated on these two platforms after the 2022
Russian invasion.

Analysis of recent research on this problem. Some recent studies dis-
cussed certain aspects of social media content moderation in the context
of the war in Ukraine. The Media Development Foundation examined
the restrictive measures faced by 57 Ukrainian national and local inde-
pendent media on Facebook (Media Development Foundation 2022). The
Center for Democracy and Rule of Law’s research conducted by The Fix
shed light on the impact of social media platforms’ content moderation
policies on Ukrainian media and content creators following the full-
scale Russian invasion (CEDEM and The Fix, 2023). Digital Security Lab
Ukraine prepared a report on digital security in the Ukrainian civil sec-
tor during wartime, addressing, inter alia, the challenges associated with
social media platforms (JIaboparopis nudposoi 6esmexn, 2022). Human
Rights Watch analysed the initiatives and steps taken by popular social
media platforms and messaging services in response to the war in Ukraine
through the lens of international human rights standards (Human Rights
Watch, 2022).

Formulation of the purpose, objectives, and methods of the article. Th
purpose of the present article is to investigate the intricacies, discern the
challenges, and proffer recommendations for improving the moderation of
Ukrainian war-related content on Facebook and Instagram in the wake of
the full-scale Russian invasion. With this purpose in view, the article sets
out to attain three objectives in order to comprehend the nature of mode-
rating Ukrainian war-related content on Meta platforms. Firstly, to identi-
fy the restrictive measures that Facebook and Instagram apply throughout
the content moderation process (particularly concerning Ukrainian con-
tent). Secondly, to determine the categories of actors who were subjected
to the restrictive measures in the Ukrainian segment of Facebook and In-
stagram for sharing content about the war. Thi dly, to examine the plat-
forms’ standards and policies for moderating and restricting Ukrainian
war-related content and develop policy recommendations on the matter.
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To achieve the stated objectives, the article employs a combination of
methods, such as analytical, functional, comparative, and descriptive.

Presentation of the main material. In the pages to follow, the article
elaborates on how Ukrainian war-related content is moderated and
restricted on Meta platforms. It begins with determining the types of
restrictions applied by Facebook and Instagram throughout the process
of content moderation, continues with delineating and categorising the
actors subject to war-related content restrictions in the Ukrainian segment
of social media platforms, and ends with identifying the grounds used by
platforms to restrict Ukrainian content about the war.

Regarding content moderation on Meta platforms, Facebook Com-
munity Standards (Meta, n.d. b) and Instagram Community Guidelines
(Instagram, n.d.) defi e the types of content allowed to be shared on these
platforms and those prohibited. If some content does not comply with the
established standards and guidelines, platforms impose restrictions on it.
Ukrainian content is no exception.

To deal with “problematic content” on Facebook and Instagram, Meta
applies the following restrictive measures:

1. Taking down violating content. If the content violates the estab-
lished Facebook Community Standards or Instagram Community Guide-
lines, it is removed, and the user who shared it receives a strike. Depending
on the severity and number of previous violations and strikes, Meta may
apply additional restrictions against users, such as reducing the distribu-
tion of content, restricting or disabling the account, etc. (Meta, 2023g).

If prohibited content is posted not on a personal account but on a Page
or group managed by the user, strikes and additional restrictive measures
may also be imposed on such Page or group (Meta, 2022a). If the profile of
an admin or moderator is disabled, the Pages or groups they created might
also disappear.

2. Reducing the distribution of problematic content (also known as
a “shadow ban”). Under certain conditions, Meta may reduce the distribu-
tion of certain content even if it does not violate Facebook Community
Standards or Instagram Community Guidelines, but is considered prob-
lematic for one reason or another (Meta, 2023e). Th s restrictive measure
is also referred to as a “shadow ban” in common parlance (Nadiyno, 2023).
When a “shadow ban” is applied, the “problematic content” is not removed,
but its visibility is reduced in the user’s news feed. The content remains ac-
cessible on the account or page but becomes somewhat “invisible” as Meta

asit
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restricts its display in the news feed and stops recommending it to other
users.

The grounds for introducing the “shadow ban” encompass the situ-
ations when users share low-quality content, such as clickbaits, links to
websites with excessive advertising, misinformation, etc. In addition, Meta
reduces the distribution of content posted by users who repeatedly violate
Facebook Community Standards or Instagram Community Guidelines
(Meta, 2023e).

