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FOREWARD

The sixteenth issue of Mediaforum opens with articles reflecting the
presentations delivered by the authors at the International Scientific and
Practical Conference, which took place in April 2025 at Yuriy Fedkovych
Chernivtsi National University and was dedicated to developing effective
mechanisms and methods for countering Russian information and
psychological impact in the context of the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war.
This block of articles opens with a scientific expert assessment made by
Oleksandr Shcherba, the Ambassador at Large of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Ukraine. He analyzes in detail the evolution of public sentiment
in the USA and a number of EU states, from uncompromising support for
Ukraine to a certain ‘fatigue’ from the long-term confrontation in Eastern
Europe. The diplomat makes a fundamental conclusion: Ukraine must
stand its ground, and then the liberal world order, which has given the
world an unprecedented streak of peace, economic growth, humanism,
abolished borders, and technological breakthroughs, will strengthen with
it, and ‘putinism’ as the ideology and practice of neo-imperialism must
suffer a crushing defeat. We would like to draw the reader’s attention to
the articles of Professor Andrew Bush (USA), as well as researchers Anke
Hilbrenner (Germany) and Belen Casas-Mas (Spain), where the authors
revealed the mechanisms of Russian propaganda attacks in leading Euro-
Atlantic states and developed efficient methods of countering these hybrid,
long-term challenges. It is worth mentioning that such scientific forums
are planned to become regular events at the Chernivtsi National University
in the future.

The second section contains articles by Ukrainian scientists that examine
current issues of international relations — in the Middle East region, which
is already an arena of geostrategic confrontation between states, and in
other subregions — on the African continent, as well as the Indo-Pacific
region, where the contradictions, for example, between the USA and
the PRC, have not yet acquired the features of an open global military
confrontation. The third section presents scientific explorations of young
researchers from scientific and educational institutions of Kyiv, Lviv, and
Chernivtsi, which explore a number of interesting and relevant issues of
modern international life — from the evolution of Ukrainian-Hungarian
relations in wartime to the challenges of far-right political parties to
European democracy and the methodology of game theory.

Strategic Communications During the War

The materials of the article reflect the basic provisions of the authors
speech at the International Scientific and Practical Conference (Chernivtsi,
April 11, 2025), which discussed the problems of countering Russian infor-
mational and psychological influences in the context of a full-scale Russian-
Ukrainian war. In particular, the diplomat analyzes in detail the evolution of
public sentiment in other countries - from unconditional support for Ukraine
in this war to a certain “fatigue” in some of them from the long-term confron-
tation. However, the idea is emphasized that the Russian victory opens the
era of new imperialism.

Today, Ukraine should build correct and verified strategic communica-
tion with both the West and Russia. Given the scale of losses in this war and
the depth of historical trauma, the author believes that at the human level,
relations between Ukraine and Russia will long be relations of resentment, re-
venge, vendetta. As for the EU, we should make sure that the spirit of Europe
also becomes the spirit of Ukraine.

The conclusion is: Ukraine must stand - and then the liberal world or-
der will stand with it, which has given the world an unprecedented streak
of peace, economic growth, humanism, abolished borders and technological
breakthroughs in the medical, energy, and communication spheres. Putinism
as the ideology and practice of neo-imperialism must suffer a crushing defeat.

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Defamation as a Tool for Destroying Statehood:
Russian Practices of Hybrid War against Ukraine

The materials of the article reflect the main provisions of the author’s
report at the International Conference on April 11, 2025 and devoted to
the analysis of the role of defamation as a key tool of hybrid warfare in the
context of 21st-century world-system transformations. The author empha-
sizes that in conditions of active military conflict, the role of nation-states
increases while the role of international organizations, such as the UN, de-
creases.

Particular attention is paid to the Russian discrediting policy towards
Ukraine, in particular its practices of the early 1990s, when the thesis of
“Ukrainian fascism” developed by Russia led to a distortion of the world com-
munity’s perception of Ukraine, the spread of distrust and increased political
pressure on our state to abandon nuclear weapons.

The author emphasizes that a systematic analysis of the media space and
Russian political activity is crucial to understanding the Kremlin’s true goals
and developing an effective countermeasure to its informational and psycho-
logical influence, not only in Ukraine but also in other regions of the world.

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This paper analyzes the evolution of Russian disinformation strategies
during the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war from 2022 to 2025, highlighting
key phases, operational methods, and the adaptive nature of propaganda in
the context of hybrid warfare. It demonstrates how the Russian Federation
systematically transformed its disinformation campaigns from traditional
Soviet-style narratives into complex, technology-driven operations capable
of targeting both domestic and international audiences. The paper also ex-
amines the impact of major geopolitical developments, such as the return
of D. Trump to the U.S. presidency in 2025, which Russian actors exploit to
amplify doubts about Western unity and continued support for Ukraine. The
study traces the intensification of false narratives, the use of deepfakes and
Al-generated content, and the coordination with cyberattacks and psycho-
logical operations to destabilize Ukrainian society and weaken Western sup-
port. Special attention is given to Ukraine’s proactive countermeasures, in-
cluding rapid fact-checking, strategic communication, pre-emptive exposure
of planned manipulations, and efforts to strengthen public resilience through
digital literacy and community engagement. The paper also examines the
role of social media platforms, troll farms, and bot networks in amplifying
fake news and the necessity for stronger collaboration between governments,
civil society, and technology companies to mitigate the spread of falsehoods.
Moreover, it explores the significance of international cooperation in exposing
and sanctioning state-sponsored propaganda, emphasizing the importance of
a unified response at the EU and UN levels. The findings underline that the
Russian-Ukrainian war has become a testing ground for modern information
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warfare, where adaptive tactics and resilient societies are equally decisive as
military strength. This research contributes to a deeper understanding of how
contemporary disinformation evolves and what measures are essential for
democratic states to safeguard information integrity and national security in
the face of persistent hybrid threats.

Problem Statement. The ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war, which
escalated dramatically in February 2022 with Russias full-scale invasion
of Ukraine, has brought to the forefront not only conventional military
confrontations but also unprecedented information warfare. In this hy-
brid conflict, disinformation has emerged as one of Russia’s most sophisti-
cated and adaptive tools for destabilizing Ukrainian society, undermining
international support for Ukraine, and influencing political discourse
in Western democracies. Despite substantial efforts by Ukraine, allied
governments, and international organizations to detect, counter, and
debunk false narratives, Russian disinformation campaigns continue to
evolve, adopting new tactics, channels, and narratives that reflect changing
battlefield realities, geopolitical shifts, and technological advancements. In
particular, recent political changes, including the re-election of D. Trump
as President of the United States in 2024, have the potential to further
shape the information security landscape, given his previous administra-
tion’s controversial stance on Russian activities and its perceived impact on
the cohesion of the Western information space. Existing academic research
has primarily focused on the early stages of the conflict and the initial
response mechanisms employed by Ukraine and its partners. However,
there is a noticeable lack of systematic studies examining how Russian
disinformation strategies have transformed during the prolonged phase of
the war and how they adapt to evolving domestic and international con-
texts, including shifting power dynamics within the United States and the
European Union.

Review of Current Research. Recent scholarship highlights the dynam-
ic and adaptive nature of Russian disinformation strategies throughout the
ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war. Bronk C., Collins G., and Wallach D.S.
(Bronk, Collins, Wallach 2023) analyze how cyber operations and infor-
mation warfare have intertwined, demonstrating Russias capability to
combine technological exploits with narrative manipulation. Earlier, Bu-
chyn M. and Kurus Y. (Buchyn, Kurus 2018) emphasized the mechanisms
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of countering such threats, which laid the groundwork for understanding
today’s more complex hybrid warfare tactics described by Dolzhenko A.
(Dolzhenko 2022). Helmus T. and Holynska C. (Helmus, Holynska 2024)
provide insights into Ukraine’s resilience against disinformation, underlin-
ing the importance of societal adaptability and media literacy initiatives.
Polegkyi O. (Polegkyi 2023) contrasts Russia’s propaganda narratives be-
fore and after the 2022 invasion, showing a shift towards more systematic
targeting of Western audiences. Complementing this, Krainikova T. and
Prokopenko S. (Krainikova, Prokopenko 2023) discuss the waves of dis-
information as a continuous hybrid tactic, while Nieminen H. (Nieminen
2024) explores why disinformation finds fertile ground in liberal democ-
racies. Dervis L. (Dervis 2024) connects these trends to historical geopo-
litical ambitions, broadening the context for analyzing modern strategies.
Taken together, this body of research reveals an evolution from isolated
propaganda efforts to a highly integrated, multi-level disinformation eco-
system that exploits both digital vulnerabilities and sociopolitical fractures.
These findings underscore the urgent need for coordinated international
responses to safeguard information security and democratic institutions.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the key transformations in Rus-
sian disinformation strategies during the Russian-Ukrainian war from
2022 to 2025, with a focus on identifying how these strategies adapt to
shifting military, political, and international contexts. The study aims to
examine the mechanisms, narratives, and technological tools employed by
Russian actors to influence public opinion and destabilize Ukraine’s infor-
mation environment. Additionally, the article seeks to assess the effective-
ness of Ukrainian and international countermeasures, contributing to the
development of more resilient information security frameworks in the face
of evolving hybrid threats.

Research Methodology. This study employs a qualitative research de-
sign combining content analysis, comparative analysis, and case study
methods. Primary data sources include official statements, governmen-
tal and non-governmental reports, and verified media content from 2022
to 2025. Secondary data consist of scholarly articles, expert analyses, and
think tank reports addressing Russian information warfare and hybrid
conflict dynamics. Content analysis is applied to identify dominant narra-
tives, techniques, and channels used in Russian disinformation campaigns.
A comparative approach evaluates shifts in strategies before and after key
military and political turning points, including significant battlefield de-
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velopments and changes in Western support. The case study method high-
lights specific disinformation incidents that illustrate broader strategic
trends. Overall, this methodological framework enables a comprehensive
understanding of the evolution of Russian disinformation and informs
recommendations for strengthening information security and counter-
disinformation measures in Ukraine and allied states.

Presentation of the main research material. Since the full-scale inva-
sion of Ukraine in February 2022, the Russian Federation has systemati-
cally adapted its disinformation strategies to address both domestic and
international audiences under rapidly changing military and geopolitical
conditions (Bronk, Collins, Wallach 2023). That is to say, this evolution re-
flects a shift from traditional Soviet-era propaganda techniques to sophis-
ticated, multi-layered, and technologically integrated operations aimed at
shaping perceptions, undermining Ukrainian resilience, and fracturing
Western unity. Furthermore, by tracing key phases of this transforma-
tion from 2022 to 2025, we will examine how Russian disinformation has
remained a central component of hybrid warfare, even as Ukraine and
its allies have developed countermeasures to mitigate its impact (Dzhus
2023). Understanding the evolution of Russian disinformation strategies
during the Russian-Ukrainian war is crucial for strengthening global in-
formation security and democratic resilience (Helmus, Holynska 2024).
As disinformation tactics become more sophisticated - incorporating
deepfakes, Al-driven bots, and localized narratives — they pose serious
threats to public trust, political stability, and international solidarity with
Ukraine (Nieminen 2024). The following phases in the evolution of Rus-
sian disinformation strategies in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war
will be examined in greater detail below.

1.  Early Phase - Shock and Confusion (2022).

It is important to note that, at the outbreak of the invasion, Russian
disinformation campaigns capitalized on shock and uncertainty to estab-
lish control over the narrative both at home and abroad. Bronk C., Collins
G., and Wallach D.S. (Bronk, Collins, Wallach 2023) highlight that Russia
rapidly deployed state media, troll farms, and automated bots to spread
conflicting stories about the justification for the «special military
operation», framing it variously as «denazification», «protection of Rus-
sian speakers», and a defensive action against NATO encirclement. Do-
mestically, this messaging leveraged existing control over broadcast and
online media to suppress dissent, while internationally, the Kremlin aimed
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to muddy information spaces in Europe and North America by flooding
social media with contradictory narratives, conspiracy theories, and fab-
ricated civilian casualties caused by Ukrainian «provocations» (Dervis
2024).

For example, a notable tactic in this early stage was the amplification
of fabricated «biolabs» stories, alleging that the United States and Ukraine
operated secret biological weapons facilities, posing an existential threat
to Russia (New Report Documents Russia’s Disinformation Campaign
Against Ukraine. 2024). This claim, repeatedly debunked by independent
investigations and fact-checkers, nonetheless circulated widely, aided by
influencers and fringe websites in the West. Polegkyi O. (Polegkyi 2023)
argues that such tactics targeted the far-right and far-left online commu-
nities simultaneously, exploiting ideological divisions and anti-establish-
ment sentiment. These efforts were reinforced by coordinated cyberattacks
on Ukrainian government websites, aiming to erode public trust in offi-
cial information channels and create panic among civilians (Undermining
Ukraine: How Russia widened its global information war in 2023. 2024).
Additionally, Russian operatives manipulated authentic footage from un-
related conflicts, presenting it as evidence of Ukrainian atrocities, further
fueling confusion and undermining international support for Kyiv’s defen-
sive efforts in early 2022 (New Report Exposes Russia’s Strategic Disinfor-
mation Warfare. 2025).

2. Adaptation and Recalibration Phase - Targeted Narratives and
Proxy Channels (2023).

In this context, as the initial shock faded and Ukrainian resistance
proved unexpectedly resilient, Russia recalibrated its disinformation ap-
proaches. Dzhus O.A. (Dzhus 2023) identifies that by mid-2023, Russian
strategists increasingly focused on targeted narratives tailored to specific
audiences. For instance, in Europe, pro-Russian outlets emphasized themes
of «Ukraine fatigue», energy insecurity, and the economic burdens of sup-
porting Kyiv (Blank 2022). Social media campaigns highlighted protests in
Germany, France, and Italy against rising utility costs, often exaggerating
attendance figures or fabricating clashes with police (Krlis 2024).

Simultaneously, Russian channels invested in indirect amplification:
instead of overt state channels like RT or Sputnik, Moscow increasingly
relied on proxy influencers, pseudo-independent «alternative media»,
and local sympathizers who reproduced Kremlin-friendly talking points
without overt links to Russian authorities (Krasnodemska, Kalinichenko,
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2024). Krainikova T. and Prokopenko S. (Krainikova, Prokopenko 2023)
describe this shift as a move toward «waves» of micro-influencer opera-
tions, which evaded platform moderation more effectively than direct
propaganda. For example, the Wagner Group mutiny in June 2023 pro-
vided a striking example of adaptive disinformation (New Report Exposes
Russia’s Strategic Disinformation Warfare. 2025). While Western media
focused on the power struggle within Russia, pro-Kremlin outlets abroad
framed the mutiny as evidence of Western attempts to destabilize Russia
internally. By distorting the narrative, the Kremlin sought to externalize
blame and portray domestic fractures as consequences of NATO interfe-
rence (Dolzhenko 2022).

Building on this recalibration, Russia also intensified its linguistic and
cultural tailoring of disinformation to resonate more deeply within spe-
cific national contexts. In Eastern Europe, narratives exploited historical
grievances and anti-EU sentiment, framing Ukraine as a source of regional
instability draining EU resources (Bilichak, Huz, 2024). In parallel, disin-
formation campaigns targeted diaspora communities, spreading manipu-
lated stories through community forums and encrypted messaging apps.
Therefore, these operations blurred the line between organic dissent and
orchestrated manipulation, complicating detection. Researchers noted
that by late 2023, these multi-layered strategies had become increasingly
decentralized, relying on loosely connected networks rather than centra-
lized command, making counter-disinformation efforts more challenging
and resource-intensive (Helmus, Holynska 2024).

3. Technological Integration and Deepfakes - Weaponization of
Emerging Tools (2024).

It is worth noting that, by 2024, Russian information operations in-
tegrated emerging technologies to enhance the credibility and reach of
false content. One significant development has been the widespread use
of Al-generated deepfake videos and audio clips. In addition, Helmus T.
and Holynska K. (Helmus, Holynska 2024) document instances where
fabricated videos, allegedly showing Ukrainian officials surrendering or
Western leaders making derogatory statements about Ukraine, circulated
rapidly on Telegram and TikTok before being debunked. These deepfakes
exploited the high speed of social media virality and the low digital literacy
in some audiences to achieve quick, short-term impacts even if later ex-
posed (Krlis 2024).
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In this context, another technological evolution involved the use of
chatbots and generative AI for comment flooding and auto-generated fake
news articles. Fake «leaks» of NATO intelligence or fabricated reports of
Western war crimes in Ukraine proliferated in multiple languages, often
hosted on newly registered websites designed to mimic legitimate outlets
(New Report Exposes Russia’s Strategic Disinformation Warfare, 2025).
Once published, these fake reports were picked up by fringe journalists
or recycled through sympathetic politicians, especially in far-right or
Eurosceptic circles in Europe and North America. That is to say, the Russian
strategy thus evolved into a «spray and pray» model: produce enormous
volumes of seemingly credible falsehoods, overwhelm fact-checkers’ ca-
pacity, and ensure that even after debunking, fragments of doubt remain
embedded in public consciousness (Nieminen 2024).

Furthermore, this tactic not only amplifies confusion but also erodes
public trust in authentic information sources, contributing to a climate of
cynicism and polarization. In response, Ukraine has invested in rapid-re-
sponse teams and AI-driven detection tools to identify manipulated con-
tent more quickly. Social media platforms have faced increasing pressure
to update content moderation algorithms capable of detecting deepfake
signatures and bot activity (Undermining Ukraine: How Russia widened
its global information war in 2023, 2024). Despite these efforts, the sheer
scale and adaptability of Russian technological disinformation highlight a
persistent arms race between malign actors and defenders of information
integrity, underscoring the urgent need for sustained international cooper-
ation and robust digital literacy initiatives worldwide (Bilichak, Huz 2024).

4. Resilience and Countermeasures — Ukraine’s Strategic Communi-
cation (2024-2025).

Facing this onslaught, Ukraine and its partners have significantly im-
proved their counter-disinformation frameworks. In addition, Taranenko
A. (Taranenko 2024) and Dervis L. (Dervis 2024) emphasize that Ukraine’s
international diplomatic communications — especially during UN sessions
and summits — have increasingly focused on exposing Russian informa-
tion operations with evidence, thus pre-empting Kremlin narratives. That
is to say, Ukrainian civil society organizations, independent media, and
volunteer fact-checking groups expanded «digital hygiene» campaigns
to educate citizens on verifying sources and reporting suspicious content
(Buschman 2024).
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Internationally, Western governments strengthened collaboration with
tech companies to detect coordinated inauthentic behavior faster (Krlis
2024). The EU’s Digital Services Act provisions were actively enforced to
demand transparency from platforms hosting pro-Kremlin disinforma-
tion networks. Despite these efforts, Nieminen H. (Nieminen 2024) warns
that structural factors like polarization and mistrust of mainstream media
continue to provide fertile ground for disinformation to take root, even
in liberal democracies. Nevertheless, Ukraine’s proactive approach has set
important precedents for other states facing similar hybrid threats (Hel-
mus, Holynska 2024). Government agencies have partnered with social
media platforms to flag harmful content promptly, while rapid-response
fact-checking units debunk viral falsehoods within hours (Bronk., Col-
lins, Wallach 2023). Additionally, Ukraine has intensified cooperation
with NATO’s Strategic Communications Centre of Excellence to exchange
best practices and strengthen regional resilience. Social media platforms,
under increased regulatory pressure, have begun to implement more ro-
bust labeling of state-affiliated content and to suspend accounts linked to
coordinated disinformation campaigns (Blank 2022). Nevertheless, chal-
lenges persist as disinformation actors continually adapt to bypass new
safeguards. These combined measures underscore that countering dis-
information requires not only technological solutions but also sustained
public education, cross-border collaboration, and unwavering political
commitment.