3. Restricting accounts. Users who share prohibited content for the
fi st time usually receive just a respective warning from Meta along with
the removal of the prohibited content, without any additional restrictions.
However, if the publication of prohibited content continues, platforms may
limit users” access to certain features on Facebook. Th s may include taking
away their ability to comment on posts, publish content, create pages, etc.,
for a period of 1 to 30 days (Meta, 2023a).

If the published content violates more stringent Community Standards
252 (such as policies regarding dangerous organisations and individuals),
— Facebook imposes additional and longer-lasting restrictions. Even stricter

measures are applied to public figu es if they incite or celebrate acts of vio-
lence (Meta, 2023f). Continued posting of prohibited content may lead to
the platform disabling the user’s account.

4. Restricting Pages and groups. If Pages and groups on Facebook
frequently violate Community Standards, they are also subject to certain
restrictions imposed by Meta. The social media platforms may no longer
show such Pages and groups in the personalised recommendations sec-
tions to platform users. On Facebook, these sections include “Pages you
may like”, “Groups you should join” and posts from pages/groups in the
news feed labelled “Suggested for you” (Facebook, n.d. ¢). On Instagram,
examples of personalised recommendations sections include the content
on Reels and Explore. Furthermore, Meta may reduce the distribution of
problematic content, a so-called “shadow ban” (Meta, 2023e), and impose
advertising restrictions (Meta n.d. a).

5. Disabling accounts. If users repeatedly violate Facebook Com-
munity Standards or Instagram Community Guidelines, or if a violation
is very severe, Meta will disable their respective accounts. Social media
platforms also block the accounts of dangerous individuals and users who
misrepresent their identity (Meta, 2022b).

6. Removing Pages and groups. Meta removes Pages and groups that
frequently breach Community Standards. The following situations are
considered violations: if the name, description or cover of a Page/group
violates Community Standards, as well as if an administrator or modera-
tor of a Page/group creates or approves the publication of content by other
users that goes against Community Standards (Meta, 2022e).

It should be noted that Meta sometimes mistakenly applies restrictive
measures to certain content or its author. In such cases, users can appeal
the blocking of content (Facebook, n.d. a) or disablement of their account
(Facebook, n.d. b). No one can guarantee that the restrictions will be lifted,
but social media platforms may reconsider their decision under certain
circumstances.

7. Providing context on sensitive or misleading content. In addition
to the aforementioned restrictive measures, Meta can blur content and
add a warning screen explaining why this content may be sensitive or mis-
leading, even though it does not violate Facebook Community Standards
or Instagram Community Guidelines (Meta, 2022d). Such a warning
screen may be introduced when the content contains potentially sensitive
material (such as violent or graphic content) or false information (accor-
ding to the conclusions of Metas fact-checkers). Accordingly, each user
can decide whether s/he wants to view and trust this content.

The above-mentioned restrictive measures are applied by Facebook and
Instagram when moderating content, including content about the war in
Ukraine. The number of cases regarding the blocking of Ukrainian content
and accounts on social media has noticeably increased since the begin-
ning of the full-scale Russian invasion (Jlabopatopis un¢posoi 6esmnexu,
2022). War-related content blocking has affected various representatives
of the Ukrainian media community. More specifi ally, “victims” of such
social media content restrictions encompass:

1. Media. The Media Development Foundation surveyed 57 national
and local media and found that almost half of them (27) faced restric-
tions imposed on their Facebook pages. Many pages had their monetisa-
tion, ad usage, and content distribution restricted. The main reasons for
introducing these restrictive measures were news publications about the
war containing certain trigger words (for example, the word “moskali”)
and graphic content from the front lines (Media Development Founda-
tion, 2022).

2. Journalists, bloggers, and activists. Representatives of this catego-
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ry typically encounter post and account blockings on Facebook and Insta-
gram due to the dissemination of news and information about the Russian
invasion (Bypasx, 2023).

3. Ukrainian users. We cannot but mention ordinary Ukrainian users
who share their stories, lived experiences, and graphic content about the
war on social media platforms. They, too, face restrictions from Meta due
to their war-related social media publications.