5. Geopolitical Factors and the Trump Presidency — A New Inflec-
tion Point (2025).

It is important to note that, one of the most consequential develop-
ments shaping the disinformation landscape is the return of Donald
Trump to the U.S. presidency in early 2025. While it is too early for com-
prehensive scholarly analyses, preliminary observations suggest that Rus-
sia perceives an opportunity to exploit renewed divisions within American
politics (Nieminen 2024). For example, several viral clips and fake state-
ments have circulated on X (formerly Twitter) and Truth Social, claim-
ing that President Trump would recognize Russian control over occupied
Ukrainian territories — a claim denied by the White House but still echoed
by pro-Kremlin channels to sow doubt about Washington’s commitment
to Kyiv (Krasnodemska, Kalinichenko 2024).

Domestically within the U.S., Russian-linked troll farms revived «Amer-
ica First» slogans blended with calls to reduce military aid to Ukraine and

focus on domestic priorities (McKay, Tenove 2020). This narrative finds
resonance among segments of the American public already skeptical of
foreign entanglements. In this context, Buschman J. (Buschman 2024) pro-
vides a useful framework to understand how such narratives function as
systematically distorted communication that exploits gaps in public un-
derstanding. In addition to exploiting domestic divisions in the United
States, Russian disinformation efforts have also adapted to target European
audiences by portraying Trump’s return as a signal of weakening trans-
atlantic unity. Kremlin-affiliated outlets emphasize narratives suggesting
that NATO may fracture under renewed U.S. isolationism, aiming to un-
dermine European resolve to sustain sanctions and military support for
Ukraine (Dervis 2024). Furthermore, Russian operatives amplify voices
within the EU advocating for peace negotiations on Moscow’ terms,
depicting continued Ukrainian resistance as futile without unwavering
American backing (Krainikova, Prokopenko 2023). These coordinated in-
formation attacks highlight how geopolitical shifts are quickly weaponized
to fracture alliances and erode international solidarity.

Looking ahead, several emerging trends merit attention. First, the
localization of disinformation is becoming more granular. Jeronimo P,
Esparza M.S. (Jeronimo, Esparza 2022) observe that community-level dis-
information is harder to detect and disrupt because it often piggybacks
on real local grievances. Russian operators increasingly harness local
Telegram channels, WhatsApp groups, and neighborhood Facebook pages
to inject polarizing content subtly tied to local disputes or municipal cor-
ruption (Krlis 2024). Second, the information battlefield is expanding
beyond Europe. In 2024-2025, Russia has invested substantial resources
in spreading disinformation across the Global South, portraying Western
support for Ukraine as a form of neo-colonial interference (Taranenko
2024).

In this context, effectively countering Russian disinformation during
the Russian-Ukrainian war requires a comprehensive, multi-level
approach that combines technological tools, legal frameworks, public
awareness, and international cooperation. First, strengthening rapid re-
sponse systems is crucial. Fact-checking organizations, independent
media, and government agencies must collaborate to detect and debunk
false narratives swiftly before they gain traction (Buchyn, Kurus 2018).
Ukraine’s experience shows that coordinated rebuttals, timely press brie-
fings, and pre-emptive exposure of planned disinformation campaigns can
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significantly reduce the impact of falsehoods. Second, enhancing digital
literacy among the population is vital to build societal immunity against
manipulated content (Buschman 2024). Public education campaigns, in-
tegrated into school curricula and community initiatives, should teach
citizens how to critically evaluate information sources, verify content, and
report suspicious material (Nieminen 2024). Third, fostering closer part-
nerships between governments, civil society, and technology companies
is necessary to disrupt networks of fake accounts, troll farms, and bot-
driven amplification (Krlis 2024). Social media platforms must be held
accountable through clear regulations obliging them to remove or label
disinformation and disclose the origins of politically motivated content.
Fourth, international cooperation is essential to share intelligence, har-
monize policies, and expose state-sponsored propaganda on global stages
such as the United Nations and the European Union (Taranenko 2024).
Ukraine’s case demonstrates that resilience against disinformation must be
adaptive, combining technological innovation, resilient institutions, and
an informed citizenry capable of resisting systematic deception in an era
of hybrid threats.

Conclusion. In summary, the evolution of Russian disinformation strat-
egies from 2022 to 2025 demonstrates the Kremlin’s persistent commit-
ment to information warfare as a core element of its hybrid tactics against
Ukraine and the broader West. From the initial shock phase, marked
by crude and contradictory justifications for invasion, to increasingly
sophisticated techniques involving deepfakes, localized misinformation,
and the exploitation of emerging geopolitical events, Russian operators
have shown remarkable adaptability in sustaining confusion, division,
and fear. The integration of cyberattacks with disinformation campaigns,
as evidenced by DDoS attacks on critical Ukrainian digital infrastruc-
ture during military escalations, further underlines the hybrid nature of
modern conflicts where digital and physical fronts are inseparably linked.
The return of Donald Trump to the U.S. presidency in 2025 has opened a
new inflection point, providing Russian strategists with fresh narratives
to weaken transatlantic unity and erode confidence in continued Western
support for Ukraine. Simultaneously, the targeting of European and Global
South audiences illustrates Moscow’s global ambition to shape perceptions
far beyond the immediate battlefield.

Nevertheless, Ukraine’s resilience in the information domain, sup-
ported by active civil society, international partners, and adaptive techno-
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logical responses, offers crucial lessons for other democracies. Rapid fact-
checking, pre-emptive diplomatic communication, legal measures, and
enhanced media literacy have proven effective in containing and coun-
tering false narratives. The Ukrainian case underscores the need for sus-
tained international cooperation, robust regulatory frameworks for digital
platforms, and public awareness to mitigate the impact of future informa-
tion warfare. In conclusion, recognizing and understanding the trajectory
of Russian disinformation strategies is vital not only for Ukraine’s secu-
rity but also for safeguarding democratic societies worldwide against the
destabilizing effects of systematic deception in an age of rapid technologi-
cal and geopolitical change.

Statement of the Research Problem. Following the onset of russia’s full-
scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022, the world has faced not only military
aggression but also an unprecedented wave of information attacks actively
involving cutting-edge technologies. The russian federation has systema-
tically employed both traditional propaganda tools and digital innova-
tions - including generative artificial intelligence (AI) algorithms - for the
creation of false narratives, disinformation, emotional manipulation, and
the erosion of Ukraine’s legitimacy on the international stage (Majchrzak
2023; Goldstein 2023; Menn 2025).

This situation has clearly created a pressing need for the development
of responses capable not only of neutralizing information attacks, but also
of generating authentic counter-narratives grounded in truth, factual ac-
curacy, and emotional resonance. In this context, generative AI systems —
such as large language models (LLMs), image generators, and synthetic
video tools - are increasingly seen not merely as a threat, but as a po-
tential instrument of active resistance (Kuznetsova 2023; Ezzeddine 2022;
Marushchak 2025). Accordingly, the study of generative Al technologies
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as a means of counter-narrative policy against russian propaganda in the
digital environment has become especially relevant.

Review of recent research. The studies considered in this article can be
broadly divided into two categories: threat analytics — works that focus on
the risks associated with the use of generative Al for aggressive purposes
(particularly by russia); and resistance analytics — research exploring how
these same technologies can be employed to generate counter-narratives,
enable fact-checking, and strengthen public democracy.

A number of publications emphasize that generative Al is increasing-
ly used by state and quasi-state actors as a component of hybrid warfare.
This is particularly evident in russia’s campaigns against Ukraine and the
broader Western world. For instance, Majchrzak (ABneeBa 2024) describes
the mechanisms for creating fake videos using deepfake technologies to
fabricate quotations attributed to “Western experts”. This is corroborated
by a report from the Washington Post, which details how russian bots ma-
nipulated chatbots and LLMs through misleading queries in order to gene-
rate kremlin-aligned responses (Menn 2022). Goldstein et al. (Goldstein,
2023) and Sprenkamp et al. (18) likewise stress that LLMs are not only
passive retransmitters of falsehoods but may be actively deployed in auto-
mated influence operations (AIOps), particularly in efforts to manipulate
public opinion across platforms where the mass publication of comments
and news content is critical to shaping perceptions of “reality”.

The second category of literature focuses on the potential of generative
Al in building counter-narratives. The study by Kuznetsova et al. (Kuznet-
sova 2023) investigates how effectively LLMs can serve as political infor-
mation verifiers and concludes that, when adapted to specific local con-
texts, their use in this role is indeed feasible.

Ukrainian media and analytical platforms have become active contri-
butors in documenting and analyzing the use of generative AI. Ornatskyi
(Opnarcoknit 2024) describes the functioning of the War of Words pro-
ject — Ukraine’s generative tool for identifying russian propaganda texts
through linguistic analysis. Avdiieva (ABneeBa 2024) illustrates how rus-
sian deepfake videos are widely disseminated on TikTok and Telegram
while also offering guidance on how such content can be detected. An
analysis by Texty.org.ua (JIuteunros 2024) models the responses of genera-
tive Al to queries about the war, comparing outputs of models trained on
Western corpora to those from Ukrainian-language systems. This com-
parison highlights the pressing need for locally adapted AT models.

Both Western and Ukrainian scholarship acknowledge a key concern:
the risk of symmetrical use of AL If Ukraine also begins to produce emo-
tionally charged but weakly verified counter-narratives, this may erode its
moral advantage over the aggressor (Sadeghi 2025; Brandt 2023; MediaM-
aker 2025).

Presentation of Core Material. With the onset of the full-scale invasion
of Ukraine by the russian Federation, the information war has reached an
unprecedented scale and level of complexity. Traditional instruments of
influence - including manipulations in televised news, the dissemination
of false statements by official representatives, the fabrication of pseudo-
analytical materials, and the creation of networks of fake accounts — have
been supplemented by high-tech disinformation mechanisms. A particu-
larly dangerous development has been the emergence of generative arti-
ficial intelligence models, which are now used not only to distribute false
content, but also to produce it in an automated manner, without the in-
volvement of significant human resources. This has introduced a new pace
and scope to information operations, making them more adaptive and
personalized (Majchrzak 2023; Goldstein 2023; Ykpinpopm 2024).

The russian propaganda system has adapted to these new technologies
with striking speed. As early as 2023, researchers documented instances
of generative neural networks being used to create visual simulations of
so-called “Western experts” commenting on events in Ukraine. These fic-
tional figures, generated with the help of deepfake algorithms, imitated
speech, facial expressions, and the communication style of real profes-
sionals, spreading kremlin-favorable interpretations of events. Particularly
troubling is the fact that such videos were created without the involvement
of any real individuals, which precludes accountability and makes their
verification difficult - even for experienced users (Majchrzak 2023). In this
way, generative Al has evolved from a mechanism for disseminating false-
hoods into a full-fledged producer of fake content capable of simulating
credibility and authenticity.

One of the most insidious innovations in this domain is the “seeding”
of large language models such as ChatGPT, Claude, or LLaMA with toxic
content. This tactic, known as prompt injection, involves the intentional
input of instructions or data into a model to induce it to generate hostile,
distorted, or manipulative responses. According to an investigation by the
Washington Post, in 2025, specially trained chatbots affiliated with russian
structures systematically “rewrote” historical facts, downplayed russia’s re-
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sponsibility for genocidal acts against Ukrainians, undermined the very
notion of Ukrainian statehood, and propagated distorted narratives about
international support for Ukraine (Menn 2025). This form of influence is
particularly deceptive, as a user engaging with such a chatbot may be un-
able to distinguish an objective answer from a poisoned narrative embed-
ded in linguistically polished yet ideologically hostile text.

Simultaneously, russia is actively deploying methods for the automated
production and dissemination of disinformation on social media. Genera-
tive language models are used to mass-produce texts, comments, posts, and
reactions on platforms such as Facebook, Telegram, TikTok, and X (Twit-
ter). The goal of such campaigns is to fabricate an illusion of widespread
support for pro-russian views, flood the information space with false argu-
ments, simulate artificial consensus, and suppress authentic messages orig-
inating from Ukrainian sources (MediaMaker 2025). This method - an
information simulation of public opinion - allows the adversary to create
the appearance of social legitimacy for its position while simultaneously
discrediting the Ukrainian side’s official communication (Wack 2025).
Another widely used tool involves the fabrication of fake documents - an
application of generative Al to the textual formats of official communica-
tion. These may include forged letters between Ukrainian officials, “leaked”
classified materials, or supposedly intercepted messages that are circulated
in mass media, blogs, and Telegram channels. Such documents are often
crafted with a high level of stylistic authenticity, including appropriate lin-
guistic turns of phrase, grammar, and even digital signatures, making veri-
fication difficult. Their appearance is frequently accompanied by a targeted
information attack, involving distribution through dozens of anonymous
pages, dissemination via pseudo-analytical Telegram channels, and
amplification by bot networks. The primary objective of such fabrications
is to undermine public trust in Ukrainian authorities, provoke internal
conflicts, discredit officials, and create a climate of pervasive mistrust to-
ward all information (Yxpindopm 2024; Tembik 2025).

Generative Al often operates as a “black box” - the final output may
appear reliable, but the user has no means to trace how the system arrived
at a given text or image (Kab6iner MinictpiB Ykpainn 2025; Cupopcbkuit
2023). This is particularly relevant in wartime conditions, where elevated
emotional tension and widespread information fatigue make audiences
more vulnerable to convincing yet false messages. As research shows, al-
gorithmic content generation based on user prompts — especially on plat-
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forms such as TikTok, Telegram, and X/Twitter — enables manipulators
to construct highly targeted information traps (Marushchak 2025; PBK
Ykpaina 2024).

It is equally important to address another dimension - the use of the
same technologies as instruments of counter-offensive action, that is, for
constructing narratives of resistance, exposing disinformation, and rein-
forcing Ukraine’s agency in the context of information warfare. In classical
terms, a counter-narrative represents an alternative semantic framework
that refutes or reinterprets the dominant narrative of the adversary. In war-
time, such counter-narratives are not limited to debunking fakes; they aim
to restore truth and strengthen the moral position of the side resisting ag-
gression (MediaMaker 2025; Cupopcbkuit 2023). Generative Al models,
including GPT, Claude, Gemini, or LLaMA, can process vast arrays of
historical, documentary, and media sources, transforming them into new
forms - essays, explainer videos, infographics, visual memes, or verified
news stories. In this context, they function not only as information sources
but also as mechanisms for converting truth into politically effective com-
munication (Kuznetsova 2023; Ezzeddine 2022; Marushchak 2025).

The War of Words project, launched by Ukrainian journalists and fact-
checkers, is based on textual style analysis algorithms and allows for the
identification of the “russian footprint” in seemingly neutral posts on so-
cial media or news sites (Majchrzak 2023; ABneeBa 2024). In such cases,
generative models are used not only to classify hostile content but also
to generate automatic rebuttals in the form of brief messages tailored to
specific audiences. Another example is the use of generative Al to create
videos and graphics that debunk falsehoods about Ukrainian soldiers,
volunteers, or diplomats. Some civil society initiatives produce series of
visual content based on real stories but in formats that can rival the per-
suasive power of disinformation imagery (Ykpindopm 2024; Cupopcbkuit
2023; MediaMaker 2025). LLM-based modules are also embedded in Te-
legram bots, enabling users to automatically check suspicious claims -
for example, by detecting disinformation circulating in group chats or
comment threads. One such tool, built on open-source models, uses com-
parative analysis with official sources and reports from international media
(Sprenkamp 2023; Opnatcbkuit 2024; Kabiner MinicTpiB Ykpainu 2025).

Unlike traditional media, generative models can operate in an
audience-adaptive mode. Counter-narratives produced with their assis-
tance can be multimodal (combining text, visuals, and voice), localized
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(adapted to specific regional or linguistic groups), and personalized
(adjusted to the user’s level of knowledge). This enables significantly more
effective message delivery compared to universal official communications.
Such an approach is especially important in situations where russian pro-
paganda seeks to go beyond Ukraine and influence audiences in the EU,
Africa, and Asia by portraying Ukraine as a “Western puppet” or a source
of global instability (Goldstein 2023; MediaMaker 2025; Brandt 2023).

However, this strategy is not without its limitations. First, not all gene-
rative models are reliable — at times, they may “hallucinate”, producing
inaccurate or distorted representations of reality (Sadeghi, 2025). Second,
if the mechanisms behind counter-narrative generation are not disclosed
to the public, this may provoke backlash, including accusations of sym-
metrical propaganda (PBK Ykpaina 2024; Marushchak 2025). These risks
are particularly relevant in democratic societies, where institutional trust
and transparency in communication methods are of critical importance.
Therefore, the next section will focus on the Ukrainian context — that is,
how exactly these approaches are implemented in the practices of state and
civil society institutions.

The use of generative artificial intelligence in Ukraine during wartime
has extended far beyond the realm of technical tools - it has become
an integral part of strategic communication, public diplomacy, and national
security. In 2024, Ukraine joined the Council of Europe’s Framework
Convention on Artificial Intelligence, Human Rights, Democracy, and
the Rule of Law, thereby recognizing the necessity of ethical AI regulation
even in wartime conditions (Ka6iner MinicTpiB Ykpaiun 2025). Certain
ministries, notably the Ministry of Digital Transformation, have actively
integrated LLM components into public communication, ranging from
automated responses in government service platforms to the generation of
internal analytical materials. Ukraine’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, in turn,
uses generative Al to analyze russian media campaigns abroad and formu-
late timely counter-arguments in response (PBK Ykpaina 2024). These sys-
tems, for instance, make it possible to automatically detect new narratives
in foreign publications and select appropriate diplomatic reactions based
on tone and local context.

One of the most influential civil society initiatives in this field is
War of Words - an online platform for identifying russian disinforma-
tion campaigns based on rhetorical, visual, and stylistic pattern analysis
(Majchrzak 2023; ABpeeBa 2024). The project combines machine learning,
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narrative classification, and generative Al to produce short refutations that
can be conveniently distributed via social media. Other NGOs, including
Internews Ukraine, Texty.org.ua, and Zmina, use generative models to
develop adapted explanations of complex events — delivered, for example,
through explanatory infographics, dialogue-based chatbots, or visual
Instagram stories (Ykpindopm 2024; JIutsunos 2024). The use of Al in
these projects enables the simultaneous delivery of information that is
accurate, emotionally resonant, and accessible to wide audiences. Nota-
bly, there are also projects focused on developing open LLMs trained on
Ukrainian data sources that reflect the national language, cultural context,
and political realities. These models are better suited to recognizing rus-
sian propaganda markers that often remain undetected by English-lan-
guage Als (Opnarcbkuit 2024; Iem6ix 2025).

A distinctive feature of the Ukrainian case is the active cooperation
between state institutions and independent civil initiatives. For instance,
findings from projects such as Detector Media, Babel, and Texty.org.ua are
periodically incorporated into official government communications and,
in some cases, into international information campaigns (ABgeesa 2024;
Ykpinpopm 2024; JInteunos 2024). There have also been documented
cases of generative Al-based civil society analytical modules being used
in parliamentary hearings or as source material for international briefings.
This demonstrates a high level of flexibility and adaptability in Ukraine’s
information strategy under hybrid warfare conditions. The Ukrainian ex-
perience illustrates that even in exceptionally challenging circumstances, it
is possible not only to defend against hostile narratives but also to shape an
active information policy based on precision, responsiveness, and citizen
engagement.