As regards the grounds for restricting Ukrainian content about the war,
representatives of the Ukrainian media community are frequently subject
to social media restrictions for sharing war-related content from one of the
5 main categories:

1.  Epithets. With the onset of full-scale war, the list of expressions
prohibited for dissemination on social media platforms has been signifi-
cantly expanded. Meta is quick to remove posts featuring trigger epithet
words to designate Russians, such as “katsapy”, “rusnia’, “rusaky”, “svy-
nosobaky”, and the like - even if creatively obfuscated through character
substitutions, transliterations, or sprinkled with emojis (Lviv Media Fo-
rum, 2022). These are construed as hate speech (“slurs”), unacceptable and
anathematised on social media platforms. Both Facebook’s Community
Standards and Instagram’s Community Guidelines defi e hate speech as
violent or dehumanising speech against people based on their so-called
“protected characteristics”, such as ethnic or national origin (Meta, 2023d).

However, the predicaments arising from the enforcement of such epi-
thets content restrictions are multifaceted. Firstly, the criteria by which
the list of words flagged as “unacceptable” is composed remain somewhat
elusive.

Secondly, the automated removal of any and all posts that contain
the “unacceptable” trigger words (epithets to describe Russians) often dis-
misses the context in which Ukrainian users employ them - that is, emo-
tional reactions to the harrowing realities of warfare and a denouncement
of Russian aggression. Th s, at times, appears somewhat at odds with Meta’s
offi al stance, which recognises Ukrainians’ right to freedom of expres-
sion, including the expression of anger, as a manifestation of self-defense
in response to Russia’s military incursion (Meta, 2022c).

Thi dly, a comprehensive list of prohibited words (epithets) is not pub-
licly available; it is exclusively held by Meta’s moderators. The Ministry
of Digital Transformation of Ukraine has already reached out to Meta,
requesting access to the list of unacceptable words, which would help
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prevent the mass blocking of Ukrainian users (MinictepctBo un¢posoi
TpaHcpopmaii Ykpainn, 2022). However, as of now, full access to the list
of prohibited expressions has not been opened up to the general public.

2. Azov. The Ukrainian media community repeatedly encountered
restrictions because of posts related to the Azov Regiment. Instagram
blocked the page “Association of Families of Defenders of “Azovstal”
(bapcykoa, 2022) and removed news publications about the Azov Regi-
ment from the media “#Bukvy” (Byxsu, 2022). Facebook deleted posts and
reduced content distribution from the “RBC-Ukraine” ([Jpa6xina, 2022)
and “The New Voice of Ukraine” (Oninmosa, 2022) for publishing news
featuring videos about Azov. The list goes on. The reason the content about
Azov was actively getting blocked on Meta platforms was that Meta clas-
sifi d Azov as a “hate entity” within its policy on dangerous organisations
and individuals.

Meta’s policy prohibits disseminating content endorsing, supporting,
or representing dangerous organisations. One of the types of dangerous
organisations includes hate entities - organisations or individuals actively
promoting hatred towards others based on their protected characteristics
(Meta, 2023c). There is no publicly available offi al list of organisations
that Meta considers dangerous and categorises as hate entities. However,
the fact that Azov was on the list of hate entities initially became known
from a leaked list of Facebook Dangerous Individuals and Organizations
(The Intercept, 2021). Subsequently, this information was confi med
during negotiations between the Ministry of Digital Transformation of
Ukraine and Meta. Recently, according to reports from the Ministry of
Digital Transformation, Ukraine has managed to reach an agreement with
Meta to cease blocking content related to Azov (+ 2023). However, this
exception does not apply to one of the founders of the regiment, Andriy
Biletsky, and certain Azov-associated symbols.

Overall, Meta’s policy regarding dangerous organisations in general,
and content about Azov in particular, is somewhat ambiguous. Firstly, nei-
ther the process of forming the list of dangerous organisations nor the of-
fic al list itself is accessible to the public. The Oversight Board of Meta has
also drawn attention to this issue in one of its decisions, recommending
that this list be made public (Oversight Board, 2020).

Secondly, as noted by the organisation Article19, the defin tion of “hate
entities” in Community Standards is so broad that it can even encompass
certain political parties (Article19, 2018).
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Thi dly, Community Standards and guidelines allow the dissemination
of content about dangerous organisations to report on, condemn or neu-
trally discuss them or their activities (Meta 2023c). Based on the above,
Meta should not block content about Azov if it is shared in the form of
news with a neutral tone. The situation may differ if the content portrays
the regiment positively, as this could be grounds for content blocking from
Meta’s perspective.