However, the application of generative artificial intelligence in the in-
formation war raises not only strategic questions but also profound ethical
and legal dilemmas. While generative AI can serve as a powerful instru-
ment for defending truth, it also entails risks - ranging from factual inac-
curacies to potential misuse. One of the most delicate challenges is the risk
of “symmetrical accusations”: if one side uses Al for information defense,
the adversary may accuse it of engaging in propaganda - even if the con-
tent is defensive or grounded in verifiable facts (Brandt 2023; MediaMaker
2025). In Ukraine’s case, this issue is particularly acute, as russia systemati-
cally attempts to delegitimize any Ukrainian communication by portray-
ing it as “fake,” “engineered by Western intelligence,” or part of a “NATO
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psychological operation” (Goldstein 2023; Menn 2025). This demands not
only tactical literacy but also a strategic approach to building an ethical
framework for information sovereignty.

As previously noted, in March 2024, the Council of Europe adopted
the Framework Convention on Artificial Intelligence, which mandates the
principles of transparency, non-discrimination, and the protection of hu-
man rights in the context of algorithmic governance (Ka6iner MinicTpis
Ykpainu 2025). For Ukraine, participation in this initiative is not only
legally significant but also symbolically important - it demonstrates that
even during wartime, the country remains committed to the core values
of European democracy. Simultaneously, international research institu-
tions — such as RAND Corporation, Stiftung Neue Verantwortung, and the
Brookings Institution — have proposed expanding the concept of digital
security to include the ethics of generative Al, emphasizing the need for
global oversight in the use of such technologies in public communication
(Ezzeddine 2022; MediaMaker 2025; Brandt 2023).

Conclusions. Thus, generative Al technologies are gradually evolving
from tools of limited technical application into one of the key elements of
the modern information ecosystem. In the context of the full-scale rus-
sian-Ukrainian war, these technologies are no longer a neutral backdrop
or the exclusive domain of IT specialists — they have become an active
component of both aggressive information strategies and defensive mech-
anisms designed to preserve the democratic nature of communication.
When generative Al is viewed not as an abstract technical innovation but
as a political instrument that simultaneously shapes, transmits, and trans-
forms meaning, it becomes clear that it has acquired strategic importance
in the realm of global information confrontation.

Faced with constant threat, limited resources, a dynamic political envi-
ronment, and the necessity of addressing both domestic and international
audiences, Ukraine is developing a unique case that combines techno-
logical adaptability with ethical responsibility. While many governments
have not yet implemented generative models in their public services due
to regulatory and reputational concerns, Ukraine — out of necessity — has
already begun integrating these tools into real-world governmental and
civil communication. This situation requires further analysis, the develop-
ment of policy recommendations, and potentially the creation of a specific
regulatory framework for states that are compelled to use Al technologies
under conditions of armed conflict.
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RUSSIAN INFLUENCE IN THE UNITED STATES

In the proposed article, the author examines the sources and political
consequences of American susceptibility to Putins extensive propaganda,
deployed in particular in the USA. It is emphasized that information cam-
paigns in the media, in political organizations and in conservative religious
circles have a certain influence on public opinion. More interesting, in the
researcher’s opinion, is the question of why many Americans have become
susceptible to the topics of Russian propaganda in recent years.

Attention is paid to the most effective anti-Ukrainian topics, which in
particular influenced the mood among Republicans. There were four such
topics - first of all, this is the monetary component of US aid to Ukraine.
Secondly, the media discusses the issue that Ukraine does not support reli-
gious freedom, but it is the Russian Federation that stands as a defender of
Christianity and traditionalism. The third topic is the anti-global sentiments
and actions supported by many Republicans.

Ukraine, as is known, has a political aim to join the EU. And the main
“horror stories” of the conservative worldview in the USA are the European
Union and the World Economic Forum. And, finally, the fourth topic is the
‘coup” of 2014: in the minds of American conservatives, it is the transforma-
tion of the Revolution of Dignity into a “coup” against the democratically
elected Viktor Yanukovych, sponsored by the State Department of the Obama
era. According to the author, today we should concentrate material resources
and psychological efforts to develop potential counterstrategies to the dan-
gers and challenges of modern psychological warfare. In this context, art can
also play a role in making Americans less susceptible to the themes of Rus-
sian propaganda. The brilliant documentary about the Revolution of Dignity
“Winter on Fire” was created ten years ago and can be re-presented to an
interested public. Supporters of Ukraine should emphasize the basic political
value - national sovereignty too. It is unlikely that any American administra-
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tion will be able to sit on two chairs - simultaneously supporting the principle
of national independence and being condescending to neo-imperialist goals
in the Russian-Ukrainian war.

Efforts by the Soviet Union and then the Russian Federation to influence
public opinion and political decision-making in the United States have a
long history. For decades, the Soviets provided a financial subsidy to the
Communist Party of the United States of America (CPUSA), which also
replaced its leadership at least twice on the orders of Moscow. The Party
ran candidates for election, but its more important work was in advancing
the aims of Soviet foreign policy through infiltration of media, popular
culture, and other avenues (Harvey Klehr and John Earl Haynes 1998).
More directly, the KGB had a directorate dedicated to disinformation
aimed at promoting Soviet propaganda themes (John Barron 1983).

Unsurprisingly, given Vladimir Putin's KGB background, the Russian
Federation has redoubled its efforts in this area. During the 2016
campaign, Russian sources bought up to 5,200 political Facebook ads,
worth $150,000. Most did not reference candidate but were aimed to
inflame opinions on hot-button cultural issues. About 10 percent of the
ads appeared in contested states, with some supporting Donald Trump
or criticizing Hillary Clinton. (In comparison, the two campaigns spent
a combined $145 million on internet advertising (Darren Samuelsohn
2017). Russian troll farms managed the operation, and the U.S. Justice
Department indicted 13 Russians and three Russian companies for their
participation in the operation (Alana Abramson 2018). U.S. intelligence
also concluded that Russia was behind the hacking and publication of
damaging Democratic emails during the campaign (Raphael Satter, Jeff
Donn, and Chad Day 2017). It was unclear whether Russian intervention
aimed primarily to aid Trump, hurt Clinton, or simply sow disruption in
the American political system (James W. Ceaser, Andrew E. Busch, and
John J. Pitney Jr. 2016), and extensive investigation failed to establish that
there was any coordination between Trump and Russia (Special Counsel
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Robert S. Mueller). Again in 2024, Russia bought ads, this time attacking
Kamala Harris with manufactured videos (Clint Watts 2024).

Arguably of much greater significance have been efforts to influence
conservative Americans through media, political organizations, and
conservative churches. This indirect approach attempted to “influence the
influencers”

Tucker Carlson is by far the most important media personality in this
category. Once a star commentator on Fox News, Carlson was released by
Fox in April 2023 and began his own internet media operation posting
on X (formerly Twitter). He has around 10 million followers, and some
of his videos have had many more viewers than that (Lewis Pennock
2023). Carlson has offered his viewers a steady diet of criticism of Ukraine
and rationalizations for Russian aggression echoing Russian propaganda
themes, and acknowledges that he is “much more sympathetic” to Putin
than to Ukrainian president Volodomyr Zelenskyy (Zachary Leeman).
In February 2024, he travelled to Moscow to conduct an interview with
Vladimir Putin that many observers, including Putin, characterized as
a “softball” interview [For the interview transcript]. Carlsons sympathy
for Russia seems to be ideologically-motivated; the Russian government
seeks to leverage it, as through the Putin interview. Carlson, in turn, has
the ear of President Trump and his son, Donald Trump, Jr., and observers
noted that Trump Jr. and Carlson jointly exerted significant influence over
appointments to the new administration (Nick Wadhams 2024).

Other commentators have gotten caught up, sometimes inadvertently,
in Russian influence operations. In September 2024 the Justice Department
accused two Russian state media employees of funneling $10 million into
a conservative media company to produce, license, and post videos “often
consistent with the Government of Russia’s interest in amplifying U.S.
domestic divisions” (Siladitya Ray 2024). The six influencers posting under
the company had a combined total of more than 7 million subscribers.
At the same time, the Justice Department seized 32 internet domains that
were being used to “spread Russian government propaganda with the aim
of reducing international support for Ukraine” and influence voters in
American elections (Siladitya Ray 2024).

Some conservative political organizations have also been targeted. In
one notable case, Russian national Maria Butina was jailed for 18 months
for serving as an unregistered foreign agent whose task was to infiltrate
conservative political groups (Butina admitted to the charges as part of a
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plea deal) (Ewan Palmer 2022). One of the organizations she targeted was
the National Rifle Association (NRA), one of the most effective lobbying
organizations in the country. The NRA is hated by American gun-
control advocates, who seized on the argument that the organization was
subservient to Russian interests. For its part, the NRA admitted to receiving
around $2,500 in dues, subscriptions, and donations from Russians and
Americans living in Russia, a very small fraction of its annual budget.
Allegations were made by Democrats that the NRA funneled money from
Moscow into support for the Trump campaign and that top NRA officials
sold access to the American political system, but they were unproven.

A third prong of Russian influence operations has been to build
connections with traditionalist religious organizations in the United
States. Along with the NRA, Maria Butina allegedly targeted the National
Prayer Breakfast and other religious organizations. More broadly, for
nearly two decades Russian Orthodox leaders have worked to forge ties
with American evangelicals and other conservative religious forces on
the basis of shared antipathy toward Western secular liberal elites (John
P. Burgess 2018). Former U.S. Ambassador to Russia Michael McFaul
writes that “Putin deputized the Russian Orthodox Church to nurture
relations with like-minded churches in the West, including evangelical
ones in the United States. He personally fostered ties between the
Orthodox Church in Moscow and its counterpart in the United States, a
union that later helped him win endorsement of his annexation of Crimea
from many in the Russian diaspora. When I was the U.S. ambassador to
Russia, I witnessed the Russian Orthodox Church’s aggressive courtship of
conservative Christian leaders from the United States” - leaders ranging
from evangelical Franklin Graham to the growing congregations of the
Russian Orthodox Church in the U.S. (Michael McFaul). To put this into
full context, the current Patriarch of the Russian Orthodox Church (Kirill)
was an agent of the KGB for at least twenty years (from the late 1960s to
the late 1980s), during which time he worked to sway the World Council of
Churches toward the Soviet line (Felix Corley 2018). Under his direction,
the Church has been strongly pro-Putin and has been, as it was throughout
Soviet and Russian history, an arm of the Kremlin.

Sources of American Receptivity. Altogether, the mechanics of Russian
influence operations have not changed much since Soviet methods in the
Cold War. What is more interesting is the question of why many Americans
have become receptive to Russian propaganda themes in recent years.
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The prerequisite for successful Russian propaganda has been the
collapse of political trust in the United States combined with the rise of
what American political scientists call “negative polarization” (Alan I.
Abramowitz 2018). There is no longer a common set of sources for political
information; cable news, talk radio, and the internet have multiplied and
fragmented the information space. At the same time, polarization hasled to
a mentality that is automatically suspicious of, if not hostile to, information
or analyses perceived as coming from the “other side” Many, if not most,
Americans identify a few politically trusted sources and disregard the
others. This makes them vulnerable to manipulation if malignant actors
can “influence the influencers.” There have always been a variety of sources
and Americans have always developed preferences among them, but this
tendency has gone to an extreme.

One might ask why Republicans have become the primary target of
Russian propaganda rather than Democrats and the political left. During
the Soviet era, it was the reverse, as portions of the American left were more
instinctively sympathetic to ideological themes emanating from the Soviet
Union (Paul Hollander 1981). Even as late as the Obama presidency, which
ended in 2017, Republicans were more likely to be suspicious of Russia and
to support military aid to Ukraine than were Democrats. During the 2012
presidential election, Obama ridiculed Republican opponent Mitt Romney
for urging an assertive posture against Russia (Chris Cillizza 2022).

Public opinion polls of Democrats and Republicans showed a dramatic
change of opinion in 2016. On balance, voters in neither party approved of
Russia, but prior to 2016 Republicans were significantly more disapproving
than Democrats; after 2016, Democrats disapproved at a higher rate than
Republicans (Margaret Brenan 2018). Nothing in the world had changed,
except that Democrats began to believe that Putin liked Trump, and
Republicans began to see that Democrats consequently hated Putin. This
was negative polarization at its worst.

Moreover, conservative Americans had many reasons to distrust the
predominantly liberal media in the United States. Outlets such as the New
York Times, Washington Post, and major network television news were
often favorable to Democrats and unfavorable to Republicans, not least
when many embraced Russian collusion allegations against Trump that
were ultimately abandoned. Consequently, conservative Americans have
sought out sources such as Fox News and Tucker Carlson who they believe
will stand up against untruths advanced in the “mainstream media.”
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Even though Donald Trump initiated military aid to Ukraine, when
the full-scale Russian invasion began in 2022 and Joe Biden significantly
increased thataid, aid became vulnerable to negative polarization. For many
Republicans, if Biden, most Democrats, and the New York Times were for
aid, there must be something wrong with it. At first, these suspicions were
outweighed by Republicans’ instinctive desire to support a small country
fighting for freedom, but the suspicions left an opening for anti-Ukrainian
themes, many of which overlap with Russian propaganda themes, to erode
that support (Moira Fagan 2025).

Effective Anti-Ukraine Themes. What themes have been most successful
in eroding Republican support for Ukraine?

1.  The monetary cost of U.S. aid. Though they have an inconsistent
fiscal record in office, Republicans have for decades been the party more
concerned about excessive federal spending overall. There is also a strand
of Republican politics, reaching back to pre-World War II isolationists,
who are resentful of U.S. resources being provided to foreign countries,
regardless of the cause. Republican presidents from Eisenhower through
George W. Bush have succeeded in restraining that impulse, but that
restraint is now gone. It is common for conservative critics of Ukraine
aid to exaggerate the total amount of aid given by the U.S., overstate the
amount of aid given in cash relative to the value of military equipment
and ammunition, and understate the amount of aid given by Europeans
and others (Lori Robertson and Robert Farley 2025). These arguments,
while mostly homegrown, can converge with Russian propaganda themes
emphasizing corruption in the Ukrainian government and economy.

2. Anti-globalism. With the disintegration of the Soviet Union, anti-
communism lost its role as a glue holding together conservatives. For
some, “anti-globalism” took its place. Globalism here is a vague concept.
At one extreme, it can mean a program of abolishing the nation-state and
turning all people into “citizens of the world” governed by a transnational
government. By this definition, all conservatives are anti-globalist.
Depending on who is making the argument, though, globalism can also
mean free trade, collective security arrangements, or even, arguably, any
sense of responsibility for the well-being of other countries. Globalism
is frequently tied to international corporate elites who, in this view, are
downgrading national borders for their own economic interests. Two of
the most prominent “boogey-men” of this worldview are the European
Union and the World Economic Forum, which famously meets in Davos,
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Switzerland. Ukraine hopes to join the EU, and Zelenskyy has attended
Davos, leading some conservatives of this school to call him a “globalist
puppet of George Soros and the Clintons” (Ken Meyer 2022).

3. Religious freedom and traditionalism. Another common theme
that has reached American conservatives is that Ukraine does not support
religious liberty and concurrently, that Russia is a defender of Christianity
and traditionalism. Republicans today are much more likely to attend
church and to hold traditionalist social views than Democrats, so such
arguments are potentially more effective with them. How have these
descriptions of Ukraine and Russia, which are so contrary to reality, taken
hold? The first — that Ukraine is hostile to religious liberty - is derived
from the Ukrainian government’s efforts to manage the potential Fifth
Column represented by the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow
Patriarchate (Robert Amsterdam 2024). Whatever the complications
inherent in those efforts, in general Ukraine is characterized by religious
pluralism. Ukrainian Orthodox, Roman Catholic, Greek Catholic,
Evangelical, Jewish, and Muslim all worship freely. The only religious
organization that has been limited in Ukraine is the one connected to
Moscow (the UOC-MP announced its independence in May 2022, but has
never actually declared autocephaly). On the other hand, the only religious
organization permitted to operate freely by the Russian government is the
one intertwined with the state and led by a former KGB agent.

The Russian Orthodox Church has for years sought to persuade
American evangelicals and other religious groups of the second myth - that
Putin, the former KGB colonel, is a brave defender of the Christian world
against the moral corruption of Western Europe, a claim that boils down
to little more than that he doesn't like gays. Together, these myths have
gained traction because American Christians know little about Ukraine or
Russia, including the connections of the UOC-MP to Russia, the degree to
which the Russian Orthodox Church is an arm of the state, or the conduct
of the Russian forces toward independent churches in occupied Ukraine.
They are, however, well aware of the secular amoralism of Western Europe
and their own American critics, and are also aware of the persecution of
Christians globally.

4. The “coup” of 2014. Finally, a theme that has penetrated the
consciousness of American conservatives is the conversion of the
Revolution of Dignity into a “coup” against the democratically-elected
Viktor Yanukovych, sponsored by Obama’s State Department and the
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ubiquitous, nefarious State Department official Victoria Nuland (Amil
Imani 2025). Here is a theme straight from undiluted Russian propaganda,
which takes full advantage of the opportunities afforded by negative
polarization. Some Republicans and many anti-globalists are eager to
blame the Democrat Obama for the world’s ills, forgetting that Obama
refused to aid Ukraine and it was Trump who later reversed that policy.

For the most part, this list of claims against Ukraine are easily
disproven. That they continue to hold power demonstrates two important
things. First, in the current political and informational environment, it
is not enough to have the facts on your side — you must also have allies
in the information space who are trusted by those you need to win over.
Having the endorsement of the Washington Post and actor Sean Penn
for a position is meaningless, or even a negative, for half of Americans
- moreover, the half, at least for the time being, that has its hands on
the levers of power. Second, in many cases, Ukraine is a side casualty in
internal American politics: negative polarization, the crusade against
“globalism,” longstanding popular skepticism of foreign aid, and legitimate
fears by American Christians about the moral drift of their own culture
have nothing to do with Ukraine but all have played a central role in some
conservatives reluctance to embrace Ukraine. Russian propaganda has
often capitalized on these trends, but did not cause them. This will not be
easily fixed.

Potential Counter-strategies. To be successful, supporters of Ukraine
will have to recalibrated some of their arguments and approaches to
account for the new governing coalition in the United States. The recent
visits to Ukraine by Franklin Graham and Pastor Mark Burns, Donald
Trumps spiritual adviser, are an overdue step toward appealing to
conservative Americans. Ukraine has a vibrant civil society which can and
should connect more often with conservative American religious leaders
and new-style media personalities.

The arts could also play a role in making Americans less susceptible to
Russian propaganda themes. The brilliant documentary on the Revolution
of Dignity, Winter on Fire, was produced ten years ago and could be
reintroduced to the interested public. New documentaries such as A Faith
Under Siege can be a powerful corrective, as well.

Not least, supporters of Ukraine can find a message that might resonate
with the anti-globalists by focusing on their prime political value, national
sovereignty. The 2022 National Conservative manifesto lists “National
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Independence” and “Rejection of Imperialism and Globalism” as its
first two principles [National Conservatism]. It can be emphasized that
Ukraine’s fight is not just a fight for liberty but for sovereignty. It is not
hard to make the case that Russia’s neo-imperialist invasion is the greatest
assault on the principle of national sovereignty that the world has seen
since Iraq attempted to swallow Kuwait in 1990. America can either have
a world in which the principle of national sovereignty is secure, or it can
have a world in which Russia gets its way in Ukraine. It cannot have both.
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Soviet military history as a trend in the context of the deployment of modern
Russian propaganda. After all, it was historical memory that also became a

In this context, I don’t need to mention that Russian history politics is
not only something that has an influence on Russian museums and school
books, but that history politics in Russia has become and is becoming
politics, violent politics and brutal war of aggression. In Germany, this
sometimes still needs to be said, but here it is not necessary. However, my
short presentation is supposed to be about Germany, and I would like to
briefly sketch the long lines of Russian historical policy towards Germany
and then look at a specific historical moment together with you.