Nonetheless, given recent agreements between the Ministry of Digital
Transformation of Ukraine and Meta, the issue of blocking content about
Azov has been resolved de jure. However, de facto cases of blocking certain
types of content about Azov still occur. Therefore, Meta needs to improve
the moderation of this content in practice.

3. Calls for violence. Calls for violence can be categorised into two
groups:

- thefi st group includes death wishes and calls for violence against
Russians, such as “kill all Russians”;

256 . thesecond group comprises calls for violence against Russian sol-
— diers, such as “kill all occupiers”

At the outset of the full-scale Russian invasion, Meta temporarily
allowed Ukrainian users of Facebook and Instagram to publish calls for
violence against Russians, Russian soldiers, Putin, and Lukashenko in the
context of the invasion, provided that such calls did not specify a particu-
lar location or method of violence (Vengattil and Culliford, 2022). These
changes to the content moderation process were not refl cted in the public
community standards and rules, but social media moderators implement-
ed them in practice.

However, Meta soon revised this decision, allowing calls for violence
only in relation to Russian military personnel and prohibiting such calls
concerning Russians or heads of state. The company stated that it would
not tolerate any manifestations of Russophobia, calls for violence or dis-
crimination against Russians on Facebook and Instagram (Vengattil, 2022).

Currently, many posts of Ukrainian users containing calls for violence
against Russians are blocked on Facebook and Instagram as:

- “hate speech” based on “protected characteristics”, such as ethnic-
ity or nationality (Meta, 2023d);

- “violence and incitement”, which refers to calls that could poten-
tially incite or promote violence (Meta, 2023h).

It is worth noting that blocking direct calls for violence against all Rus-
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sians as a national group is completely rational from the perspective of
international law. Indeed, any expressions of hatred towards a particular
group of people based on nationality, which constitute incitement to dis-
crimination, hostility, or violence, are prohibited'. At the same time, posts
with calls for violence against Russian military personnel do not fall under
this prohibition. As highlighted by the Oversight Board, such posts refer
to Russian military personnel not because of their nationality, but rather
due to their involvement in hostilities and violent crimes in the context of
Russia’s unlawful military aggression against Ukraine (Oversight Board,
2022a).

4.  Satire. Meta imposed various restrictions on Ukrainian users for
disseminating satirical content about the war, Russians and Putin. Some
vivid examples include Facebook’s blocking of the satirical project “To-
ronto Television” (letextop mepia, 2022), removal of caricatures from the
“Durdom” page (Hypnom, n.d.), removal of caricatures (JKypasesns, 20236)
and restrictions of the account (JKypasenn, 2023a) of the activist Yuriy
Zhuravel, and even debunking of caricatures from the satirical page “Kit i
Baba” (Kit i ba6a, 2023).

Satirical content is often restricted based on Community Standards
regarding “hate speech” and “dangerous organisations and individuals™
However, it should be emphasised that blocking satirical content is contro-
versial from the perspective of both Meta’s rules and international freedom
of expression standards.

Meta’s standards on “hate speech” (Meta 2023d) and “dangerous orga-
nisations and individuals” (Meta, 2023c) stipulate that content that would
otherwise violate Community Standards is allowed to be shared on Fa-
cebook and Instagram if it is satirical. Moreover, international standards
(Special Rapporteur in the fi 1d of cultural rights n.d.), which Meta is com-
mitted to following according to its own Corporate Human Rights Policy
(Meta, 2021), provide for enhanced protection of the right to freedom of
artistic expression, including satirical caricatures. Therefore, this raises the
need for Meta to reconsider its approach to blocking satire on social media
platforms.

5. Violent and graphic content. Telling the world about Russia’s ag-
gression, Ukrainian users often post photos and videos that depict atroci-

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ties committed by Russian soldiers. Such posts fall under Meta’s policy on
“Violent and graphic content” Facebook and Instagram users are gene-
rally prohibited from sharing content containing particularly violent or
graphic scenes, such as content depicting dismemberment, visible innards
or charred bodies (Meta, 2023b).