In principle, after the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, Russian
and German memory policies were more or less in line. The Germans
acknowledged their sole guilt and historical responsibility for the Second
World War and, together with Russia, remembered the German crimes
and the war of annihilation against the Soviet Union. The russification of
Soviet war history, that is, the idea that Soviet fighters and victims of the
war were “Russians’, was largely adopted in Germany without question.
That is why this memory also became a constitutive element of a special
German-Russian relationship that has lasted for a long time, despite the

caesuras of 2004, 2006, 2008 and 2014. By 2020, however, it had dawned
on historians in Germany, too, that Russias politics of history could no
longer be reconciled with the German understanding of historical truth
and academic freedom.

In 2020, Russian President Vladimir Putin used the 75th anniversary
of the end of the war for an unusual measure: he published a long text on
the history of the war, which is obviously intended to serve as a historical-
political guideline and the essence of his understanding of history on this
topic, to be cited in the future. The article was first published in English
on June 18 on the website of the conservative US magazine “The National
Interest” and the following day in Russian on the Russian government
platform kremlin.ru and in “Rossiyskaya gazeta”, the government’s official
gazette.

Putin’s article had already had a certain impact when the Russian
Embassy in Germany decided to send a German translation to historians
of Eastern Europe at universities in Germany. Even without the embassy’s
intervention, many academics, especially those dealing with the memory
of World War II, would have noticed the text. Politicians make policy, also
with history. It is therefore not unusual for a head of state of any country to
give a speech on a historical commemoration day or to publish an article
in a newspaper.

But the sending of the text by the Russian embassy has nevertheless
provoked opposition - for two reasons: Firstly, it was accompanied by the
request to use it in the future “when preparing historical contributions”
Secondly, both the embassy’s letter and the text itself point out that Putin
has for the first time used previously unknown documents and has thus
come to completely new conclusions. The president is therefore claiming
not to be pursuing historical policy, as befits his role, but is asserting
that, on the basis of new sources, he is introducing new aspects into the
historical study of the Second World War. This fundamentally contradicts
the ideas of academic freedom as practised in Germany:

That is why German historians rejected the embassy’s attempt to
recommend Putin’s article to us as a new interpretation of the history of
the Second World War and called on diplomacy to accept the division of
labor and the boundaries that exist between politics and science for good
reason.

Because Putin is entering the field of historical scholarship in such a
high-profile way, we scholars also feel called upon to comment on some
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of the questions raised by the text. Putin points to the Munich Agreement,
which he claims showed to Soviet leadership that “the Western countries
would resolve security issues without regard to Soviet interests”. This is not
really new, but has long been used as an argument for the isolation of the
Soviet Union in international relations, which ultimately pushed it to sign
the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact. What was relatively new, however, is the
central role that Putin assigns to Poland in this constellation. Poland, he
says, “pursuing its interests, did everything it could to prevent the creation
of a collective security system in Europe.” It is surprising that Poland was
assigned such a decisive role in the Munich Agreement, since no Polish
delegation was present at the negotiations of the agreement itself. Yes, on
October 2, 1938, immediately after Germany’s military occupation of the
Sudetenland, Poland occupied the Czech parts of the Teschen Olsa area
and thus benefited from the “Munich conspiracy”. Nevertheless, the main
responsibility for the destruction of the Czechoslovakian state lies with
Germany. Putin’s statement that the “Polish tragedy” of the Second World
War was “entirely the fault of the Polish leadership at the time” fails to
recognize Germany’s desire for expansion and war, which is probably
well known to Putin, as well as to European historiography on the Second
World War.

Putin’s comments on the Baltic states must also be clearly contradicted.
Following the Soviet narrative, he writes that Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania voluntarily requested admission to the Soviet Union in 1940.
In fact, the Soviet Union exerted military pressure on the three states and
forced the corresponding referendums in the three countries. It was a
textbook example of annexation, and the subsequent “Sovietization” was
accompanied by terror and mass deportations. And in his narrative of the
war Putin leaves out the Soviet Winter War against Finland altogether.

Putin’s text also fails to address the Soviet Union’s relationship with
the Allies and the post-war order. Putin paints a harmonious picture of
the alliance between the three Allies, the United States, Great Britain and
the Soviet Union, during the war and the post-war period. The political
intention of his text becomes clear here, and it ends with an appeal that
the five veto powers of the UN Security Council - the United States, Great
Britain, France, China and Russia — should work together to shape the
world order of the 21st century. Putin invokes the greatness of the world
war past to secure Russia a place in the future world order. But the alliance
of the three allies in World War II and especially in the immediate post-war
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period was also marked by conflicts. The division of Germany under the
sign of the Cold War made this very clear in 1948/49. Putin’s vision of the
big five reveals a nostalgia for the foreign policy of the Congress of Vienna
in 1814/15 and Yalta in 1945 - conferences at which the great powers
shaped the circumstances in Europe to their liking. Not only Putin, but
also Donald Trump seem to have a return to this principle in mind. I don’t
need to explain to this group why these ideas of great power politics are
dangerous. However, a return to a world of great powers is not desirable in
the rule-based multilateralism of the globalized world of the 21st century.
Current challenges such as Russia’s brutal war of aggression and the global
recession resulting from Trump’s tariff policy, as well as long-term problems
such as climate change, the resulting migration, flight and pandemics, are
hardly something that two or three major powers can get under control.
This requires the interaction of the entire global community, in which
Europe and of course Ukraine must play an important role.
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NATIONAL INTERESTS OF UKRAINE AS THE BASIS
FOR COUNTERING RUSSIAN AGGRESSION

The article analyzes the formation of national interests and values and
their public awareness during the period of Independence of Ukraine. It is
noted that the study of Ukrainian national interests and values and their
public awareness during the period of Independence is quite relevant and
appropriate within the framework of the development of both theoretical and
methodological problems and applied tasks of domestic political science at the
current stage of development of Ukrainian society. The category of “national
interests” in domestic political science has not yet been covered sufficiently.
Therefore, a theoretical analysis of the category of “national interests” is car-
ried out, as well as an analysis of the problems of their formation and aware-
ness throughout the Independence of Ukraine. The update on the problem of
Ukrainian national interests is due to the establishment and consolidation
of Ukrainian sovereignty, the establishment of the national consciousness of
the Ukrainian people. The categorical apparatus of the national interests and
values is considered. It is concluded that today the main national interest of
Ukraine is the struggle for state independence against the neocolonial ambi-
tions of Russia, the defence of its right to its own political development.

National interests are the vital interests of the people, reflecting the aspira-
tions of citizens to ensure stable and sustainable development of society and
minimize social threats.

General formulation of research and its topicality. In the current
wartime, Ukrainian scientists tackle new challenges when it is essential
to outline national interests and values in retrospect and in the current
state after having studied the previous state of the problem. Initially the
scientists require to carry out a research to establish a new security strategy
and develop Ukraine in a social manner.

The study of the state of national interests and values is the foundation
that can help Ukraine, which is in a unique and peculiar situation, when
there is an urgent demand for finding a new paradigm of stability. The
multi-crisis state of Ukrainian society indicates that it is imperative to
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determine ways to overcome issues immediately in such spheres of life as
spiritual, social, and tangible. The task is quite complicated, since all the
above areas are entirely affected by the war.

We witness extraordinary events when extremely crucial changes
are taking place for the Ukrainian citizens and the world as a whole:
the establishment and consolidation of Ukrainian sovereignty, the
establishment of the national consciousness of the Ukrainian population,
in which national interests and values structurally have a special place (this
category is the leading basis, the backbone of national consciousness), the
underlying factor for developing a civil society.

Therefore, the study of Ukrainian national interests and values and their
public awareness throughout the independence is quite relevant within the
framework of both theoretical and methodological problems and practical
tasks of domestic political science at the current stage of development of
Ukrainian society.

Analysis of recent studies and publications in which the solution of
the specified problem was initiated, demonstrates that there are numerous
scientific developments of such researchers as G. Kissinger, R. Aron, W.
Lippman, G. Morgenthau, K. Waltz, J. Rosenau and others. The above-
mentioned researchers indicate that the category of national interest is quite
abstract, because the parameters of this scientific term are determined by
the worldview and system of values that dominates in a certain society or
state, and politics is the most important means of implementing national
interests.

Ukrainian researchers like I. Kresina and I. Alekseienko studied the
issues of national interests in the ethno-state works with a thorough
analysis of national consciousness. O. Dzioban, V. Bielievtseva and V.
Nastiuk devoted their scientific research to the problem of protecting the
national interests of Ukraine. Among domestic scientists, it is worth noting
the scientific achievements of the team of scientists of I.F. Kuras Institute of
Political and Ethno-National Studies of the NAS of Ukraine. O. Maiboroda,
I. Kuras, Yu. Rymarenko, M. Mykhalchenko et al. considered issues related
to the content and analysis of national interests in the context of studying
individual socio-political aspects of nation-building, nationalism, national
psychology, etc., as well as public awareness and the search for ways to
harmonize national interests by Ukrainian society. V. Kotyhorenko,
V. Voinalovych in collaboration with colleagues, paid attention to the
ethno-political analysis of regional values. National interests and values
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draw attention of such domestic scientists as B. Savchuk, V. Horbulin,
A. Kachynsky, L. Shkliar, S. Teleshun et al. from the point of view of
security, legal, cultural aspects of ethnopolitics and ethnogenesis, etc.

Special attention is paid to the profound annual monitoring of the
Institute of Sociology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine,
which, in their study, comprehensively cover the state of Ukrainian
society. It is especially worth noting the contribution to the study of
national interests and values of Ukrainian society of such scientists of
the aforementioned scientific institution as V. Reznik, S. Dembytsky,
O. Zlobina, Ye. Holovakha, O. Shulga, N. Panina, A. Ruchka et al. At
the same time, it is worth mentioning that the issues associated with
the terminological characteristics of national interests and values, the
definition of their essence, analysis and comprehensive assessment of their
awareness by Ukrainian society during the years of independence remain
insufficiently studied.

The aim of the article is to analyze the theoretical foundations of
the concept of “national interests” and the features of their formation
in Ukraine during the resistance to full-scale military aggression of the
russian federation, to determine the priority national interests of Ukraine
in the current situation.

Discussion and Results. The category of “national interests” in domestic
political science has not yet been covered sufficiently. On the one hand, this
category is relatively new, it has recently entered our scientific discourse.
On the other hand, for the most part, political scientists, as a rule, pay
attention mainly to the political or economic aspects of national interests.
At the same time, a large layer of general theoretical questions about the
essence and content of national interests still remains on the edge of the
attention of specialists.

Understanding the essence of national interests is largely facilitated
by the rules of formal logics of such interrelated concepts as “interests” —
“needs” - “national interests”

It is important to emphasize that social features and the social
type of interest have their origins in its essence. This was also noted by
representatives of the Enlightenment era, calling interest an object that is
inextricably linked in people’s understanding with their idea of their own
happiness. Helvetius noted that “the spiritual world is in a subordinate
position with respect to the law of interest, just as the physical world is in
the same position with respect to the law of motion. For individuals living
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on our planet, interest is a kind of magician capable of changing their
idea of any subject” (Helvetius C. A. 2015, 34). In the following historical
period, the concept of “interest”, acting as a driving force of social, state and
legal development, did not lose its significance, since the entire spectrum
of things that people fight for is related to their interests.

The category of “interest” cannot be limited only to needs, since
interests are a more voluminous concept. In addition to needs, they also
include methods and tools for their satisfaction. For example, there are not
only needs, ways and means of their implementation, but also interests
that are not related to the needs of currently existing subjects of social
relations (future generation interests). The social component of interest
is connected precisely by the method of implementing the need, since the
directions and tools for achieving interest can lie in the legal or non-legal
field.

Neither justice, nor mercy, nor truth, enter into enter into such
judgment for the judgment has preceded the evidence. Yet a people without
prejudices, a people with altogether neutral vision, is so unthinkable in
any civilization of which it is useful to think, that no scheme of education
could be based upon that ideal. Prejudice can be detected, discounted, and
refined, but so long as finite men must compress into a short schooling
preparation for dealing with a vast civilization, they must carry pictures
of it around with them, and have prejudices. The quality of their thinking
and doing will depend on whether those prejudices are friendly, friendly
to other people, to other ideas, whether they evoke love of what is felt to
be positively good, rather than hatred of what is not contained in their
version of good (Lippman W. 1949, 127).

At the same time, it is undeniable that the state is an exceptional
comprehensive model of harmonizing interests within existing
communities and the entire society in general, as well as it is the one that
is preserving the unity of the nation. G. Hegel emphasized that there is a
connection between the individual and the state, and the state is the result
of a combination of two different primary sources: collective interests
and the interests of individuals, which constitute the whole, which is
interpreted as collective interests. Both primary sources, in his opinion,
“are in close interrelation, in fact, they exist to complement each other
and at the expense of each other, constantly passing into each other”
(Hegel G. V. F. 2001). “State” and “nation” act as one social subject, and not
two separate subjects. The modern state cannot exist without the nation,
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just as the nation cannot exist without the state, there is a close dialectical
relationship between them.

Of the three human factors of a qualitative nature which have a bearing
on national power, national character and national morale stand out
both for their elusiveness from the point of view of rational prognosis
and for their permanent [andoften decisive influence upon the weight
which a nation is able to put into the scales of international politics
(Morgenthau H. 1973, 329).

At the same time, it should be emphasized that national interest is a
reflection of the interest of the state and the interests of civil society; these
categories “are not only in a meaningful connection with the category
“national interest”, but also determine its content to the highest extent”.

It is worth noting that in modern science there are different opinions on
the understanding of the category “nation”. As a rule, this concept means a
state-organized people as well as multi-ethnic, socio-cultural and political
association of the population at a given historical period of time. At the
same time, “nation” is regarded as a political association of compatriots
who live in a particular state, are aware of their belonging to this state,
regardless of nationality, religious preferences, native language and other
differences.

The ethnic principle is the starting point for the creation of a nation.
The titular ethnos gives the name to the nation and the state, acts as the
primary basis for the nation. Nowadays, there is an increasing tendency
to identify the nation with the community of the state and civil society. It
is the community of civil society and the state that is most characteristic
feature to define the nation. Therefore, the national interest lies in ensuring
the most urgent needs of society and the state. At the same time, national
and state interests form a close connection with each other, they are
interconnected and mutually determined.

Whatever level and forms of governance analysts seek to clarify, they
must confront two underlying forces at work in human affairs: one is the
dynamics of change and the other concerns the ever greater complexity that
the changes are fostering. Whether it involves alocal community, a national
state, a developing society, a geographic region, or the global system,
comprehension of the goals, processes, and institutions of governance
cannot be advanced unless they are assessed in a transformative context
marked by increasingly complex actions and interactions among public
and private organization (Rosenau J. 2006, 129).

The analysis shows that today the meaning of the term “national
interests” is expanding. In one case, this concept is presented in
conjunction with foreign policy activities, because it symbolizes a nation,
a state, the functions of which include protecting its own interests in the
world political system; in other cases, national interests are considered
in the context of solving internal political tasks (as a means of studying
foreign policy). Indeed, national interests are certainly determined by the
position of the state that it occupies in the international arena and are
revealed during the analysis of its historical path and current position in
the international system.

There are different approaches to defining national interests. The term
“national interests” was introduced into modern science and practice quite
recently. At the official level, it began to be used in scientific works only
in 1935, after its legitimacy was confirmed by inclusion in the Oxford
Encyclopaedia.

However, spears are still being broken in disputes about what is meant
by the concept of “national interest” and what role it plays as a scientific
category in the mechanism of legal influence, etc. Disputes are mainly due
to differences of opinion about the essence and structure of this concept,
its role and meaning.

As V.S. Pavlenko notes, national interest is the most important guideline
for independent political activity of nationally oriented forces in the
sphere of state power. National interest is one of the main conditions for
people to acquire national and cultural identity, in addition, it expresses in
a concentrated form those goals and ways of achieving them that secure
for national movements a particular political status both within the state
and in the international arena (Pavlenko V.S. 2022, 85).

A. Redkina argues that it is from Ukrainian national interests that we
can derive the content of Ukrainian national values (Redkina A. 2023,
147). In addition to this, O. Lisnychuk highlights a whole segment that can
be identified as the discourse of national interests of Ukraine and within
which attempts are made to articulate and designate common images,
identities, and strategic guidelines for Ukrainian society (Lisnychuk O.
20009, 85).

Economists consider national interests through the prism of the state’s
financial security. Thus, V. Shary and I. Shary note that “the main condition
for the state’s ability to implement an independent financial and economic
policy in accordance with its own national interests” and as “the state of the
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economy, in which the formation of positive financial flows of the state is
ensured in the volumes necessary to fulfil its tasks and functions” (Shary
V., Shary L. 2024, 462).

In this regard, we consider it crucial to express the following opinion:
the national interest retains its leading positions for absolutely all countries
on the planet. Therefore, treating it with neglect would be not just a
mistake, but rather a threat. Scientific development of national interests is
both useful and necessary.

National interests are the vital interests of the people, reflecting the
desire of citizens to ensure stable and sustainable development of society
and minimize (eliminate) social threats.

Leaving aside the problem of threats to national interests (after all, this
is a topic for separate consideration), we emphasize that in fact there is an
equal sign between the vital interests of the people and national interests.
This brings us closer to understanding the specifics of this phenomenon.

Based on this message, we will try to distinguish individual features
of the national interest (interests), which, we believe, will allow us to get
closer to understanding the essence of this phenomenon, as well as present
the authors’ definition of national interests. And we shall start with the
observation that national interests are primarily the interests of the state as
a representative of the interests of the entire society, of the entire Ukrainian
people. In our opinion, in this case, national interests are equated with
state interests, which in practice does not always happen. An example is
the conflicts of private interests that arise periodically with state interests.

An essential feature of national interests is their dialectical relationship
and interdependence with the needs of the state and society. And although,
at first glance, interest and needs are identical concepts, interest is the more
voluminous of them, since it also includes tools and methods of satisfying
needs. At the same time, needs are the initial interest, they actually form
their basis.

When identifying the features of national interests, the mostimportant of
which is their conditioning by a concept such as “nation”. The development
of a set of national interests is known to occur consistently and over a
long period of time in conditions of a complex historical interweaving of
various factors in the economic, social, cultural, political and national-
psychological spheres. It is for this reason that there is a strong connection
with the carriers of these factors and national interests.
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The following question should be focused on: “What are the people and
its history like?” National interests are strongly interconnected with such
a phenomenon as the self-determination of the nation. This approach is
based on an integral theory of the nation, which allows us to bring together
all the characteristics of national life in their commonality and cohesion
(national solidarity).

As a sign of national interests, their democratic nature is considered
(here we mean the national interests of our state). As an example, we can cite
a number of reforms carried out in the country (administrative, judicial,
etc.), the creation of a favorable information climate, the development of
democratic institutions, the strengthening of the role of public opinion,
etc.