However, there is an exception - content featuring scenes of violence
can be published in the context of discussing human rights abuses, armed
confli ts, and other serious issues. The importance of allowing content
with scenes of violence on the platforms in order to inform the public or
document human rights violations was affirmed by the Oversight Board
(Oversight Board, 2022b). At the same time, for some content with scenes
of violence, Meta adds a warning screen indicating that such content may
be potentially sensitive or disturbing to certain users (Meta, 2023b). To
Meta’s credit, the company tends to allow sharing of graphic content de-
picting the consequences of Russia’s invasion on Facebook and Instagram.
Some photos and videos get blurred (Kyiv Not Kiev, 2023).

258 n goes without saying that the cases of mistaken removal of content

— by the platforms” algorithms (false positives) do occur. However, these
mistakes are often quickly corrected. A prominent example is the brief
mass blocking of posts with hashtags like #bucha, #buchamassacre, and
others, which contained photographs of people killed by Russians in Bucha.
However, Meta promptly responded to appeals from the Ukrainian media
community and unblocked these hashtags (Paul, 2022).

There are two aspects of Meta’s policy on “violent and graphic content”
that the company should improve:

- Criteria for Applying Warning Screens. Meta should clarify the crite-
ria it relies on when applying warning screens to certain types of content
with scenes of violence. These criteria should be specifi d in publicly avail-
able Community Standards. The Oversight Board also emphasised this
point (Oversight Board, 2022a).

- Moderation of Content Featuring Individuals with Physical Injuries.
Meta should pay special attention to the moderation of content featuring
individuals with various physical injuries received during armed confli ts,
such as lost limbs or scars on the body. A recent example is the blurred
photo of Masi Nayyem on Facebook, who lost an eye during the war (ZMI-
NA, 2023). In this case, the blurring was questionable because the photo
depicted Masi Nayyem in the way he looks in everyday life. The blurring
was later removed after CEDEM appealed to Meta. However, this prece-
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dent should be taken into account in future moderation of similar content.
After all, many Ukrainian defenders and veterans could fi d themselves in
such situations.

Conclusions. We are now on the brink of change. The war in Ukraine
forces social media platforms to respond to new geopolitical realities. Fol-
lowing the full-scale Russian aggression, the volume of war-related content
posted on social media platforms has signifi antly increased. However, so-
cial media platforms were ill-prepared for this shift. Their content modera-
tion standards were initially designed for peacetime and did not compre-
hensively regulate content moderation in the context of armed confli ts.

The Ukrainian media community, which actively covers the course of
the war on social media platforms (especially on Meta’s Facebook and In-
stagram), has experienced numerous restrictions imposed on Ukrainian
accounts and the content they share. These restrictive measures affected
Ukrainian media, journalists, bloggers, activists, and ordinary users who
reported on Russia’s aggression and documented the atrocities of Russian
forces. Ukrainian media community received the highest number of re- 259
strictions for posting the following types of content: epithets to describe —
Russians (e.g. “katsapy”, “rusnia’, etc.), satirical content related to the war,
posts about the Azov Regiment, calls for violence against Russians, and
images depicting scenes of violence concerning the war in Ukraine.

It became evident that the platforms need to establish clear rules for
moderating content about war in the context of international armed con-
fli ts. Meta already took some initial steps in this direction. In particu-
lar, Ukrainian users were allowed to publish on Facebook and Instagram
the calls for violence against Russian soldiers and photos/videos depicting
their atrocities. Meta also lifted the formal restriction on publishing con-
tent about the Azov Regiment, but this policy requires further refi ement,
as such blockages continue to occur in practice.

In addition, there are several other aspects of war-related content mo-
deration that social media platforms need to improve. Meta should make
publicly available the information about the lists (and process for estab-
lishing the lists) of epithets and dangerous organisations that are consid-
ered unacceptable on Facebook and Instagram. They should also cease
blocking satirical content, which enjoys greater protection under interna-
tional law. Furthermore, public Community Standards should include the
criteria used to determine the necessity of blurring the content with scenes
of violence.
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It is essential to ensure that these new changes to the Community
Standards are developed not only for internal use by social media modera-
tors (as is often the case now) but are also included in publicly accessible
Community Standards.

In conclusion, social media platforms now have a window of opportu-
nity to make signifi ant amendments to content moderation rules in the
context of international armed confli ts. Representatives of civil society
and governments should assist the platforms in this endeavour.