Along with the stated, characteristic feature of national interests, there
is also their economic component, which allows us to solve the problem of
ensuring the well-being of our state and society.

In this regard, the topic of defining national interests is diverse, and its
issues lie in the need to provide appropriate conditions for economic well-
being and ensure the protection of the domestic producer; in maintaining
and improving the quality of the material, cultural and moral state of the
life processes of a specific social community; in the implementation of
duties and obligations dictated by the geopolitical position of the state,
its role in the sphere of foreign economic relations and connections.
It is economic well-being that is connected with national interests. In
other words, national interests are determined by the economic state of a
particular country.

As Henry A. Kissinger notes globalization views the world as one
market in which the most efficient and competitive will prosper. It accepts
- and even welcomes - the fact that the free market will relentlessly sift
the efficient from the ineflicient, even at the cost of economic and social
dislocation.

But the extreme versions of globalization tend to neglect the mismatch
between the world’s political and economic systems. Unlike economics,
politics divides the world into national units. And while political leaders
may accept a certain degree of suffering for the sake of growth in their
economies, they cannot survive as advocates of near-permanent austerity —
especially if their policies can be presented as imposed from abroad
(Kissinger Henry A. 2023).
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Nuclear weapons have become an essential factor. Nuclear weapons
eliminate neither the use of force nor the importance of balancing behavior.
They do limit force at the strategic level to a deterrent role, make estimating
the strategic strength of nations a simple task, and make balancing easy
to do. Multipolarity abolishes the stark symmetry and pleasing simplicity
of bipolarity, but nuclear weapons restore both of those qualities to a
considerable extent. Nuclear weapons have yet another beneficial effect on
the relations of the nations that have them. Conventional states shy away
from cooperating for the achievement of even large absolute gains if their
uneven division would enable some to turn their disproportionate gain
into a military advantage. Because states with second-strike forces cannot
convert economic gain into strategic advantage, an important part of the
relative-absolute gains problem is negated. And since nuclear countries
cannot make important gains through military conquest without inviting
retaliation, the importance of conventional forces is reduced (Waltz
K.1993, 46).

Continuing the characterization of the features of national interests, we
note their systematicity. This feature lies in the fact that national interests
are always a systemic phenomenon with their own elements that allow
us to talk about the content of national interests. At the same time, the
elements of national interests are characterized by interaction, hierarchical
subordination, corresponding functional relationships, etc. The key feature
that national interests are elements of the system is strict subordination,
which involves achieving the main goal of their implementation. It is
based on it and its development that all other components of the system of
national interests are created. We consider it appropriate to add complexity
to the systematicity as a feature of national interests since national interests
are always a complex phenomenon that includes a wide variety of factors
in the economic, social, political and cultural spheres.

We will also include their awareness among the essential features
of national interests. Its essence lies in recognizing the commonality of
national interests and their necessity as one of the most important goals
of the state. At the same time, the ability to realize and clearly imagine
national interests, their role and significance for the life of society and the
state is essential. In general, national interests are always oriented towards
achieving one or another goal. National interests are a motivated model
of required measures and a pre-emptive representation of the process of
achieving the proposed situation by the system, determined by reason.
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Another feature of national interests is their integrative nature.
Integration (from the Latin integratio) allows various elements and parts
to be combined into a single whole in the process of its development. The
above fully applies to national interests: in the process of their development,
they streamline and increase the level of organization of components
(elements) that are part of the content of national interests.

A characteristic feature of national interests is ensuring the territorial
integrity and territorial unity of the state, as well as ensuring political
stability in society as the most important component and characteristic
feature of national interests.

And finally, national interests are determined by the state and prospects
for the development of the national economy; are most closely related to
interests in the social and spiritual spheres of society.

The distribution of power in the world and the general international
environment also matter. The link between the survival of particular great
powers and the stability of systems is also weakened by the fact that not
all changes of number are changes of system. That bipolar and multipolar
systems are distinct is widely accepted. Systems of two have qualities
distinct from systems of three or more. What is the defining difference?
The answer is found in the behavior required of parties in self-help
systems: namely, balancing. Balancing is differently done in multi- and
bipolar systems. Though many students of international politics believe
that the balance-of-power game requires at least three or four players, we
saw in Chapter 6 that two will do. Where two powers contend, imbalances
can be righted only by their internal efforts. With more than two, shifts in
alignment provide an additional means of adjustment, adding flexibility to
the system. This is a crucial difference between multi- and bipolar systems
(Waltz K.N. 2008, 327).

As aresult, the considered features of national interests (their list can be
continued) give grounds to talk about their essence in relation to national
security, the content of which these interests cover.

Considering the current national interests of Ukraine, the following
should be highlighted. Russia’s full-scale war against Ukraine has definitely
intensified the process of national self-determination, stimulating the
readiness of Ukrainians to resist external invasion and protect the
independence of Ukraine. Currently, the main thing for the absolute
majority of our people is the struggle for state independence, defending
their right to their own future and the future of their own country. National
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interests and values are the basis for the formation of national goals. In
turn, national goals are the main state task, the implementation of which
should ensure the implementation and protection of national interests
and values. Therefore, national goals are indicative marks on the way to
building a new security model for Ukraine. Over the years of independence,
Ukraine has not overcome noticeable differences in regional and linguistic
indicators, regarding views on our historical heritage. The first sharp
surge in the consolidation of Ukrainians occurred after the first wave of
Russian aggression in 2014, the second - after the full-scale invasion of
the Russian Federation on February 24, 2022. Currently, there is a rapid
change in the value and normative system of society, as Ukraine has
entered an era of radical social transformations. Social instability, which is
caused by current changes in society, is only increasing. Further research
into national interests and values is extremely relevant and appropriate for
domestic political science. There is a need for constant monitoring of both
foreign and domestic political vectors of the opinions of the population
of Ukraine, scientific study of value (individual and societal) orientations,
since the consolidation of Ukrainian society is, unfortunately, so far only
situational. Further scientific research should be devoted to research on
the search for a solid common foundation for the cohesion of Ukrainian
citizens.

It is necessary to finally clearly realize that for Ukraine, which entered
the 21st century with unclear prospects for its further existence, today
there is an opportunity in the conditions of a new geopolitical reality to
finally formulate its national interests and values and defend the right to
its own historical path of development.

The national interests of Ukraine today include: the creation of an
effective civil society, increasing the efficiency of state authorities and
local self-government, the development of democratic institutions to
ensure human rights and freedoms; achieving national harmony, political
and social stability; guaranteeing the rights of the Ukrainian community
abroad. It should be noted that the oligarchic regime of electoral democracy
in Ukraine has not been dismantled even after the Revolution of Dignity,
which poses new challenges for the state.

National interests require the establishment of a “middle class” as it
is confirmed by the experience of various European countries, including
those that until recently belonged to the “empire of evil and lies” and the
so-called “socialist commonwealth” The share of the population that
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makes up the “middle class” should be at least 60%. Then the democratic
regime will finally receive its social base and the Ukrainian state will reach
a fundamentally different, modern level of development.

In general, it should be emphasized that today the question should no
longer be about the reset of power, but about the RE-ESTABLISHMENT OF
THE UKRAINIAN STATE, because after the declaration of independence,
national-democratic forces, as a rule, retreated, and the national upheavals
during the Orange Revolution and the Revolution of Dignity at the highest
state level were devalued. A parliamentary republic should be introduced
in Ukraine, which will overcome the dichotomy of power and bring the
political system of Ukraine closer to the best European models. This is
especially crucial in view of our prospect of full membership in the
European Union

It is necessary to adhere to the strategy of proactive development as the
dominant state policy of national security aimed at building a civilizational
model, which is characterized by the following features: the establishment
of a new method of production based on high technologies, complex
automation, robotization, informatization and innovative “knowledge
economy’, as well as a multi-component economy in the economic sphere;
the formation of a new social structure of society, where the leading role
will be played by the intellectuals (knowledge elite) for the emergence of
a free, creative, capable of creativity worker, adapted to the new mode of
production in the social sphere; overcoming the dominance of the oligarchy
(wealth elite) and the alienation between man and the state, the coming
to power of a new national knowledge elite, the establishment of real
democracy, accompanied by the democratization of the political, economic
and social spheres; there will be a return to the traditions of Ukrainian
national culture while ensuring the national and cultural development of
national minorities and ethnic groups in the spiritual sphere.

Today, it is significant to move to a pro-active position in the information
policy of the state, in particular in matters of countering information
aggression. In the conditions of a hybrid war, the Ukrainian government
must pay priority attention to the development of the following areas of
political communication, which will allow effectively resisting aggression
from the fascist regime of russian president putin:

o  development of asymmetric and unpredictable actions that put
the enemy in an awkward position (such as the actions of Ukrainian
volunteers);
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o  public relations (activation of the patriotic “third sector” in the
conflict zone and its information support in the Ukrainian media with
broadcasting to the occupied territories);

o  public diplomacy and military measures in support of public
diplomacy (broad coverage of peacemaking initiatives of official Kyiv);

. de-oligarchization of the Ukrainian information space;

« information events of international military cooperation
(comprehensive coverage of the largest cooperation projects with developed
countries of the world in the field of cooperation in the military sphere in
the information field of Ukraine and the countries providing assistance);

«  civil-military collaboration (active coverage of the volunteer
movement and the movement of resistance to aggression in the occupied
territories);

« actions in cyberspace, including social networks (countering the
aggressor’s information attacks and the formation and promotion of new
Ukrainian-centric myths, recreating the foundations of national historical
memory as a lever of national identity);

«  involvement of keyleadersin holding information events (covering
the peacemaking initiatives of the President of Ukraine, the Prime Minister
of Ukraine and all Ukrainian statesmen involved in resolving the complex
set of problems related to the Russian aggression against Ukraine);

« internal communication (systematic work with the personnel of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine to clarify the current state policy of Ukraine);

« information operations and campaigns (development and launch
in the national information space with broadcasting of special campaigns -
the antithesis of the aggressor’s information attacks to the occupied areas);

«  development of specialized military journalism;

«  re-profiling and opening of new “think-tanks” on countering the
hybrid aggression of the russian federation;

« launching conceptual wars: opposing the “people’s republics” of
Ukrainian national narratives in the concept of information war;

« updating the legislative framework in the field of information
policy.

In the immediate post-war perspective, Ukrainian national interests
require focusing our efforts on:

1) implementation of internal reforms aimed at ensuring the democratic
development of the state and society, the rule of law and a market economy;
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2) economic development and achieving a high standard of living for
citizens;

3) ensuring stability and security in the state and the region.

These goals determine the priorities of Ukraine’s foreign policy, which
are:

- integration into European and Euro-Atlantic institutions;

- development of cooperation with neighboring states and strategic
partners;

- active regional policy aimed at ensuring democracy, stability and
economic prosperity in Eastern Europe;

- expansion of Ukraine’s share in world GDP.

Thus, overcoming the enormous difficulties caused by the aggression
of the russian federation, Ukraine continues the process of expanding
its diplomatic presence in the world, gradually becoming an influential
European and world state, increasingly turning into a real and active
subject of international relations that has its own national interests.

Conclusions. The category of “interest” includes not only needs, but
also methods and tools for their satisfaction.

In the implementation of their interests, the “state” and the “nation” act
as one social subject, not two separate subjects. Modern state institutions
cannot exist without a nation, just as a nation cannot exist without a state;
there is a close dialectical relationship between them. National interests
are always based on ensuring the most urgent requirements of society and
the state.

In one case, this concept is presented in combination with foreign policy
activities, since it symbolizes a nation, a state, the functions of which
include protecting its own interests on the world stage; in other cases,
national interests are considered in the context of solving internal political
tasks, as a means of researching foreign policy.

National interests are the vital interests of the people, reflecting the
desire of citizens to ensure stable and sustainable development of society
and minimize social threats.

National interests are always a complex phenomenon that includes
a wide variety of factors in the economic, social, political and cultural
spheres. Currently, the main national interest of Ukraine is the struggle for
state independence, defending its right to its own future and the future of
its own country. Under the conditions of continued hostilities, it is crucial
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to move to a proactive position in the information policy of the state, in
particular in matters of countering information aggression from russia.

Ukraine should adhere to a strategy of proactive development as the
dominant state policy of national security. It is essential to implement the
entire complex of internal reforms, the purpose of which is to ensure the
democratic development of the state and society, the rule of law and a
socially oriented market economy.

The first systemic step in the post-war period should be the re-
establishment of the Ukrainian state. A parliamentary republic should be
introduced in Ukraine, which will overcome the dichotomy of power and
bring Ukraine’s political system closer to the best European models.

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MAPPING THE TERRAIN OF DIGITAL WARFARE:
A BIBLIOMETRIC ANALYSIS OF RUSSIAN PROPAGANDA
DURING ARMED CONFLICTS

In an increasingly interconnected world communication, the rise of social
media has transformed the landscape of information dissemination and
public discourse. Against the backdrop of heightened geopolitical tensions,
especially during conflicts such as the Russia-Ukraine war, the internet has
emerged as a powerful tool for both propaganda and counter-propaganda,
influencing perceptions and behaviors on a global scale. This study undertakes
a bibliometric analysis of the academic literature addressing Russian digital
propaganda in times of war. The primary goals are twofold: first, to identify
significant themes central to contemporary scholarly discussions and the
interconnections among these themes; second, to ascertain which academic
sources have garnered the highest citation counts and highlight the most
recent scholarly contributions within this field. A total of 707 scientific
publications were analyzed, sourced from the Journal Citation Reports (JCR).
Employing bibliometric techniques, including citation analysis and thematic
mapping, we delineate the landscape of research related to Russian digital
propaganda during wartime. The findings reveal a multifaceted discourse,
encompassing issues of misinformation, psychological effects, and national
identity narratives. Additionally, the analysis identifies key scholarly sources
that have shaped this dialogue and highlights emerging trends poised to
guide future research. Overall, this study aims to enhance understanding
of the intricate dynamics at play in Russian digital propaganda, thereby
contributing valuable insights to scholars and practitioners alike.

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Introduction. The emergence of social media as a primary platform
for information dissemination has revolutionized the landscape of digital
communication, especially during times of conflict. In recent years, the
ongoing war in Ukraine has exposed the extent to which state-sponsored
propaganda can permeate digital spaces and shape public opinion. As
such, the analysis of Russian digital propaganda, particularly in the context
of the Ukraine conflict, has become a significant area of inquiry within
the academic world. Understanding the dynamics of how this propaganda
operates not only reveals the intentions behind Russia’s communications
strategies but also sheds light on broader implications for democracy,
international relations, and the very nature of warfare in the digital age
(Oates 2016; Bjola 2018; Astuti, Attaymini & Dewi 2022).

This study aims to conduct a bibliometric analysis of the scientific
literature surrounding the «Debate on Russian Digital Propaganda in
times of War.» Specifically, the objectives are twofold: first, to identify the
key issues that are currently salient to the scientific community and the
relationships between these topics; second, to determine which academic
sources have received the most citations and which are the most recent
contributions to the field. By systematically mapping the academic
discourse surrounding Russian digital propaganda, this study hopes to
elucidate the complex interactions within this vital area of research and
offer insights into future directions.

The importance of such analysis is underscored by the rising necessity
for digital literacy, especially as misinformation campaigns continue
to proliferate in the post-truth era. The ability to discern, analyze, and
counteract propaganda is increasingly critical in both scholarly and
public contexts (Marigliano & Carley 2024; Hoskins & Shchelin 2023). As
countries grapple with the implications of foreign influence operations on
social media, an understanding of Russian digital propaganda can help
inform policy decisions and countermeasures, thereby contributing to a
more resilient democratic process.

The Impact of Social Media on Political Propaganda. The rapid
proliferation of digital media has transformed traditional propaganda
methods, enabling states to effectively control narratives and influence
public sentiment on an unprecedented scale. For instance, the Internet
Research Agency (IRA) has employed sophisticated methods such as bot-
driven campaigns, trolling, and misinformation to reinforce pro-Russian
narratives (Jensen Valeriano, & Maness 2020; Geissler et al. 2023). Social
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media platforms such as Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram serve as fertile
ground for disseminating political propaganda, allowing for broad reach
and swift engagement with audiences. Research by Woolley and Howard
(2016) underscores that these platforms can amplify both credible and
misleading information, creating environments where propaganda can
thrive unchallenged. Social media’s ability to target specific demographics
through algorithms allows propagandists to tailor their messages,
increasing their persuasive power and effectiveness (Tucker et al. 2017).
Such tactics raise ethical concerns about the manipulation of information
and the potential erosion of public trust in democratic institutions (Bjola
& Pamment 2016). In the face of these challenges, it is essential to adopt
a systematic approach to analyzing the existing scholarship on Russian
digital propaganda, particularly concerning its dialogue and counter-
narratives amid the ongoing conflict. Furthermore, these digital platforms
have facilitated the spread of misinformation and disinformation,
mechanisms that are often wielded strategically by state and non-state
actors to achieve political goals. For instance, Bimber and Gil de Zuniga
(2022) highlight how narratives can be constructed and propagated online,
blurring the lines between truth and falsehood. This becomes especially
concerning in the context of armed conflict, where the stakes are high,
and the accurate portrayal of events is vital for public understanding and
engagement. Researchers like Lewandowsky et al. (2012) have examined
the cognitive biases and social dynamics that contribute to the acceptance
and dissemination of false information, indicating that individuals are
predisposed to engage with content that aligns with their preexisting beliefs,
effectively creating echo chambers and reinforcing misinformation. The
strategic use of social media for political propaganda has been especially
pronounced during the conflict between Russia and Ukraine, where
digital platforms have been instrumental in shaping narratives related to
national identity, sovereignty, and legitimacy. Commentators have noted
that Russian state-sponsored actors employ both overt and covert methods
to propagate specific geopolitical narratives, positioning their actions as
justified and moral in the context of conflict (Marigliano & Carley 2024).
Thus, the analysis of the interplay between social media and propaganda
highlights the urgent need for deeper scrutiny of these emerging dynamics,
particularly as they pertain to political conflicts.
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Pernicious Digital Dynamics in the Russia-Ukraine War. The
pernicious digital dynamics witnessed in the Russia-Ukraine conflict
illustrate the far-reaching impact of propaganda in digital spaces. One
striking example is the use of deepfakes and manipulated images to
mislead and distort perceptions of reality (Diamantis et al. 2021). As
sophisticated technologies allow for increasingly convincing fabrications,
the battlefield extends beyond physical confrontations to encompass
digital realms where information can be weaponized with alarming
efficacy. Moreover, the role of automated systems such as bots has been a
hallmark of Russia’s digital propaganda strategy. These bots can generate
and amplify pro-Russian narratives at scale or seed discord and suspicion
among individuals supportive of Ukraine (Geissler et al. 2023). This allows
for real-time manipulation of online discussions and can create the illusion
of widespread support for certain narratives, further complicating public
understanding of the conflict.

Additionally, the prevalent use of social media as a tool for crowd
manipulation has implications beyond immediate propaganda. The
phenomenon of «digital siege» has emerged, where collective efforts to
shape narratives can lead to a supply-side oversaturation of alternative
realities, creating confusion among users and diminishing the impact of
credible sources (Bennett & Segerberg 2012). As a result, public trust in
sources of information erodes, giving rise to nihilism concerning factual
journalism and further entrenching polarized viewpoints.

The combination of these pernicious dynamics not only underscores
the potential for social media to exacerbate conflicts but also raises ethical
questions surrounding the responsibility of technology platforms to
mitigate the spread of disinformation. As the Russia-Ukraine war unfolds,
the implications of these tactics, if left unchecked, could have enduring
consequences for global political stability, influencing future conflicts and
the state of international relations. Thus, understanding the intersection of
social media, propaganda, and warfare becomes indispensable for scholars,
policymakers, and society at large.

In light of the pressing need for rigorous analysis, this paper seeks
to fill the research gap by providing a clear mapping of the literature on
Russian digital propaganda, drawing on insights from various scholarly
contributions. By critically engaging with this body of work, we can better
understand the motivations, techniques, and ethical implications of using
digital media as a tool of propaganda in contemporary warfare. This

investigation not only reflects a deep dive into a pressing global issue but
also lays the groundwork for future research on the broader implications
of digital propaganda in international relations and public discourse.

Data collection and methods. To establish a research corpus regarding
“Russian propaganda in armed coflicts” in digital communication, it was
gathered all relevant publications that included keywords such as Russia,
propaganda, war, and terms associated with the internet using the subject
index of the IST Web of Science (WoS) database, which encompasses the
entire duration of the database. The search was conducted through the
“Advanced Search Query Builder;” including all languages.

While it could have been explored alternative databases or sources, the
WoS database was chosen for its provision of the most pertinent scientific
literature, including journal articles, book chapters, standalone books, and
conference contributions (proceedings). This extensive coverage allowed
us to gather a comprehensive set of analytical materials that reflect a
diverse array of scholarly perspectives on the post-truth phenomenon.
Furthermore, the ISI Web of Science spans publications across various
high-impact disciplines, enhancing our understanding of the different
scientific methodologies related to our study .

The search for concepts linked to the topic of the study and the internet
(including online, digital, and social media) was conducted in May 2025,
yielding 770 results from the Web of Science Core database. The next phase
involved filtering these findings by document types (articles, books, book
chapters, and proceeding papers). It then was performed a manual review
to ensure that all selected publications aligned with our research themes.
This was crucial to avoid including documents where the topic this study
was applied in contexts unrelated to the main focus in social sciences.
Most of the excluded documents originated from fields such as biology,
neurosciences, engineering, meteorology, and energy fuels . Ultimately,
the selection was refined to a total of 707 results.

Using the tools offered by WoS, the publication years of the sample
were analyzed and, as it can be seen in Figure 1, the first publications
appear in 2012 and, most of them, are concentrated in the period 2021-
2024 (although it may be expected that after 2024 the figure of this year
will increase). It is reasonable to assume that, although the scientific
community has previously addressed the conflict, which began in 2013
with the so-called Euromaidan, concern increased considerably when the
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conflict escalated from 2021 onwards and led to the Russian invasion of
Ukraine on 24 February 2022.

Among all the publications, a large majority are included in Political
e Sciences (95), History (92), International Relations (70), Economics
— (70), Social Sciences Interdisciplinary (55), Business Finance (51), and
Communication (50) (see Figure 2). The increase of the publications over
the last three years together with the variety of fields addressing Russian
propaganda in war and the “digital environment-related” articles on the
topic is what justify a systematic and bibliometric research of the topic to
better understand the approach of problem and its consequences.

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To achieve our objective, the VOSviewer software (version 1.6.16) was
utilized, as suggested by van Eck & Waltman (2011). This software enables
the construction and visualization of bibliometric networks, incorporating
text mining functionalities. A term frequency analysis was conducted
along with a co-citation analysis of the references cited. The primary
goal of the term frequency analysis was to identify the most frequently
occurring terms by creating a co-occurrence network. For the co-citation
analysis, the focus was on generating a bibliographic co-citation network
of the cited references. Through these analyses, it was aimed to illustrate
the relationships among terms as well as the bibliographic coupling
connections between publications whenever they co-occurred in specific
articles, books, chapters, or conference proceedings.

After establishing the term co-occurrence network, we employed
a community detection algorithm available in VOSviewer, identifying
groups, or clusters, of closely linked items. Similarly, the tool facilitated the
co-citation analysis of the cited references using the community detection
algorithm applied to the generated bibliographic co-citation network.

Various techniques exist for extracting topics from scientific literature
or bibliographic data, depending on the clustering algorithms and data
modeling methods adopted (Velden et al., 2017). In this study the Leiden
algorithm (Traag et al. 2019; van Eck et al. 2010) was implemented, which
models the data as a direct citation network. Additionally, the Louvain
algorithm (Blondel et al. 2008) was utilized in its enhanced version,
both algorithms ensuring optimal solutions for topic extraction through
effective data modeling. The data was grouped into clusters of topics and
keywords that generally yielded similar results, provided the number of
clusters remained manageable (Waltman et al. 2010).

To mitigate potential biases, such as the weight of older publications
that have accrued more citations, a combined approach of co-citation and
co-occurrence analyses was applied. This keyword analysis functioned as a
control measure, as it is less susceptible to the citation concentration bias
associated with publication timing.

Keywords Co-occurrence Analysis. Using a dataset retrieved from the
Web of Sciences on May 2025, consisting of 707 scientific publications,
a map was developed based on bibliographic data for a keyword co-
occurrence analysis. The terms were selected from titles, abstracts, and
specific keywords provided by the authors. A publicationss title typically
reflects the core idea of its authors, while the abstract summarizes the
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results, significance, and methodology employed in the research. Given
that these sections contain essential information and are presumed to be
accurately written, they can be viewed as reliable representations of the
publication’s essence.

In this analysis, we designated ‘all keywords’ as the units of consideration
and adopted a full counting method, meaning every co-occurrence link is
treated equally. VOSviewer automatically suggested a minimum threshold
of eight occurrences for a keyword, ultimately identifying 69 keywords
that met this criterion out of a total of 3.108 keywords. Consequently, the
total strength of co-occurrence links was calculated associated with each
keyword, with the 69 keywords showing the highest link strength. The most
prevalent terms identified, and their total link strength include: ‘ukraine’
(266), ‘war’ (213), ‘russia’ (193, ‘russian-ukrainian war’ (163), ‘russo-
ukrainian war’ (144), ‘media’ (101), and ‘social media’ (88) (see Figure
3). Figure 3 illustrates the keywords map related to Russian propaganda
during war conflicts in digital communication, being the conflict between
Russia and Ukraine the core center. The proximity of two terms correlates
with the frequency of their co-occurrences, while the size of each bubble
indicates the frequency of a respective keyword. This frequency analysis
of keywords enabled to uncover various approaches to the topic under
examination.

Figure 3 depicts the clustering outcomes, leading to the identification
of the following five distinct clusters:

o Cluster 1 (red) encompasses the war conflict between Russia and
Ukraine in relation to COVID-19 and the impact on the global economy
with China as the leading nation and the volatility of the Bitcoin market.

«  Cluster 2 (green) incorporates the words that directly join Russia to
propaganda, social media, media, disinformation, fake news, information,
hybrid word, and censorship. At the same time, that cluster is linked to the
next one with the node “information warfare”.

e Cluster 3 (blue) also includes the Russian-Ukraine war, but linked
to another nation, Poland, and mainly related to the European Union
policies and sanctions. In this community, the information warfare would
be a topic that highlights the use of information to delegitimize European
institutions.

o Cluster 4 (yellow) encompasses words like journalism, which
connects it to the green cluster, and words linking the national identity
with Russian propaganda, power, politics, conflict, and geopolitics.
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o Cluster 5 (purple) is referred to the Russian-Ukrainian war, and
words such us resilience, depression, anxiety, trauma, and stress. That is,
the psychological consequences of the conflict.

This analysis was instrumental in understanding the interconnectedness
of sources based on their simultaneous citations. The co-citation evaluation
was complemented by a detailed review of the content in the key articles
and cited references, which forms the basis of the topics identified.

Co-Citation Analysis of References. To further explore the domain
of Russian internet-propaganda, an additional analysis we performed,
including a co-citation examination of the cited references, leading
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to the creation of a second map based on bibliographic data. From the
compilation of the references in the subject of study, the corresponding
sources and authors for a co-citation analysis were identified, selecting
cited references as the analytical units and employing a fractional counting
method (Perianes-Rodriguez et al. 2016). This fractional counting
approach assigns equal weight to each citation, irrespective of the number
of authors, citations, or references involved.

The VOSviewer algorithm provided a total of 24,145 cited references,
organized into 5 clusters with 349 links: 349 and a total strength of 207,00
(see figure 4).

Figure 4 depicts the clustering outcomes, leading to the identification
of five distinct clusters that are explained in the next result sections. As
can be seen in this co-citation cloud, the scientific communities appear
much more dispersed than in the keyword figure, with only a few edges
connecting the blue and red clusters to the rest of the communities in the
center. This could be because, despite the fact that war has a long history
since its origins, the scientific literature that has addressed it in relation
to the digital environment tends to rely on citations from authors who
provide more general or global analyses.

Co-citation analysis results. Financial markets and their responses to
geopolitical events the Russia-Ukraine conflict (cluster red)

One of the most cited scientific references of Cluster 1 red, see figure
4) focus on how intra-day data highlights the immediate financial market
reactions to geopolitical tensions, which can, in turn, be influenced by
different narratives and propaganda from the involved parties (Adekoya
et al. 2022). Among the studies addressing how markets respond to crises
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like the Russia-Ukraine conflict, some provide methodologies to measure
return and volatility spillovers between assets, essential for understanding
how markets respond to crises like the Russia-Ukraine conflict. Such
spillovers can indicate how narratives and propaganda impact investor
sentiment and asset correlations (Diebold & Yilmaz 2009).

Particularly, there is an event study approach to analyze how G20+
stock markets reacted following the outbreak of the Russia-Ukraine war,
considering it a «black-swan» event. This could reflect the influence of
international news and propaganda shaping market perceptions and
behaviors during sudden geopolitical shifts (Yousaf et al. 2022). Engle’s
work (2002) on dynamic conditional correlation helps in analyzing how
asset correlation changes over time, particularly in response to shocks
like the Russia-Ukraine conflict. This statistical tool can be valuable for
understanding how information and propaganda about the conflict might
affect market interdependencies. This study Wang et al. (2022) links
geopolitical risks, specifically the war in Ukraine, to systemic risks in
commodity markets. The systemic risks highlighted are often exacerbated
by propaganda, influencing market volatility and investor behavior in
response to conflict narratives. Ther are also studies focusing on how the
Russia-Ukraine conflict impacts commodity market volatility, further
illustrating how geopolitical events and the associated propaganda can
influence market performance and investor strategy Fang & Shao (2022).

The impacts of the Russia-Ukraine conflict the identity and
environmental damage perspectives (cluster blue). The most cited reference
in cluster 2 (green) focuses on how language and identity intersect and
evolve in a political context where Russian influence persists. The emphasis
on identity transformation is crucial in the context of Russian propaganda,
which often seeks to frame the narrative of national identity, particularly in
regions with significant Russian-speaking populations. The narrative often
hinges on portraying Russian speakers as oppressed or misunderstood,
which can be manipulated to justify intervention or influence in
Ukraine (Kulyk 2017). Rawtani et al. (2022) discusses the environmental
consequences resulting from the ongoing conflict in Ukraine. It details how
warfare leads to significant environmental degradation, affecting water, air
quality, and biodiversity. The connection to Russian propaganda lies in
how environmental damage is framed in conflict discourse. Propaganda
can downplay the ecological disasters caused by war, instead pointing
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to external causes or attempting to cast responsibility elsewhere, thus
influencing public perception both within and outside Ukraine.

Similar to the previous reference, the research of Pereira et al. (2022)
delves into the broader environmental implications of the war, including
impacts on ecosystems and human health. Their study can serve as
a counter-narrative to any propaganda that minimizes the tangible
repercussions of the conflict, as a healthy environment is often tied to
national and cultural identity.

Misinformation, propaganda and the role of media in the Russia-
Ukraine conflict (cluster green).Studies included in this cluster highlight
the use of misinformation as a strategic tool in shaping public discourse
during the Russia-Ukraine conflict. Yablokov discusses conspiracy theories
as a specific form of misinformation disseminated through RT, while
Szostek focuses on the broader implications of conflicting narratives in the
media. A central theme is the erosion of trust in media and news sources.
Yablokov (2015) shows how Russia uses conspiracy theories to foster
skepticism toward Western media, while Szostek (2018) highlights the
confusion and distrust that arise from competing narratives. This dynamic
is exploited in conflict situations, where the credibility of information
becomes a battleground itself, influencing public opinion and geopolitical
stances.

Both pieces address the concept of information warfare, which is
particularly salient in the context of the Ukraine conflict. They illustrate
how Russia employs propaganda and disinformation to manipulate
perceptions, create a narrative that favors its agenda, and destabilize
adversaries. The articles underscore the significant role that media,
especially state-sponsored media like RT, plays in shaping narratives
during conflicts. They investigate how these narratives are crafted and the
ways in which they serve the interests of the state, particularly in terms of
public diplomacy and international image management (Yablokov 2015;
Szostek 2018).

Mental health, trauma and the importance of Cultural and Contextual
Understanding (cluster yellow).All articles in the cluster address the
psychological consequences of war, focusing on mental health issues such
as depression, anxiety, and PTSD that arise from conflict and displacement.
The effects are noted not just in direct survivors of conflict (Damiano et
al. 2022), but also in populations adjacent or distant from the war zone
(Chudzicka-Czupata et al. (2023). Each study involves examining how
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affected individuals cope with traumatic experiences, whether through
personal strategies or societal support, reflecting the human response to
distress in the face of violence and uncertainty. Murthy & Lakshminarayana
(2006) stresses the necessity of understanding mental health in the context
of cultural, geographic, and social factors, which can shape experiences
and responses to trauma.

Several studies also acknowledge the role of media coverage of the
conflict in causing psychological distress, illustrating how narrative control
can impact mental health outcomes (Surzykiewicz et al. 2022).

Hybrid Warfare, Propaganda and geopolitical implications (cluster
purple). These references collectively illustrate how Russian propaganda
leverages narratives of nationalism, historical context, and information
warfare to shape public perceptions and justify its actions in Ukraine. By
attacking the credibility of independent sources and creating alternate
narratives — which often understate or deny war crimes - the Russian
governmentaims to sustain support domestically and mitigate international
condemnation. Most of these references discuss the multi-faceted nature
of hybrid warfare, particularly how information warfare and propaganda
tactics play a crucial role in contemporary conflicts, notably in the case of
Russia and Ukraine (Bina & Dragomir 2020; Manolea 2021).

Regarding the impacts of this hybrid war, Ghiles (2022) discusses
how the war impacts European energy policies, illustrating the broader
geopolitical repercussions of the conflict and how they should shape
responses to Russian actions. Both the analysis of war crimes (Christopher
2022) and the historical context (Parshyn & Mereniuk 2022) reflect on
the legal and ethical dimensions of conflict. Highlighting war crimes
challenges narratives that seek to justify military actions, including those
propagated by Russia. It is also worth noting Kuzio’s examination of Russian
nationalism ties into how historical narratives are constructed and utilized
to legitimize actions against Ukraine. This highlights the ideological basis
of the conflict, an essential component of Russian propaganda (Kuzio
2022).

Conclusions. Once the mostrepresentative topics in scientific production
have been identified and the main scientific references addressing these
themes, it can be confirmed that the concern in the academic community
extends to various problems that affect the globalized society in certain
countries, and with very complex consequences.
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In examining the multifaceted nature of Russian propaganda in times of
the Russian-Ulkrainian conflcit, it is evident that various themes converge
to illustrate how information warfare operates in the contemporary digital
landscape. The studies reviewed encapsulate different dimensions of this
issue, ranging from the psychological impact on affected populations
to the ideological narratives that shape public perception. Each theme
reveals the strategic use of misinformation, historical context, and media
manipulation as vital tools in sustaining state narratives that align with
Russia’s geopolitical aims.

One of the most salient themes across the literature is the intricacy of
information warfare utilized by Russia. Research highlights how state-
controlled media and online platforms are exploited to disseminate
propaganda that distorts reality and suppresses dissent. By promoting
conspiracy theories and creating alternate narratives, Russian media seeks
to undermine trust in Western sources while reinforcing nationalistic
sentiments domestically. This systematic approach to reshaping perceptions
not only influences public opinion in Russia but also aims to confuse and
mislead international audiences. Consequently, the studies reinforce the
necessity of understanding the methodologies employed in information
warfare, particularly in an era where social media can amplify messages at
an unprecedented scale.

The investigation into mental health repercussions serves to illuminate
the profound human costs of the Russian-Ukraine conflict. Research
indicates that individuals affected by warfare often experience elevated
levels of anxiety, depression, and post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD),
which are routinely exacerbated by disinformation and media narratives.
This psychological distress is not confined to those directly involved in
the conflict; it reverberates through diasporas and neighboring countries,
affecting broader populations. By focusing on the mental health dimensions
of war, the literature underscores the imperative for humanitarian response
systems to address psychological trauma, which is often sidelined in
narratives that emphasize military strategy.

The examination of national identity, especially concerning the
relationship between Russia and Ukraine, adds another layer to
understanding the role of propaganda. Research has demonstrated that
Russian nationalism is intricately woven into the justification of military
actions against Ukraine, portraying the conflict as a defense of cultural
and historical legitimacy. This narrative plays a significant role in fostering
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internal support for the regime’s actions and creates a polarizing effect that
positions Russia as a victim of external aggression. By invoking concepts of
national pride and historical grievances, the state crafts a unifying narrative
that can mobilize public sentiment while dismissing the costs of war.

The geopolitical ramifications of the Ukraine conflict extend beyond
immediate military encounters to encompass energy policies and
international alliances. Studies have illustrated how the war has compelled
a reevaluation of energy dependence in Europe and broader foreign policy
strategies. Consequently, propaganda narratives that emphasize Russia’s
role as a stable supplier are often countered by discourse that highlights
the urgent need for energy security and diversification. This dynamic
illustrates that propaganda is not merely a domestic tool; it has significant
implications for international relations and diplomatic negotiations,
pushing the boundaries of conventional warfare into the digital and
economic realms.

Cultural narratives informed by historical contexts further enrich the
discourse surrounding the conflict. Historical claims about territorial
ownership, identity, and past grievances are manipulated in real-time to
justify contemporary actions. As explored in the literature, understanding
these historical contexts is crucial for unpacking the narratives that fuel
conflicts. The ongoing mobilization of history not only shapes internal
perceptions but also frames the external response to Russian aggression,
complicating international stances toward intervention and support.

While this study has provided a comprehensive overview of the role
of propaganda in the context of the Russian-Ukraine conflict, there
are limitations to consider. Much of the existing literature hinges on
qualitative analyses and case studies, which, while insightful, may lack
generalizability across different contexts or future conflicts involving other
states or actors. Additionally, the rapidly evolving nature of digital media
technologies poses challenges for capturing the full scope of information
warfare strategies. New platforms and communication channels constantly
emerge, requiring ongoing research to stay abreast of changing dynamics.

Despite these limitations, this study is significant for the scientific
community as it highlights the complex interplay between war, propaganda,
and the digital space. By synthesizing findings from diverse fields -
ranging from psychology to international relations - it opens avenues
for interdisciplinary research that can further explore the implications of
hybrid warfare. Future lines of research could investigate how emerging
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technologies, such as artificial intelligence and machine learning, might
influence propaganda methods. Furthermore, longitudinal studies
examining the long-term psychological effects of conflicts on civilian
populations will be essential in shaping effective humanitarian responses.

In summary, these studies collectively emphasize various aspects of
the human and environmental costs of the Russia-Ukraine conflict while
illustrating the broader context in which Russian propaganda operates.
By addressing identity, environmental degradation, and psychological
health in the wake of war, they contribute to a deeper understanding of the
motivations behind propaganda and its impact on society.

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The Impact of Digital Disinformation
on the Course of the Russian-Ukrainian War
This article examines the impact of digital disinformation on the course of
the Russian-Ukrainian war, positioning it as a central tool in Russia’s hybrid
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warfare strategy. Since 2014, and especially following the full-scale invasion
in 2022, disinformation campaigns have intensified, targeting both Ukrai-
nian and international audiences. The analysis explores how fake news,
manipulated content, Al-generated deepfakes, and coordinated propaganda
efforts have been used to undermine public morale, erode trust in institu-
tions, distort narratives about the war, and weaken international support for
Ukraine.

The article also discusses the role of cyber incidents that have supported
disinformation efforts, such as the December 2023 cyberattack on the major
telecom provider Kyivstar, which disrupted critical communications and
public services, creating confusion and panic. Other attacks on state regis-
tries, the Ministry of Justice, and Ukrainian Railways are considered within
the broader context of information operations.

Attention is given to Ukraine’s evolving responses, including institutional,
civic, and international initiatives aimed at countering false narratives and
enhancing digital resilience. Ukraines experience in combating Russian dis-
information is supported by cooperation with Western governments, fact-
checking organizations like VoxCheck, and technology platforms such as
YouTube, which play a vital role in moderating harmful content.

The study also highlights shifts in international cyber cooperation, espe-
cially after the 2025 change in U.S. leadership, which led to a pause in
offensive cyber collaboration. In contrast, the European Union expanded its
support through cybersecurity initiatives, new satellite intelligence systems,
and closer ties with Ukrainian cyber institutions via ENISA.

Ultimately, the article argues that digital disinformation has become one
of the most defining weapons of the war, requiring not only technical defenses
but also societal resilience, strategic communication, and international unity.

The Phenomenon of International Climate Disinformation:
Political Science and Psychological Perspective

The article positions climate change as a critically important area not only
of national but also of international politics which becomes increasingly vul-
nerable to external interference. It examines climate change disinformation
disseminated through the international interaction of countries. By analy-
zing the conceptual frameworks of foreign influence and interference, the
authors explore approaches to the correlation of these terms, drawing a num-
ber of conclusions. In particular, in the context of climate disinformation,
it is appropriate to distinguish between foreign interference and influence.
Interference is viewed as a distortion of reality, the division of societies, and
the weakening of democracy while influence is seen as a negative or posi-
tive phenomenon. The former perceives it as an information weapon against
geopolitical adversaries while the latter sees it as the ability to transform ex-
ternal influence into a source of development, rather than threats. The pres-
ence of two terms in the academic discourse is claimed, i.e., international or
foreign (external) climate disinformation, however, preference is given to the
former - international climate disinformation. Characterizing the psycho-
logical mechanisms of the climate disinformation spread, attention is drawn
to the fact that they generally operate in the same way, regardless of whether
the disseminator is international or domestic. Emphasis is placed on the role
of cognitive biases, emotional manipulations, rhetorical strategies and logical
fallacies, direct attacks on scientists and scientific institutions, often accom-
panied by stereotypes of demonization or dehumanization. Counteracting
the psychological impact of international climate disinformation requires
special attention to the problem of cognitive (psychological) inoculation.

Humanitarian aid to Ukraine by Poland
in the conditions of full-scale Russian aggression

Full-scale aggression against Ukraine significantly affected the nature and
dynamics of Ukraines relations at the regional and global level. Ukraine’s
cooperation with neighboring states took a special place. Relations between
Ukraine and the Republic of Poland occupy a prominent place here. At the
highest international level of strategic partnership, Poland supported Ukraine,
strongly condemned Russian aggression and joined the international com-
munity’s anti-Russian political and economic sanctions. Ukrainian-Polish
political, diplomatic, economic, financial, military-technical relations and
issues of humanitarian cooperation are of great importance. Humanitarian
aid to Ukraine from Poland in the conditions of open Russian armed aggres-
sion is the immediate subject of research. This assistance of the Polish state
and society has become extremely important for Ukrainian refugees from
the war and overcoming the humanitarian crisis in Ukraine. After February
24, 2022, Poland opened its borders to Ukrainians who were forced to flee
the war in Ukraine. In total, more than 6.7 million Ukrainian refugees left
Ukraine, more than 1.7 million received permanent asylum in Poland, mate-
rial and medical assistance. The Polish government responded quickly and
effectively to the humanitarian crisis and launched a system of reception and
accommodation of refugees. Polish public organizations and volunteer move-
ments play an important role in providing asylum to Ukrainian refugees.
They became key participants in the process of organizing accommodation,
transportation, care and integration of immigrants into Polish society. One
of the most important initiatives of the Polish state and society in providing
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humanitarian aid to Ukraine was a large-scale campaign to collect funds
and resources. In total, more than three years of full-scale war, Ukraine re-
ceived more than 100 billion zlotys of humanitarian, financial and military
aid from Poland. This assistance is a vivid manifestation of the solidarity of
the Poles with the Ukrainian people in the fight against Russian aggression.

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THE SAUDI-ISRAELI CONFLICT:
CURRENT STATE AND SETTLEMENT SCENARIO

The article analyses the origins and the real state of Saudi-Israeli rela-
tions, outlines possible scenarios for resolving the Saudi-Israeli conflict. It is
shown that the conflict between Saudi Arabia and Israel has deep historical
roots and a complex structure. The main reason for the conflict and disagree-
ments is the Palestinian issue, the resolution of which Saudi Arabia constant-
ly keeps in view, defending the rights of the Palestinian people and insisting
on the creation of an independent state.

A SWOT-analysis of the strengths and weaknesses of current Saudi-Is-
raeli relations showed that their normalization has significant potential for
positive changes in economic, political, and security spheres. Opportunities
for improving relations include attracting European investments, which may
be caused by the positive reaction of the international community to the nor-
malization of relations.

With the help of the scenario method, an attempt was made to predict
three future scenarios for the development of Saudi-Israeli relations: an op-
timistic one - full normalization of relations, which may take place with
the mediation and support of the USA; a pessimistic scenario, according to
which normalization is expected to be undermined by Iran’s intervention, the
Islamic Republic is trying to create an axis of evil that will oppose the West-
ern world, especially the USA; a realistic scenario, when normalization may
have a formal character, that is, minimal diplomatic efforts are made by both
countries, partial normalization of relations takes place, including economic
cooperation and security guarantees.

Introduction. Research interest in the problems of the Persian
Gulf region today is not decreasing but, on the contrary, is growing,
considering the unchanged strategic significance of its energy attractions
and geopolitical opportunities. Accordingly, the relations between Saudi
Arabia and Israel, key players in the region, are especially significant for
the world, and especially for the United States of America.

The normalization of Saudi-Israeli relations affects not only the
geopolitical reality but is also extremely necessary in the development
and implementation of new strategies for regional stability and security.
The resolution of the conflict, especially in the context of the Israeli-
Palestinian confrontation, will significantly limit the influence of extremist
organizations and reduce tension in the region, which will contribute
to development and security. Based on global trends in international
relations regarding the change in the configuration and conditions of
the formation of strategic alliances and the role of key players, this may
create new opportunities for the normalization of Saudi-Israeli relations.
The development and evaluation of future scenarios for the settlement of
these relations will contribute to stability in the Middle East, economic
growth and security in the region, open new opportunities for trade and
cooperation in the world, and attract global players to solving regional
problems, which will contribute to the formation of new strategic alliances.

Problem statement. This problem causes considerable interest in broad
global academic circles. Thus, it is worth mentioning I. Atta (Atta 2023),
who studies the U.S. foreign policy in the Persian Gulf region. A. Jacobs
(Jacobs 2023), an expert on the countries of the Persian Gulf, a researcher
of changes in modern Saudi Arabian politics. E. Podeh (Podeh 2018) is
a professor at the Hebrew University in Jerusalem, a specialist in Islamic
and Middle Eastern history and the causes of conflicts in the Middle
East. A.Khalfa (Khalfa 2024), who explores the evolution of Saudi-Israeli
relations through the transition from quiet diplomacy to full normalization.
C. Cooper (Cooper 2024) is a distinguished fellow with the Atlantic
Council’s Middle East Programs and is the founder of Guard Hill House,
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LLC, a national security and sustainable infrastructure consultancy, who
believes that the future of Saudi-Israeli relations is balancing between
Palestinian and regional interests. That is why it is timely to propose
possible scenarios for the development of the Saudi-Israeli conflict and to
evaluate them.

The purpose of the research is to propose effective strategies and possible
scenarios for its resolution, based on the main reasons and obstacles to
overcoming the conflict between Saudi Arabia and Israel.

Presentation of the main material. The aggressive, often reckless,
regional policy of Riyadh has begun to change since 2020 (Atta 2023).
These changes were caused, not least, by the Trump administration’s refusal
to punish Iran for the drone strikes on the Abqaiq Aramco oil refinery
in 2019 (Jacobs 2023). The United States reluctance to help the kingdom
seriously influenced the views of the King of Saudi Arabia regarding the
desire to change the country’s foreign policy (Borger, 2019) by expanding
international ties and contacts.

The essence of this policy lies in the focus on achieving economic
indicators corresponding to global energy development and maximum
independence. This focus, in part, helped the kingdom increase its gross
domestic product to a historic figure of one trillion dollars in 2022.

Changes in the strategic course of Saudi Arabia were initiated by
Crown Prince Mohammed bin Salman, who is strengthening his influence
by minimizing dependence on hydrocarbon exports and expanding
geopolitical scope through active diplomacy and mediation initiatives.

To properly assess the latest foreign policy innovations of Saudi Arabia,
they should be considered through the lens of «Saudi Vision 2030,» the
main strategic development initiative of the state, proposed by the Crown
Prince in 2016. Its main goal is to improve Saudi Arabia’s position in the
global transition to clean energy through economic diversification (Jacobs
2023).

Overall, the implementation of the strategic initiative «Saudi Vision
2030» became a response to the challenges and opportunities (Saudi
Vision 2030, 2016) that the kingdom faces during regional instability. Saudi
Arabia is diversifying its foreign policy to reduce regional tensions, expand
cooperation with key countries, and use foreign policy initiatives to reduce
security risks and support its economic strategies. By implementing a
pragmatic foreign policy, Riyadh seeks to adapt to the changing world
order, minimize threats to its security, and achieve its ambitious goals
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defined within the framework of «Saudi Vision 2030». This transition is
an important step for the Kingdom, which strives to ensure stability and
prosperity in a complex and globalized world.

Relations between Saudi Arabia and Israel have a rather extensive
history and originate from the moment of the creation of the state of Israel
in 1948. This became a subject of tension in the relations between many
Arab states, including Saudi Arabia, which refused to recognize Israel and
supported the Palestinian resistance.

Over the decades, these relations have gone through various phases
from tension to the establishment of certain forms of cooperation at various
political and state levels (Podeh 2018). The Saudis, like most Arabs, did not
support the creation of a Jewish state in the center of the Arab world. But
unlike other Arab states such as Egypt, Syria, and Jordan, Saudi Arabia in
the Arab-Israeli conflict was not aggressive and mainly used diplomatic
and financial methods, without resorting to military ones.

In connection with events, particularly after the Gulf War of 1990-
1991, when Saudi Arabia and Israel cooperated on some strategic issues,
some representatives of both countries began to consider the possibility of
improving relations. The agreement known as Oslo -1, concluded in 1993
between Israel and the Palestinian Organization and aimed at resolving
the conflict in the Middle East, is considered one of the first attempts at
establishing a peace process between Israel and the Palestinians and one
that contributed to more active behind-the-scenes contacts with Saudi
Arabia (Kostiner 2009).

The public rapprochement of Saudi Arabia with Israel occurred gradually
and intensified with the arrival of Donald Trump to power (Khalfa 2024).
In 2015, both countries acknowledged that they had secret meetings to
discuss Iran’s ambitions in the region. However, there remained differences
in Israel’s attitude toward the Palestinians.

At the beginning of 2021, it became known that the Joe Biden
administration intended to agree by the end 0of 2023 on the normalization of
relations between Israel and Saudi Arabia. This was to crown the Abraham
Accords of Donald Trump, concluded in 2020 between Israel and the
United Arab Emirates (UAE), Bahrain, Morocco, and Sudan. These historic
agreements, which emphasized support for Israel’s sovereignty, would
open a new perspective for regional stability and economic development
and are an important step in strengthening peace and cooperation in the
region (Cooper 2024).
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In the summer of 2023, the Saudi Arabian Ambassador to the United
States, Princess Reema, expressed Saudi Arabia’s view on relations between
Israel and Palestine, noting that Saudi Arabia seeks not only normalization
but also integration with Israel (Weiss 2023). The statement emphasized
that achieving peace between Israel and Palestine aligns with the ambitious
social reforms of «Saudi Vision 2030» and that Saudi Arabia sees shared
prosperity for two independent states — Israel and Palestine (Cooper 2024).

Saudi Arabia emphasized the need to advance the issue of the creation
of two states, which in resolving the Israeli-Palestinian conflict is a key
condition for the normalization of relations. However, the Abraham
Accords concluded by the UAE, Bahrain, Morocco, and Sudan in 2020 did
not contain a condition regarding regional progress in the creation of a
Palestinian state (Cooper 2024).

Saudi Arabia has never perceived Israel as a threat to its survival. The
main problem for the Saudi elites was the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, as
the Palestinian-Israeli conflict for revolutionary regimes in the region for
a long time was an opportunity to embed themselves in Middle Eastern
societies and gain influence there. And indeed, the liberation of Palestine
is the main, if not the only, reason on which most of the Arab world is
unanimous. Each subsequent aggression of Israel toward the Palestinians
shakes the very foundation of Muslim and, especially, Arab society (Khalfa
2024).

However, the dynamics of the relationship changed after the events of
October 7, 2023, when Hamas carried out a military intervention in Israel,
to which Israel, in response, may launch a full-scale military invasion of
the city of Rafah, located in the Gaza Strip.

As a precondition for escalation, most analytical centers and media
consider the potential agreement between Saudi Arabia and Israel (Alrebh
2023). According to M. Levitt, a researcher at the Washington Institute,
the factor that prompted the Hamas leadership to carry out a serious
escalation attack was primarily the goal of hindering the diplomatic efforts
of Israel and Saudi Arabia. Hamas is convinced that such a normalization
agreement would remove the Palestinian issue from the agenda of most
Arab and Islamic countries. Moreover, the expected normalization could
strengthen an effective regional alliance against Iran and its allies, including
HAMAS and Hezbollah (Levitt 2023).

Saudi Arabia’s attitude toward the current war, in their opinion, is
balanced. The government of Saudi Arabia strongly condemned the large-
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scale attack, and the siege of Gaza carried out by Israel in response to
October 7. The Saudi side conveyed its dissatisfaction to the United States.
This indicates that the kingdom, along with other Arab countries, affirms
its Muslim identity and demonstrates the commitment of the main country
of the Arabian Peninsula to the Palestinian issue (Khalfa 2024).

In 2024, it became known that despite the increasing capabilities of
Hamas’s intervention and Israel's military response to the invasion, the
leaders in Riyadh, Tel Aviv, and Washington remain unanimous regarding
the relevance of normalizing relations (Gritten 2024). That is, this issue
remains on the agenda, and discussions about the war in Gaza, the release
of hostages, the provision of humanitarian aid in the Gaza Strip, and the
reduction of regional tension continue. This has a significant impact on the
relations between Saudi Arabia and Israel.

However, the main focus is on the threats from Iran and its allies, as well
as on the interest in creating a Palestinian state. Although Saudi Arabia’s
position is not new, the discussion of Palestinian statehood is gaining
importance during the negotiations on a ceasefire and the reconstruction
of Gaza after the conflict is resolved (Cooper 2024).

If we analyze Israel's position regarding potential normalization
negotiations, the ruling coalition in Israel is considered the most
conservative in the country’s history (Maksad 2024). Israel cannot form
a coalition necessary for the nation’s prosperity, because it would lead to
the collapse of the ruling coalition, which Netanyahu needs to survive
politically (Friedman, 2024). This complicates any negotiations and
agreement-making. Israel remains in a state of conflict with HAMAS,
which many Israelis perceive as an existing threat, while Palestinians are in
a state of despair due to internal divisions (Maksad 2024).

The time for an agreement between the U.S., Saudi Arabia, and Israel
had a potential limitation in the form of the United State presidential
elections. Netanyahu may have believed that the wisest decision would
be to wait for Donald Trump’s return to the presidency, who would offer
unconditional support to him and his main coalition allies. However,
whether such a scenario will be realized is still unclear.

And it may well happen that Israel will deeply regret the lost opportunity
which is due to the missed chance for significant regional changes, which
were not without complex challenges, but could have been not the worst
alternative for Israel in a state of crisis (Horovitz 2024).
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As early as May 2024, the Americans stated that Israel is not ready to
recognize Palestine, and that Israel may not want to accept a normalization
deal with Saudi Arabia if it means agreeing to progress in creating a
Palestinian state.

Under such conditions, it is unlikely that Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu will be ready to agree to Saudi Arabia’s demands for
normalization, particularly a prolonged ceasefire in Gaza and recognition
of the irreversible path toward the creation of a Palestinian state (Maksad
2024). However, after Iran’s attack on Israel on April 13,2024, using drones
and missiles, Israel seemed to recognize that the best way to counter the
threat posed by Iran and its proxies is to work with a coalition not only
of allied Western countries but also with Arab countries. The idea that
Americans, Europeans, and Arabs would unite to help intercept drones
and cruise missiles launched by Iran against Israel would have recently
seemed like a fantasy - and, for Israel, an undesirable one. The Israeli
defense slogan has always been: «We defend ourselves».

But now, when Israel faces not only Iran but also several Iranian proxy
groups, the cost of acting alone on all these fronts becomes too high.
This turn of events, along with the willingness shown by Arab countries
in April 2024 to join Israel in confronting the threat posed by Iran and
its henchmen, suggests that a window has opened to create a regional
coalition conducting a joint strategy to counter Iran and its proxy groups.

However, to seize this opportunity, Israel, the United States, and the
Arab countries, especially Saudi Arabia, must realize the uniqueness of the
moment and make use of it. A breakthrough, mediated by the U.S., in a
normalization agreement between Israel and Saudi Arabia would do a lot
to strengthen the new coalition.

The process of normalizing relations between Saudi Arabia and Israel
is a large, complex task that involves constant variables. As the evolution
of relations between Saudi Arabia and Israel shows various stages, from
tense relations to some cooperation in different areas such as security and
energy, these relations develop under the influence of geopolitical factors
and the strategic interests of both states.

Given the circumstances that have developed in the relations between
the U.S. and Saudi Arabia, the latter is acting on two fronts: strengthening
its own military potential and actively expanding economic and military
ties with leading international partners. The Kingdom seeks to strengthen
defense ties with European countries, as well as with China, India, Brazil,
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South Africa, and Turkey, to compensate for the decreasing support from
the United States in the field of security (Huggard & Natan 2020).

However, considering that the Palestinian issue is critically important
for the leading Arab-Muslim country, Riyadh must strategically calculate
its actions regarding any internal, regional, or international issues that may
affect it or fall under its influence. At the same time, the United States
remains the main supplier of weapons and military technologies for Saudi
Arabia, which is crucial for maintaining regional stability and deterring
Iran and its allies.

Thus, as a mediator of any realistic Saudi-Israeli deal, Washington must
make every effort to satisfy Riyadhs demands regarding weapons and
technologies, if both regional allies agree to sit down at the negotiating
table to discuss a peace agreement in the future. The U.S.- Saudi defense
treaty and nuclear partnership, along with Israeli-Saudi normalization,
could trigger a strategic revolution in the Middle East and ensure the
kingdom’s long-term security and prosperity.

58 1o propose scenarios for the normalization of relations between Saudi
— Arabia and Israel, we will attempt to comprehensively assess the current
situation in Saudi-Israeli relations using a SWOT analysis.

Thus, the SWOT analysis shows that the normalization of relations
between Saudi Arabia and Israel has significant potential for positive
changes in the economic, political, and security spheres. Opportunities for
improving relations include attracting European investments, which may
be caused by the positive reaction of the international community to the
normalization of relations. Particularly positive in this context is the fact
that for Riyadh this is a beneficial option, due to the kingdom’s desire to
diversify its economy under the strategic initiative “Saudi Vision 2030.” The
agreement on normalization of relations would be resonant not only in the
region but also globally. However, this process faces numerous challenges
and threats associated with external influence, terrorism, and geopolitical
changes, which require special attention and careful management.

The scenario method, used to predict future events, can be applied for
practical analysis, as it allows consideration of various development paths
of Saudi-Israeli relations and preparation of strategies for each scenario.
This will allow a better understanding of potential risks and opportunities,
as well as preparation for different variants of the development of the
situation.

Optimistic scenario. Full normalization of relations, which may occur
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through the mediation and support of the United States. Washington
actively supports the normalization process, providing diplomatic
and economic support to both countries. The agreement may include
significant economic investments, energy projects, and cooperation in
the field of security. Signing a security guarantee agreement between the
USA and Saudi Arabia and its ratification by the US Senate may improve
bilateral relations and activate cooperation in the field of security. Israel, in
turn, may stop its plans for a full-scale offensive on the city of Rafah and
grant privileges to the Palestinian people. However, it is unlikely that the
discussion would be about the existence of Palestine as a state. As a result
of the implementation of this scenario, regional stability may improve,
economic growth will occur in both countries, and the positions of the
USA in the region will be strengthened.

Internal political differences: strong anti-Israe-
li sentiments among part of the population of
Saudi Arabia and the Muslim world as a whole
burden the normalization process. In turn,
against the background of the Hamas attack on
Israel, the government of Benjamin Netanyahu
and the people in general perceive the Muslim
world as hostile. Internal political fragmentation
and differing views significantly affect the issue
of normalization with Arab countries.

The concluded agreement may be formal:
normalization of relations between Tehran and
Riyadh is a vivid example when both countries
maintain “fragile” relations through minimal
diplomatic steps. This could also happen because
Saudi Arabia will seek to balance relations with
Iran amid normalization with Israel, in order to
avoid bilateral conflict and regional tension.

Instability in the region: the presence of con-
flicts and tensions in the Middle East region may
complicate the process of resolving relations
with Israel.
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Opportunities

Threats

Development of economic potential: joint eco-
nomic projects can promote new opportunities
in technology, energy, tourism, etc. This can also
lead to the creation and development of new
markets and opportunities for both countries.

Creation of a coalition to counter Iran and its
proxy groups: the United States, through this
agreement, can involve one of the main Mus-
lim states in a coalition to counter Iran and its
regional players, which undermine stability not
only in the region but also globally.

Cooperation between Saudi Arabia and Israel
in the field of security: the need to resolve se-
curity issues in the region regarding the activi-
ties of various terrorist groups will help combine
joint efforts. Since Israel and Saudi Arabia have
common interests in security, the fight against
terrorism, and regional stabilization.

Attraction of investments from European
countries into Saudi Arabia and Israel: establish-
ing diplomatic relations between both countries
can demonstrate to European countries readi-
ness and willingness to establish peace. Against
the background of such a decision, European
countries are likely to plan various joint projects,
for example, in the field of security not only in
the region but also globally. The attraction of
financial investments into these countries may
occur as the situation stabilizes and investing in
regional projects becomes a profitable option.

Resolution of the conflict in the Gaza Strip: the
signing of the agreement can allow the parties
to reach a compromise on resolving the conflict,
obviously with the mediation of third countries.
The issue of Palestinian statehood is the main
topic of discussion.

Influence of Iran and its proxy groups on the
normalization process: the influence of third
countries (e.g., Iran) and international actors
may hinder the normalization process. Exter-
nal players such as Iran can use the conflict for
their own geopolitical goals. Since the establish-
ment of relations between Saudi Arabia and
the United States is a negative scenario for the
Islamic Republic. Iran aims to create its own
coalition together with Arab countries to oppose
the United States. In addition, for Iran, Israel is
enemy number one, with whom, as it declared, it
will fight. Therefore, based on this, Iran may use
various means to make this process impossible
and derail it.

Terrorism and security: threats of terrorism
and other security challenges may complicate
relations. The need to ensure security may divert
resources and attention from the normalization
process.

Geopolitical changes: unpredictable geopoliti-
cal changes may affect stability and interaction
between countries. Changes in global politics
may impact Saudi-Israeli relations. For exam-
ple, the results of the 2024 US elections were key
where who comes to power and what foreign
policy will be pursued in the region.

Creation by Iran of an anti-coalition of re-
sistance, including Arab dictatorships: Russia,
North Korea, China if a coalition led by the
United States is created, there is a high probabil-
ity that Iran will take a similar step and form a
group of dictator countries with shared ideolo-
gies and interests to oppose the United States.

Rejection by Israel of the possibility of creat-
ing a Palestinian State: one of the conditions for
normalization is granting privileges to the Pal-
estinian people and creating a Palestinian State.
However, the Israeli government may continue
to reject the fulfillment of this condition, thereby
delaying and complicating the process.

Pessimistic scenario. According to this scenario, normalization is
expected to be undermined through the interference of Iran. The Islamic
Republic tries to create an axis of evil that will oppose the Western
world, especially the United States. Since Iran understands that in case of
concluding an agreement, a coalition may be created to counter terrorist
groups and the actions of the Islamic Republic itself, this becomes an
obstacle to the aspirations of the Iranian ayatollah to become an influential
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country with its ideological and Muslim beliefs. Under this scenario, Iran
may use various hybrid tools to discredit, including Saudi Arabia, among
Arab countries, activating its proxy groups and causing a new wave of
violence and instability in the region, for example, attacks by Yemeni
Houthis on Saudi Arabia’s oil refineries. However, to disrupt this process,
Iran will act indirectly, as direct confrontation is not in its interests.

Also, an important issue remains Iran’s nuclear intimidation to stop
this process, since attempts to attack Israel’s nuclear facilities have already
occurred, and this may become just a trial step toward intimidation. Thus,
under this scenario, Iran will try to make significant efforts to disrupt the
normalization of relations between Saudi Arabia and Israel using various,
including «dirty», methods.

Realistic scenario. In this case, normalization may be formal in nature,
meaning the application of minimal diplomatic efforts by both countries.
Active bilateral relations are not expected, since for Saudi Arabia it is
necessary to maintain a balance between Israel and Iran in order to avoid
confrontation with Iran. Under this scenario, partial normalization of
relations takes place, which includes economic cooperation and security
guarantees. Saudi Arabia and Israel may cooperate in the security field
against a common enemy which is Iran. Economic cooperation will be
limited due to internal political differences. The Palestinian issue remains
unresolved, although the parties may reach temporary compromises. In
turn, a bilateral agreement between the USA and Saudi Arabia may be
fully realized, despite Iran’s attempts to disrupt these agreements.

As a result, partial stabilization of the region is expected, economic
benefits will be gained for both countries, although potential risks of
conflict remain due to unresolved political issues and Iran’s interference
in this process.

The results of the probability assessment of each scenario look as
follows:

- optimistic scenario, probability of implementation - medium.
In this case, the process depends on political will and support from the
United States;

- pessimistic scenario, probability of implementation - medium,
depends on actions by Iran and its proxy groups;

- realistic scenario, probability of implementation - high,
considering current geopolitical conditions and shared security interests.
Partial normalization is possible even if the Palestinian issue remains
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unresolved, through the conclusion of a bilateral agreement between
Riyadh and Washington.

However, taking into account all the options and variables of this
process, we lean toward the third scenario - the realistic one.

Conclusion. After a thorough analysis of each possible scenario, it
becomes clear that to achieve long-term peace and cooperation between
Saudi Arabia and Israel, a comprehensive approach is needed. Given the
importance of this issue for regional stability and security, it is necessary
to develop clear strategies and recommendations that will help implement
the selected scenarios.

Saudi Arabia and Israel are likely to be able to find compromise
solutions, but this will not include the issue of the Palestinian people
and statehood, due to the position of the Israeli government. In this
context, other privileges may be proposed, and cooperation may take on
a formal character to maintain a balance between the United States and
Iran. For Saudi Arabia, this process is extremely important due to their
potential agreement with the United States and their security and military
guarantees. The kingdom will try to actively contact Washington so that
it exerts pressure and influence on the Israeli government regarding the
completion and signing of a potential agreement on the normalization of
bilateral relations.

The Position of the Taiwan Authorities on the «Taiwan Issue»:
a Retrospective Analysis

The article examines the period of President Chiang Kai-shek’s rule in
Taiwan. It is noted that this period was characterized by a one-party dicta-
torship, which for a long time managed to ensure the relative stability of its
regime. It is noted that the successor Yen Chia-kan faced challenges in the
form of rapid diplomatic losses: more and more states broke off diplomatic
relations with Taiwan and established them with the PRC. It is noted that
Yen Chia-kan’s presidency was perceived by many as a transitional period,
since real power was increasingly concentrated in Chiang Ching-kuo, who
served as prime minister during Yen Chia-kan’s presidency and later offi-
cially replaced him in 1978. The importance of the decision to lift the ban on
holding leadership positions in the Kuomintang for party members born in
Taiwan is noted.

It is indicated that at the beginning of his presidency Lee Teng-hui, tried
to create a basis for peace across the Taiwan Strait, and therefore abandoned
Chiang Kai-shek’s policy of opposing communism and restoring a single state,
and also canceled the recognition of the Communist Party of China as a rebel
organization.

The position on the “Taiwan issue” of Chen Shui-bian, who did not rec-
ognize the “1992 Consensus”, as well as the formulations related to ‘one
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China”, is considered. It is noted that Chen Shui-bian is the first president of
Taiwan to serve two consecutive terms from 2000 to 2008 and to be elected
through direct elections.

It is determined that the warming of relations between the Kuomintang
and the Communist Party of China during Ma Ying-jeou’s tenure in power
caused concern in the Democratic Progressive Party and a significant part
of Taiwanese, which ultimately led to the 2014 protests known as the “Sun-
flower Movement”. It is noted that Tsai Ing-wen publicly denied the existence
of the “1992 Consensus”, unlike her predecessor from the Kuomintang Party,
Ma Ying-jeou.

It is mentioned that the 2024 parliamentary elections in Taiwan, in which
the number of seats of the Democratic Progressive Party in parliament de-
creased, and it now does not have a majority, which complicates the imple-
mentation of Lai Ching-te’s election program, which to a large extent became
a continuation of Tsai Ing-wen’s policies.

Foreign Policy and Diplomacy of the People’s Republic of China
on the African Continent

The article is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of China’s foreign
policy and diplomacy on the African continent. The subject of analysis is the
most important area of Sino-African relations and the prospects for their
development in the future. The growing need for natural resources due to
China’s rapid transition to a market-oriented economy has stimulated Beijing
206 to search for new markets and energy sources, including the African conti-
— nent. In addition, China considers Africa an integral part of the foundation
of the Chinese foreign policy narrative about the non-universal nature of the
ideals of Western democracies. In its African policy, Beijing is guided primar-
ily by the principle of non-interference in the internal affairs of countries and
non-imposition of its demands. Even despite the significant growth of Chi-
na’s influence on the African continent at the beginning of the 21st century,
Beijing did not have a specific global action plan for African countries for a
long time, and its activities were limited to commercial projects, the intensi-
fication of discussions of the African issue in the discourse of Chinese politi-
cal leaders makes it possible to predict that the African direction of China’s
foreign policy is moving towards further institutionalization. In 2015-2017,
there was a certain slowdown in the development of Sino-African relations.
Still, the beginning of trade conflicts between the PRC and the USA due to
the Trump administration’s policies again stimulated Beijing to intensify the
African direction of its foreign policy. We can conclude from the 2018 Beijing
Summit that China’s claim to Africa has increased, especially since Beijing
considered criticism from the West and adjusted its African policy. More
than ever before, Africa is emphasized as the “foundation of the foundation
of China’s foreign policy”, focused on supporting developing countries. The
construction of this coalition is carried out not only at the expense of eco-
nomic rewards but also increasingly with the help of soft power in the form
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of media, educational programs and institutions for the education of future
African political elites.

Neutrality as the Basis of Statehood and Foreign Policy
of the Republic of Ireland
The article is devoted to the analysis of the phenomenon of Irish so-
vereignty as the foundation of statehood and foreign policy strategy of the
Republic of Ireland in the context of global political transformations of the
20th-21st centuries. It is argued that the policy of neutrality of the Republic
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of Ireland has a rich history. It helps the country to avoid participation in
military conflicts and influences international events. Ireland is not a mem-
ber of military alliances and mutual defense agreements, which allows it to
maintain independence. The EU and international partners respect the so-
vereignty and neutrality of Ireland, which is confirmed by legal guarantees
provided in 2009. Irelands decision on neutrality was made after the struggle
for independence and tense relations with the UK. Commitment to neutral-
ity is not permanent, and its meaning continues to be reconsidered. Ireland’s
increased participation in peacekeeping missions and integration into the EU
have drawn attention to its neutrality. However, some aspects of EU integra-
tion raise concerns, especially the EU’s common foreign and security policy.

It is shown that Irish neutrality has been the subject of debate and diffe-
rent interpretations since its inception. Ireland has traditionally followed a
policy of neutrality, which is a historical tradition, not an obligation, as in
the case of Austria. The policy of non-intervention in international relations
was formed before the creation of the Irish Republic in 1948, when Ireland

g0 left the British Commonwealth. This decision was due to the desire of the

— Irish people to avoid involvement in British military conflicts, as well as the
desire to gain independence and sovereignty from British rule. Irish neutral-
ity is not enshrined in the constitution and has no official interpretation,
but it is felt and real. After centuries of political oppression and repression
by Britain, the Irish sought independence and self-determination. The idea
was to pursue a policy different from the British in order to emphasize the
uniqueness of the country. With the outbreak of World War II, neutrality
began to be associated with the struggle for freedom. In the context of global
political transformations of the 21st century, Proponents of the idea that it is
impossible to maintain neutrality argue that the involvement of the Republic
of Ireland in international relations excludes the possibility of maintaining
neutrality. However, this approach does not take into account the changing
geopolitical situation and the opinion of the Irish, who continue to consider
their country neutral.

It has been established that the Republic of Ireland is actively involved in
international politics, being a member of the UN and a participant in the
NATO Partnership for Peace program. It allowed the United States to use one
of its airports for military operations in Iraq and Afghanistan. Irish forces
participated in UN peacekeeping missions. The liveliest discussions concern
Ireland’s relationship with the EU. It has been proven that the Irish are wor-
ried about losing independence and neutrality, despite a positive attitude
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towards EU membership. Fear of losing sovereignty and neutrality affects
public opinion. The position of most politicians has changed, not coinciding
with public opinion. The last real supporter of neutrality was I. de Valera,
who presented this concept as official. Currently, the vast majority of Irish
people support neutrality.

New Dutch Government:
Ultra-Right Ambitions Against European Norms and Laws

The article analyzes the political processes in the Netherlands, where, ac-
cording to the results of the parliamentary elections held on November 22,
2023, the far-right Freedom Party received the greatest support from voters.
However, due to a number of conditions and the inability to create a stable
coalition, after lengthy negotiations that lasted 175 days, the party leader
Geert Wilders was forced not only to resign as prime ministet, but also to
significantly change his radical rhetoric on issues such as migration, green
policy, Islam, etc.

The article also examines the issue of forced correction of political beliefs
and ideological principles by the leaders of far-right forces after coming to
power or participating in the formation of a coalition majority. According 255
to the author, this situation demonstrates that radical and populist ideas are —
effective during an election campaign, helping to accumulate protest senti-
ment and expand their own electoral base. However, the current political
system of both most European countries and the European Union as a whole
still retains a sufficient number of instruments of influence to counter the
spread of right-wing radical sentiments.

The result of the study is to demonstrate the existence of tools to curb the
radical positions of individual political parties, which are forced to adjust
their activities, taking into account the generally accepted provisions and sen-
timents within the European Union.

In cases such as
the United States, where federal and state governments have partnered with
CSOs on health and social service programs, this community expertise has
proven essential to creating more relevant and effective public services.

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plomacy helps build strong partnerships with other nations and regions,
facilitates scientific and educational exchange, addresses global, regional,
and national challenges using scientific achievements, and informs foreign
policy decisions based on evidence. For effective development, educational
diplomacy requires substantial resources, including personnel, financial, and
technical support. In this context, grant programs emerge as crucial tools for
implementing projects, driving educational reforms, strengthening interna-
tional cooperation, and fostering innovation in education, science, and the
broader economic structure. The significance of educational grant programs
becomes particularly evident during periods of war and crisis.

The primary goal of this research is to analyze the development of edu-
cational grant programs in Ukraine, assess their impact on the professional
growth of public servants and the quality of public administration, and ex-
amine how these programs strengthen international ties and contribute to
Ukraine’s global image.

Since the Revolution of Dignity (2013-2014), Ukraine’s public sector has
transformed significantly, with new professionals entering the governmental 255
landscape, many from business and economic sectors. This shift created a —
demand for educational diplomacy as a tool to enhance public service skills
and international cooperation. Grant programs became effective instruments
for building “soft power”, enriching state officials with new knowledge and
contributing to international partnerships.

The research highlights the critical role of educational grant programs in
advancing Ukraine’s educational diplomacy. These programs not only en-
hance the skills of public servants but also strengthen Ukraine’s international
relations and contribute to its global reputation. By leveraging grant pro-
grams, Ukraine successfully integrates international best practices, fostering
sustainable development and democratic governance, even amidst conflict
and crisis.

Implementation of European Standards
in the Formation of Ukraine’s National Public Health Policy
The European integration of Ukraine has become the strategic reference
point for determining the priority areas of state policy that require moderni-
zation. One of these areas is the policy of the Ukrainian state in the field of
health care, which provides that in the process of adaptation to EU norms
and standards, the organization of medical care is transformed through the
practical mastery of the public health paradigm. This paradigm includes pre-
vention, epidemiological surveillance, education, protection of human rights
and inter-sectoral cooperation. In accordance with European practice, public
health policy is an inter-sectoral policy that requires special attention to in-
294 stitutional and human resources. After signing the Association Agreement,
— Ukraine began the transformation of the public health system, deploying the
process of legislative and institutional harmonization, which was based on
the Law of Ukraine “On the Public Health System” adopted in 2022 and the
created coordination structure, the Public Health Center. The main problems
that must be solved by the Ukrainian state through the implementation of
public health policy based on European principles in this area are as fol-
lows: transformation of the system of training specialists in the field of public
health on an interdisciplinary basis (epidemiologists, data analysts, social
workers); ensuring equal access to medical and preventive services, especially
for vulnerable groups; resource and financial support for the public health
institute; overcoming resistance from medical institutions focused on a clinic-
centric model; development of the digital infrastructure of public health.
