FOREWARD

The eighteenth issue of Mediaforum opens with articles exploring the problems
of nationwide political identity. This topic is deeply reflected in the scholarly study
by Oleksandr Boyko, which emphasizes, in particular, that it was the full-scale
Russian invasion that caused radical changes and shifts in the worldview and
national identity of Ukrainians, considerably accelerating the process of forming
a political nation. A strengthening of horizontal social ties based on cooperation
and shared values inherent in modern European society can be observed. In a
similar vein, the issue of postcolonial experience as a complex, dynamic, and
multi-level social process is analyzed by Kyiv scholars Serhiy Troyan and Alla
Kyrydon. The authors convincingly demonstrate that Ukrainian national identity
is relevant to the global intellectual discussion on the plurality of modernities and
the alternative paths of social development. Overall, the experience of interaction
between states and societies in the field of historical memory proves that, in
order to create decent living conditions for ordinary people in the difficult socio-
economic circumstances of the twenty-first century, one should perhaps learn to
forget and forgive one another in time.

Analysts Oleksandr Fedenko and Olha Tsvietkova from Hetman Petro
Sahaidachnyi National Army Academy, while analyzing the components of the
European regional security system, emphasize that the full-scale Russian invasion
of Ukraine has shown that the real combat capability of a state is determined
not by quantitative rankings, but by its ability to adapt, introduce technological
innovations, and mobilize social potential. In other words, a world of chaos and
uncertainty opens up new opportunities for those who know how to adapt. It is no
coincidence that Nassim Taleb notes that in conditions of crises and threatening
surprises, once the mechanisms of antifragility are understood, it becomes
possible to formulate systematic and consistent advice for making unpredictable
decisions - in politics, business, medicine, and life in general; that is, wherever
“the unknown, the random, the unpredictable, and the obscure prevail, and where
there is no clear understanding of the situation.”

The original and well-documented articles by Polish colleagues Norbert Frejek
and Grzegorz Baziur examine security issues in Europe in the context of the
current experience of the Russian-Ukrainian war.

An important group of articles is devoted to the information sphere, more
precisely to the analysis of the use of manipulative information technologies as an
instrument of influence in election campaigns and as an important factor in the
consolidation of authoritarian political regimes. In particular, Maksym KyyaK’s
study examines certain aspects of the development of “digital authoritarianism” in
the context of the convergence of Russian and Chinese approaches to information
manipulation, as well as the export of information practices as a form of modern
hybrid aggression.

A New National Identity Formed in the Conditions
of the Full-Scale Invasion as the Basis
for the Consolidation and Stability of Ukrainian Society

The article reveals the relevance of the process of forming national iden-
tity; characterizes the main stages of its development during the years of
Ukraines independence; attempts are made to analyze and systematize the
views of scientists on the factors that influenced the development of national
identity at different stages; characterizes the changes and shifts in national
identity caused by the full-scale Russian invasion; reveals the role of national
identity affirmation in the process of ensuring the consolidation and stability
of society. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the comprehensive analy-
sis and generalization of the main trends in the process of forming national
identity during the years of Ukraines independence, especially during the pe-
riod of the Russian full-scale invasion. The paper analyzes the evolution of
the process of forming a new national identity in Ukraine during the years of
independence, which has undergone a certain evolution. Considerable atten-
tion is paid to the study of landmark events that became catalysts for change:
the August putsch and the December referendum of 1991, the Orange Revo-
lution, the Revolution of Dignity, Russia’s aggression in 2014 and the occupa-
tion of Crimea, and the full-scale Russian invasion of 2022.

It is worth emphasizing that it was the full-scale Russian invasion that
led to significant/radical changes and shifts in the worldview and national
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identity of Ukrainians: increased social consolidation and acceleration of
the process of forming a political nation; an increase in the level of a clearer
awareness of one’s own ethnic identity; changes in orientation towards dif-
ferent models of cultural traditions; a forced rejection of the “Soviet past”,
a sharp decline in nostalgia for the USSR; an emphasized distancing from
Russia in almost all spheres of public life; the emergence of new heroes and
symbols that consolidate society and contribute to the formation of a new
national identity; strengthening of horizontal social ties based on coope-
ration and common values; growth in society of the desire for Euro- and
Euro-Atlantic integration, etc. It is characteristic that practically each of
these changes in the worldview of Ukrainians testifies to the strengthening
of unity, monolithicity and integrity of the Ukrainian people. All this means
that now, in the conditions of a full-scale invasion, an important/definitive
stage is taking place in Ukraine in the process of forming a new national iden-
tity, which should become a powerful basis for the consolidation and stability
of Ukrainian society.

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IDENTITY IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE POSTCOLONIAL EXPERIENCE

The article provides a theoretical and conceptual analysis of identity in
the context of postcolonial experience as a complex, dynamic and multi-level
social process. It argues that postcoloniality should not be perceived as a com-
pleted historical phase but rather as a long-term structural condition shap-
ing modes of self-reflection, symbolic self-definition, and political subjectivity
in societies formerly subjected to imperial domination. Particular attention
is paid to the mechanisms of internalized colonial narratives, as well as to
the role of language, collective memory, and social trauma in the formation
of identity configurations. Identity is conceptualized not as a fixed essence
but as an ongoing process of negotiation between competing national, impe-
rial, and global narratives. Using the Ukrainian case as an analytical lens,
the article demonstrates that postcolonial societies are capable of generating
their own modernization and symbolic projects without merely reproducing
external models. The study substantiates the claim that Ukrainian national
identity constitutes a theoretically significant and empirically representative
case for the global intellectual debate on multiple modernities, the limits of
universalism, and alternative trajectories of social development.

Statement of the scientific problem. The problem of identity in the con-
text of postcolonial experience belongs to the key interdisciplinary areas of
modern socio-humanitarian research, combining the analytical resources
of social philosophy, sociology, history, cultural studies and political
theory. In the 21st century, it acquires particular relevance in the context
of the transformation of the world order, the crisis of liberal universalism,
the delegitimization of Eurocentric modernization models and the return
of asymmetrical relations of dominance in new, often hybrid forms. Under
these conditions, postcoloniality increasingly appears not as a historically
completed stage, but as a long-term structural state that affects the ways
of self-reflection, symbolic self-determination and political subjectivity of
societies that were or are in the zone of imperial influence.

Identity in the postcolonial context cannot be considered as a stable,
homogeneous or linearly evolutionary construct. It is formed in a field of
constant tension between external normative narratives inherited from co-
lonial hierarchies and internal experiences of historical trauma, cultural
fragmentation and symbolic dependence. As Stuart Hall has noted, iden-
tity in postcolonial societies is more a “position” and a “process of beco-
ming” than a fixed entity (Hall, 1996). In this sense, it emerges as the result
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of continuous negotiations between the past and the present, the local and
the global, memory and forgetting.

The research problem is to identify the mechanisms of identity for-
mation and transformation under conditions of postcolonial asymmetry,
when social actors are forced to construct self-images in a situation of
structural inequality of access to symbolic capital, knowledge and the right
to interpret their own history. It is not only about the decolonization of
political institutions or the formal acquisition of sovereignty, but above all
about the decolonization of consciousness, language, collective memory
and symbolic space, which, according to Frantz Fanon, is the most pro-
longed and painful dimension of the postcolonial transition (Fanon, 1963).

The problems of postcolonialism, postcolonial identity, and identity
in the context of modern globalization processes constitute a relevant
scientific research field. Of particular theoretical and applied importance
are the works of Western scholars Anthony Smith, Anthony Giddens,
Zygmunt Bauman, Samuel Huntington, Montserrat Guibernau, Francis
Fukuyama (Giddens, 1991; Smith, 1995; Bauman, 2000; Huntington,
2004; Guibernau, 2007; Fukuyama, 2018), and others. Ukrainian scholars
pay considerable attention to issues of identity and historical memory, in
particular through the prism of regionalism, borderlands, socio-cultural
transformations, and research in the context of memory studies (Stepiko,
2011; Nagorna, 2011, 2012; Shapoval, 2013; Troyan, 2014; Kyrydon, 2016;
Hrabovska, 2024; Vermenych, 2025; Troyan & Rumak, 2025, etc.). They
consider national identity not as a given, but as a socio-cultural construct
that is formed under the influence of historical experience, memory, and
symbols. Researchers emphasize that the territorial Ukrainian identity is
a component of the national one, especially in border areas that have a
unique historical experience. Their works also emphasize that historical
memory (what society remembers or wants to remember) directly influ-
ences the formation of national identity.

The aim of the study is a conceptual analysis of identity as a complex,
multi-level and conflictual process in the context of postcolonial experi-
ence with a special emphasis on the Ukrainian case as empirically and
theoretically representative for a broader global discourse. The Ukrainian
experience allows us to combine the analysis of internalized colonial nar-
ratives, language and cultural politics, traumatic memory and contempo-
rary processes of political mobilization. The methodological basis of the
work is the approaches of postcolonial studies (Said, 1978; Spivak, 1988),
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historical sociology, social philosophy of identity and research on collec-
tive memory and trauma. The theoretical significance of the research lies
in deepening the understanding of identity as a procedural, open and in-
ternally contradictory construction, while the practical significance lies in
the possibility of applying the obtained conclusions to the analysis of con-
temporary political, cultural and social transformations in postcolonial
and post-imperial societies.

Presentation of the main material. Postcolonial research perspective.
The postcolonial research perspective emerged as a critical direction in the
humanities and social sciences in the second half of the twentieth century
in response to the limitations of classical modernization and Eurocentric
models of explanation of historical and social development. Its key task
was to reveal the hidden structures of power, knowledge and symbolic
dominance that continue to operate after the formal end of colonial rule.
In this sense, postcolonial studies are not exclusively an analysis of the co-
lonial past, but rather a tool for critical understanding of the present. The
approach proposed by Edward Said in his work Orientalism was funda-
mental for the formation of postcolonial theory, where the author showed
that the West produced systematized knowledge about the «East» as the
Other, thereby legitimizing political and cultural dominance (Said, 1978).
Said emphasized that Orientalism is not simply a set of misconceptions,
but a “discursive formation” closely linked to institutional power. This
approach laid the foundation for the analysis of knowledge as a form of
symbolic violence.

The further development of the postcolonial perspective is associated
with the names of Gomi Bhagha and Gayatri Chakravorty Spivak. Bhabha
proposed the concepts of “hybridity”, “mimicry” and “third space”, which al-
low us to go beyond the binary opposition “colonizer - colonized” (Bhabha,
1994). In his opinion, colonial discourse is never holistic and stable, but is
constantly undermined by ambivalence and practices of cultural recoding.
In this sense, postcoloniality appears as a space of unstable identities and
open semantic configurations.

Spivak, in turn, radicalized postcolonial criticism by raising the ques-
tion of the possibility of a “subaltern” voice within the conditions of
dominant discourses (Spivak, 1988). Her famous thesis “can the subaltern
speak?” points to the structural impossibility of fully representing mar-
ginalized groups within Western epistemological frameworks. Thus, the
postcolonial perspective turns into a self-reflexive project aimed not only
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at critiquing the object of research, but also at critiquing its own analytical
tools. An important feature of the postcolonial research perspective is its
interdisciplinary nature. It actively integrates the work of history, socio-
logy, cultural studies, anthropology, and political theory. Dipesh Chakra-
barty, in particular, called for the “provincialization of Europe,” that is, the
rejection of the interpretation of the European experience as a universal
norm of historical development (Chakrabarty, 2007). This is not a denial
of modernity as such, but rather an acknowledgement of the multiplicity of
modernities and alternative trajectories of social development.

In contemporary research, the postcolonial perspective is increasingly
being applied to the analysis of societies that do not fit into the classical
model of overseas colonialism. This applies, in particular, to the imperial
and post-imperial spaces of Eastern Europe, the Caucasus and Central
Asia. In such cases, the postcolonial approach allows us to identify mecha-
nisms of cultural assimilation, symbolic hierarchization and internal
colonization that have long remained outside the attention of mainstream
theory (Tlostanova, 2017).

Thus, the postcolonial research perspective is not only a separate theo-
retical direction, but rather a critical lens that allows us to problematize
established ideas about knowledge, history and identity. Its heuristic po-
tential lies in its ability to combine analysis of the past with criticism of
contemporary forms of domination, opening up space for a more plura-
listic and reflexive vision of social reality.

Identity as a dynamic and multi-level process. In contemporary socio-
humanitarian studies, identity is increasingly treated as a fixed, essential-
ist characteristic of an individual or community. Instead, it is understood
as a dynamic, open-ended, and contextually determined process that is
shaped by the interaction of social actors with symbolic structures, institu-
tional practices, and historical narratives. This approach is a reaction to the
crisis of classical modernization theories that viewed identity as derived
from linear social development and unified models of nation-building.
As Stuart Hall notes, identity “is not something that is already complete,
but rather something that is constantly in the process of becoming” (Hall,
1996, p. 4). It is not formed outside of history, but within specific discur-
sive fields where memory, power, and representation play a defining role.
In this sense, identity is more of a “positioning” than an entity, which gives
rise to its internal multiplicity and potential conflict.
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The multilevel nature of identity is manifested in the interaction of
individual, collective and macrosocial dimensions. At the individual level,
it is associated with processes of self-awareness and biographical reflec-
tion, at the collective level with the formation of shared symbols, myths
and narratives, and at the institutional level with identity policies, educa-
tional canons and official models of historical memory. Anthony Giddens
emphasizes that in the conditions of late modernity, identity becomes a
“reflexive project” that individuals and communities are forced to con-
stantly rethink (Giddens, 1991).

In the postcolonial context, the multilevel nature of identity is com-
plicated by the influence of historically entrenched asymmetries of power
and knowledge. Colonial rule not only transformed political and economic
structures, but also deeply interfered with the symbolic self-determina-
tion of subordinated communities. As Frantz Fanon noted, colonialism
seeks to “deform the past of the enslaved people and destroy their cultural
orientations” (Fanon, 1963, p. 210). As a result, the identity of postcolonial
societies is often formed in conditions of a gap between their own histori-
cal experience and imposed external models of self-description. Identity
in this sense is not only an answer to the question “who we are’, but also
the result of a constant negotiation process between competing narratives
- national, imperial, global. It includes cognitive, emotional and norma-
tive components that can be in a state of tension or even mutual denial.
This is why postcolonial societies are characterized by the phenomenon of
“fragmented” or “split” identity, where different symbolic loyalties coexist
without a final synthesis.

Gomi Bhabha describes this situation through the concept of “hybri-
dity”, emphasizing that colonial and postcolonial experiences produce not
pure but mixed forms of identity that arise in the so-called “third space”
of culture (Bhabha, 1994). This space is at the same time a zone of tension
and opportunity, because it is in it that the reinterpretation of established
hierarchies takes place and the potential for new forms of subjectivity
opens up.

An important aspect of the dynamics of identity is its connection with
collective memory and traumatic experience. According to Jan Assmann,
cultural memory functions as a “symbolic reservoir” from which a com-
munity draws ideas about its past and future (Assmann, 2011). In postco-
lonial societies, this reservoir is often fragmented or ideologically over-
loaded, making it difficult to form a coherent image of “we”
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Thus, identity in the postcolonial dimension is appropriate to interpret
as an open structure, prone to transformations under the influence of so-
cial conflicts, political crises and cultural reinterpretations. Its instability is
not a sign of weakness or incompleteness, but rather an indicator of deep
processes of reflection and symbolic reconfiguration. As Dipesh Chakra-
barty rightly notes, the task of modern theory is not to find a universal
model of identity, but to recognize the plurality of historical experiences
and paths of self-determination (Chakrabarty, 2007).

As a result, identity appears as a procedural, multidimensional and
historically conditioned category, the analysis of which requires an inter-
disciplinary lens and critical sensitivity to the contexts of power, memory
and experience. It is this approach that allows us to avoid simplified inter-
pretations and reveal the heuristic potential of identity as a key concept of
modern social theory.

Language, memory, and trauma as key factors in contemporary experi-
ence. In the postcolonial context, language, collective memory, and social
trauma constitute an interconnected set of factors that determine not only
the processes of identity formation but also the broader configuration of
social experience. These are the deep symbolic structures through which
communities make sense of their own past, interpret the present, and pro-
ject possible future scenarios. Unlike the institutional aspects of decoloni-
zation, these dimensions are less visible, but much more persistent in their
long-term consequences.

Language in colonial and imperial projects acted not only as a means
of communication, but also as an instrument of power. Colonial language
policies, as a rule, were aimed at displacing, marginalizing, or functiona-
lly restricting local languages, which led to a break in cultural continuity
and a weakening of the symbolic autonomy of subordinate communities.
Pierre Bourdieu emphasized that language is a form of “symbolic capital,”
access to which determines the position of a social actor in the hierarchy
of power (Bourdieu, 1991). In this sense, the imposition of a dominant
language meant not only a change in communicative practices, but also a
reformatting of the very conditions of legitimate thought.

The restoration of linguistic subjectivity in postcolonial societies
becomes a key element in the reconstruction of identity. As Ngiigi wa
Thiongo notes, the decolonization of consciousness is impossible with-
out the return of language as a full-fledged carrier of cultural experience,
since “language carries culture, and culture carries values through which a

person perceives himself and the world” (Ngiigi wa Thiongo, 1986,
p. 16). Thus, the language issue goes beyond the limits of a purely linguistic
problematic and becomes central to postcolonial self-determination.

Collective memory is the second key dimension of the postcolonial
experience. It acts as a space for symbolic struggle between competing
interpretations of the past, in which dominant narratives are entrenched
or, conversely, questioned. According to Maurice Halbwachs, memory
is socially constructed and depends on the framework within which a
community makes sense of its own history (Halbwachs, 1992). In colo-
nial conditions, these frameworks were imposed from the outside, which
led to the displacement of alternative forms of historical knowledge. In
the postcolonial situation, the processes of “returning memory” are often
accompanied by the actualization of traumatic events - repression, famine,
mass violence, forced assimilation. Jan Assmann emphasizes that cultural
memory performs not only an integrative, but also a normative function,
determining the limits of permissible understanding of the past (Assmann,
2011). The struggle for memory is thus both a struggle for the symbolic
order and the moral evaluation of historical experience.

Social trauma constitutes a third dimension of postcolonial experience,
inextricably linked to language and memory. Traumatic events do not
disappear with the end of violence, but continue to influence the structures
of the collective imagination, reproducing themselves in the form of fears,
mistrust and recurring crises. Jeffrey Alexander defines social trauma as
the process by which a community comes to realize that a certain event
has caused fundamental damage to its identity (Alexander, 2004). Impor-
tantly, trauma is not an automatic consequence of the event, but is formed
through narratives, symbols and interpretations.

In postcolonial societies, unspoken or institutionally repressed trauma
is often transmitted between generations, acquiring latent forms. Kathy
Caruth notes that trauma is characterized by a “delayed effect,” where its
meaning is only realized over time, through recurring symptoms and nar-
rative gaps (Caruth, 1996). In such a context, the lack of language to de-
scribe traumatic experiences complicates their integration into collective
memory and contributes to their return in the form of social and political
conflicts.

Thus, language, memory, and trauma form an interconnected analytical
triangle that allows for a deeper understanding of the specificity of postco-
lonial experience. Language sets the symbolic conditions for the articula-
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tion of experience, memory structures its historical understanding, and
trauma reveals the limits of representation and stability of identity. Their
integrated analysis opens up the possibility of going beyond reductionist
models of identity and contributes to the formation of a social theory that
is more sensitive to historical experience.

In conclusion, it can be argued that postcolonial reconstruction of iden-
tity is impossible without working with language, memory, and trauma as
interdependent dimensions of social existence. It is in this plane that not
only the rethinking of the past takes place, but also the formation of new
horizons of collective self-determination.

Ukrainian national identity: a sociopolitical and sociocultural vision of
the postcolonial experience. The Ukrainian experience of postcoloniality is
a striking example of the complex interaction of imperial heritage, national
revival, and contemporary global challenges. The formation of Ukrainian
national identity took place under conditions of prolonged external domi-
nation, which combined political subordination with cultural assimilation
and symbolic hierarchization (Hnatyuk, 2005). As a result, this identity
acquired a multidimensional character, combining elements of different
historical experiences, regional traditions, and modernization projects.

A sociopolitical and sociocultural analysis of Ukrainian identity
requires going beyond reductionist models that reduce it to a “catch-up”
or “peripheral” form of nation-building. As Rogers Brubaker rightly notes,
the nation is not a finished object, but rather a “category of practice” that is
constantly being reinterpreted in the process of social and political inter-
actions (Brubaker, 2002; Brubaker, 2004). In this sense, Ukrainian identity
appears as an open social process in which local and global dimensions are
intertwined.

The postcolonial nature of the Ukrainian experience is determined by
the specifics of the imperial structures within which it was formed. This is
not only about classical practices of political control, but also about long-
term symbolic dominance that influenced language, historical memory
and cultural canons. As Eva Thompson notes, imperial discourse in Eastern
Europe created asymmetrical modes of representation in which the
Ukrainian experience was systematically marginalized or subordinated
to the “grand narrative” of the metropolis (Thompson, 2000). As a result,
Ukrainian identity has long been forced to build itself in opposition to
external models of legitimacy. At the same time, the Ukrainian case
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demonstrates that postcolonial societies are capable of producing their
own projects of modernity without reducing them to mechanical imita-
tion of Western models. Dipesh Chakrabarty emphasized that the task of
modern social theory is to recognize the “plurality of modernities” and
historical paths that do not fit into a single Eurocentric scheme (Chakra-
barty, 2007). The Ukrainian experience of nation-building, combining
elements of civic, cultural, and political identity, is an important empirical
material for such a theoretical reorientation.

Of particular importance is the analysis of Ukrainian identity in the
context of resistance to symbolic violence. Pierre Bourdieu defined sym-
bolic violence as a form of domination that is realized through the accept-
ance by subordinate groups of imposed patterns of perception as “natural”
(Bourdieu, 1991). In the case of Ukraine, this mechanism manifested itself
in the devaluation of one’s own cultural experience, the secondary nature
of language and history, and the continued reproduction of the “cultural
inferiority complex.” Overcoming such structures has become an impor-
tant component of the modern Ukrainian identification process.

From a sociopolitical and sociocultural point of view, Ukrainian iden-
tity is representative not only as a national phenomenon, but also as an
example of broader global processes. It allows us to analyze the interac-
tion between local practices of self-determination and global discourses of
democracy, sovereignty, and human rights. As Arjun Appadurai empha-
sizes, in a globalized world, identities are formed in conditions of constant
flows and intersections, which makes them both local and transnational
(Appadurai, 2005). The Ukrainian experience vividly illustrates this tense
interaction. In particular, the border region acts as a space of “clash of cul-
tures”, where historical memory becomes a tool for constructing identity
(Vermenych, 2025, s. 329). It should be emphasized that this can occur in
conditions of mutually exclusive motivations, such as, for example, in the
conditions of the modern Russian-Ukrainian border region. It is here that
a traumatic break occurs and at the same time a break with the post-Soviet
paradigm in its post-imperial and post-colonial expression. An impor-
tant aspect of the inclusion of Ukrainian identity in the global intellectual
conversation is its ability to problematize the limits of universalism.
Universalist models often ignore the specifics of post-imperial and post-
colonial contexts, viewing them as deviations from the “norm”. Instead, the
Ukrainian case demonstrates that alternative trajectories of social develop-
ment can be no less productive from a theoretical point of view. As Madina
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Tlostanova notes, post-colonial and post-socialist experiences are capable
of producing “de-centered” forms of knowledge that challenge dominant
epistemologies (Tlostanova, 2017).

In this sense, Ukrainian national identity appears not as an object of
“explanation from the outside”, but as an active participant in the global
intellectual debate about the nature of the nation, identity and modernity.
Its socio-political and socio-cultural analysis allows us to rethink the rela-
tionship between the center and the periphery, the universal and the par-
ticular, as well as between historical experience and theoretical models of
its interpretation.

The full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war actualized national identity as a
key factor in resistance to imperial aggression. The Ukrainian experience
of 2022-2026 showed that Russian aggression finally destroyed the myth
of “brotherly peoples” and transformed Ukrainian identity from a cultural
marker to a factor of physical survival. The war accelerated the processes of
nation-building, consolidation, and decolonization, which had previously
been gradual. The rapid growth of the use of the Ukrainian language in the

public space, the rethinking of the historical canon, and the dismantling of —

imperial symbols and toponyms demonstrated the depth of identification
shifts. The war turned historical memory into a resource of resistance, and
culture into a tool for preserving subjectivity. Historical experience shows
that empires are defeated not only due to the depletion of resources, but
primarily due to the loss of the ability to impose their identity on con-
quered peoples. This is exactly what is happening in the current Russian-
Ukrainian war. The Russian model of identity has proven to be destructive,
exclusive, and unfit for integration, while the Ukrainian identity is open,
civic, and mobilizing. The war has transformed Ukrainian identity from
“declarative” (based on passport) to “value-based” (based on beliefs).
Thus, Ukrainian identity is a valuable material for global intellectual
conversation, as it combines the experience of postcolonial transforma-
tion, resistance to symbolic domination, and the creation of its own mo-
dernization projects. The analysis of Ukrainian national identity contri-
butes not only to a deeper understanding of Ukrainian society, but also to
the development of a more pluralistic and reflexive sociocultural theory.
Conclusions and research perspectives. Summarizing the results of the
study, it can be stated that identity in the conditions of postcolonial experi-
ence appears as a complex, dynamic and conflictual process, formed at the
intersection of historical traumas, symbolic hierarchies and modern socio-
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political challenges. It is not reduced to either the passive reproduction of
colonial schemes or the simple reactive denial of the imperial past, but
involves active work on rethinking one’s own experience, collective
memory and ideas about the future.

The study shows that language, memory and trauma play a key role
in the formation of postcolonial identity as interrelated factors of social
experience. It is through them that both the internalization of colonial nar-
ratives and their deconstruction take place. Identity in this context is not
only a sphere of symbolic struggle, but also a resource of social mobiliza-
tion and political subjectivity. The Ukrainian case convincingly demon-
strates that postcolonial societies are capable of producing their own mo-
dernization and cultural projects that do not amount to copying external
models and at the same time enter into a full-fledged dialogue with global
intellectual traditions.

The Russian-Ukrainian war has become a decisive turning point in
overcoming the post-Soviet legacy and breaking with a postcolonial iden-
tity framework. Under the conditions of full-scale aggression, Ukrainian
society has undergone an accelerated process of decolonization of con-
sciousness, accompanied by a critical revision of imperial narratives, the
reconfiguration of historical memory, and the strengthening of a civic,
value-based national identity. This transformation is not merely reactive
but reflects a deeper structural shift toward affirming political subjectivity,
cultural autonomy, and a European-oriented civilizational choice. Thus,
the war functions not only as a security and geopolitical challenge but also
as a profound internal catalyst 3aBepiIeHHs TOCTpafiAHCHKOIO TPAH3UTY,
marking the consolidation of a self-sufficient, postcolonial Ukrainian
identity within the broader dynamics of global socio-political change.

Prospects for further research are related, firstly, to an in-depth com-
parative analysis of postcolonial identities in various regional and civiliza-
tional contexts, in particular, a comparison of the Ukrainian experience
with cases from Central and Eastern Europe, the South Caucasus, the Bal-
kans, or the Global South. Secondly, an interdisciplinary synthesis of post-
colonial studies with studies of security, memory, and political emotions
is promising, which will allow for a deeper understanding of the role of
identity in the conflict-generating processes of the modern world.

In general, the analysis of identity in the context of postcolonial expe-
rience contributes to the formation of a more inclusive, pluralistic, and
decentered vision of modern socio-political transformations. At the same
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time, the experience of the “peripheries” appears not as marginal, but as
theoretically significant and conceptually productive for the global social
and humanitarian scientific sphere.

Reforming the Components of the Regional (European) Security
System: Current State and Prospects

The article examines contemporary approaches to evaluating the security
levels of states and regions against the backdrop of the ongoing transforma-
tion of the international security environment. The study analyzes the prin-
cipal international indices applied for this purpose — the Global Peace Index,
the Economist Intelligence Unit Quality of Life Index, the Legatum Prospe-
rity Index, and the Global Firepower military power index - with particu-
lar attention to their methodological foundations, analytical strengths, and
inherent limitations. The central finding is that none of these instruments
adequately captures the qualitative dimensions of modern armed forces, in-
cluding the operational role of unmanned aerial systems, electronic warfare
capabilities, and accumulated combat experience.

The article traces the deterioration of the military-political situation in
Europe, the expansion of hybrid threats emanating from the Russian Federa-
tion, and the consequent imperative to reform the existing regional security
architecture. It substantiates the necessity of establishing new mechanisms
for military-political cooperation and deepening defense integration among
European states. Special attention is given to Ukraine’s function as a pivotal
element in continental security, in view of its frontline combat experience, the
accelerated development of unmanned technologies, and its demonstrated
capacity to adapt and innovate in contemporary warfare. The article further
assesses the prospects of forming a European Defence Union and the evolving
role of the EU, the United Kingdom, Poland, and Ukraine within potential
integrated security arrangements. The authors examine several scenarios for
Ukraine’s strategic positioning — ranging from full European integration to
autonomous strategic deterrence — in the context of shifting transatlantic re-
lations and the partial reorientation of U.S. security commitments.

The authors conclude that existing ranking systems require substantive
revision to incorporate the qualitative indicators of modern conflict, and
that the further development of the European security system is most viably
linked to the formation of integrated armed forces in which Ukraine occupies
a structurally significant role.

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PREPARING POLISH SOCIETY FOR A POTENTIAL SECURITY
CRISIS IN NATO-RUSSIA RELATIONS: SELECTED ISSUES

The topic of this article is preparing Polish society for a potential security
crisis in NATO-Russia relations in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war.
The first part discusses issues related to the preparation of European states
for a potential conflict with the Russian Federation, using selected examples,
then moves on to explore these issues using Poland as an example.

First, the lecture presents the actions taken in Poland and the level of
preparedness of Polish society in the event of armed conflict, drawing on the
results of surveys on these issues. The next part discusses the problems related
to the preparation of shelters and safe havens for civilians in the event of war,
or rather the lack thereof. Given the potential prospect of war between NATO
countries, the broader West, and the Russian Federation, this must be ad-
dressed urgently to avoid being surprised by a Russian invasion. The lecture
concludes with a summary and recommendations for actions to be taken to
prepare the state and society for the potential defense of Poland and Europe
against the barbarity of the Russian army.

Statement of the scientific problem. The full-scale Russian invasion,
launched on February 24, 2022, intended by Russian politicians and
military to last several days, escalated into a full-scale armed conflict,
leading to open rivalry between NATO countries, primarily the United
States, and Russia. Both the United States and Western European countries
supported Ukraine as their largest ally in efforts to weaken Russian
military potential. American support includes the supply of equipment,
ammunition, and intelligence, as well as political and military advice. The
Russian government also perceived the accession of Sweden and Finland to
NATO as another escalation of Western actions against Russia. However,
between the broadly understood West and the fighting armies of Ukraine
and Russia lies Poland, home to its citizens who want to live, study, work,
and raise their children in peace. They therefore have the right to expect
the state to secure their peaceful existence in these troubled times, amid
the tense situation on the eastern borders, particularly with Ukraine and
Belarus. This article, which discusses the aforementioned issues, aims to
answer the following research questions:

1. What is the level of preparedness of society in the event of a crisis
or armed conflict?

2. What s the attitude of Poles towards the reinstatement of military
service?

3. What is the problem of access to weapons and what is the level of
training of youth and adults in this area?

4. What defensive and protective measures, including logistical and
legal measures, have been taken in Poland to prepare the country for a
possible military threat?

Analysis of previous studies. In preparing this article, the author
referred to both the literature on the subject matter and the legal acts cited
in the footnotes and bibliography. The material was compiled using an
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event-based descriptive method, while the cited survey studies utilized a
diagnostic method.

To date, the topic discussed in this article has not received much
scientific publication, due to its novelty. Nevertheless, some attempts
have already been made to discuss this topic. Publications by Marta
Adamczewska, Robert Dynak, Marian Kuliczkowski and Leszek Sawicki,
Piotr Miedzinski, Marcin Przybylski, and Urszula Staskiewicz are worth
mentioning (Adamczewska M., 2025; Dynak R., 2019; M. Kuliczkowski M.,
2020; Staskiewicz U., 2026; Przybylski M., 2024). It should be emphasized
that research on this topic is ongoing and will likely encompass increasingly
broader issues. This article constitutes an important contribution to the
initiation of this research.

The Purpose of the Article. The purpose of this article is to present the
preparedness of Polish society for a potential NATO war against Russia
in the context of a full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war, which will begin in
2022. The thesis assumes that, following the launch of a full-scale Russian
invasion of Ukraine, Poland as a country has made significant progress
in preparing for potential defense and protection of its citizens against
external invasion. However, further significant efforts are necessary in this
area, and the article aims to prove the validity of this assumption.

The text is divided into several subsections. The first presents Europe’s
current preparedness for a potential conflict with the Russian Federation.
The second discusses actions taken in Poland and the level of public
preparedness in the event of an armed conflict with Russia, including its
attitudes towards the reinstatement of compulsory military service and
universal military training, which were abolished in 2009, as well as access
to weapons and military training for youth. The final section discusses
the preparation of shelters and emergency shelters, and the text concludes
with a summary. Let us move on to the first subchapter, which deals with
Europe’s preparedness for a potential conflict with Russia.

Presentation of the main material. The problem of preparing Europe
for a potential conflict with the Russian Federation. In response to this
open and unprovoked aggression, NATO has taken a number of actions
in support of Ukraine, guided primarily by the imperative of protecting
the security of its members and preventing escalation of the conflict. As
Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg emphasized, “We are not a party to this
conflict. Our task is to ensure that it does not spread beyond Ukraine’s
borders, which could lead to even greater destruction and danger. Such

a development could result in a war on a European scale and bring even
more human suffering” (Osinski L., Ciechanowicz A., 2022). After the
Russian annexation of Crimea in 2014, NATO member states focused on
protecting European security, and this will continue to be the case after
2022. In direct response to these actions, an extraordinary virtual summit
of NATO leaders was held on February 25, 2022. During this meeting,
the actions of the Russian Federation were sharply criticized, including its
recognition of the independence of the Donetsk People’s Republic and the
Luhansk Republic, as well as its direct armed aggression against Ukraine.

The Alliance called on the aggressor to resolve the conflict diplomatically.
At the same time, the Alliance significantly increased its military presence
in the east, announcing that troops, ships, and aircraft, including over 100
jets and 120 warships, were on standby, a move confirmed during a press
briefing in 2022. These actions had a dual purpose: on the one hand, they
were an expression of deterrence policy, and on the other, they prepared
for defense against a potential attack on any of the member states. At the
initiative of the President of the Republic of Poland, Andrzej Duda, a meeting
of the Bucharest Nine was also held on February 25, 2022, attended by
representatives of Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia,
Poland, Romania, Slovakia, and Hungary. The participants unanimously
agreed that strengthening cooperation was a priority, and that support for
Ukraine could best be expressed through humanitarian aid, the reception
of the wounded, and refugees. They expressed support for strengthening
the Alliance’s eastern flank. Unlike the European Union, NATO, as a
military-political organization, did not impose sanctions on the aggressor.

The Alliance actively supports Ukraine by providing military
equipment, technological support, and training assistance to the Ukrainian
armed forces. Such actions were complemented by individual initiatives
by individual member states, which provided Ukraine with significant
quantities of weapons, ammunition, and other equipment necessary for
the country’s defense, reaffirming its defense of democratic values and
international law, while also emphasizing that Russia’s aggression will not
go unanswered and that Europe’s security, which is also inextricably linked
to the fate of Ukraine.

The chairman of the House of Commons Defense Committee, Tobias
Ellwood, stated that the British armed forces would last about five days in
the event of war. He added that, among other things, the replacement of
equipment sent to Ukraine creates a “truly grim picture” and leaves military
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stockpiles significantly depleted. According to the British politician, the
local land forces lack surface-to-air missiles and anti-tank missiles, which
are among the weapons transferred to Ukraine. The condition of the
British armed forces has recently become a significant political issue, and
government officials recognized the need to increase defense spending
at the end of 2022. However, there has been no declaration of increasing
defense spending to 3% of GDP by 2030, a goal that has been discussed
for several years. The UK has also failed to implement the legal changes
necessary to increase its ability to repel a potential adversary (Lewicki B.,
2023).

In many European countries, politicians are slowly moving away
from the concept of a “peaceful society”, embracing the concept of a
“prepared society”. This is evidenced by the actions taken in individual
countries to increase the combat capabilities of their societies. A good
example is Croatia, where compulsory military service was reinstated on
January 1, 2025, to last two months. The Ministry of Defense estimates
that approximately 4,500 people will be subject to service in the first year.
Croatia did not abolish military service, but froze it in 2008. Legislation and
practice already exist to support the smooth introduction of compulsory
military service, which will only require adaptation to new requirements
and circumstances (Michatowski 1., 2024).

A review of the situation in selected European countries provides an
insight into how individual countries have recently regulated the issue of
universal military service in Europe (W ktérych panstwach, 2022). The
primary criterion for selecting the examples below was primarily the
proximity of the country concerned to Russia as a potential aggressor. In
light of this possibility:

- in Poland, universal compulsory military service was suspended in
2009; since then, there has been no or minimal training of reserves. In
Finland, every man aged 18-60 must perform military service, lasting from
165 to 347 days; women can volunteer.

- in Estonia, military service is compulsory for men aged 18-27 and
lasts from 8 to 11 months.

- in Lithuania, compulsory military service was reintroduced in 2015;
men aged 18-23 must serve for 9 months.

- in Norway, compulsory military service has been in force for both
men and women since 2016 and lasts from 12 to 19 months (W ktérych
panstwach, 2022).
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However, it’s not only countries bordering Russia that have mandatory
military service. In Greece, for example, compulsory military service
applies to men aged 19-45, lasting 9 months in the Army and 12 months
in the Navy and Air Force. In Austria, men serve 6 months of compulsory
military service. An alternative is civilian service, which lasts 9 months. In
Switzerland, compulsory military service applies to men from the age of
18, lasting 18 to 21 weeks, and reserve service until the age of 30. In Turkey,
men must complete compulsory military service, which lasts 6 months. In
Sweden, compulsory military service / was suspended in 2010. However,
after seven years, it was reinstated at 12 months, applying to both men and
women (Hoppner S., 2024).

In Europe, there is also a group of countries located at a certain
(theoretically safer) distance from Russia that have suspended or abolished
compulsory military service. These include Germany, which suspended
compulsory military service in 2011 (though discussions are ongoing
there regarding its possible reinstatement), and France, where compulsory
military service was abolished in 1997, introducing a new type of voluntary
civic service instead. In Italy, compulsory military service was abolished in
2005, and in Spain in 2001 (Hoppner S., 2024).

Compulsory military service is therefore regulated differently in
different countries, often depending on the security threats and military
traditions of those countries. In several European countries, including
Germany, France, and Poland, discussions are emerging regarding the
possible reinstatement of compulsory military service in response to
geopolitical threats and the need to strengthen defense.

Actions taken in Poland and the level of preparedness of Polish society in
the event of an armed conflict - survey research. Is Polish society prepared
for a potential armed conflict? To answer these questions, and in particular
the question regarding the state of Polish society’s preparedness for a
potential armed conflict, surveys were conducted. These surveys were used
to formulate responses to questions regarding public attitudes toward the
reinstatement of universal conscription, universal access to weapons, and
military training for youth.

For over four years, the war beyond Poland’s eastern border has
necessitated a reassessment of certain views prevailing in Poland regarding
the security of the state and its citizens. Until February 24, 2022, the vast
majority of politicians in Poland supported maintaining a permanent,
moderately equipped, and relatively well-trained army of 100,000, and the
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war in Ukraine allowed for a rapid reassessment of this view. In support
of Ukrainian military operations, Poland provided assistance to its eastern
neighbor by donating significant amounts of military equipment. This
freed up space in Polish warehouses and hangars for the purchase of new
weapons for the army. While attempts have been made to purchase new
equipment, shipbuilding programs have also been launched, and there are
plans to acquire several foreign vessels, the effects of these efforts will only
be visible over the next 5-10 years.

At the same time, there has been a shift in the approach to the
construction and structure of the Armed Forces. New programs have been
launched to encourage young people to join the military. The “Train with
the Army” program, the construction of the Territorial Defense Force,
changes to military-related laws, the creation of voluntary conscription,
and the creation of the so-called active reserve are among the most
popular. However, we must ask ourselves - is this all we can and should
do to effectively defend our country in the event of a potential conflict?
Assuming such a conflict could occur, another question must be asked
- are we, as a society, prepared for such an eventuality? Will the young
people who will be responsible for defense be up to the challenge without
basic military training?

There is no doubt that the Russia-NATO rivalry undermines the
foundations of international security, which in turn impacts the security
of states. This is discussed, for example, in the context of possible Russian
aggression against the Baltic states. State security significantly impacts
local security (of the local community), which undoubtedly impacts its
security. In some cases, the survey results yielded rather surprising answers.
According to research conducted by SW Research, 41,1% responded
affirmatively, 38,3% disagreed, and 20,7% had no opinion on the matter.

Support for the reinstatement of compulsory military service varies by
age, education, and gender, with men (45,8%) more likely to support it
than women (36,6%).

Among the youngest respondents in the under-24 and 25-34 age
groups, it reached 34,5% and 34,9%, respectively, while in the 35-49 and
over-50 age groups, it reached 34,9%. 43,2% and 42,9%, respectively.
The greatest number of supporters of reinstating the service are among
people with basic vocational education, among whom positive responses
amount to 56,2%. The greatest skepticism is visible among people with
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higher education, where 36% of respondents answered “yes” (Czy Polska
powinna, 2026).

An alternative to conscription is the Voluntary Military Service
(Dbrowolna Zasadnicza Stuzba Wojskowa, DZSW), which was introduced
under the Homeland Defense Act as an option for adult Polish citizens with
no criminal record and who are physically and mentally fit for service and
have never previously served in the military. The process consists of two
stages: a 27-day basic training course, during which volunteers learn the
basics of drill, weapon handling, tactics, and first aid, culminating in the
military oath, and an 11-month specialized training course, combined with
performing duties in a specific position within a military unit, for which
the DZSW soldier receives remuneration. After completing training, they
can join the reserves or apply for professional service. Interest in this form
of service is very high - according to the Ministry of National Defense, a
limit of 40,200 places within the DZSW is planned for 2026.

Meanwhile, for those wishing to combine civilian life with military
service, the Territorial Defense Forces and the Active Reserve have been
established. The AR is a new form of service performed quarterly for at
least two days off work and a single 14-day training at least every three
years. AR soldiers are assigned mobilization assignments and remain on
standby, and after three years of service, they can apply for conscription
into the professional army. During a conference on February 9, 2026, held
at the headquarters of the General Staff of the Polish Armed Forces, Deputy
Prime Minister Kosiniak-Kamysz, Deputy Minister of National Defense
Cezary Tomczyk, Chief of the General Staff of the Polish Army General
Wiestaw Kukula, and Commander of the Cyberspace Defense Forces
General Karol Molenda presented details of the new defense concept.
The main goal is to reach a strength of 500,000 soldiers, of which 300,000
will be operational troops and Territorial Defense Forces (TDF), and the
remaining 200,000 will be various types of reserves.

Poland is also introducing universal training for civilians in the form of
the “W Gotowosci” program. This initiative is aimed at all adult citizens,
regardless of previous military experience. The training includes modules
such as safety in crisis situations, first aid and basic rescue skills, survival
and terrain knowledge, and cybersecurity. The pilot edition of this program
has already generated enormous interest, attracting over 16,000 people,
including a large number of women and seniors. The government plans to

train approximately 40,000 Poles in this way in 2026 (Miedzinski P, 2026).
This is still a relatively small number, but it bodes well for the start.

In the context of the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war, the results of public
opinion polls regarding access to firearms are also interesting — 47,6% of
Poles believe that the current regulations regarding access to firearms are
sufficient, according to an IBRiS survey conducted in October 2025 for the
Polish Press Agency. 26,8% of Poles supported the liberalization of these
regulations. percent of respondents, while 17,8 percent would like them
to be made more stringent, while 7,7 percent of respondents have no clear
opinion on this matter.

The majority of respondents stated that regulations that would promote
access to firearms should not be implemented in Poland. A key factor here
is the lack of a tradition of firearm ownership in Poland, as well as a lack
of awareness among citizens that firearm ownership is not reprehensible.
Furthermore, a significant portion of citizens fear widespread access to
firearms due to potential criminal incidents involving their use. There is
also no discussion in Poland about the need to implement the right to
possess firearms during peacetime. Poles, like most Europeans, do not have
the right to universal firearm ownership. However, there are countries such
as the Czech Republic, the USA, and Switzerland where access to firearms
is more widespread (Spor o dostep, 2025).

The survey results regarding the introduction of shooting clubs in
schools in Poland are in opposition to the presented position on universal
access to firearms, with 70,2% of respondents in favor of such a solution,
and increasing the number of hours of defense education, supported by
77,5% of respondents. This demonstrates the significant need to ensure the
safety of young people. The Ministry of National Defense has responded
to these needs by announcing another call for proposals for the “Shooting
Range in the County” competition. Local government units can apply for
funding. There is no clear evidence to support the claim that an increased
number of legally possessed firearms leads to an increase in firearm-related
crimes.

Local government units can apply for funding. The maximum funding
is PLN 8 million. The amount of funding depends, among other things, on
the chosen shooting range variant. For the construction of a basic shooting
range, funding is up to PLN 3 million. For an expanded two-axis shooting
range (200 m and 100 m), the maximum funding level is PLN 8 million.
Regardless of the variant chosen, the applicant must guarantee at least a
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20% down payment. According to the terms of the competition, the local
government unit that receives a targeted grant to finance the project is
obligated to provide free access to the constructed shooting range for the
Polish Armed Forces for up to 40 hours per month, to non-governmental
organizations conducting activities related to national defense for up to
20 hours per month, and to students of schools conducting educational
activities related to national defense for up to 20 hours per month
(Strzelnica w powiecie).

Another issue examined was the need to subject young people to
military training. It's important to remember that in defense education, in
the 8th grade of primary school and in secondary schools, this subject is
taught for one hour per week. This is clearly insufficient (Staskiewicz U.,,
2020). A novelty, and indeed a very good solution, is the introduction of
mandatory first aid classes for primary school students, effective September
1, 2024. These classes are intended to increase students’ awareness and
skills in lifesaving.

The results of the responses to the question: “Should 16-year-olds have
the opportunity to attend a free 2-3-week military camp?” are particularly
surprising. Over 85% of respondents (85,2%) supported this idea. It's worth
asking whether this result was a consequence of the camp’s “free” nature or
its specific nature. However, as the last few questions indicate, respondents
generally support better preparation of children and young people for
the challenges and hardships of a potential armed conflict. Parents want
their children to be able to cope with such an extremely difficult situation
and recognize that the current level of preparation for young people is
insufficient.

Preparing shelters and safe hiding places for civilians. Perhaps the worst
situation is the preparation of shelters and other safe hiding places for
civilians in the event of aerial bombardment, missiles, or massive drone
attacks.

Meanwhile, no new shelters have been built in Poland since the outbreak
of the war in Ukraine, as regulations do not allow it. The Polish state has
done almost nothing in this regard, and most local governments are in the
process of inventorying their existing resources. The current situation in
this regard:

- Only 4% of Poles have access to a place of shelter in the event of
an emergency, and at least since 2010, no new shelters have been built in
Poland.
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- Local governments face a lack of clear regulations and funding,
which prevents the construction of new shelters; most work is limited to
inventorying existing hiding places.

- Despite legislative changes and a Supreme Audit Office (NIK) audit,
the situation remains dire, and any real improvement in residents’ safety
has been postponed.

When Russia attacked Ukraine in February 2022, Poles began to
wonder where they could hide if Russian fighter jets appeared in the air.
The state of knowledge was abysmal, as they had lived without wartime
nightmares until then. Initially, a guide was published on how to behave
in the event of war (Badz Gotowy, 2022). It should also be noted that three
years earlier, during the Russian-Ukrainian hybrid war, such preparations
had been undertaken within the state and local governments (Dynak R.,
2019; Kuliczkowski M., 2020; Kuliczkowski M., Sawicki L., 2020). After
the launch of the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine, various guides
were also published for the public, informing them on how to behave in
the event of war, what to secure for themselves and their families, and how
to protect themselves from the effects of air, missile, and drone attacks.
The publishing activities were supported by, among others, the Ministry
of National Defense (Rutkowski M., 2024; Poradnik bezpieczenstwa, s.38,
2025).

Following the Russian aggression against Ukraine, the Supreme Audit
Office decided to audit local governments responsible for providing shelters
for citizens. In a report by the State Fire Service, published in March 2024,
its authors stated, among other things, that only 4% of Poland’s population
could count on a place in a shelter or hiding place. At that time, the Supreme
Audit Office (NIK) audited 32 municipalities, and in six of them there was
no shelter at all for citizens (Zapewnienie obywatelom, 2024).

The Supreme Audit Office (NIK) audit, covering the years 2020-2023,
concluded on September 29, 2023. It revealed that most local governments
were in the process of assessing their ability to protect residents, as in
Suwalki, for example, where the local development plan specified, among
other things: protective spaces in basic resistance hiding places should be
located in public-purpose buildings for the number of people that results
from the design assumptions for a given building or complex of buildings;
the construction of newly constructed underground garages and other
rooms located on the lowest floors of public buildings and multi-family
housing should ensure, if necessary, their use as basic resistance hiding
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places after being adapted for the number of people that results from the
design assumptions for the building or complex of buildings; and the
construction of temporary or permanent air-raid shelters in areas free
from development (Zapewnienie obywatelom, 2024, s. 39).

This situation exists in almost all local governments, although changes
are visible in some, such as in Deblin, where a Supreme Audit Office (NIK)
report showed that there is not a single place to hide, yet in 2024, the city
will have 8,628 emergency shelter spaces. This is preliminary, although data
also came from Kolobrzeg, which indicates progress there. The protective
structures can accommodate 698 people (compared to 210 two years ago),
and the city also has 116,677 emergency shelter spaces, whereas two years
ago, no such places were reported (Zapewnienie obywatelom, 2024, s. 44-
45),

As can be seen, since the NIK report, the state has been unable not only
to build shelters but also to prepare regulations and organize financing for
civil protection investments. Instead, citizens have been provided with the
schrony.pl app, even though there are still no shelters. Moreover, those that
exist are most often in a deplorable condition - as shown by preliminary
inspections carried out by firefighters and local government officials.

A sad observation also emerged from the response of Deputy Minister
of Interior and Administration Wiestaw Lesniakiewicz to an interpellation
from MPs Jarostaw Sachajka and Marek Jakubiak, who asked about the
state of civil defense in the event of a threat. Their interpellation is very
detailed and extensive, asking, among other things, how many new shelters
have been built in Poland, either on the government’s initiative or under
its supervision, since 2010. Deputy Minister Lesniakiewicz’s response of
July 13, 2025, is revealing: “Due to the lack of generally applicable legal
provisions regarding technical requirements for protective structures, no
new protective structures have been built since 2010 [...] It should be noted
that the possibility of constructing new protective structures (shelters and
shelters) will arise upon the entry into force of the regulation of the Minister
of Interior and Administration on the technical conditions for protective
structures and the technical conditions for their use and location. Work is
currently underway on the draft of the aforementioned implementing act”
(Przybylski M., 2024).

Since then, the situation has become more complicated, as in
September 2025, Russian drones entered Polish airspace, and citizens
once again began asking: where are these shelters? After the Russian drone
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attack, civil protection authorities ordered nearly 4,000 inspections of
existing facilities. The State Fire Service (PSP) found that over a thousand
structures could serve a protective function. The Ministry of Interior and
Administration announced that the State Fire Service and district building
inspectorates were inspecting the buildings. Collective protection facilities
can be divided into emergency shelters and protective structures, which
are further divided into shelters and hiding places. Due to the potential
threat of war, Poland intends to establish a network of shelters, allocating
PLN 5 mld for this purpose.

The audit findings indicated that the situation in this regard had not
changed, but local governments cited problems related to legal provisions
that were lacking both under the United Right government and under the
coalition formed around the Civic Platform. Jacek Cieélik, Head of the
Crisis Management, Civil Protection, and Defense Affairs Department
in Olkusz, stated that after the Homeland Defense Act came into force
in 2022, its provisions omitted civil defense. Therefore, in June 2022,
following a change in the organizational regulations of the Olkusz City
and Commune Office, all matters related to civil protection and the
Mayor’s role as head of the commune’s civil defense were removed from
the scope of the Crisis Management, Civil Protection, and Defense Affairs
Department (Zapewnienie obywatelom, 2024). Local governments also
noted that the implementation of protective structures is a lengthy, often
multi-year process, requiring appropriate financial resources, sources of
financing, and precise legal frameworks.

On January 1, 2025, the Civil Defense Act entered into force, allowing
for the classification of structures as shelters or protective structures,
buildings or parts thereof of closed and airtight construction, equipped with
filtering and ventilation devices or regenerative absorbers. Concealment
refers to structures or parts of structures of non-airtight construction, and
so-called temporary shelters, i.e., collective protection facilities adapted to
temporarily shelter people (Ustawa z dnia 5 grudnia 2024; Adamczewska
M., 2025).

The entry into force of the Act is a significant step towards streamlining
the “civilian dimension of security” — an area that has often been neglected,
but which becomes crucial in crisis situations, because the Act:

— defines the tasks of civil protection and civil defense — what should
be done to protect people, property, infrastructure, culture, and the
environment in emergency situations;
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- designates the authorities and entities that will carry out these tasks -
at the central, provincial, district, and local levels;

- introduces principles for planning, detecting threats, notifying,
warning, and alerting the public;

— defines standards for the use, recording, and technical requirements
of collective protection facilities (e.g., shelters, hiding places);

- regulates the organization of civil defense, including the appointment
of civil service personnel (individuals who, if necessary, will support
protective measures);

- establishes mechanisms for financing civil protection and civil defense
activities (Ustawa z dnia 5 grudnia 2024).

Furthermore, the Act contains transitional and adjustment provisions,
such as the deadlines for developing programs and establishing new
structures. What are the changes and their practical implications?
For scouts, hikers, and local communities, the Act carries a number of
implications, including:

- Improved warning and communication in emergency situations
- thanks to regulations regarding detection and notification systems,
citizens will be better informed about threats - this will be particularly
useful during camping, hiking, or longer expeditions.

- Protective facilities: shelters and hiding places — The Act formally
defines what constitutes a shelter and a hiding place, and what requirements
these protective structures must meet. This is important because, in the
field, forest shelters and bunkers can be informally used or adapted by
local communities. The new regulations indicate which structures can be
approved as “collective protection facilities.”

- Involvement of local governments and communities - The Act
imposes responsibilities on commune heads, mayors, and district heads
related to population protection and civil defense, meaning that protection
planning becomes a local matter, not just a “central” one. This also provides
communities with an opportunity to have a greater say in how local
warning systems are built and what protective facilities are constructed.

- The role of volunteers and community organizations - Scout
organizations are a natural partner in educational, training, and exercises
related to civil protection. The Act provides for training and exercises
specifically for those who may be involved in protection activities. It is
worth considering now how Scout troops can engage in local plans,
exercises, and civic education.

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- Responsibility for protected facilities: owners, users, and managers
of collective protection facilities will be responsible for maintaining them,
making them available for use, meeting technical requirements, and
responding to modernization orders (Ustawa z dnia 5 grudnia 2024).

Following the adoption of the act and its signing by the president, the
authorities issued several implementing regulations. On February 21,
the Minister of Interior and Administration issued a regulation on the
criteria for recognizing buildings or parts thereof as protective structures,
and on February 23, a regulation of the Council of Ministers on the
detailed content of the Population Protection and Civil Defense Program
(Rozporzadzenie Ministra Spraw, 21 lutego 2025; Rozporzadzenie Rady
Ministréw, 23 lutego 2025).

The Population Protection and Civil Defense Program (OLiOC) for
2025-2026 allocates nearly PLN 5 billion to local governments for tasks
related to population protection and civil defense. The preparation of
collective protection facilities, improved alarm and communication
systems, and the development of civil defense are the main areas of activity
within the OLiOC Program. The provisions of the Act on Population
Protection and Civil Defense assume the inspection of facilities that
could potentially serve as collective protection facilities. The opinions
and technical documentation from the inspection of such facilities will be
one of the criteria for financial support granted, among other things, for
the renovation and modernization of protective structures. An important
element of the whole is also the Regulation of the Council of Ministers of 30
May 2025 on the evacuation of people and securing property, which defines
both its principles and the responsibility of local government authorities
for its efficient implementation (Rozporzadzenie Rady Ministréw, 30 maja
2025).

The goal set out in the regulations is to ensure that all collective
protection facilities accommodate at least half (including 25% in protective
structures) of the projected population expected to be present in an
emergency within cities and 25% outside their borders (including 15%
in protective structures). The Act on Civil Protection and Civil Defense
specifies that the authorities responsible for providing emergency shelter
are: the mayor, the mayor, the district head, the voivode, the voivodeship
marshal, and the minister responsible for internal affairs. Pursuant to the
Act, at the request of the owner or manager of a building, civil protection
authorities provide them with targeted subsidies for organizing emergency
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shelters. They may also provide funds in the form of targeted subsidies to
adapt facilities to the requirements specified for underground floors. The
subsidy can reach up to 100% of the investment cost (Budowa i remonty
schrondw, 2025).

The Population Protection and Civil Defense Program (OLiOC)
for 2025-2026 allocates nearly PLN 5 billion to local governments for
tasks related to population protection and civil defense (Uchwala Rady
Ministréw, 2025). The provisions of the Act on Population Protection and
Civil Defense require the inspection of facilities that can serve as collective
protection facilities. Technical opinions and documentation from the
inspection of such facilities will be one of the criteria for financial support
granted, including for the renovation and modernization of protective
structures (Uchwata Rady Ministrow, 2025).

According to the decision of the Minister of Interior and Administration,
renovations and investments will be prioritized in areas covered by the
National Deterrence and Defense Program «East Shield,» as well as in
cities and particularly vulnerable locations designated by voivodes. The
necessary legal acts for designating collective protection facilities have
already been issued. Among other areas, shelters and hiding places under
schools, known as «thousand-year-olds,» will be renovated. At the same
time, the provisions of the Act on Population Protection and Civil Defense
and the Regulations of the Minister of Interior and Administration of
July 1 and 9, 2025, oblige local governments to designate facilities where
protective structures or emergency shelters can be established. According
to the Act, at the request of the owner or manager of a building, civil
protection authorities provide them with targeted subsidies for the
organization of emergency shelters. They may also provide funds in the
form of targeted subsidies for adapting facilities to the requirements
specified for underground floors, with the subsidy potentially reaching up
to 100% of the investment cost (Rozporzadzenie Rady Ministréow z 1 lipca
2025; Rozporzadzenie Rady Ministréow z 9 lipca 2025).

Protective measures encompass, among others, education and higher
education institutions, where they are implemented based on existing legal
provisions. Ministerial regulations concerning higher education include
the Act of July 20, 2018 - the Law on Higher Education and Science,
and the earlier Order of the Minister of Science and Higher Education
of August 18, 2011, regarding the principles of planning, organizing,
and performing tasks within the framework of the universal defense
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obligation. While the provisions of the Act do not directly address defense
issues, they are important because they define the general organizational
framework, establish competencies, and regulate organizational matters of
universities, particularly Articles 13, 33, 40, 66, 227, and 229. The most
important regulation, however, is the autonomy of universities, established
in Article 70 of the Constitution and further specified in Articles 3-5 of
the Law on Higher Education and Science (Ustawa z dnia 20 lipca 2018;
Zarzadzenie, 2011).

Conclusions.

1. Despite the enormous resources allocated to defense, society as
a whole is not prepared for war and existential threats. However, military
training and preparing young people for greater resourcefulness in the
event of armed conflict are not excluded, rather than creating a concept of
total defense, in which every citizen would possess a weapon they could
use if necessary. Therefore, we should ask whether we, as a society, should
not initiate a nationwide discussion on which direction we are heading?

2. While research findings indicate that there is support among
respondents for the reinstatement of universal military service and a clear
agreement to change the youth training system, the topic of universal
access to firearms remains taboo, and it would be worthwhile to engage
in a public debate on this matter. There are more opponents of universal
access to firearms in Poland, and it should be assumed that their number
is unlikely to increase in the next 5-10 years. Therefore, shouldn’t we offer
them a more acceptable concept: universal yet limited access to firearms?
This could involve a citizen trained in the use of firearms being assigned a
firearm of their own, purchased by the state. However, these firearms would
be under state supervision and always ready for use. Stored in appropriate
warehouses within nearby military units or police stations, they could
be made available as needed through so-called mobile weapons delivery
points. The considerable fragmentation of such points would also make it
difficult for the enemy to locate and eliminate them. There is no doubt that
an armed population is more difficult to defeat than an unarmed one.

3. Regarding civil protection facilities, including protective
structures (shelters) and temporary shelters, the situation is downright
dire, as audits by the Supreme Audit Office (NIK) and the State Fire Service
(PSP) have shown. This situation stemmed from both the negligence of
previous governments in this regard and the lack of regulations enabling
government administration and local governments to begin revitalizing
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existing facilities and constructing new ones. This situation existed at least
until the adoption by the Sejm of the Polish Parliament of the Act on Civil
Protection and Civil Defense. The implementation of these tasks is the
responsibility of local government and local government administrations,
which can obtain special financial loans for their implementation.

What actions can be recommended for the implementation of these
tasks in the so-called “field”?

1. The activities of local civil liability organizations (OC) and their
cooperation with local administration - both central and local - should be
«reactivated.»

2. Local heads of civil liability organizations should cooperate closely
with local military units (garrison, Territorial Defence Force (WOT)
unit), services (Police, Municipal/City Guards, State Fire Service), or,
for example, by organizing training and situational games that simulate
real threats, such as missile or drone attacks. This also involves the use of
trained members of NGOs, such as the Riflemen’s Association, or scouting
organizations (ZHP, ZHR, SHK Zawisza, and others).

3. It is necessary to organize accelerated first aid courses in primary
and secondary schools, universities, and other settings, such as professional
work environments (administrative offices, workplaces), as well as logistics
courses, for example, in the field of evacuation operations in hospitals,
schools, offices, religious buildings (churches, monasteries), and cultural
institutions (libraries, museums, theaters, cinemas, historical monuments).

4.  Organize professionally trained personnel in protective structures
and emergency shelters, for example, from among Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts,
and shooting organizations.

5. Ifpossible, individuals skilled in the use of weapons and explosives
(grenades) should be trained to combat sabotage and diversionary groups
operating on behalf of the aggressor’s forces, similar to what was done
in Poland in 1938-1939, particularly within the Police, special services
(instruction), the State Fire Service, riflemen, and scout organizations
(here: one could consider establishing, for example, a Scout Information
Service, as a civilian component of intelligence and counterintelligence
within the security community). A short course in the art of clandestine
operations also seems necessary, especially under conditions of temporary
occupation of a given area by the forces of the aggressor state.

Administrative authorities, all services, NGOs, school and student
communities, and as many civilians as possible from the broadly defined
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civilian population should actively participate in these preparatory
activities, so as not to be “surprised” by the enemy.
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The formation of a monetary union and a single market has contributed
to the fact that the European Union has now become a powerful macro-
regional association of developed countries and an independent geopolitical
center of global influence. For many post-Soviet republics, including Ukraine,
the European Union is a kind of magnet, an attractive example of uniting
mentally and civilizationally related peoples into a political and economic
union for more effective solution of the tasks of their development in the
conditions of the new information age. The European choice of Ukraine is
based on the vital interests and historical aspiration of the Ukrainian people
to be an integral part of a united Europe.

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Statement of the problem. One of the leading trends in modern world
development is the tendency to strengthen integration between different
countries and interstate formations. This trend is so noticeable that even
those states that are not officially part of any international alliance fall
under its influence. The recent expansion of the European Union to the
east has made Ukraine a direct neighbour of the EU. This relatively new
circumstance significantly increases the opportunities for establishing
comprehensive cooperation and interaction between the European Union
and Ukraine. In light of recent events related to the full-scale aggression of
the Russian federation against Ukraine, the mutual interest of Ukraine in
the EU and vice versa of the EU in Ukraine has acquired a clear geopolitical
meaning and has grown significantly. Ukrainians, armed with weapons,
defend the values on which the democratic Euro-Atlantic civilization was
formed, actually fulfilling the role of its outpost in countering expansion
by authoritarian (neo-totalitarian) Russia. Ukraine has gone through
a stage of choosing between the European and Eurasian vectors of state
development (Yakymenko, Pashkov 2018).

Under the conditions of significant transformations in the existing world
order, when the most influential autocracies declared their ambitions to
build their own separate space (“Russian peace”, Chinese historical empire,
etc.), democratic countries led by the USA found themselves faced with
an urgent need to consolidate their efforts to protect their way of life and
value foundations. There is an objective need to unite the potential of the
countries of the world democratic coalition to organize effective opposition
to the authoritarian-totalitarian threat from the east. Ukraine and the
European Union play and will play major roles in this process, because
geographically they are at the forefront of countering Russian expansion.
It can be said without exaggeration that the fate of all humanity depends
on how timely and effectively an efficient mechanism for neutralizing
the Russian danger is created. Based on this, relations between Ukraine
and the EU are gaining strategic importance for the preservation and
development of the entire Euro-Atlantic civilization, since in the event
of a hypothetical failure of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to resist the
Russian army, there is a real prospect of transferring hostilities directly to
the territory of the European Union countries. Officials of Putin’s fascist
regime and the Russian President himself have repeatedly expressed their
military threats against Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia, including
the use of nuclear weapons. Under these circumstances, comprehensive
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collaboration between Ukraine and the EU is already motivated by the
problem of survival in the process of military intervention by the Russian
federation.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The problems of Ukraine’s
European integration and its relations with the European Union have long
been the focus of attention of social scientists.

Various aspects of Ukraine’s participation in integration processes and
collaboration with the EU are considered in the works of such scientists
as: Dir 1. (Dir 2024), Zolkina M. (Zolkina 2014), Lepiiavko S. (Lepiavko
2001), Marchuk V. (Marchuk 2014), Plokhii S. (Plokhii 2016), Horbulin V.
(Edited by Horbulin 2017), Halchynskyi A. (Halchynskyi 2016), Haidutskyi
P. (Haidutskyi 2013).

The mentioned scientists study the problems of integration and
cooperation of the EU with Ukraine, investigate the issues of Ukraine’s
accession to the EU and interregional integration.

A certain profound layer in scientific developments devoted to the
consideration of cooperation between Ukraine and the European Union is
the work of such specialists as: Tarnavska I. (Tarnavska 2019), Baranovskyi
E (Baranovskyi 2018), Vasylenko S. (Vasylenko 2020), Kovaliova O.
(Kovaliova 2003), Vinnykova N. (Vinnykova 2016), Bashtannyk V.
(Bashtannyk 2010), Matiushenko I., Berenda S., Reznikov V. (Matiushenko,
Berenda, Rieznikov 2015), Gerasymiuk K. (Gerasymiuk 2016), Gladii V.
(Gladii 2016) , Maiev A. (Maiev 2016), Dudkevych V.( Dudkevych 2021).

It is worth mentioning separately the scientific works of prominent
American political scientists such as Zbigniew Brzezinski (Brzezinski
2000) and Samuel Huntington (Huntington 2002), who considered the
problems of interaction between Ukraine and the EU through the prism
of geopolitical worldwide events and in the context of the development of
existing cultures and civilizations.

The aim of the article. The purpose of this article is to consider the
history of relations and current problems of interaction between Ukraine
and the EU in the context of our aspirations for full-fledged membership
of Ukraine in the EU as one of the basic goals of the Euro-Atlantic choice
and resistance to Russian aggression. The implementation of the objective
of the article involves the use of various scientific methods, the main of
which are historical retrospective, analysis and induction.

Presentation of the main material. Throughout the history of the
existence of the European Union, important development tasks that
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regulate various areas of international relations have been implemented.
First of all, the foundations of a common economic policy in the transport,
agricultural and other sectors have been developed. Import quotas
and customs duties on goods traded between the member states of the
European Union have been abolished. A uniform customs system has been
introduced for all goods from countries that are not part of the “Common
Market” of the European Union. Within the EU, free movement of funds
and labour was established, with certain exceptions for new EU member
states. A single monetary system was created through the introduction
of the single currency, the euro. It is worth emphasizing that after its
introduction, the single European currency surpassed the US dollar in
terms of cash circulation in the world, which is really eloquent in nature.

The formation ofamonetaryunionandasingle market contributed to the
fact that the European Union has now become a powerful macro-regional
association of developed countries and an independent geopolitical centre
of global influence. For many post-Soviet republics, including Ukraine,
the European Union is a kind of magnet, an attractive example of uniting
mentally and civilizationally related peoples into a political and economic
union for more effective solutions for their development in terms of the
new Information Age.

For the first time, Ukraine’s desire to develop comprehensive relations
with the EU was enshrined in the Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine “On the Main Directions of Ukraine’s Foreign Policy” of July 2,
1993.

In general, relations between Ukraine and the European Union were
initiated in December 1991, when the representative of the country
presiding over the European Union at that time - the Netherlands, the
Minister of Foreign Affairs of this country, on behalf of the EU officially
recognized the state independence of Ukraine. Then, in the Strategy for the
Integration of Ukraine into the European Union of June 11, 1998 and in the
Program for the Integration of Ukraine into the EU of September 14, 2000,
the strategic course of Ukraine for integration into the EU was proclaimed.
It was determined that one of the fundamental principles of Ukraine’s
foreign policy is to ensure the integration of Ukraine into the European
economic, legal and political area with the aim of gaining membership in
the European Union. The European Strategy of Ukraine was approved by
the relevant Decree of the President of Ukraine. This was done deliberately.
As D.Yu.Yurkovskyi fairly notes, Ukraine’s European choice is based on
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vital interests and the historical aspiration of the Ukrainian people to be an
integral part of a united Europe (Yurkovskyi 2013, 32).

At the Paris Summit in September 2008, the EU and Ukraine agreed
to conclude a new agreement in the form of an Association Agreement,
which was to be based on the principles of economic integration and
political association. In order to implement these agreements, in 2009 the
Ukrainian and European sides developed and approved the Association
Agenda, which set out the guidelines for implementing reforms in Ukraine
in the course of implementing the Association Agreement between
Ukraine and the EU.

In December 2011, at the 15th EU-Ukraine Summit in Kyiv, negotiations
on the content of the Association Agreement were completed, and in
March 2012 the heads of the official delegations of the EU and Ukraine
initialled the text of this Agreement.

Then the well-known dramatic events took place. The refusal of the top
political leadership of Ukraine, chaired by former President V. Yanukovych,
in November 2013 to sign the Association Agreement between Ukraine
and the EU led to the beginning of a mass peaceful protest in defence
of the European integration aspirations of the people of Ukraine, which
was called “EuroMaidan” (Yehorova 2019, 22). This significant historical
event finally confirmed the indomitability of the Ukrainian people in their
European choice.

Under direct pressure from the citizens of Ukraine, in March 2014,
the political paragraph of the Association Agreement was signed, and in
June of the same year the economic part of the agreement was adopted.
In September 2014, the European Parliament and the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine simultaneously ratified the concluded Association Agreement
between the EU and Ukraine. Its provisional implementation began on
November 1, 2014.

As A.V. Bredikhin emphasizes, “Ukraine was the first, but not the last,
among the newly independent states that emerged on the territory of the
former USSR to sign the Partnership and Cooperation Agreement with
the EU. Following it, a similar agreement was signed with ten more former
Soviet republics. Agreements with the remaining countries entered into
force on July 1, 1999, with the exception of Belarus and Turkmenistan, with
which these documents were never put into effect” (Bredykhyn 2009,11).

Shortly after the full-scale military invasion of the Russian federation
into the territory of Ukraine on February 28, 2022, Ukraine submitted an
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official application for membership in the European Union. The President
of Ukraine, V. Zelensky, submitted a request for Ukraine’s immediate
accession to the EU under a “new special procedure” In support of
this initiative, the presidents of eight European Union states called for
accelerating the process of our country’s accession to the European Union.
On the same day, the President of the European Commission, U. von der
Leyen, made an important statement that Ukraine is already a member
of the European Union, and the bloc wants Ukraine to officially join this
political entity, but this will take time. The current position of the EU
leadership is conveyed by the words of Ursula von der Leyen, spoken at the
Ukraine-EU summit in Kyiv in February 2023: “Today we came with a set
of proposals to ensure that Ukraine has seamless access to the European
Single Market. We want to help Ukraine mobilize its full economic
potential for the fight against Russia and, later, for reconstruction.” (Von
der Leyen 2023). This position of the EU leader arouses great optimism
among Ukrainians about Ukraine’s future membership in the European
Union. However, after the victory over the Russian federation, Ukraine
still has a significant path to go through in terms of comprehensive reform
in order to implement European standards in various areas of life.

Ukraine’s path to the European Union is unique and unconventional.
Russia’s aggressive, neocolonial war against Ukraine has left its mark on
this complex process. Many modern politicians and political scientists see
one of the main reasons for Russian aggression against Ukraine precisely
in the attempt to stop and curtail the process of Ukraine’s European
integration. However, acting as an eastern outpost of Western civilization,
defending liberal-democratic values and its own sovereignty with arms
in hand, Ukraine is in practice proving its natural right to return to the
European family of nations. Suffering in all areas of development, bearing
great human, economic and military losses, Ukraine has successfully
transitioned from the status of an associated member of the EU to the status
of an official candidate for full membership of the European Union. At the
same time, Ukrainians continue to implement Brussels’ recommendations
on implementing basic reforms and expanding sectoral cooperation with
the EU.

Today, it is worth understanding that the revival of Ukraine and its
achievement of a worthy place in the modern world is possible only if the
main efforts are concentrated on the implementation of the strategic goal -
the transformation of our country into a strong unitary state, which will
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become a regional leader in Europe, capable of guaranteeing a high social
standard of living and security for its citizens.

In essence, Ukraine and the European Union have entered a new phase
of their relations, which is characterized by the growth of interdependence
between Ukrainian and European partners, the expansion of interaction
and cooperation in the defence, financial and security sectors, the activation
of joint strategic planning, a significant strengthening and unification of
efforts in organizing large-scale resistance to Russian expansion, etc.

In a certain sense, Russia’s war against Ukraine created an additional
powerful impetus to accelerate the process of Ukraine’s integration into
the EU, as both Europeans and Ukrainians were clearly convinced of the
real lack of alternative to the course of Ukraine’s return to the European
community. The new geopolitical context, associated with the noticeable
revanchist activation of the world’s authoritarian tellurocracies (Russia,
China, Iran, etc.), forces the world’s democratic thalassocracies (USA,
Great Britain, EU, etc.) to join forces. Ukraine has found itself at the
epicentre of this confrontation and, as a young democracy, is paving its
way into the alliance of the world’s advanced polyarchies, finally rejecting
the remnants of Soviet archaism.

At the same time, the Russian federation’s war against Ukraine has
exacerbated some of the problems of our collaboration with the European
Union. For example, there is a curtailment of some initiated and planned
joint business projects with the participation of European private investors,
who naturally neutralize their risks in a warring country. In addition, huge
losses in the Ukrainian economy, a sharp decline in industrial production,
and the reorientation of the Ukrainian state budget to predominantly
finance the defence and security sectors have turned our country into a
permanent requester and recipient of comprehensive foreign aid, the
fate of which is critically important for keeping Ukrainian society afloat.
Evidently such a situation cannot last forever, and it must be assessed very
carefully in view of the prospect of our foreign allies gradually becoming
tired of Ukraine’s problems. This is an objective assessment, not a narrative
of Russian propaganda, because in democratic societies of the West, the
voices of politicians are increasingly louder, calling for limiting (or even
stopping) and placing additional control over budgetary support for
Ukraine: from supporters of Donald Trump in the USA to supporters of
Marine Le Pen in France. The changing moods of the electorate in Western
democracies can be understood, rising inflation due to a reduction in
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real incomes, rejection of cheap Russian energy resources, an additional
serious burden on the budget associated with social assistance to millions
of Ukrainian refugees. All this leads to increased social tension in Western
societies. Obviously, in the current situation, Ukraine ought to demonstrate
appropriate efficiency in the use of funds from foreign countries. By the
way, we need to resolutely take a course for total and radical reform of our
statehood towards its transformation from a post-Soviet bureaucratic form
to a modern service state of the Western model. It is necessary to complete
the reform of the judicial branch of government so that Ukrainian citizens
have access to fair justice and foreign investors receive guarantees of the
inviolability of their capital.

A separate point in this process is the reform of the Constitutional
Court of Ukraine. The Venice Commission has repeatedly emphasized
that it is crucial to include an additional seventh member from a number
of independent international experts in the advisory group of the
Constitutional Court of Ukraine and to establish the binding nature of the
decisions adopted by the commission. This will significantly improve the
mechanism and quality of the selection of candidates for the position of
a judge of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine. However, today, due to
the incompleteness of the reform of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine,
the high-quality performance of this body’s important functions as an
independent branch of government looks problematic and raises quite
natural questions from our European partners.

Ukraine’simplementation of the obligations stipulated in the Association
Agreement is planned for the period between 2014 and 2024. As of the end
of 2019, according to the government system “Pulse of the Agreement’,
Ukraine has completed 43% of the tasks scheduled for this period. At the
same time, the vast majority of areas in which reform is envisaged have
tasks whose implementation has been postponed. The greatest progress
has been achieved in areas that require mainly legal regulation, the creation
of state institutions, new legislation or changes to existing ones, and other
actions, the implementation of which does not require radical changes that
may affect the functioning of the already formed state system (Chornobai
2021, 71).

Ukraine’s sanctions policy against structures and representatives of
the aggressor state of Russia also needs to be radically strengthened. It is
unlikely that targeted sanctions against some odious characters of Russian
show business, oligarchic groups, and politicians will achieve a landslide
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effect for the fascist Putin regime. Here it is necessary to take comprehensive
systemic measures that would be aimed at the real undermining of the anti-
human system of power in the Russian federation. Moreover, our European
and American partners have clearly and repeatedly demonstrated to us
a master class in legal, economic, financial, and humanitarian sanctions
policy against Russia, adopting more than 10 packages of sanctions against
the aforementioned aggressor state, which violates all generally recognized
norms of international law in the world community.

One of the strategic directions of the European Unions development
is the harmonization of international relations between partner countries
and EU member states, which should create stability on the borders of
the European community. This means that the EU plans to finance joint
programs that will connect the territories of partner countries and EU
member states that have common state borders. Ukraine, which borders
a number of EU member states, should take advantage of this opportunity
and make the most of joint projects to establish cross-border cooperation in
European states that belong to the European Union. It is necessary to move
towards a significant simplification of procedures and a noticeable increase
in the efficiency of the use of technical assistance from the European Union.
Moreover, today an important foundation has already been created for this
- a visa-free regime between the EU and Ukraine. Plus, a new approach
is being introduced to establishing long-term cooperation in the form of
the creation of “structural funds™: joint financing, partnership and multi-
annual cooperation programs.

What prevents Ukraine from transforming from an extreme geopolitical
subject into a normal, stable geopolitical subject?

In our opinion, a set of reasons, among which the main ones are the
extremely low efficiency of post-Soviet statehood and the kleptocratic oligarchic
regime. As a result of ineffective political governance, increased corruption
and oligarchic clientelism, Ukraine has come under the influence of more
powerful players who are trying to defend and satisfy their own national
interests, including at the expense of Ukrainian subjectivity.

To acquire normal geopolitical subjectivity, Ukraine needs to carry out
a set of reforms aimed to radically modernize sovereign statehood.

The first stage should be the implementation of a political and
administrative reform. The mixed form of government in the form of a
parliamentary-presidential republic has shown its ineffectiveness in
Ukraine. This is a rather confusing and inefficient system that constantly

provokes the dualism of presidential and governmental power and general
irresponsibility for the political decisions made.

Thus, in the context of its European perspective for Ukraine, it is
essential to make a transition to a parliamentary republic with decentralized
unitarism.

A comprehensive economic reform should be implemented as the
second stage of reforms. It is vital to demonopolize and de-oligarchize the
Ukrainian economy in practice. Otherwise, in the inertial scenario, the old
oligarchy may be replaced by a new, post-war oligarchy - “new individuals”
with old surnames. It is pivotal to move from the outdated post-Soviet
oligarchic model to a modern model of people’s capitalism, where small
and medium-sized businesses focused on serving the population play a
key role.

So, in order to become a full member of the European Union, Ukraine
ought to build a socio-political model that meets European standards in
the first place. The terrible war that the Ukrainian people are experiencing
should become a “watershed” between the archaic post-Soviet model of
statehood and the modern European statist model of service. The crucial
point is not to waste the historical chance for a radical modernization of
the national Ukrainian state in order to move away from the slogan “man
for the state” and move to the philosophy of “state for man”. Optimism in
this process arises due to the formation of a clear public demand for the
construction of a new post-war fair society in Ukraine.

Conclusions. Firstly, the expansion of the European Union to the east
has turned Ukraine into a direct neighbour of the EU. This has significantly
increased the opportunities for establishing comprehensive cooperation
and interaction between Ukraine and the European Union.

Secondly, in order to gain stable geopolitical subjectivity and fully join
the EU, Ukraine needs to implement a set of reforms aimed at the radical
modernization of sovereign statehood.

Thirdly, to organize effective counteraction to the authoritarian threat
from the Russian federation, there is an objective need to integrate the
potential of the states of the world democratic coalition. The European
Union and Ukraine have prominent places in this process due to the fact
that geographically they are at the forefront of resistance to the aggressive
actions of the Russian federation. In view of this, relations between the
EU and Ukraine are gaining strategic importance for the protection and
development of the entire Euro-Atlantic civilization.
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Fourth, by acting as the eastern outpost of Western civilization,
defending its ideological values and its state independence from the
Russian federation with weapons in hand, Ukraine has practically proven
its natural right to return to the European family.

Fifth, for Ukraine, in the context of its European perspective, it
is necessary to make the transition to a parliamentary republic with
decentralized unitarism.
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POLITICAL PARTICIPATION AND SECURITY RISKS
OF INTERNET VOTING IN UKRAINE UNDER MARTIAL LAW

The article examines internet voting as a potential mechanism for
ensuring political participation in Ukraine under martial law. The full-scale
war has significantly complicated access to traditional electoral procedures
for military personnel, internally displaced persons, citizens abroad, and
residents of affected territories, thereby making the search for alternative in-
struments to preserve the inclusiveness of the electoral process particularly
relevant. It is argued that internet voting is capable of reducing spatial and
organizational barriers to participation; however, at the same time, it gene-
rates serious security risks. The main threats include the cyber vulnerability
of infrastructure, external interference, problems of remote voter identifica-
tion, risks of violating the secrecy of the vote, and undermining the legiti-
macy of results. The article demonstrates that, in wartime, trust in digital
elections is determined not only by the technological reliability of the system,
but also by the institutional resilience of the state and the level of public trust.
It is concluded that the possible introduction of internet voting in Ukraine
requires a phased approach, proper regulatory framework, a high level of
cybersecurity, and preliminary testing.

Introduction. Relevance of the study. The issue of internet voting
occupies an important place in contemporary studies of the transformation
of democracy, since the digitalization of state institutions changes the
nature of interaction between the citizen and the political system. In
contemporary scholarly discussions, attention is increasingly shifting
from basic electronic services and petitions to a reconsideration of the
very procedure of expressing political will. In this context, internet voting
emerges as one of the most controversial and, at the same time, symbolic
forms of electronic democracy, directly related to the fundamental basis of
the democratic order - elections.

The relevance of this topic for Ukraine is particularly intensified under
martial law, which has radically changed the social, territorial, and security
conditions for the exercise of political rights. The mass displacement of
millions of citizens, the destruction of infrastructure, the temporary
occupation of territories, and the difficulty of involving military personnel
in traditional voting procedures transform the issue of ensuring political
participation from a technical task into a problem of the democratic
resilience of the state. Under such conditions, internet voting is considered
a potential mechanism for reducing the distance between the citizen and
the electoral procedure, as it may ensure participation in voting regardless
of the voter’s physical location.

Although in the international literature internet voting is often
interpreted as an instrument for expanding the accessibility of elections
and as a response to the crisis of traditional participation (Abdala 2024;
Germann 2021; Goodman 2020; International IDEA 2025), its possible
introduction in Ukraine touches upon a set of fundamental issues,
including the secrecy of the vote, reliable voter verification, personal
data protection, resilience to external interference, and public trust in
the results. In wartime, these challenges are further aggravated by the
experience of constant cyberattacks and the threat of hybrid interference
by the aggressor state. This raises the question of whether the democratic
logic of citizen inclusion can be combined with strict requirements for the
security and legitimacy of the electoral process.

Finally, the Ukrainian case is also important for comparative political
science. Unlike most discussions on the modernization of elections
in peacetime or under pandemic conditions, this case concerns the
functioning of democratic procedures in the environment of a full-scale
war. Studying this experience makes it possible to understand more deeply
the limits of applicability of digital electoral technologies and to determine
the extent to which the expansion of political participation can coexist
with the priority of security. This makes the topic relevant both from the
practical perspective of ensuring electoral rights and from the theoretical
perspective of conceptualizing digital democracy in crisis conditions.

Problem statement. The main scholarly problem lies in the fact that,
under martial law in Ukraine, there is an objective need to search for new
ways of ensuring political participation; however, digital instruments
designed to expand access to elections simultaneously generate increased
security threats. As a result, a fundamental contradiction emerges between
the democratic logic of inclusion and the logic of security and protection
of the integrity of the electoral process.

On the one hand, internet voting may be considered a mechanism for
adapting the electoral procedure to emergency conditions. It is capable of
becoming an instrument for involving those categories of citizens who,
due to war, forced displacement, military service, or residence abroad,
have limited access to traditional voting procedures. On the other hand,
it is precisely under martial law that the vulnerability of any digital system
to cyberattacks, external interference, and information operations aimed
at undermining trust in and the legitimacy of election results increases
significantly.
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Of course, the scholarly problem is not limited to the question of
the technical feasibility of implementing internet voting. It consists in
determining whether this instrument, in the current realities of Ukraine,
can simultaneously ensure broader political participation without
undermining the security, procedural, and legitimizing foundations of
the electoral process. It is this dilemma that determines the logic of the
subsequent analysis.

In this context, the article aims to analyze internet voting as a potential
instrument for ensuring political participation in Ukraine under martial
law and to identify the key security risks of its possible implementation.
To this end, attention is focused on four interrelated aspects: the inclusive
potential of internet voting, the specific features of exercising electoral
rights in wartime, the system of security threats accompanying the
digitalization of the electoral process, and the prospects for applying such
a mechanism in Ukraine, taking into account international experience and
the national context.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The scholarly discourse
on internet voting is characterized by a variety of approaches that can be
structured into several main areas. The first cluster includes works devoted
to the impact of internet voting on the dynamics of electoral participation.
In these studies, this mechanism is interpreted as a means of reducing
the transaction costs of participation, eliminating spatial barriers, and
increasing the convenience of the procedure, particularly for voters abroad
or in remote regions (Germann 2021; Goodman 2020). At the same time,
studies show that the positive effect on turnout is not automatic and
depends largely on the political context and the design of the electoral
system (Abdala 2024; Stockemer, Wigginton 2024, 621-623).

The second area focuses on the issues of public trust and legitimacy.
Within this approach, it is shown that citizens’ willingness to recognize
the results of digital voting is formed at the intersection of trust in state
institutions and trust in technological solutions (Abdala et al. 2025, 783—
796; Decman, Kozel 2023, 1-23; Sindermann et al. 2023). In this context,
the technical perfection of the system alone does not guarantee its public
acceptance; thus, trust acts not as a secondary consequence, but as a basic
condition for the viability of remote voting.

The third body of literature is devoted to issues of cybersecurity and
infrastructure protection. Internet voting is analyzed here as a complex
sociotechnical system whose vulnerability extends to authentication
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channels, user devices, administration procedures, and audit mechanisms
(Cybersecurity ... 2020; Heinl et al. 2022; IFES 2022; National Institute
... 2024). Even the Estonian case, which is most often considered the
main example of functioning internet voting, has been criticized by
cybersecurity experts, which highlights the need for independent testing,
secure management of cryptographic keys, and institutional readiness to
respond to incidents (Ehin et al. 2022; Springall et al. 2014).

A separate regulatory and standard-setting area is represented by
documents of key international institutions — the Council of Europe, the
Venice Commission, the OSCE/ODIHR, and International IDEA (Council
of Europe 2017; International IDEA 2025; International IDEA 2023;
National Institute ... 2024; OSCE Office 2013; OSCE Office 2024; Venice
Commission 2020). This framework establishes the priority of ensuring
that digital innovations comply with basic democratic principles - secrecy,
equality, verifiability, and freedom of expression of the will.

The fifth group consists of studies on the organization of the electoral
process in crisis conditions - during pandemics, armed conflicts, or
mass population displacement (International IDEA, Elections... 2023;
International IDEA 2025; International IDEA 2022; International IDEA,
European Parliament 2023). These works shift the analysis from the
plane of technological optimism to the plane of crisis management of
democracy, equality of access, and institutional resilience. In the same
context, the Ukrainian academic discourse is developing, focusing on
the legal preconditions for post-war elections and the transformation
of political participation under the conditions of the Russian invasion
(Didenko 2023, 55-56; Monastyrskyi 2025, 308-309; Symysenko 2025;
Chaika 2024, 140-147; Sikora 2024, 64-70). Ukrainian scholars emphasize
the dual nature of electronic democracy: on the one hand, it is capable of
supporting citizens’ engagement under conditions of migration (Didenko
2023, 57-58; Monastyrskyi 2025, 309); on the other hand, it functions in
an environment of increased security threats (Symysenko 2025; Chaika
2024, 146-147; Sikora 2024).

Despite the existence of a substantial body of research, a research gap
remains. International studies predominantly analyze digital elections in
stable democracies, while Ukrainian studies often focus on the general legal
aspects of post-war recovery. This creates the need for a comprehensive
understanding of internet voting in Ukraine specifically through the prism
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of martial law, as an instrument that requires simultaneous consideration
of its inclusive potential and increased security risks.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the fact that internet voting
in the Ukrainian context is considered not merely as a technological
instrument for modernizing the electoral process, but as a political and
institutional mechanism assessed through the relationship between
inclusive potential and security risks under martial law. The study also
clarifies the limits of applicability of international experience with internet
voting for Ukraine, taking into account the specific nature of the full-scale
war, the increased cyber threat, and the transformation of the conditions
for exercising electoral rights.

Methodological basis of the study. The methodological basis of the
article consists of a combination of several mutually complementary
approaches that make it possible to consider internet voting not only
as a technological innovation, but also as a political and institutional
phenomenon closely linked to the issues of security, trust, and legitimacy
of the electoral process. This approach is determined by the specific nature
of the research subject, since under martial law the assessment of digital
electoral mechanisms cannot be limited to questions of technical efficiency
or procedural convenience.

The institutional approach makes it possible to analyze internet voting
as an element of the electoral institution, rather than as an isolated digital
solution. Within this approach, attention is focused on norms, procedures,
control mechanisms, forms of legitimation, and the interaction of internet
voting with other components of the electoral process. This makes it
possible to assess the extent to which digital mechanisms can be integrated
into the architecture of democratic elections without undermining its
basic principles.

The systems approach is used to examine internet voting as a complex
node of interaction between digital infrastructure, public administration,
legal regulation, cybersecurity, and public trust. Its application makes it
possible to avoid technological reductionism, that is, reducing the problem
exclusively to the technical parameters of the platform. In this context,
the viability of internet voting is determined not only by software or
authentication channels, but by the functioning of the entire system - from
the institutional capacity of the state to society’s readiness to recognize the
results of a digital procedure as legitimate.
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The risk-oriented approach is of key importance for this study. It makes
it possible to shift the focus from the potential advantages of internet voting
to the analysis of its vulnerabilities, threats, and possible consequences of
failure. For a country at war, this approach is particularly justified, since
any change in the electoral procedure must be assessed not only by the
criterion of expanding access to participation, but also by the relationship
between democratic gain and security risk. This allows internet voting
to be considered not through the logic of technological optimism, but
through the logic of a cautious assessment of its political and institutional
acceptability.

The method of analyzing scholarly sources, international standards,
and normative documents also plays an important role in the study. It is
used to systematize the main theoretical approaches to internet voting,
summarize international requirements for digital electoral procedures,
and outline the Ukrainian normative and political context. This forms a
conceptual framework within which internet voting can be assessed not
only as a technology, but also as an object of political, legal, and security
analysis.

The comparative method is applied to compare the Ukrainian situation
with international practice, primarily with the experience of Estonia as the
most relevant example of the nationwide implementation of internet voting
(Vassil et al. 2016, 457; Turnbull-Dugarte, Devine 2023). This comparison
is used not for the mechanical transfer of foreign models into Ukrainian
conditions, but to identify the institutional preconditions under which
digital electoral technologies can function relatively successfully, as well as
to determine the factors that limit their application in a crisis environment.

In addition, the study uses elements of a case study, which makes
it possible to specify theoretical provisions through the analysis of a
particular international case. This is important in order to avoid an overly
abstract consideration of internet voting and to correlate general analytical
conclusions with the actual practice of the functioning of such systems.

Results of the study. Political participation in a democratic system is
not limited to the formal existence of the right to vote, but presupposes
a real opportunity to exercise this right without excessive barriers,
discrimination, or disproportionate risks. That is why electoral
participation is increasingly considered not only as a legal category, but
also as a function of institutional accessibility. In this sense, internet voting
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is an important object of analysis, since it directly affects the accessibility
of the electoral procedure.

In its most general form, internet voting is a form of remote electronic
expression of political will in which a voter casts a vote via the Internet
using a specialized digital system. Its key difference from other forms of
electronic voting lies in its remote nature and the absence of the need for
physical presence at a polling station. It is this feature that determines its
inclusive potential.

Internet voting reduces the importance of geographical distance,
which is especially important for citizens who are outside the country or
far from a polling station. The time, financial, and physical effort required
to travel to the place of voting often turns a formally guaranteed right
into an opportunity that is difficult to realize in practice. Works devoted
to the participation of citizens abroad emphasize that remote formats
can significantly expand the participation of this category of voters
(Monastyrskyi 2025, 310; Germann 2021; International IDEA, European
Parliament 2023). For Ukraine, this is of particular importance, since
a significant part of its citizens are outside the state, and their political
integration into the national electoral process constitutes a separate
problem.

At the same time, internet voting reduces the time and administrative
costs of participation. A voter does not have to adjust to the working hours
of a polling station, spend time travelling, waiting in queues, or searching
for the required address. In the literature, this is described as a reduction
in the “cost of voting’, that is, the resources necessary to exercise the right
to vote (Abdala 2024; Goodman 2020, 1160-1162). Although this effect
does not always lead to a noticeable increase in overall turnout, it may be
significant for groups for whom barriers to participation are systemic.

Internet voting may also play a separate role as a symbolic mechanism
of inclusion. For a citizen who has been forcibly displaced, is staying in
another region, or is abroad, the opportunity to vote without a complicated
procedure of returning to the place of registration means not only
functional convenience, but also the preservation of a connection with the
political community. In contemporary societies, where an increasing share
of citizens interaction with the state takes place through digital services,
internet voting is also perceived as a continuation of the broader digital
transformation of public administration (Chaika 2024, 147; International
IDEA 2025).

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At the same time, the inclusive potential of internet voting should not
be overestimated. The reduction of some barriers may be accompanied by
the strengthening of others - digital inequality, lack of skills, absence of a
secure device, or unstable access to the Internet. Moreover, the democratic
value of elections is determined not only by the number of those who
voted, but also by whether the procedure preserves freedom, secrecy,
equality, and trust. That is why the effectiveness of internet voting should
be assessed not only through the parameter of convenience, but through
the relationship between accessibility, security, and public trust (Abdala et
al. 2025, 790; Agbesi et al. 2024; International IDEA 2025).

For Ukraine, the problem of participation is particularly sensitive.
Martial law changes the basic conditions of access to voting, and therefore
any instrument capable of supporting or expanding participation naturally
attracts attention. However, the Ukrainian context also shows that
inclusion cannot be achieved at the cost of neglecting security. Internet
voting makes sense as a mechanism of political participation only when it
does not undermine the foundations of the electoral process itself.

Martial law radically transforms the conditions under which democratic
institutions function. The mass internal displacement of the population,
evacuation from dangerous regions, and the prolonged stay of a significant
number of citizens abroad complicate the usual model of linking the
voter to a specific place of voting. Formally, the right to vote is preserved;
however, its practical realization increasingly depends on the state’s ability
to adapt participation mechanisms to the mobility and dispersion of the
population (Didenko 2023, 58; Monastyrskyi 2025, 310; International
IDEA 2022; International IDEA, European Parliament 2023).

The issue of participation by military personnel is especially complex.
The conditions of service, presence in combat zones, limited mobility,
and the priority of security tasks make traditional voting organizationally
almost inaccessible for many of them. At the same time, ensuring their
right to vote must not create additional security risks or undermine the
reliability of the electoral process.

The war affects not only the movement of people, but also the material
conditions for holding elections, namely the condition of premises,
transport, communications, power supply, the safety of movement, and the
work of administrative bodies. Where infrastructure has been destroyed
or remains under threat, the conduct of ordinary electoral procedures
becomes excessively risky or technically complicated. In addition, the
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psychological and social preconditions for participation also change:
war affects the level of public anxiety, trust in institutions, information
practices, and the perception of procedures. Under such conditions, even
a technically sound solution may be politically unacceptable if it appears
opaque or too risky (Central Election ... 2025).

An important dimension is also the international one. A significant
share of Ukrainian citizens are abroad, and therefore the issue of their
participation goes beyond the purely internal organization of elections
and requires coordination with foreign jurisdictions, appropriate
infrastructure, and proper legal regulation (Monastyrskyi 2025, 311-312;
International IDEA, European Parliament 2023). As a result, political
participation in Ukraine under wartime conditions acquires a new quality:
it can no longer be ensured by simply reproducing peacetime procedures
and requires adaptive mechanisms that simultaneously take into account
accessibility, security, and legitimacy. That is why internet voting enters the
field of discussion as one of the possible instruments of crisis democratic
adaptation, although it must be assessed much more rigorously than under
stable conditions.

The security dimension of internet voting is central to any serious
analysis of this technology, and under martial law it becomes decisive.
Elections as an institution must not only take place, but also be recognized
as fair, free, and credible. That is why trust in the procedure becomes no
less important than the result itself. By expanding access to participation,
internet voting simultaneously creates new opportunities for technical,
organizational, and informational threats (Erben, Kobakhidze 2023).

The most obvious risk is cyberattacks on electoral infrastructure.
Unlike paper voting, where large-scale interference requires influence over
a large number of physical objects, a digital system concentrates critical
functions in electronic infrastructure, which potentially becomes a target
for external influence. Attacks may be directed at servers, communication
channels, authentication systems, databases, administrative components,
or user interfaces. Even if they do not lead to an actual change in the results,
the very fact of their occurrence may cause a crisis of trust (Cybersecurity
... 2020; IFES 2022; National Institute ... 2024). For Ukraine, this risk
is particularly high given the constant cyber threat from the aggressor
state. In such an environment, the purpose of an attack may be not only
falsification, but also destabilization of the process, disruption of voting, or
the creation of grounds for non-recognition of the results.
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No less important is the problem of voter identification and verification.
If traditional voting relies on physical presence, an identity document,
and control by the election commission, internet voting requires digital
substitutes for these mechanisms. However, even strong electronic
authentication does not guarantee that the vote is cast by that specific voter
and under conditions of free expression of will. The risks of coercion, the
use of another person’s device, phishing, compromise of credentials, or
malicious software remain (Heinl et al. 2022; International IDEA 2025;
OSCE Office 2024).

A separate group of threats concerns the secrecy of the vote. Remote
voting takes place in an uncontrolled environment, which does not provide
the level of procedural control that exists at a polling station. Voting from
home, the workplace, or another private space creates opportunities for
family, domestic, administrative, or other forms of pressure, as well as for
control over how exactly a person voted. The literature emphasizes that
voting in an uncontrolled environment is always associated with particular
risks of “coercion and vote buying,” and no technical solution is capable of
fully eliminating this problem (Heinl et al. 2022; International IDEA 2025;
Venice Commission 2020).

The voter’s end device also remains a fundamental vulnerability. Even
if the central system is well protected, citizens’ personal computers or
smartphones may become the weak link. An infected or compromised
device calls into question both the correctness of vote casting and the
secrecy of the vote. This is one of the basic problems of internet voting: the
state cannot fully control the environment from which voting is carried
out and, therefore, cannot fully guarantee the security of the procedure at
the user level.

Another significant risk is related to opacity and limited verifiability
for the ordinary citizen. Paper elections, despite their shortcomings, have
the advantage of intuitive comprehensibility: the voter sees the ballot
paper, the ballot box, the counting process, and the protocols. Internet
voting transfers key operations into a technically complex sphere, where
trust increasingly depends on experts, system administrators, and audit
procedures. The more expert-mediated the procedure becomes, the greater
its dependence on institutional trust (Abdala et al. 2025, 791-792; Agbesi
et al. 2024, 17-18; Ehin et al. 2022).

In the Ukrainian context, this is compounded by the danger of
information and psychological operations aimed at delegitimizing
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elections. The adversary does not necessarily need to actually change the
voting results in order to achieve a political effect; it is sufficient to create
a convincing narrative about interference, data leakage, a technical failure,
or the opacity of the system. If the level of public trust is insufficient and
the procedure is difficult to understand, such a campaign may be extremely
effective. Therefore, internet voting in Ukraine should be considered not
only as a cybernetic object, but also as a communicative and legitimizing
one.

Significant risks are also associated with the protection of personal
data and sensitive electoral information, the continuity of the system’s
functioning, and the administrative complexity of its maintenance.
Internet voting inevitably operates with large volumes of personal data,
authentication tools, event logs, and technical information; therefore,
any infrastructure vulnerabilities or procedural shortcomings may
generate risks of leakage, re-identification, or even suspicion of such
a possibility. In wartime, it is especially important to take into account
the likelihood of power outages, communication disruptions, or damage
to digital infrastructure, which makes issues of redundancy, duplication
of channels, and emergency scenarios a fundamental condition for the
viability of the system. In addition, internet voting does not simplify, but
often complicates administrative procedures: it requires specialized teams
of developers, auditors, security administrators, independent observers,
certification, testing, incident response, and constant communication with
citizens. The experience of Estonia shows that this is not a “digital add-on”
to elections, but a complex institutional structure that requires continuous
improvement and work with trust (Ehin et al. 2022; Springall et al. 2014,
710-711).

Ultimately, the deepest risk is the risk of undermining the legitimacy
of the electoral process. Elections are legitimate when their result is
recognized by society as the outcome of a fair and understandable
procedure. If a significant share of citizens, political forces, or international
partners doubt the reliability of the digital system, even formally correct
voting may fail to perform its political function. That is why the security
risks of internet voting under martial law are multi-level in nature and
include technological, organizational, legal, psychological, communicative,
and geopolitical components. The question of its possible introduction in
Ukraine cannot be resolved solely on the basis of technical feasibility or
user convenience; it requires a much broader assessment of whether an
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instrument intended to expand participation may become a new source of
vulnerability for democracy.

The consideration of internet voting in Ukraine under martial law
inevitably leads to a central dilemma, which may be formulated as follows:
“How can the expansion of political participation be combined with the
requirements of security, trust, and legitimacy of the electoral process?”
This dilemma is not technical, but political in nature, since it concerns
the balance between two basic values of democracy (Erben, Kobakhidze
2023).

A democratic order is impossible without inclusiveness. The greater
the number of citizens who can actually exercise their right to vote, the
more fully elections reflect the political will of society. In wartime, the
exclusion of large groups of the population — military personnel, internally
displaced persons, and citizens abroad - may not only reduce the level of
participation, but also call into question the representativeness of elections
as a whole. That is why the argument in favor of internet voting as an
instrument of inclusion cannot be considered secondary.

At the same time, elections cannot be legitimate merely because they
have included more people. If the procedure is vulnerable to manipulation,
opaque, or insufficiently protected, the expansion of participation is
achievedatthe costofreduced trustand, consequently, weakened legitimacy.
The dilemma does not consist in choosing between “participation” and
“security” as absolutely incompatible goals, but in the fact that each side
of this formula has limits that cannot be crossed. Excessive dominance
of the logic of participation leads to an underestimation of risks and the
creation of a convenient but insufficiently reliable procedure. Conversely,
excessive dominance of the security logic narrows the democratic meaning
of elections if a significant share of citizens is effectively excluded from
participation.

In the Ukrainian context, this contradiction is particularly acute, since
the high need for adaptive mechanisms of participation is combined with
an extremely high level of security threat. Therefore, it is not enough simply
to state that internet voting is “convenient” or, conversely, “dangerous.” A
differentiated assessment is needed, one that takes into account for whom,
under what conditions, on what scale, and at what stage such an instrument
may be acceptable. Determining the threshold of acceptable risk becomes
key. In a democratic electoral process, zero risk does not exist for either
paper-based or digital procedures; however, risks must remain such that
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they do not call into question the basic principles of elections and can be
minimized (Central Election ... 2025).

It is also important that participation and security are not external
to each other. The security of the electoral process is itself a condition
of political participation, since citizens will participate only in elections
that they consider genuine, protected, and meaningful. At the same time,
participation is a condition of legitimate security: excessive security
regulation that effectively narrows the circle of those who can vote
undermines the democratic basis of elections. That is why discussions
about internet voting in Ukraine should be built around a model of
cautious compatibility, rather than radical technological optimism. This
means searching for formats in which the expansion of participation will
not outpace the institutional and security capacity of the state. In this
sense, phased implementation, pilot formats, independent audit, public
communication, and careful regulatory consolidation of procedures
acquire particular importance.

Assessing the prospects of internet voting in Ukraine requires rejecting
both unconditional enthusiasm and absolute denial. Contemporary
conditions do indeed create demand for new forms of ensuring political
participation; however, martial law makes any radical electoral innovation
politically and security-wise extremely sensitive. Therefore, the prospects
of internet voting can be considered only as conditional and dependent on
a number of basic prerequisites (Central Election ... 2025).

First of all, this concerns resilient digital infrastructure. For internet
voting, the general digitalization of public services or broad access to
the Internet is not sufficient; what is needed is the capacity of critical
infrastructure to operate stably under conditions of attacks, disruptions,
highload, and emergencies. Protected data centers, backup communication
channels, uninterrupted power supply, data backup systems, and clear
incident recovery protocols are necessary. A high level of cybersecurity is no
less fundamental: a multi-layered security architecture, regular penetration
testing, independent audit, continuous network monitoring, and a clear
system for verifying results. The experience of Estonia demonstrates that
internet voting requires not a one-time launch, but continuous support
and improvement (Ehin et al. 2022; Springall et al. 2014, 712).

The next condition is a reliable and socially acceptable system of voter
identification. For elections, the criteria here are much higher than for
ordinary administrative services: it is necessary to guarantee not only
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identity confirmation, but also the uniqueness of the vote, the secrecy
of the expression of will, protection against coercion, and resilience to
compromise. Proper regulatory framework is no less important. Internet
voting cannot be introduced as a purely technical project without a deep
legal foundation that clearly defines the procedure for access to the system,
audit procedures, appeal mechanisms, data storage rules, the status of
digital traces, and algorithms for responding to failures.

Public trust remains a critical prerequisite. As studies show, internet
voting functions relatively successfully only where citizens trust state
institutions, technologies, or a combination of these two factors (Abdala
et al. 2025, 793; Decman, Kozel 2023, 22; Sindermann et al. 2023). In
Ukraine, trust is an especially sensitive issue, since any electoral innovation
may immediately become an object of political suspicion and information
attacks. Therefore, the prospects of internet voting depend not only on
the availability of a software solution, but also on whether society will
be convinced that the system is fair, controllable, and not created for
situational political interests.

No less important is the phased nature of possible implementation.
Internet voting cannot appear immediately as a full replacement for
traditional voting. A more realistic scenario is that of limited pilot projects
and simulations, with subsequent expansion only after successful audit,
public discussion, and independent assessment. In addition, it is advisable
to consider it not as a universal mechanism for all voters, but as an
instrument potentially more justified for certain categories whose access
to traditional voting is particularly complicated. At the same time, such
selectivity requires particular caution in order to avoid “unequal security
regimes” for different groups of voters (Krimmer et al. 2021, 25).

It is also important not to consider internet voting in isolation. In the
contemporary discussion, the problem should not be reduced to the binary
opposition of “either paper voting or internet voting,” since there is abroader
spectrum of solutions - special polling stations, expanded mechanisms for
changing the place of voting, postal voting, special procedures for citizens
abroad, mobile voting, and other special forms of voting. In this sense,
internet voting should be assessed as part of a broader set of instruments
for ensuring participation. A culture of transparency is also of decisive
importance: the architecture of the system, the principles of its functioning,
verification procedures, and rules for responding to problems must be as
open as possible to society and the expert community (Council of Europe
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2017; International IDEA 2025; OSCE Office 2024; Venice Commission
2020). Finally, even a technically prepared solution may be inappropriate
at a political moment when the level of threat remains too high and society
is not ready to perceive a change in the electoral procedure as legitimate.

Thus, internet voting in Ukraine can be considered only as a potential
direction for the development of the electoral process in the longer term.
It is neither a ready-made nor a universal solution for the conditions of
martial law, but it also cannot be definitively rejected as unsuitable under
any circumstances. Its practical acceptability will depend on whether the
state is able to create such a combination of technological capacity, legal
regulation, public trust, and security guarantees under which internet
voting becomes not a threat, but a support for democratic participation.

Conclusions. The conducted study gives grounds to assert that internet
voting should be considered not merely as a technological innovation,
but as a political and institutional mechanism that directly affects the
accessibility of participation, the level of trust in elections, and the
legitimacy of the political order. Accordingly, its analysis cannot be limited
to the technical characteristics of the system, but must encompass legal,
security, social, and symbolic dimensions.

Under martial law, internet voting acquires particular relevance as a
potential instrument for ensuring political participation. The full-scale
war has radically changed the structure of access to elections, namely:
the mass displacement of the population, the presence of citizens abroad,
the difficulty of participation by military personnel, the destruction of
infrastructure, and general security threats call into question the possibility
of relying exclusively on traditional forms of voting for all categories of
voters. Under such conditions, internet voting naturally emerges as one
of the possible ways to preserve the inclusiveness of the electoral process.

At the same time, its inclusive potential is not absolute. Internet voting
is capable of reducing spatial, time-related, and organizational barriers
to participation; however, it does not eliminate all problems and does
not guarantee an automatic improvement in the democratic quality of
elections. The reduction of some barriers may be accompanied by the
emergence of others - digital inequality, dependence on technical literacy,
vulnerability of user devices, or difficulties in ensuring the freedom and
secrecy of the expression of will.

In the case of Ukraine, it is precisely the security dimension of internet
voting that is decisive. The main risks are associated with cyberattacks
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on electoral infrastructure, possible interference by the aggressor state,
problems of personal data protection, difficulties of reliable remote voter
identification, risks of violating the secrecy of the vote, the opacity of the
procedure for the general public, and the possibility of informational
delegitimization of the results. The totality of these threats indicates that
internet voting in Ukraine cannot be assessed according to the logic of
ordinary digital modernization.

The key analytical framework for its assessment is the relationship
between political participation and security. Expanding participation
without an adequate level of protection may undermine trust in and the
legitimacy of elections. Conversely, excessive dominance of the security
logic may narrow the democratic character of the electoral process if
significant groups of citizens remain effectively excluded. Therefore, the
issue of internet voting should be considered as a problem of finding a
cautious balance, rather than as a sphere for simple normative solutions.

International experience, primarily the Estonian case, shows that
internet voting can function as part of an electoral system, but only under
conditions of a high level of digital infrastructure, stable institutional
capacity, developed audit procedures, continuous security support, and
relatively high public trust. At the same time, even successful cases do not
eliminate discussions about vulnerabilities and cannot be mechanically
transferred to the Ukrainian context, which has been shaped by the
conditions of a full-scale war.

The prospects for using internet voting in Ukraine can be considered
onlyifanumber of criticallyimportant prerequisites are met: resilient digital
infrastructure, a high level of cybersecurity, a reliable voter identification
system, proper regulatory framework, public trust, transparent verification
procedures, and a phased, pilot-based nature of possible implementation.
Without these conditions, internet voting risks becoming not a means of
expanding participation, but a source of new vulnerability for the electoral
process.

Thus, internet voting may be considered a potential instrument for
maintaining political participation in Ukraine under martial law; however,
its possible implementation is associated with a complex set of risks that
directly affect trust in and thelegitimacy of the electoral process. That is why
the question of its application should be assessed not only in technological
terms, but above all in political, legal, and security dimensions.
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Prospects for further research. The prospects for further scholarly work
in this field are quite broad. First of all, an in-depth comparative analysis of
international experience with internet voting appears necessary, taking into
account not only successful practices, but also the reasons for abandoning
such models or limiting their application in different countries. This would
make it possible to define more precisely the limits of applicability of
internet voting for Ukraine.

Research on public trust in digital forms of voting remains an important
direction. Empirical data are especially needed on how different groups of
citizens perceive internet voting, which factors shape their readiness or
unwillingness to trust such a procedure, and how the war influences these
perceptions.

The analysis of participation models for military personnel, internally
displaced persons, and citizens abroad requires separate attention. These
categories are central to the discussion of electoral inclusiveness in the
wartime and post-war periods and therefore require specialized studies
that take into account legal, organizational, and security parameters.

Another promising direction is the study of the institutional, legal, and
technological prerequisites for the possible pilot introduction of internet
voting in Ukraine. This is not about immediate normative approval, but
about developing criteria by which the state’s readiness for limited test
formats could be assessed.

Finally, the relationship between the digitalization of elections and
the legitimacy of democracy under wartime conditions requires further
conceptual reflection. This topic may become the basis for a broader
theoretical analysis of how contemporary democracies adapt their basic
political procedures to an environment of prolonged crises and conflicts.

Institutional Crisis as a Threat to the System of Public Administration:
Security Aspect

The article attempts to comprehensively analyze the problem of the nega-
tive impact of institutional crisis on the system of public administration and
national security. It is noted that the purpose of the article is to analyze and
theoretically generalize the institutional crisis as a phenomenon in the con-
text of a threat to the stable functioning of the system of public administra-
tion. The main theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of
the causality and nature of institutional crises are highlighted: functional,
systemic, neo-institutional and socio-cultural. The process of developing cri-
sis situations through the sequential change of individual phases is analyzed.
It is noted that the specifics of the political regime affect the features of the
course of crises. It is argued that crises have an ambivalent nature, which
is manifested through a destructive impact on the system as a whole, and,
at the same time, crises allow us to identify its (the system’s) vulnerabilities.
The main manifestations and key factors of the emergence of institutional
crises are determined. The impact of institutional crises on the national se-
curity of the state is studied. It is stated that a proactive strategy becomes
the key to the endurance and stability of the state’s security sectot, since in
the current conditions of global socio-political turbulence, national security
cannot be guaranteed by international institutions. The factors that cause the
emergence of institutional crises are analyzed. Among them: low efficiency of
state institutions, spread of corrupt practices, economic crises and financial
instability, dysfunction of accountability and control mechanisms, fragility of
institutional structures. Ways of overcoming institutional crises are outlined,
in particular, attention is focused on the role of civil society.

Ukraine in the Third and Fourth Years of the War

In this text, the author analyzes Ukraine’s situation in the third and
fourth years of open conflict with Russia. He begins by presenting several
reasons from the early 1990s, when independent Ukraine was being formed,
which influenced its subsequent relations with the Russian Federation. The
recollection of these few events from mutual relations is not intended to be
nostalgic, but rather to show the deep causes of the current conflict. The cur-
rent war is not about Putin’s ambitions, but has deeper roots in contempo-
rary Russia’s perception of this former large Soviet republic, rich in land and
human capital. In this context, Putins speech at the Munich conference in
2007 was ‘only” a loud expression of grievances and resentments against the
backdrop of the collapse of the USSR, but it was not merely an expression
of regret, but a deliberate attempt to drive a wedge into the NATO alliance.
Since the beginning of its independence, Ukraine has been a battleground for
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different social models, guided by different principles and varying levels of —

participation in government. After 1991, Ukraine and Russia signed various
agreements and treaties, but Russia continued to pressure successive Ukrain-
ian governments to return the country to its former sphere of influence. The
return of Donald Trump to power is an indisputable turning point, also for
this conflict. His political style is also reflected in his military actions. We are
witnessing a reconstruction of the architecture created at the end of World
War II and modified after the Cold War. Despite the ongoing wat, Ukraine
has recently undertaken several economic initiatives aimed at strengthening
the economy. When thinking about this, the conflict over Ukrainian grain be-
ing sent abroad comes to mind first, but there are other events in the economy
that point to attempts to introduce several projects aimed at strengthening
the Ukrainian state.

Wprowadzenie i zastrzeZenia.  Zabierajac si¢ za opracowanie
tego tematu, wchodzi si¢ w kilka niebezpieczenstw. Pierwszym
niebezpieczenstwem jest to, iz autor nie ma dostepu do wszystkich
informacji zwiazanych z obecnym konfliktem rosyjsko-ukrainskim, za$
czas miedzy napisaniem tekstu a oddaniem go do druku moze by¢ tym
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okresem, w ktérym tak zmieni si¢ obraz tej wojny, ze wiele z informacji
zawartych w tekscie bedzie juz catkowicie lub czed$ciowo nieaktualnych.
Innym niebezpieczenstwem jest to, iz konflikt ten, jak kazda wojna, moze
by¢ rozpatrywany na réznych placzczyznach, stad autor moze zostac
sktytytkowany, iz dang plaszczyzne bardziej docenil, a inng (ktéra wedlug
zamystu krytykéw powinien) mniej.

Dla autora tego tekstu jest jasne, iz tak, jak kazda wojna konczy sie
rozmowami przy stole rokowan (gen. Lebiedz), tak przyczyny kazdego
konfliktu s wielorakie. W tekscie tym autor naswietla kilka, jego
zdaniem, istotnych przyczyn, ktore zawazyly na rozpoczeciu przez Rosje
pelnoskalowej napasci na Ukraine.

Patrzenienakazdg wojnewperspektywie tego, co czytasie wpublikacjach
i widzi w sieci internetowej, jest zawsze widzeniem ograniczonym, stad
wyciagane obserwacje i wnioski beda subiektywne. Kazdy piszacy o
wojnie, réwniez kiedy pisze si¢ o niej z politologicznego lub historycznego
punktu widzenia powinien pamieta¢, iz podczas kazdego konfliktu prawda
jest jedna z pierwszych jej ofiar. Kazda z walczacych stron nie méwi
calej prawdy o konflikcie, w ktérym bierze udzial, ale czyni to z réznych
powodoéw: jedna strona, by ukry¢ swoje prawdziwe zamiary, ale réwniez
liczbe ofiar i poniesionych strat, a druga strona — by nie obniza¢ morale
narodu w nieréwnej walce z najezdzca. Tak jest réwniez w przypadku
obecnego konfliktu. Innym jeszcze niebezpieczenstwem, a nawet pufapka,
jest wyciaganie wnioskow, ktére po jakims czasie okaza si¢ chybione. Co
prawda myli¢ si¢ jest rzecza ludzka, jednakze od tekstu naukowego wymaga
sie ostroznego stawiania diagnozy tam, gdzie jej jednoznaczne postawienie
nie jest mozliwe. Na mysl przychodzi prezydencka kampania w USA w
1948 roku, podczas ktorej wlasciwie wszystkie sondaze dawaly przewage
republikaniskiemu kandydatowi Thomasowi Deweyowi, a tymczasem
wybory wygral urzedujacy prezydent Harry Truman. Z tamtego czasu
pochodzi zdjecie usmiechnietego Trumana trzymajacego gazete ,,Chicago
Daily Tribune” z tytulem na pierwszej stronie: ,,Dewey pokonal Trumana”

Nalezy réwniez zauwazy¢, iz wraz z wybuchem pelnoskalowej wojny
rosyjsko-ukrainskiej nastapit wysyp réznego rodzaju méwcéw uwazajacych
sie za ekspertow od Europy Wschodniej, od technologii prowadzenia
wojny czy od putinologii (kremlinologii). Jesli na temat walk na fronie
wypowiadaja sie generalowie, to mozna oczekiwac od nich profesjonalnego
opisu walk oraz wyciagania wnioskéw, bo doswiadczony wojskowy, nawet
przy ograniczonym dostepie do informacji, bedzie w stanie poda¢ mozliwe
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scenariusze. Natomiast mamy obecnie zalew réznej masci uwazajacych
sie za ekspertow, ktorzy z kamienna twarza przewidujg dalszy przebieg
tej wojny i jej konsekwencje, jednak wiecej czasu pos$wiecajac wlasnym
»proroctwom” niz faktom.

Dlatego w tekscie tym skupimy sie na tym, co wiemy, a jesli wyciggamy
wnioski, to robimy to ostroznie, pamigtajac o nieprzewidywalnosci
radzieckiej polityki, bowiem ta tendencja trwa na Kremlu do dzisiaj i jest
to pewien sposéb jej uprawiania’.

Te nieprzewidywalno$¢ mozna jednak uwaza¢ - by uzy¢ kolokwialnej
terminologii Lecha Walesy - za plusy dodatnie. Polski historyk Hieronim
Grala wspomnial w jednym z wywiadéw, iz jako mlody badacz dziejow
ZSRR bacznie obserwowal najblizsze otoczenie Leonida Brezniewa
stojacego na mauzoleum Lenina z okazji kolejnej rocznicy rewolucji
pazdziernikowej lub zakonczenia II wojny $wiatowej, jak réwniez to, w
jakiej kolejnosci radzieccy dygnitarze wchodzili na trybune, starajac sie
wysuwac wnioski z tego, kto i jak blisko genseka podazat na trybune i jakie
miejsce otrzymal podczas odbierania defilady.

Te obserwacje i plynace z nich wnioski w sporej czedci okazywaly
sie¢ stuszne. Dotykamy tu sedna polityki Kremla, ktéry uzywa tej
nieprzewidywalnosci jako $rodka stuzacego do osiagnigcia zatozonych
celéw. Tym niemniej radziecka wladza, a obecnie rosyjska, dawala pewne
sygnaly, w jaka strone zmierza. Bylo to réwniez widoczne na kilka dni
przed inwazjg, kiedy podczas posiedzenia Rady Bezpieczenstwa Federacji
Rosyjskiej Putin wystuchiwal wypowiedzi swoich wspoétpracownikow, a
wlasciwie wystuchiwat tego, co chcial ustysze¢. Dalo sie to wyczuc zwlaszcza
podczas wypowiedzi jagkajacego si¢ Naryszkina (szefa stuzby wywiadu
zagranicznego), ktéry nie potrafil wlasciwie odgadna¢ intencji rosyjskiego
prezydenta, co skonczylo sie dla niego publicznym upokorzeniem.

! Jako przyklad tej nieprzewidywalnosci moze postuzy¢ fakt ujawniony przez ex-
kanclerza Niemiec Olafa Scholza, iz Putin do ataku na Ukraing przygotowywal si¢
conajmniej dwa lata przed planowang inwazjg na Ukraine, chociaz swoje cele, jak m.in.
brak akcesji Ukrainy do NATO mogt osiagna¢ niewojennymi $rodkami. Do wnioskow
tych byly kanclerz doszedt juz po fakcie wybuchu wojny. To wskazuje na ,,rozjechanie si¢”
sposobdéw myslenia o uprawianiu polityki i z zachodnioeuropejskiego punktu widzenia —
na nieprzewidywalnos¢ polityki rosyjskiej. Wiecej: https://www.welt.de/politik/ausland/

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Tto. Trzeci oraz czwarty rok wojny rosyjsko-ukrainiskiej nalezy
rozpatrywaé na wielu réznych plaszczyznach, ktére owszem spotykaja
sie ze sobg — wszak dotycza tego samego konfliktu, jednakze mozna je
rozpatrywacé osobno bez wiekszej szkody dla oceny samego konfliktu.
Dzieje si¢ tak dlatego, iz obecny najazd na Ukraine jest kolejng z wielu
odston szerszego konfliktu, ktéry z réznym natezeniem trwa od roku
1991. Jest to konflikt wielowymiarowy, bo dotyczy gospodarki, ekonomii,
terytoriéw oraz sojuszy. Mozna przyjaé, ze przed 24 lutego 2022 roku
mieli$my do czynienia ze sporami i konfliktami oraz podwazaniem sojuszy,
ale kazdy z nich mozna potraktowac jako osobny rozdzial tej samej ksigzki,
bo réwnie dobrze ktoregos z tych rozdzialéw mogloby nie by¢, ale i tak ten
najwazniejszy rozdzial, ktdre jest pisany obecnie, i tak by nastapit.

Teza nasza jest taka, ze w zamierzeniu kremlowskich elit, z ich
prezydentem na czele, najazd na Ukraing i proba likwidacji ukrainskiej
panstwowoséci byla tylko kwestia czasu, zwlaszcza po konferencji
w Monachium w lutym 2007 roku, kiedy Putin, w emocjonalnym
przemoéwieniu, przedstawil swoja wizje geopolityki, krytykujac unipolarny
$wiat i uznajac NATO za hegemona idacego na wschéd i dlatego
zagrazajacego Rosji. Nota bene, mato ktdry ze stuchajacych go na zywo
przywodcoéw potraktowal jego tyrady powaznie. Rosyjski przywddca
zapowiedzial wtedy to, co obecnie probuje realizowac.

Dlaczego tamto przemdwienie spotkalo si¢ z watla reakcja Zachodu?
Mozna wrecz powiedziec, ze — uzywajac terminologii wojennej — Putin
dokonat ataku przez zaskoczenie. Konferencja w Monachium odbywala
sie w cieniu okupagji Iraku i toczacej sie tam wojny domowej po obaleniu
Saddama Husseina. Przemawiajac w Monachium, Putin dokonatl
zrecznego zabiegu wbijajac klin w NATO - miedzy USA a sojusznikami w
Europie. Ostrze swojej krytyki skierowal na Stany Zjednoczone oskarzajac
Amerykanéw o zbudowanie jednobiegunowego $wiata, a w miare (na tle
calego przemowienia) oszczedzit kraje Europy Zachodniej. Byl to jednak
tylko wybieg. Po stronie niemieckiej w kuluarach dominowala reakcja
»moze Putin nie we wszystkim nie ma racji’, ale przede wszystkim wéwczas
dominowat juz dyskurs ekonomiczny nad dyskursem politycznym.
Niemcy planowaty trwala wspolprace energetyczng z Federacja Rosyjska.
Rosyjski gaz sprzedawany po preferencyjnych cenach mial nie tylko zasila¢
niemiecky gospodarke, ale mial by¢ wysylany réwniez do innych krajow i
w ten sposob budowa¢ potege gospodarczg Republiki Federalne;.
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Wojna toczaca si¢ od lutego 2022 roku jest w rzeczywistosci kolejna
odstona nowego projektu politycznego majacego ,naprawi¢” to, co
popsuli Gorbaczow i Jelcyn, a w konsekwencji przywrdci¢ dawne wpltywy i
znaczenie Rosji. Oficjalnie doktryna rosyjska nie uwaza ,,specjalnej operacji
wojskowej” ani innych wczesniejszych interwencji (w 2008 w Gruzji, w
2014 aneksji Krymu oraz rozpoczecia dzialan na wschodzie Ukrainy), jako
czedci projektu majacego za cel odbudowe ZSRR. Jednakze Putin rozumie
polityke jako dzialanie silnych mezczyzn, ktérzy zasiadajg przy jednym
stole i decyduja o losach mniejszych narodéw (Bort Ch., 2024).

Za poczatek ukrainsko-rosyjskiej konfrontacji mozna uzna¢ czas o
wiele wczedniejszy, bo dzien 16 lipca 1990 roku — wiec ponad rok przed
formalnym ogloszeniem ukrainskiej niepodlegloéci. Wowczas w lipcu
1990 Rada Najwyzsza Ukrainskiej Socjalistycznej Republiki Radzieckiej
oglosita Deklaracje o suwerennosci panstwowej USRR. W ten sposéb
Ukraina znalazla si¢ na drodze prowadzacej do niepodlegtosci. Co prawda
podczas referendum przeprowadzonego z inicjatywy Gorbaczowa 17 marca
1991 roku, ponad 70% obywateli Ukrainy opowiedzialo si¢ za istnieniem
Zwigzku Radzieckiego, lecz w elitach ukrainskich nie bylo woli dalszego
pozostawania w strukturach konajacego panstwa. Z kolei zaproponowany
w czerwcu tego samego roku projekt Zwigzku Suwerennych Radzieckich
Panstw sprowokowaltwstolicy Ukrainy masowe demonstracje zwolennikow
calkowitej niepodleglosci Ukrainy.

Nieuchronny konflikt migedzy Moskwa a Kijowem, z ukrainskimi
dazeniami w tle, chwilowo zawiesil pucz przeciwko Gorbaczowowi,
jaki to mial miejsce w radzieckiej stolicy w dniach 19-21 sierpnia 1991
roku. Pucz ten Ukraina wykorzystata do ogloszenia niepodlegtosci. Co
ciekawe, najtwardzszych spo$réd ukrainskich komunistéw przekonano
do glosowania ,za” tlumaczac im, iz w ten sposéb odcinajg si¢ od
moskiewskich puczystéw, jak réwniez od akcji aresztowania dawnego
partyjnego przywodcy Wotodimira Iwaszki (Lapychak, 1991).

Pierwsza decyzja, ktéra podjal parlament nowego panstwa bylo
podporzadkowanie wszystkich jednostek wojskowych na terenie Ukrainy
i utworzenie Ministerstwa Obrony Ukrainy. Decyzja ta byta racjonalna,
gdyz kilka dni p6zniej rosyjski wiceprezydent Aleksander Ruckoj zastrzegt
sobie prawo do rewizji granic panstwa w przypadku rozpadu ZSRR, a w
gre wchodzily obszary dofaczone do USRR w latach 1919-1954: Zaglebie
Donieckie oraz Krym (Mironowicz E., 5.202-203).
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W ten sposéb Krym oraz Donieck weszly na aren¢ jako karty
przetargowe, a w latach pdzniejszych staly si¢ miejscem konfrontacji nie
tylko ukrainsko-rosyjskiej, ale najpierw wewnatrzukrainskiej. W tym
konteksécie mozna przywotac ,luganska jatke”. Byly to wydarzenia z 1998
roku, kiedy wiadza spacyfikowala gornikéw domagajacych sie wyplaty
kilkunastu zalegtych pensji. Te protesty trwaly pot roku, tj. od lipca do
grudnia 1998 roku i w ciagu tego czasu gornicy byli poddawnai szykonom,
lekcewazeniu, a w koncu protestujacy zostali pobici przez Berkut (Kazanski
D.,Worotyncewa M., s.54-58).

Od poczatku ukrainskiej niezaleznosci zdawano sobie sprawe, iz
wschodnie obszary kraju najprawdopodobniej pozostang prorosyjskie.
Spowodowane to bylo najpierw, istniejacym od czaséw radzieckich,
silnym uprzemyslowieniem Donbasu, z licznymi fabrykami i
przedsigbiorstwami'. Ten stan rzeczy zwigzal obszar Donbasu oraz
ludzi tam Zyjacych ze Zwigzkiem Radzieckim, a do tego poziom zycia
we wschodniej Ukrainie przewyzszal standardy innych obszaréw. Stad
trudniej im byto, w obliczu kryzysu i rozpadu gospodarki, wejé¢ w logike
transformacji. Jednakze, o ile gospodarka catego kraju cierpiata kryzys
i w wielu sektorach brakowalo pieniedzy na wynagrodzenia, to sitowe
rozprawienie si¢ przez wladz¢ w Kijowie z tak strategicznym sektorem
jak gérnictwo, politycznie oddalito Donbas od centrum. Region ten pod
koniec lat dziewig¢édziesiatych poprzedniego wieku stal si¢ areng buntéw
i niezadowolenia spowodowanych dramatyczng sytuacja ekonomiczng
mieszkancéw. Do powstania nie doszlo, ale ludzie wyrazali swoja
zto$¢ podczas wyboréw. Podczas glosowania w 1998 roku w obwodzie
tuganskim masowo zagtosowano na komunistéw, a rok pézniej Lugansk
poparl kandydature lidera ukrainskich komunistéw na urzad prezydenta®,

! Donbas - [lonemnpkuit Byrimpumit Gaceitn (ukr.), JJoHelKmil KaMeHHOYTOIbHBII
6acceita (rus.) jest zaglebiem weglowym i okregiem przemystowym obejmujacym ob-
wody doniecki i tuganski, za$ na terenie Federacji Rosyjskiej - obwdd rostowski. Donbas
ma powierzchnie okoto 60 tys. km® i kryje pod ziemig zloza wegla kamiennego, w tym
kosztownego antracytu, jak rowniez soli kamiennej oraz rteci. W Donbasie rozwinal sie
réwniez przemyst hutniczy. Sama nazwa oznacza kraing historyczng lezaca miedzy dwiema
rzekami - Don i Doniec, zamieszkala przez Kozakéw donskich. Region ten zostat w duzej
mierze wynarodowiony przez Hotodomor lat 30-tych, po czym zasiedlony przybyszami z
innych obszaréw ZSRR.

? Petro Symonenko (ur. 1952 w Doniecku - wéwczas Stalino) - ukrainski dzialacz
komunistyczny i polityk. Od 1993 byl I sekretarzem KC Komunistycznej Partii Ukrainy.
W latach 1994-2014, jako deputowany, zasiadal w Radzie Najwyzszej Ukrainy oraz byt
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Zaglebie Donieckie pozostalo punktem zapalnym na mapie odnowionej
Ukrainy, a mieszkancy tego regionu zamiast zada¢ kary dla prawdziwych
sprawcow ich biedy i upadku kolejnych zakladéw pracy, skierowali swoja
zto$¢ na tych, ktorzy za ich stan nie ponosili odpowiedzialnosci. Trudno
sie dziwi¢ samemu wybuchowi - w Zwigzku Radzieckim Zaglebie
Donieckie bylo jednym z najbogatszych i najbardziej zaawansowanych
regionoéw kraju, za$ do rozpadzie ZSRR mieszkancy tego regionu staneli
oko w oko z kryzysem, na ktéry nie byli przygotowani i ktéry dla nich
onaczal degradacje zycia z dnia na dzien. Faktem jest jednak réwniez to,
ze wladza w Kijowie nie zrobila dostatecznie wiele, aby kryzys Donbasu
cho¢ troche ugasi¢. Za tym postepowaniem kryty si¢ wewnatrzukrainskie
rozgrywki, grupy wplywu majace swoj adres w Donbasie, jak réwniez
w Rosji, wszechobecna na kazdym poziomie wladzy korupcja, o
ktorej w kontekscie obecnej wojny mozna powiedzie¢, iz jest wrogiem
wewnetrznym niszczacym ukrainska niepodleglos¢, jak réwniez brak
pomyslu na rozsadng polityke wobec tlacego sie buntu w tej czgsci kraju.

Z kolei po 2004 roku nowym politycznym wrogiem Donbasu stali si¢
»Pomaranczowi’, a dawni przesladowcy stali si¢ przyjaciélmi w walce z
Juszczenka ijego ekipg. W wyborach w 2004 roku we wspdtpracy z ,,klanem
donieckim”, komuniéci poparli kandydature Wiktora Janukowycza, ktory
jak wiadomo ostatecznie ten pojedynek przegral.

Oprocz tego, ze Ukraina i $wiat zobaczyli, iz masowe protesty polaczone
z wolg polityczng moga doprowadzi¢ do zmian, to zobaczyli réwniez,
iz na Ukrainie istnieje spoleczenstwo obywatelskie. Dla zachodniego
obserwatora taka konstatacja moze si¢ wydawac truizmem, jednakze
Ukraina w 2004 roku od zaledwie niespelna 14 lat byla samodzielnym
panstwem i objawy aktywnosci spoleczenstwa obywatelskiego staly sie
jedna z ,wizytowek’, co rowniez odrdézniato Ukraing od innych republik
poradzieckich. O ile fatwiej zbudowac¢ instytucje i agendy panstwowe,
o tyle budowanie spofeczenstwa obywatelskiego jest procesem o wiele

przewodniczacym komunistycznej frakcji w parlamencie. Czterokrotnie byt kandydatem
na prezydenta Ukrainy: w 1999, 2004, 2010 i w 2014. We wspominanych wyborach w 1999
roku, w pierwszej turze, zajat on drugie miejsce, zdobywajac poparcie 22,24% glosujacych.
W drugiej turze przegrat z Leonidem Kuczmg. Co prawda zostal on nominowany przez
KPU réwniez w 2018 roku, ale jego kandydatura nie zostata przyjeta jako niezgodna z
ustawami dekomunizacyjnymi. Rok po inwazji na Ukraing prasa donosila, iz Symonenko
zamieszkal w Minsku, na Bialorusi.
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dluzszym i najpierw wymagajacym od ludzi poczucia przynaleznosci
oraz tego, ze moga wplywac na procesy polityczne we wlasnym kraju.
Budowy spoleczenstwa obywatelskiego nie da si¢ zadekretowaé ustawa
lub rozporzadzeniem, ale dzi$ nie da si¢ zaprzeczy¢, ze ono istnieje, czego
dowodem byty protesty obywatelskie jakie miaty miejsce w 2025 roku (a
wigc podczas wojny) przeciwko ograniczeniom, jakie prezydent Zelenski
chcial natozy¢ na antykorupcyjna agencje NABU.

Trzeba jednak zauwazy¢ powazniejsza tendencje, bowiem to nie
bylo tak, iz Donbas byt winien kryzysu calego kraju. W przededniu
Pomaranczowej Rewolucji sytuacja w catym kraju byla bliska konfrontacji.
Pokazaly to badania wykonane przez Centrum Razumkowa pod koniec
kwietnia 2004 roku na podsumowanie dziesi¢cioletnich rzadéw Leonida
Kuczmy. Wiosng 2004 roku wiekszo$¢ ankietowanych byta przekonana, iz
gospodarka nie funkcjonuje, panuje korupcja, aludzie zyja wbiedzie. Wiecej
niz 80% badanych wyrazilo swoje niezadowolenie z polityki spotecznej
i gospodarczje wladz (dla poréwnania: 50% bylo niezadowolonych z
narodowosciowej politykiukrainskich wladz,a 52%z politykizagranicznej).
Na poczatku 2004 roku 56% badanych uwazalo, ze ,,na Ukrainie sprawy ida
w niewlasciwym kierunku’, zas 77% odpowiedzialo, ze w kraju potrzebne
sa radykalne zmiany, przy 10% respondentéw, ktérzy nie zgadzali sie z tym
pogladem. Od 2001 roku odsetek zwolennikéw aktywnej walki w obronie
godziwych warunkéw zycia przewyzszal odsetek tych, ktérzy opowiadali
sie za zachowaniem spokoju i porzadku (Labuszewska A., Konieczna J.,
s.6-8).

Na Ukrainie starly si¢ réowniez dwa modele integracji spoteczne;j. Jesli
latem 2025 roku ludzie zaprotestowali przeciwko prdbie nalozenia przez
wladze kaganca na stuzby antykorupcyjne, to wtasnie dlatego, ze pomimo
trwajacej wojny doszly do glosu skutki procesu integracji spolecznej,
na ktérych oparli si¢ protestujacy. Troche wiecej o tym czynniku: na
poczatku XXI stulecia data si¢ wyraznie zaobserwowac rywalizacja miedzy
dwoma modelami integracji spolecznej. Obie te wizje moéwia nie tylko o
pewnym modelu integracji spofecznej, ale réwniez szerzej - jak moze by¢
zorganizowane panstwo. Te dwa typy integracji spolecznej to:

1. Model ,obywatelski’, zwany réwniez ,,sieciowym” — w modelu tym
integracja dokonuje sie dzigki zalezno$ciom poziomym wytworzonym we
wspolpracy sasiedzkiej, przynaleznosci do organizacji samopomocowych
lub innych organizacji.
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2. Drugi modelem jest model centralistyczny, w ktorym
spoleczenstwo integruje sie dzigki pionowym zaleznosciom wiadzy i
podleglosci siegajacym od szczytu wladzy az do najnizszych szczebli
drabiny spotecznej. W spoleczenstwie scentralizowanym $wiadomos¢
obywatelska jest na duzo nizszym poziomie, za§ od przedstawicieli
wyzszego szczebla oczekuje si¢ zalatwienia wigkszosci jesli nie wszystkich
spraw. To zalatwianie spraw odbywa si¢ bez zawierania poziomych
porozumien i uzgodnien (Labuszewska A., Konieczna J., s.9-11).

Problemem spofeczenistwa ukrainskiego nie byt fakt istnienia tych
dwdch modeli i §cierania sie ich, lecz to, ze mialy one poréwnywalna liczbe
zwolennikéw, a do tego ich liczba nie byla réwnomiernie rozmieszczona
po calym kraju. Mozna jednak bylo moéwi¢ o pewnych widocznych
tendencjach: na wschodzie oraz potudniu Ukrainy mieszkancy byli
przyzwyczajeni do zalezno$ci pionowych i w wiekszoéci nadal odnajdywali
sie w tym modelu, za$§ mieszkancom dawnej Matopolski wschodniej oraz
(cho¢ mniej) centrum kraju, a zwlaszcza ukrainskiej stolicy, blizej bylo
do modelu sieciowego, w ktérym wiadza ma najpierw za zadanie da¢
poczucie bezpieczenistwa, pelni funkcje ustugowe oraz zapewnia lad i
funkcjonowanie struktur. Za kazda z tych wizji integracji spotecznej idzie
inna wizja panstwa oraz innej umowy spolecznej, bowiem panstwo i zakres
jego dzialan s pochodna modelu integracji spolecznej(Labuszewska A.,
Konieczna J., s.9-11).

W drugim modelu integracji bedziemy mieli czynienia z inng forma
umowy spolecznej. Ta zreszta jest bardzo bliska polityce Kremla pod
wladzg Putina i byfa charakterystyczna dla Zwigzku Radzieckiego: decyzje
byly podejmowane na samej gorze,a nastepnie przekazywane wertykalnie
na dot. Nie byto mowy o inicjatywie oddolnej chyba, ze za takowe uznamy
mozliwo$¢ uprawiania ogrédka z warzywami oraz wybudownia daczy.
W pierwszym modelu umowa spoleczna tworzy si¢ w dialogu wladzy z
obywatelami i temu stuza réznorakie sieci obywatelskie, akcje zbierania
podpisdw, protesty, negocjacje, itp.

Nieprzypadkowo uzylismy w tym miejscu terminu ,dawna Malopolska
wschodnia’, bowiem mozna postawic teze, iz dokad siegaly granice dawnej
Rzeczpospolitej, tam réwniez — pomimo trwajacego po II wojnie $wiatowej
systemu radzieckiego, a nastgpnie zmagan nowego panstwa ukrainskiego
o wilasng podmiotowos$¢ — w ludziach zamieszkujacych te tereny przezyt
pewien ,,bakcyl” obywatelski. AniIaniIl Rzeczpospolita, azwlaszcza Polska
sanacyjna, nie byly panstwami idealnymi, a do tego wygenerowaly niemalq
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liczbe wewnetrznych konfliktéw, ale jednocze$nie w pamieci historycznej
wielu ludzi zamieszkujacych tamte tereny pozostato przeswiadczenie, ze
wladza nie jest (méwiac szeroko) od kontrolowania wolnosci. Teza ,,z
Matopolski wschodnie;j” jest jednak materialem na osobne opracowanie.

Konflikt miedzy Ukraing a Rosja nie zakonczyt si¢ wraz z podpisaniem
traktatu rozwigzujacego ZSRR i powolujacego Wspolnote Niepodlegtych
Panstw (WNP) w grudniu 1991 roku. Dla Ukrainy ta nowa formuta byla
postrzegana jako pewnego rodzaju ,komisja likwidacyjna’, z kolei dla
Rosji - WNP miata by¢ najpierw instrumentem zachowania maksymalnie
mozliwego stopnia integracji panstw wywodzacych sie z dawnego Kraju
Rad, a po drugie - struktura, ktora w przyszlosci stalaby si¢ pomostem do
reintegracji obszaru poradzieckiego.

Niepodlegto$¢ Ukrainy byta réwniez wynikiem jeszcze jednego
czynnika, czesto jednak nie do konica rozpoznanego. Byta ona wynikiem
podzialu radzieckiej klasy politycznej, cho¢ w kontekécie poradzieckim
bardziej pasuje termin ,nomenklatura” To ukrainska nomenklatura
zdecydowala si¢ stworzy¢ wlasne panstwo, ktore bylo spadkobierca
Ukrainskiej SRR. W Zwigzku Radzieckim nie istnial pluralizm partyjny,
a jedynie istnialy grupy dysydentéw mocniej lub stabiej zwigzanych ze
soba. Radziecka opozycja, cho¢ sama w sobie jest ciekawym tematem
do badan, z racji wszechstronnej i permanentnej inwigilacji, jak réwniez
mozliwych duzych represji za bunt wobec wladzy, byta klubem niewielu
ludzi. Wigkszo$¢ z nich to byli ludzie nauki, gléwnie fizyki, co czynilo
te wspolnote jeszcze bardziej zamknieta'. Sila rzeczy klasa polityczna
budujaca nowa Ukraing wywodzila si¢ z nomenklatury radzieckiej, co
utrudnialo nowemu panstwu odseparowanie si¢ od wiezi z Moskwa. Poza
tym wybicie si¢ Ukrainy na niepodleglo$¢ bylo szokiem dla Moskwry,
ktoéra o ziemiach ukrainskich myslala w kategoriach historycznych jako o
kolebce Rusi (Olszanski T.A., s.9-11).

Pierwsze spory i styl uprawiania polityki. Dla Rosji, od poczatku
istnienia niepodleglej Ukrainy i to pomimo od razu wybrzmiatych

! Pierwszy przywodca niepodlegtej Biatorusi Stanistaw Szuszkiewicz wspominal, iz
opozycja skladajaca sie w wigkszosci z przedstwicieli przedmiotéw $cistych miala swoja
dobra strone: wladzy radzieckiej bylo duzo trudniej umiesci¢ w takiej grupie szpiega, bo
wigkszos$¢ pracownikéw specstuzb konczyta kierunki humanistyczne. O wiele tatwiej bytoby
znalez¢ humaniste 1 wykorzystac jego $ciezke naukowa do inwigilacji opozycjonistow, niz
wyksztatconego fizyka lub matematyka.
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napie¢, istotne bylo stacjonowanie na Krymie Floty Czarnomorskiej
oraz zespoléw uderzeniowych bombowcdéw, ktére mogly przenosi¢
glowice nuklearne, jak réwniez systeméw wczesnego ostrzegania. W tych
sprawach szybko osiggnieto porozumienie, a rzad Ukrainy nie negowatl
obecnosci armii rosyjskiej w Sewastopolu. Ukraina nie przystapila
jednak do uktadu o wspdlnej ochronie granic, jak réwniez do Ukladu
Taszkenckiego o bezpieczenstwie zbiorowym (1992) oraz do kilku innych
porozumien zawieranych w ramach Wspoélnotych Niepodlegltych Panstw,
bo uwazala te umowy za niekorzystne dla siebie. Dlaczego tak sie stalo?
W Kijowie panowalo przekonanie, iz WNP bedzie miata tendencje do
przeksztalcenia si¢ w strukture ponadpanstwowa, za$§ wektory polityki
ukrainskiej rozktadaty si¢ w innych kierunkach. Preferowano réwniez
polityke dwustronng zamiast wielostronnych traktatéw i umow.

Rzady Leonida Krawczuka, pierwszego prezydenta, nie byly zbyt
efektywne. Byt to przede wszystkim czas polityki gestéw czynionych
zaréwno w strone Zachodu, jak w kierunku Moskwy. Ukraine uznano jako
pelnoprawnego czlonka wspoélnoty miedzynarodowej, jednakze to nie
przekladalo si¢ na konkretna i wielowymiarowa pomoc, ktéra postuzytaby
do odbudowy kraju. Wobec Rosji Krawczuk okazal sie politykiem
niezdolnym do wypracowania kompromisu, ale trzeba jednoczesnie
zaznaczy¢, iz strona rosyjska wykazywala w negocjacjach maksymalizm,
ktory stal sie pownego rodzaju barierg nie do przejécia (Olszanski T.A.,s.7).
Nota bene, ta maksymalistyczna postawa Rosji byla juz charakterystyczna
dla dyplomacji radzieckiej oraz jest widoczna podczas wszystkich
kremlowskich zapowiedzi zakonczenia wojny rozpoczetej 24 lutego 2022
roku.

Na polityce ukrainskiej polozylo si¢ cieniem przemoéwienie
amerykanskiego prezydenta G. Busha wygltoszone przed Rada Najwyzsza
Ukrainskiej SSR 1 sierpnia 1991 roku, a pdzniej satyrycznie nazwanie
»chicken speech” lub ,Kiev chicken” (kurczak po kijowsku - chodzi o
popularng ukrainska potrawe). Bush najpierw udat sie do Moskwy, gdzie
rozmawial z Gorbaczowem. Wiekszo$¢ z tamtych rozméw miala charakter
nieoficjalny i byla toczona na daczy Gorbaczowéw pod Moskwa. Styl i
przebieg tamtych rozméw, jak réwniez bliskie relacje radzieckiego genseka
z amerykanskim przywodca, mialy zapewne wplyw na to, o czym i w jaki
sposob méwil Bush w Kijowie.

Amerykanski prezydent nawotywat do zachowania jednosci z ZSRR,
zaniechania prob wybicia si¢ na niezalezno$¢, jak réwniez przestrzegal
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przed ,,samobdjczym” nacjonalizmem. Oprocz strachu przed rozpadem
ZSRR, ktdéry podzielalo wéwczas wielu zachodnich przywédcéw, byto
réwniez w tym przemoéwieniu zakamuflowane przeswiadczenie, ze Ukraina
powinna pozosta¢ w $cistej orbicie Rosji. Trzy tygodnie pézniej Ukraina
oglosi niepodleglos¢, pod koniec tego samego roku powiewajaca dotad
nad Kremlem czerwona flaga Zwigzku Radzieckiego zostanie zamieniona
na tréjkolorows flage Rosji.

W 2004 roku powrdci echo tamtego przemdwienia, za$ Bush ttumaczyt
jego tre$¢ przede wszystkim nastrojami, jakie odczut w Kijowie, a ktdre
wydawaly mu si¢ niebezpieczne, bo idace w kierunku ukrainskiego
nacjonalizmu (Bush Sr., 2004). Amerykanski prezydent mial prawo tak
postawic¢ akcenty, skoro ten watek wydawal mu si¢ istotny, jednakze samo
przestanie, jako calo$¢, zostalo odebrane jako préba obrony Gorbaczowa
i jego porazek. Szedl réwniez za tym strach o przysztos¢ ZSRR i jego
zasobow.

Nie jest tajemnica, iz zachodnim przywddcom sen z oczu spedzal
145 \oszmar, za ktory uwazali mozliwy rozpad ZSRR, ktéremu towarzyszyloby
— dostanie si¢ radzieckiej broni nuklearnej w niepowotane rece. O ile

dekompozycji Kraju Rad nie byli w stanie zapobiec ani Gorbaczow
od wewnatrz, a Thatcher, Reagan i Bush od zewnatrz, o tyle mozliwym
stalo sie rozwigzanie problemu broni nuklearnej stacjonujacej w nowych
republikach poradzieckich. W 1994 roku w Budapeszcie podpisano
memorandum o przekazaniu Rosyjskiej Federacji glowic nuklearnych,
ktore po 1991 roku znalazly si¢ na terytorium Ukrainy. Strona rosyjska
zobowigzala si¢ za§ do poszanowania integralnosci ukrainskich granic.
Oproécz Rosji i Ukrainy dokument ten podpisali przedstawiciele Wielkiej
Brytanii oraz Stanéw Zjednoczonych. Od razu trzeba zauwazy¢, ze Rosja
anektujac w 2014 roku Krym ztamata postanowienia tego dokumentu,
jednakze memorandum to nie mialo statusu traktatu lecz porozumienia
politycznego, stad status tego dokumentu jest wykorzystywany obecnie dla
obrony rosyjskiej polityki wobec Ukrainy.

Inng postawe wobec Rosji zajat kolejny prezydent — Leonid Kuczma.
Zostal on wybrany dzieki gtoszonemu hastu zblizenia z Rosja i rzeczywiscie
wobec Moskwy przyjal postawe pragmatyczng. W lutym 1995 roku zostat
parafowany ,,Traktat o przyjazni, dobrym sasiedztwie i wspdtpracy”.

Dzieje tego traktatu staly sie¢ dowodem na to, iz Moskwa hamuje proces
normalizacji relacji ukrainsko-rosyjskich. W zapisach traktatowych nie
znalazly sie zapisy dotyczace podwojnego obywatelstwa, ale réwniez
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statusu Floty Czarnomorskiej, ale z kolei sformulowanie dotyczace granic
bylo jednoznaczne. Rosja ponownie poszia po linii maksimum i uzaleznita
podpisanie tego traktatu od porozumienia w sprawie Floty Czarnomorskiej
oraz warunkow stacjonowania rosyjskiej marynarki wojennej na Krymie.
Z powodu braku porozumienia Borys Jelcyn kilkukrotnie przekladal swéj
przyjazd do Kijowa. Postawa strony rosyjskiej pokazala komu zalezato
na podpisaniu tego traktatu, a kto przedluzal negocjacje skazujac relacje
bilateralne na zastdj. Ostatecznie kwestia statusu Sewastopola znalazta
rozwigzanie w zapisach Konstytucji Ukrainy uchwalonej w 1996 roku.
Nowa ustawa zasadnicza wykluczata podwdéjne obywatelstwo, ale dopuscita
istnienie obcej bazy wojennej na terytorium Ukrainy (Olszanski T.A., 5.7).
Te unormowania staly si¢ punktem wyjscia do uregulowania statusu Floty
Czarnomorskiej.

Wypada wspomnie¢, iz wraz z dekompozycja ZSRR rozpadowi
ulegala réwniez unia monetarna oraz jedna polityka towarzyszaca
polityce gospodarczej. W to miejsce rzad ukrainski postanowil rozpoczaé
prowadzenie wtasnej polityki gospodarczej oraz monetarnej. Nie byla to
zreszty tylko cecha rzadu ukrainskiego, bowiem podobnie postepowaly
rzady wielu panstw wyrostych na ruinach ZSRR. Ten proces rozpadu i
towarzyszace im proby zbudowania ,struktury niepodleglosciowej” w
gospodarce, nie tylko przekladat si¢ na wspodtprace, ale przede wszystkim
przekladal sie, w relacji z Rosja, nieréwnomiernie. Te asymetrie
towarzyszaca relacjom gospodarczym Rosji z republikami poradzieckimi
wida¢ byto dobrze na przykladzie Ukrainy. W wielu sektorach trudno
jednak bylo sie temu dziwi¢, skoro Rosja byla polem wydobywczym
niezbednych weglowodoréw. Ukraina byla zalezna przede wszystkim pod
wzgledem surowcowym: z Rosji importowata ponad 80% zuzywanego gazu
i ok. 90% zuzywanej ropy naftowej, jak réwniez zasoby drewna i celulozy
(bylo to odpowiednio 60 i 80%). Dewersyfikacja byta woéwczas niemozliwa,
co przektadato si¢ nie tylko na ceny surowcéw krazace podczas negocjacji,
ale réwniez na obawy, iz pewnego dnia Rosja moze zakreci¢ kurek z gazem
i ropa. Obawy te szybko okazaly si¢ uzasadnione, bo Rosja zaczeta uzywac
gazu jako narzedzia nacisku, a Gazprom okazal si¢ nie tyle podmiotem
prawa gospodarczego, ile prawa silniejszego.

Z drugiej strony dostawy z Ukrainy, ktére dotyczyly artykutow
zywnosciowych oraz metalurgicznych, nie mialy dla gospodarki rosyjskiej
charakteru strategicznego. Ukraina byla wéwczas takze uzalezniona w
zakresie przemystu zbrojeniowego.
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Tych kilka migawek jest potrzebnych, aby zobaczy¢, iz obecna wojna
nie jest zawieszona w prézni lub jedynie toczona w afekcie, lecz jest to
kolejna odstona (cho¢ najbardziej bolesna) diuzszego konfliktu. Méwimy
o spornych terytoriach, ktére stanowia jeden z kilku teatréw obecnej
wojny. O ile Krym zostal zajety (w sposob, ktory kiedy$ powinien staé
sie przedmiotem glebszych analiz historykéw i politologow) w 2014
roku, o tyle o Donbas toczg si¢ zaciete walki od poczatku wojny i mozna
juz stwierdzi¢, iz wojska rosyjskie, pomimo zajecia pewnych obszaréw
wschodniej Ukrainy, na dzien dzisiejszy poniosly tam kleske.

Wojna i debata. O ile rzadzacy Ukraing sceptycznie podchodzili
do mozliwosci zbrojnego wkroczenia wojsk rosyjskich - i to pomimo
koncentracji tych wojsk na granicach Rosji oraz Bialorusi - o tyle od
poczatku inwazji mieliSmy do czynienia nie tylko z mobilizacja narodu,
ale rowniez jego elit. Do kanonu wypowiedzi weszly nie tylko znane, cho¢
wulgarne stowa rzucone do zaltogi rosyjskiego okretu ptynacego u wybrzezy
Wyspy Wezdw, ale rowniez stowa prezydenta, iz nie potrzebuje podwozki
(w sensie: ewakuacji), lecz amunicji. Obrona kraju od pierwszego dnia
napasci stata si¢ faktem, ktéry — obok ewidentnych btedéw rosyjskich
dowodcoéw - znaczaco wplynat na przebieg pierwszych miesiecy wojny
oraz na morale wielu Ukraincéw i Ukrainek. Doda¢ nalezy: dzialo sie¢ to
obok masowej emigracji ludno$ci za granice.

To, co w trzecim i czwartym roku zmienito sie, to stosunek rzqdu
USA oraz sposobu zaopatrywania sit zbrojnych Ukrainy. Obecny konflikt
pokazal réwniez ewolucje nastawenia niektérych panstw Unii Europejskiej
zar6wno w kwestii zaopatrywania armii ukrainskiej, jak réwniez - co
wida¢ znaczaco na przyktadzie mojego kraju — w kwestii nastawienia opinii
publicznej nawet nie tyle co do udzielania dalszej pomocy;, ile stosunku do
obywateli Ukrainy korzystajacych w Polsce z ochrony oraz z przywilejow
socjalnych.

W tym kontekscie mozna postawi¢ tezg, iz o ile kwestia udzielania
pomocy wojskowej oraz logistycznej przez kraje NATO jest po pierwsze
przedmiotem zwyczajnej debaty, podczas ktorej panstwa czlonkowskie
bardziej wplywowe i bogatsze prébuja przeforsowac¢ swoje argumenty (co
wida¢ najbardziej na przyktadzie politycznej ofensywy Trumpa i probie
narzucenia krajom NATO min. 5% PKB przeznaczanego na zbrojenia
oraz w niemieckiej propagandzie forsujacej obraz Niemiec jako kraju
najbardziej wspierajacego Ukraine); po drugie — obecna wojna odstania
napigcia polityczne w krajach UE do niedawna prowadzacych interesy
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z Rosja (gtéwnie chodzi o Niemcy), o tyle zmiana w stosunku do
ukrainskich migrantéw, ktérzy po wybuchu wojny osiedli w Polsce, moze
by¢ rozumiana w kontekscie logiki powstania.

W kontekst napig¢ politycznych z wojna na Ukrainie wpisuje sig
debata niemieckiego Bundestagu o zasadnosci wystania na Ukraing
rakiet Taurus. 14 marca 2024 roku niemiecki parlament po raz kolejny
odrzucit wniosek frakcji CDU/CSU o wyrazenie zgody na dostawy tych
pociskéow dla Ukrainy. W trakcie dyskusji na ten temat przewodniczacy
klubu parlamentarnego SPD Rolf Miitzenich skrytykowal inicjatywe
opozycji i wysunal propozycje debaty o ,zamrozeniu i zakonczeniu”
wojny. Wypowiedz ta zostala zle oceniona zaréwno przez chadekéw,
jak rowniez przez partie koalicji, ktérych przedstawiciele zarzucili SPD
podwazanie wiarygodnosci Niemiec jako kluczowego sojusznika Kijowa
oraz zachecanie Rosji do kontynuowania inwazji (Frymark K., Gibadlo L.,
$.63).

Co prawda Miitzenich od razu zadeklarowat poparcie dla integralnosci
terytorialnej Ukrainy oraz jej suwerennoéci w podejmowaniu decyzji
o ewentualnym zawieszeniu broni, jednak wypowiedz polityka SPD nie
zostala wzieta ,,z sufitu”, lecz wpisuje si¢ w szerszy kontekst niemieckiej
Ostpolitik, ktérej RFN pod rzadami kanclerza Willego Brandta stata
sie symbolem. To na czas rzadéw kanclerzy Willego Brandta oraz jego
nastepcy Helmuta Schmidta przypada okres poszukiwania consensusu w
relacjach z ZSRR oraz blokiem wschodnim'.

Na tym tle inaczej wypada inicjatywa prezydenta Francji Emanuela
Macrona, ktéry 17 lutego 2024 roku zorganizowal w Paryzu szczyt z
udzialem wybranych lideréw panstw europejskich: Niemiec, Polski,
Wielkiej Brytanii, Wloch, Hiszpanii Niemiec i Danii, jak rowniez
przewodniczacego Rady Europejskiej, szefowej Komisji Europejskiej
oraz sekretarza generalnego NATO. Celem tego zebrania bylo utatwienie
debaty zaréwno o udziale Europejczykéw w uregulowaniu konfliktu na
Ukrainie, jak réwniez o sposobach wzmocnienia bezpieczenstwa Starego
Kontynentu. Jeszcze przed tym spotkaniem premier Wielkiej Brytanii

! Pozostawiam z boku stanowisko AfD wobec tej wojny, bowiem powinno ono sta¢ si¢
przedmiotem osobnego tekstu, a na gruncie debaty publicznej przedmiotem dochodzenia
$ledczych - wolnos¢ stowa, bedaca podstawa debaty politycznej, nie moze sta¢ si¢ kotem
zamachowym dla uprawiania polityki sprzecznej z interesem demokratycznego panstwa, a
nawet podwazajacej jej fundamenty.
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Keir Starmer oglosil gotowos¢ rozmieszczenia brytyjskich sit na Ukrainie
(Zespol Bezpieczenstwa, 5.496).

Z kolei reakcje polskiego spolteczenstwa na najazd na Ukraing mozna
oceni¢ w kluczu zrywu powstanczego. Takiemu typowi reakcji towarzyszy
spontanicznos¢, empatia, wspolczucie, ale réwniez s3 tam obecne takie
komponenty, jak lek o siebie i swoja przyszios¢ oraz o wtasny komfort.
Pomagajac ,,powstanczo’ czyni si¢, bez watpienia, wiele dobra, a osobom
wspomaganym przynosi sie ulge w ich trudnych chwilach, lecz réwniez
przez t¢ pomoc osoba pomagajaca stara si¢ odsungc jak najdalej od
siebie perspektywe utraty komfortu spowodowanego wojna toczaca
sie niedaleko. Tak tez nalezy widzie¢ reakcje wielu obywateli Polski
na wybuch wojny. Udzielana pomoc, a kolejnym jej przyktadem jest
inicjatywa ze stycznia 2026 roku dotyczaca zbidrki pienieznej na zakup
agregatoréw pradotworczych dla marzngcych mieszkancow Kijowa, jest
na pewno pieknym i godnym podkreslenia aktem dobrej woli, ale jest
to reakcja powstancza: piekna, masowa, spontaniczna, w tle wida¢ leki
i obawy o siebie. Powstanicze reakcje majg to do siebie, ze z czasem si¢
koniczg i moga zaowocowac frustracjg wielu benefaktoréw, jesli do wizji
powstanczej zawczasu nie dodano elementu racjonalnego - ta pomoc jest
na kazdym jej poziomie bezzwrotna, bo taka jest jej logika'. Wydaje sie,
ze zaznaczenia tego elementu zabraklo w pierwszych trzech latach wojny
ze strony polskich wladz. Taki opis polskiej pomocy nie jest krytyka, lecz
préba zrozumienia samej pomocy i towarzyszacych jej reakcji.

Bezsprzecznie rosyjska propaganda, przy pomocy tzw. farm trolli oraz
innego rodzaju ingerencji, gra na emocjach towarzyszacych niesieniu
pomocy, jak réwniez na wydarzajacych sie tu i dwdzie w Polsce ekscesach z
udzialem ukrainskich obywateli, budujac na tym wlasng narracje podlana
»s0sem” polsko-ukrainskiej historii i wzjemnych uprzedzen. Jako przyktad
mozna poda¢ komunikat Zwiazku Ukraincéw w Polsce z 20 stycznia
2026 roku o manipulacji twarzy oraz wypowiedzi prezesa tej organizacji
Mirostawa Skorki?.

! Zostawiam na boku rosyjska gre propagandowa i manipulowanie polskim
spoleczenstwem zwlaszcza przez media spoleczno$ciowe - te dzialania z pewno$cig maja
miejsce, ale dla naukowego porzadku nalezaloby przeprowadzi¢ szersza analize tego
zjawiska.

* www.ukraincy.org.pl/stanowisko-zuwp-ws-wykorzystania-wizerunku-prezesa Autor
niniejszego artykutu nie zgadza si¢ z wieloma wypowiedziami pana Skorki, ktérego zreszta
osobiécie zna, tym niemniej nalezy broni¢ jego dobrego imienia.
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Powr6t Donalda Trumpa do Bialego Domu jest bezsprzecznie cezurg
stosunku Stanéw Zjednoczonych nie tylko do wojny ukrainsko-rosyjskiej,
ale w ogdle do relacji USA z sojusznikami i dalej — z resztg $wiata.

O ile Joe Biden nie mial watpliwosci, iz napadnietej Ukrainie nalezy
pomagac, a kwestig sporng bylo jak i na ile, o tyle Trump od poczatku
postawil na polityke ,,marchewki i kija” tak wobec Moskwy jak Kijowa,
do tego, w swojej agendzie, wyznaczajac konfliktowi ukrainsko-
rosyjskiemu dalsze miejsce. Trump zachowywat sie od poczatku swojej
kampanii populistycznie gloszac hasta, iz potrzebuje jedynie 24 godzin na
zakonczenie tej wojny, o ,,przyjacielu Putinie’, itd.

W ostatnich dniach amerykanskiej kampanii wyborczej, ktora
wylonita Trumpa jako nowego przywddce, jej przebieg stanowil kluczowy
temat rosyjskich mediéw. Oceny rosyjskich komentatoréw, pomimo
inspiracji i wytycznych plynacych z Kremla, bylty momentami sprzeczne,
co pokazalo, iz przywodcy rosyjscy sami nie byli pewni konsekwencji
wyboru lub przegranej Trumpa. W reakcjach propagandy wybér Trumpa
przedstawiano jako majacy niejednoznaczne konsekwencje dla Rosji,
bo z jednej strony otwieral on szanse na zmiang polityki Waszyngtonu
i zakonczenie wojny na warunkach Moskwy, a z drugiej - z uwagi na
impulsywno$¢ i nieprzewidywalnos¢ prezydenta elekta — niosto ze
soba nieznane ryzyko. Mimo tej niepewnosci Trump byl kandydatem
preferowanym przez Kreml. Wsr6d komentatoréw nie byto konsensusu
odnosnie do tego, jakie warunki zakonczenia wojny moze wysunaé
Trump i czy beda si¢ one pokrywaly ze sztywnymi warunkami rosyjskimi
wysunietymi zimg 2021 roku. Zapewniano przy tym, iz Kreml moze
rozmawia¢ z USA tylko o postulatach z grudnia 2021, gdyz dla Rosji kwestia
ukrainska to preludium do przebudowy architektury bezpieczenstwa w
Europie. Jednoczesnie wyrazano obawy, ze nowy prezydent USA moze
zazadac natychmiastowego zamrozenia konfliktu na linii ognia (Chawryto
K., 5.373-374).

Trump wprowadzil do polityki element napigcia oraz niepewnosci,
czego dowodem bylo potraktowanie Zelenskiego, ktorego wizyta
wlasciwie zakonczyla sie wyrzuceniem ukrainskiego prezydenta z
Biatego Domu, ale réwniez informacja Trumpa o wyslaniu w poblize
Rosji amerykanskiego okretu podwodnego wyposazonego w glowice
nuklerane, co bylo odpowiedzig na zaczepki Dmytrija Miedwiediewa.
Co prawda styl komentarzy tego dawnego rosyjskiego prezydenta,
jak réwniez ich wulgarnos¢ prowokuja uzasadnione pytania o jego
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uzaleznienie od alkoholu, jednakze (pomimo, ze tak prawdopodobnie jest)
s3 to wypowiedzi niebezpieczne, bo nietrzezwy Miedwiediew méwi to, co
trzezwemu Putinowi mimo wszystko nie wypada powiedzie¢. Cho¢ i w
tej materii nastgpito przetamanie, kiedy rosyjski prezydent mianem $win
okredlit europejskich przywédcow'.

Stosunek Trumpa do wojny rosyjsko-ukrainskiej wpisuje sie w szerszy
kontekst polityki amerykanskiej. Wiadze amerykanskie zdaja sobie sprawe
ze skali wspdtpracy chinsko-rosyjskiej w kontekscie toczonej wojny, ale
réwniez chinskiego apetytu na aneksje Tajwanu i zmiany architektury
geopolitycznej w Azji Poludniwo-Wschodniej. To, na czym zalezy
Trumpowi, to dokonanie zabiegu, ktéry mozemy nazwac ,,odwréconym
Kissingerem”. Przypomnijmy: 6wczesny amerykanski sekretarz stanu
Henry Kissinger w 1971 roku odbyl poufng misje w Chinach, gdzie
rozmawial z chinskimi politykami, w tym z Mao. Misja Kissingera
przyczynita si¢ do spotkania prezydenta Richarda Nixona z chinskim
przywodca, czego rezultatem bylo przelamanie wieloletniego impasu we
wzajemnych relacjach oraz wyjécie Chin z izolacji*. Dzigki temu zabiegowi
wzmocniono relacje chinsko-amerykanskie kosztem relacji chinsko-
radzieckich. Dla Brezniewa odnowienie relacji Chin z USA bylo nie tylko
naruszeniem ram wzajemnej wspolpracy radziecko-chinskiej, ale przede
wszystkim ostabieniem sojuszu.

Trumpowi, przynajmniej w pierwszym roku jego ponownej
prezydentury, zalezalo na przeciagni¢ciu Rosji na swoja strone, w
kontekscie narastajacej konfrontacji z Chinami o Tajwan, o wpltywy w Azji
Potudniowo-Wschodniej oraz na Pacyfiku. Wydaje sie, Ze plany te poniosly
porazke, czego dowodem jest takze zwiekszenie presji na Rosje — kolejne
embarga, w tym na surowce mineralne oraz oblozenie ctami zagranicznych
firm kupujacych rosyjska rope na rzecz panstw trzecich. Sadzac po
reakcji Moskwy, jak réwniez komentarze ptynace z Kremla w sprawie
ewentualnego przekazania na Ukraine rakiet Tomahawk, Trumpowi
skonczyta si¢ marchewka, wigc siegnat po kij. Trudno powiedzie¢, na ile ta
polityka wptynie na dalszg polityke USA wobec Chin (i Chin wobec Rosji),
ale amerykanscy przywddcy czesto sygnalizuja, iz ich priorytety leza w

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Azji Wschodniej i w basenie Pacyfiku, a nie w Europie Wschodniej. W tym
kluczu nalezy réwniez rozumie¢ redukcje wojsk amerykanskich m.in. w
Rumunii, jak réwniez ogélna polityke USA wobec Europy. Jest to odejécie
od paradygmatu prezydenta Busha-seniora, ktéry na Europie Srodkowo-
Wschodniej chcial budowa¢ jeden z filaréw polityki bezpieczenstwa
swiatowego.

W srodek debaty o architekturze bezpieczenstwa weszla Grenlandia,
ktora stala si¢ przedmiotem pozadania amerykanskiego prezydenta.
W oficjalnym dyskursie przedstawia on swoje Zadania wobec tej wyspy,
wskazujac na potrzebe obrony terytorium USA wobec potencjalnego ataku
rakietowego ze strony Chin lub Rosji — w tej wizji rakiety leciatyby nad
Grenlandig i tam moglyby zosta¢ zestrzelone. Trump wskazuje réwniez
na niebezpieczenstwo aneksji tej wyspy przez jedno ze wspomnianych
panstw. Wydaje sie jednak, ze amerykanskiemu przywddcy chodzi raczej
o nieskrepowany dostep do grenlandzkich zt6z mineralnych i - podobnie
jak w przypadku lezacej na bogatych zlozach ropy naftowej Wenezueli - to
jest gtéwna przestanka, nie za$ postawa miejscowego watazki wspieranego
przez kartele narkotykowe lub napigcia miedzy Grenlandig a bedaca dla
tej wyspy krajem nadrzednym - Danig. W przypadku perspektywy ataku
rakietowego na USA, warto wspomnie¢, iz wojsko amerykanskie juz od
wielu lat posiada na Grenlandii swoja baze, ktéra moze rozbudowywac o
nowe technologie.

Dziatania Trumpa, zwlaszcza te dziejace si¢ w kontekscie istniejacych
od lat sojuszy militarnych i gospodarczych, otwieraja niebezpieczna
perspektywe dla dalszej trwalosci NATO oraz Unii Europejskiej. Istnienie
(lub nie) obu tych sojuszy przeklada si¢ na dalszy przebieg konfliktu
rosyjsko-ukrainskiego. Co prawda pomoc militarna dla walczacej Ukrainy
zostala przez Trumpa zachowana, cho¢ odbywa si¢ ona na $ciezce
biznesowej: kraje europejskie zobowiazaly si¢ kupowa¢ od koncernéw
amerykanskich sprzet i bron i tak wysyta¢ je na Ukraine, to jednak
chaos i zamet towarzyszacy polityce amerykanskiej, moga spowodowac
przekierowanie uwagi z Europy Wschodniej na inne obszary.

Wewngtrz Kraju. Pomimo wojny, Ukraina w jej trzecim i czwartym
roku podejmuje kroki zwigzane z gospodarka i jej modernizacjy. Ta
modernizacja wigze si¢ z rozbudowa kolei oraz z rejonem Morza Czarnego.
10lipca 2024 roku Ukraina zawarla z Luksemburgiem umowe o wspotpracy
w zakresie bezpieczenstwa i dlugoterminowego wsparcia. Przypomniano
w niej, ze w latach 2022-2023 Kijéw dostal pomoc wojskowa o facznej
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warto$ci 170,4 mln euro, a w 2024 roku powinien otrzyma¢ dodatkowe 80
mln euro. Dzien p6zniej Ukraina podpisala umowe o wspolpracy w sferze
bezpieczenstwa z Rumunig. Dokument podkres§la wage kooperacji na
rzecz wzmocnienia bezpieczenstwa w regionie Morza Czarnego i wsparcia
Bukaresztu w rozminowywaniu szlakéw morskich. Rumunia wraz z
partnerami zobowigzala si¢ zapewni¢ dzialanie centrum szkoleniowego
pilotow samolotéw F-16 jak réwniez przekazaé baterie systemu Patriot
(Wilk A., Zochowski P, 5.225).

Kluczem do zrozumienia problemu jest Morze Czarne, ktére od poczatku
niepodlegtosci Ukrainy stanowilo podstawowa baze dla infrastruktury
gospopdarczej — to przez Morze Czarne szlo gros eksportu ukrainskich
towaréw. Wraz z wybuchem wojny oraz intensywnym bombardowaniem
wybrzeza tego akwenu i jego infrastruktury, rzad ukrainski musial znalez¢
alternatywe.

Od wybuchu wojny Kijéw zdolal przeprowadzi¢ liczne inwestycje
realizujace t¢ wizje m.in. polaczenia w kierunku Polski (Izoéw-Kowel,
wezet Chyréw), Rumunii (Rachéw-Berlebasz-granica oraz Tereswa-
granica) i Moldawii (przejscie Berezyne-Basarabeasca). Ukrainskie
posuniecia s3 reakcja na rosyjska inwazje, ktéra wymusita zbudowanie
nowych fancuchéw logistycznych. Poprawa przepustowosci tamtejszej sieci
kolejowej moze tez znacznie polepszy¢ skomunikowanie Polski — poprzez
Ukraine - m.in. z Rumuniag i Motdawig korytarzem Przemysl/Lublin—
Lwow-Suczawa czy Stowacja i Wegrami przez Chop na Zakarpaciu.

Intencja Kijowa jest przesunigcie przetadunkéw z polskich i ukrainskich
terminali przygranicznych w kierunku weztéw logistycznych w okolicach
Lwowa (Sknitéw i Modciska). Ma temu towarzyszy¢ rozbudowa toru
kolejowego wedlug standardéw polskich (i wielu innych krajow
europejskich), co ma zapewni¢ nie tylko wyzsza przepustowos¢ sieci, lecz
réwniez przeniesienie zyskow z operacji spedycyjnych realizowanych w
polskich centrach na granicy migedzy oboma panstwami — do ukrainskich
hubéw potozonych w obwodzie Iwowskim (Matuszak S., Poptawski K.,
5.14-15).

Bez watpienia strona polska bedzie zglaszala swoje uwagi i watpliwosci
wobec tych planéw na ,rozpychanie si¢” ukrainskich planistow. Ale warto
zwréci¢ uwage, iz wojna wyzwolita réwniez pewne procesy w gospodarce,
ktére nie moga juz by¢ - z powodu konfliktu zbrojnego - ,,chowane do
szuflady”, bowiem staja sie one decyzjami strategicznymi dla calego
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panstwa. Poza tym spory i problemy zapewne kiedys znajda rozwiazanie,
za$ tory o szeroko$ciach europejskich pozostana.

W tym kontekscie warto wspomnie¢, iz gtéwnym rynkiem zbytu dla
ukrainskich towaréw pozostawata UE — warto$¢ eksportu do niej wyniosta
w 2024 roku 24,8 mld dolaréw, co stanowilo blisko 60% jego catosci. Mimo
ze w 2024 sprzedaz ta zwigkszyla si¢ 0 6%, zdecydowanie lepsza dynamike
zanotowaly kraje Bliskiego Wschodu (wzrost o 25%) i Azji Potudniowo-
Wschodniej (31% ) oraz pozostale panstwa (42%). W 2024 r. wartos¢
eksportu Ukrainy na polski rynek wyniosta 4,8 mld dolaréw (jest to
spadek 0 1% ). Sposréd gtéwnych partneréw handlowych Kijowa znacznie
zmniejszyla zakupy Rumunia (ponad 50%), co wynikato z wprowadzonych
w2023 ograniczen wimporcie zbdz i roslin oleistych. Z kolei bardzo istotnie
zwigkszyl si¢ eksport do Hiszpanii (43%), Niemiec (41% ), Holandii (34% )
i Wloch (26%) - przyczyna tego byl wzrost sprzedazy pszenicy, kukurydzy
i nasion rzepaku do tych krajow (Matuszak S., 5.455-456).

Mamy wigc z jednej strony rzeczywisto$¢ wojny, okupacji niektérych
terenéw ukrainskiego panstwa, masowe bombardowania infrastruktury
krytycznej oraz licznych obiektéw cywilnych, ale z drugiej strony -
rzadzacy starajg sie¢ mysle¢ o modernizowaniu gospodarki i wydaje sie,
ze obecna wojna pelni role ,lewara” przestawiajacego sposéb myslenia
i konkretne decyzje. Owszem, cieniem rzuca si¢ wypowiedz prezydenta
Zelenskiego z ONZ, nazywajaca wspotpracownikami Rosji panstwa UE
blokujace transport ukrainskiego zboza, jednak spdr ten nie jest czarno-
bialy i posiada wiele odcieni szarodci: jako$¢ transportowanego zboza w
$wietle unijnych norm, dotrzymywanie umoéw co do jego przechowywania,
ochrona wlasnego rynku przez tanszymi produktami, itd. Wypowiedz ta
nie powinna mie¢ miejsca, a usprawiedliwieniem dla polityka nie moze
by¢ nadmiar stresu z powodu wojny, jednakze wypowiedz ta juz padta.
Mozna ja potraktowa¢ dwojako: jako forme nacisku, przede wszystkim
na panstwa graniczace z Ukraing oraz na przedstawianie konfliktu ze
zbozem w tle jako krzywdy dziejacej sie przeciwko walczacemu krajowi,
ktory nie tylko wysyla to zboze do wielu krajow, gdzie z tych zboz
wypieka sie chleb, ale rowniez eksport zboza wspiera walczacg Ukraing.
Bylby to wigc element nacisku politycznego z wojna w tle, a komunikat
ten mozna stresci¢ stowami: ,Macie nam to da¢, bo z powodu toczacej
sie u nas wojny jestesmy wazniejsi od was i waszej polityki”. Drugg strong
tego przemowienia byt rynek wewnetrzny Ukrainy: wyborcy prezeydenta,
lobby rolnicze i stojace za nim latyfundia (méwimy o jednym z najbardziej
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rolniczych krajéw Europy) oraz ,,zwykli” Ukraincy bojacy sie, by nie
powtdrzyta si¢ historia Holodomoru. Do tego warto wspomnie¢ czynnik
geograficzny: wraz z wybuchem pelnoskalowej wojny Ukraina musiata
ograniczy¢ esport towaréw przez Morze Czarne i znalez¢ alternatywne
szlaki.

Jakkolwiek by nie patrze¢ na te konflikty, to pokazuja one rézne rzeczy:
nie tylko styl uprawiania polityki i dyplomacji przez Ukraine — dodatbym
styl nierzadko nierozumiany przez zachodnie elity (by przypomnie¢
kasliwa uwage Zetenskiego, ze dopoki rzad brytyjski nie dostarczy wojsku
ukrainskiemu rakiet, to brytyjski premier nie ma po co przyjezdzac
do Kijowa), ale réwniez uzywanie toczacej si¢ wojny jako ,lewara” do
wywalczenia dla Ukrainy nowych sojuszy. Wyttumaczeniem mogtoby by¢,
co podnosza niektorzy polscy publicysci i znawcy Euriopy Wschodniej, iz
dyplomacja ukrainska czesto sigga po wzorce postgpowania znane jeszcze
ze starej radzieckiej dyplomacji. Temu stylowi uprawiania dyplomacji
towarzyszg miedzy innymi maksymalne zadania i pewna bezczelnos¢.
Trudno jednak obraza¢ sie na ukrainska szkole dyplomacji, ze korzysta
ze wzorcow, z ktorych korzystali ich ojcowie i dziadkowie. Wypracowanie
wiasnych wzorcéw trwalatamiiwymaga powstania nowejklasy spotecznej -
panstwowcow.

Niedoboér panstwowcéw wida¢ w kontekscie obecnej wojny, ale
on istnial dlugo wczesniej. Podobnie rzecz si¢ ma z korupcja. Jest to
zreszty charakterystyczne dla krajow postkomunistycznych (jak réwniez
wychodzacych z innego typu dyktatur), iz - od strony gospodarki i
ekonomii - brak jest klasy $redniej, a to na pracy klasy $redniej buduje
sie gospodarke. Oligarchowie czy nomenklatura beda zainteresowani
pomnazaniem wilasnych majatkéw, a nie wymyslaniem nowej firmy i
tworzeniem nowych miejsc pracy i aby osiagnac¢ swoje cele bedg réwniez
siegali po metody kryminalne; od strony myslenia o panstwie brak jest
uczciwych urzednikéw, dla ktérych misjg jest dobro panstwa, na ktérego
rzecz pracujg — bez wzgledu na to, ktérej opcji politycznej przedstawiciele
akurat rzadza. Wychowanie panstwowcoéw to zadanie dla kazdego
przywodcy, ktéremu zalezy na dobru jego kraju. Jest to proces roztozony
na lata.

Niedawne i wybuchajace w kilku odstonach afery korupcyjne pokazuja
glebokie uwikfanie wielu ukrainskich urzednikéw w dziatania kryminalne.
Paradoksem jest, iz ludzie z otoczenia Janukowycza, kiedy byl prezydentem,
jak réwniez on sam, sa oskarzani o kradziez panstwowych pienigdzy
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na o wiele wigksze sumy niz stalo si¢ to przedmiotem oskarzen ludzi z
najblizszegoo kregu Zelenskiego. Jednakze kontekst wojny spowodowat,
iz jest to widziane duzo ostrzej i potepiane o wiele mocniej. Mozna
powiedzie¢, ze korupcja jest wrogiem wewnetrznym Ukrainy, niszczacym
strukture tego panstwa od wewnatrz i spowodowalo juz krytyczne reakcje
w kilku krajach UE.

Podsumowanie. Tych kilka migawek nie dystansuje spraw dla Ukrainy
fundamdentalnych, jak posuwanie si¢ wojsk rosyjskich w kierunku
Pokrowska i dalej, potrzeby zorganizowania wyboréw prezydenckich,
podrézy emisariuszy obecnego prezydenta do generala Walerego
Zaluznego celem wybadania jego intencji co do startu w najblizszych
wyborach prezydenckich, oraz obecnej na wielu poziomach korupcji. O
ile korupcja jest zjawiskiem ogélnoswiatowym, to w wigkszosci krajow
dawnego ZSRR stala si¢ prawie galezig gospodarki, czego dowodem jest
wspomniana afera w sektorze energetycznym.

Z jednej wiec strony mamy kraj walczacy o utrzymanie swojej
suwerenno$ci, ktdrej utrata bylaby wstrzasem dla architektury
bezpieczenstwa w calej Europie oraz proby modernizacji gospodarki,
z drugiej strony — wyzwania stojace przed Ukraing, ktére sa dwojakie:
zalezne od rzadu w Kijowie oraz te (stanowisko Trumpa, sprzedaz broni,
itp.), na ktére Kijéow duzego wpltywu nie ma.

Zmiany, ktére zachodza w §wiatowej geopolityce sg szybkie, drastyczne i
beda mialy skutki na nastepne dziesigciolecia. Jakkolwiek by nie patrze¢, to
jestesmy $wiadkami kolejnego, w ostatnich 300 latach, przebiegunowania
$wiata, bo tez nie jest tak, ze ani postanowienia jaltanskie, ani konsekwencje
Zimnej Wojny, nie ustanowity porzadku, ktéry trwalby setki lat. Dla historii
Europy takimi wydarzeniami, ktére wplynety na dzieje panstw i narodow
byly wojny napoleoniskie i w ich konsekwencji Kongres Wiedenski,
ktory mial miejsce w 1815 roku i ktéry ustanowit w Europie nowy fad.
Kolejng cezurg stala si¢ I wojna $wiatowa, ktéra doprowadzila na Starym
Kontynencie do upadku kilku mocarstw i wylonieniu si¢ nowych krajow,
jak réwniez do podpisania Traktatu Wersalskiego, ktory okazal sie nie tyle
traktatem pokojowym, ktéry przywracalby $wiatu pokdj, ile traktatem
»ha przeczekanie” W 1939 roku wybuchla II wojna $wiatowa, w wyniku
ktorej trzy mocarstwa porozumialy si¢ i zbudowaly nowa architekture
bezpieczenstwa w Europie i na $wiecie. Czas po II wojnie, to tnie tylko
okres nazwany Zimng Wojna migdzy blokami przedzielonymi - jak okreslit
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to Churchill - Zelazng Kurtyng, ale réwniez czas wzrostu prosperity USA
oraz stopniowej erozji ZSRR.

Obecnie przezywamy kolejne przetasowanie na mapie $wiata i na
dzi$ nie wiemy, jak ono sie konczy. Polityka Rosji polegajaca na realizacji
potrzeby powiekszania swojego terytorium jest anachroniczna. Ta
polityka pokazuje jednak, iz kraj ten, przede wszystkim z powodu swojego
technologicznego zacofania oraz braku dewersyfikacji gospodarki, nie jest
w stanie by¢ konkurencyjny dla innych gospodarek, wigc probuje budowac
swoja potege podobijac sasiednie terytoria.

Brak tej miekkiej sily jest
jedna z konsekwwencji zdalnego zarzadzania radziecka gospodarka w
epoce realnego scojalizmu, ale jest tu co$ wigcej — brak jest w dziejach Rosji
doswiadczenia takiego oddzialywania na inne kraje. Jakiekolwiek byto to
oddziatywanie, to opieralo si¢ ono o twarde zadania, a nastepnie o wojsko.
To zdalne zarzadzanie powrécilo pod rzadami Putina, ktory flagowe
sektory rosyjskiej gospodarki obsadzil swoimi zaufanymi, by realizowali
jego wizje rozwoju kraju oraz mieli pod kontrolg calo$¢ gospodarki.

Kryzys energetyczny zwigzany z poczatkiem wojny na Ukrainie oraz
udane przekierowanie si¢ wiekszosci krajow Unii Europejskiej na zakup
gazu na innym rynku niz rosyjski ,,Gazprom” pokazaly ponadto, iz rosyjski
gaz jest jedng z kilku alternatyw. Do tego doszlo podporzadkowanie
gospodarki jednemu celowi, jakim jest powiekszenie terytorium.

Dochodzi jeszcze kwestia geograficzna i zwigzany z nig potencjal
ekonomiczny Ukrainy. Przywoédcy radzieccy, a nastepnie rosyjscy
wiedzieli, iz aby (ponownie) sta¢ si¢ imperium, to w jego granicach musi
sie pojawi¢ Ukraina, bo kraj ten ma znaczenie jako zaplecze rolnicze,
gornicze, hutnicze, a przede wszystkim potencjat ludzki (Brzezinski Z.).

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CONCEPTUALIZING CROSS-BORDER CRISES:
THE SPECIFICITY OF UKRAINIAN-POLISH
CRISIS COMMUNICATIONS

Crises of a cross-border nature are positioned as a critically important
domain not only of national but also of international politics. Threats not
recognizing national borders constitute the main challenge in cross-border
crises and require not only administrative coordination but also efficient
information exchange, unity of positions, trust in official sources, and the
countering of disinformation in a multinational environment. Cross-border
dynamics disrupt established governance frameworks, emphasizing the need
for network-based models of interaction and a communicative dimension
grounded in consensus, responsibility as well as trust. International coope-
ration requires open and two-way communication. However, specific com-
munication methods for cross-border crises and criteria for assessing their
effectiveness remain insufficiently studied. The development of a theoretical
framework for analyzing communication in cross-border crises, identifying
problem areas, and determining appropriate tools contributes to coordi-
nated action through reducing uncertainty and the preservation of public
trust. This can be facilitated by the study of cross-border terminology, the
systematization of communication problems by crisis types, and the develop-
ment of practical evaluation indicators. A cross-border crisis is strategically
dependent on communication, as it determines interstate coordination and
the population’s readiness to follow recommendations. Key communication
challenges include fragmentation of responsibility, asynchrony in decision-
making, language barriers, and the spread of misinformation. Tools for ad-
dressing these challenges include joint information-sharing protocols, early
warning systems, and unified communication algorithms. Bilateral com-
munication reduces the gap between institutional logic and public expecta-
tions. Empirical analysis through case studies allows for assessing the speed
of initial communication, consistency between actors, and the availability of
practical guidance.

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The research problem statement. In the context of current crises, fewer
and fewer of them remain confined within a single territory as they rapidly
spread beyond national borders. “Over the past few decades, much has
been done to prepare modern society for all kinds of crises and disasters. It
can be said that many societies have never been as prepared for crises and
disasters as they are today.” However, according to the Dutch researcher,
“modern societies are woefully unprepared to deal with the type of threat
that is on the rise. This is what is known as a cross-border crisis” (Boin,
2019).

Thus, cross-border crises should be understood not merely as incidents
affecting several geographical areas, but as multidimensional and complex
processes in which the consequences of a single risk factor unfold
simultaneously across different jurisdictions, sectors, and communication
channels. Within such crises, there is not only a lack of administrative
coordination or resource allocation but also a deficit in communication:
timely information exchange, unity of governmental messaging, trust
in official communications, countering misinformation, and the ability
to establish two-way communication with citizens in a multilingual and
multicultural environment where various languages and cultures are
spread. Therefore, it is crucial to study which communication challenges
influence the development of cross-border crises and which mechanisms
facilitate effective cooperation among governmental bodies, international
institutions, media, and citizens.

Analysis of research and publications. In academic literature, the
concept of a crisis without clear boundaries has been explored in the
works of authors such as (Ansel et al. (2010). They demonstrated that the
intensification of “cross-border” dynamics undermines established crisis
management frameworks; as such events extend beyond the boundaries
of a single administrative unit and require the implementation of new,
effective response mechanisms. We see a further development of this
concept in the works of (Boin A. et al. 2014), where it is argued that
individual countries are often unable to cope independently with crises
spanning different territories and therefore require networked or hybrid
models of cooperation at a level higher than the national one.

The aspect of communication during cross-border crises is
most thoroughly explored in studies devoted to international crisis
communication. In these works, crisis communication is viewed not merely
as a means for the rapid transmission of information, but as an integral part
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of public administration. This perspective is particularly valuable when
studying cross-border crises, where the communication process involves
a diverse array of target groups, institutions, and government systems for
disseminating information (Schwarz et al. 2016; Klein, 2022).

Thus, the academic tradition has established a solid theoretical
foundation for analyzing cross-border crises; however, the issue of
communication challenges in such crises requires further in-depth study.
This is what makes the study of cross-border crises from a communication
perspective particularly relevant.

The aim of the study is to conceptualize the nature of cross-border risks
and crises, analyze the typology of cross-border crises, and empirically
verify some of them. The empirical component of the study will be based on
two case studies of crisis communication: Ukrainian-Polish cross-border
crises (the crisis of memory and historical policy and the grain crisis).

The main material presentation. A cross-border crisis differs from a
typical emergency in that it disrupts the usual balance between areas of
responsibility, institutional competencies, and information channels. It
unfolds simultaneously across several dimensions: geographical, political,
informational, and social. For this reason, communication in such
conditions is strategic rather than merely supportive. It determines not only
the public’s level of awareness but also the speed of interstate coordination,
the degree of trust in decisions, communities’ willingness to follow
recommendations, and society’s resilience to panic and manipulation.

The concept of a crisis that transcends national borders is rooted
in the understanding of a classical crisis as a threat to the fundamental
foundations or vital functions of any social structure, which inevitably
necessitates urgent action amid significant uncertainty.

Within the framework of the International Crisis Behavior (ICB)
project for the new millennium, a decline in the frequency of international
crises is noted, though those that do arise Furthermore, crises in the new
millennium are evolving into a mix of state and non-state actors, with the
latter participating in cross-border ethnic tensions and conflicts that often
extend beyond national borders and contribute to crises between states
(Beardsley et al. 2020).

ICB researchers believe that the process of escalation from conflict
to crisis and de-escalation to a more stable state of relations occurs
within an international system that has become more complex due to
changes in the very nature of conflict, changes caused by new weapons
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systems, improvements in information acquisition and transmission, the
involvement of non-state actors, and a range of transnational factors such
as cross-border terrorism, refugee flows, and climate change (Beardsley et
al. 2020).

We will begin our conceptualization of cross-border risks and crises
by defining cross-border nature as the inherent ability of risks and crises
to extend beyond national borders and encompass several interconnected
spheres simultaneously such as political, economic, social, environmental,
and others. In other words, the concept of cross-border dynamics should
be viewed not merely as the act of crossing a border, but as the capacity
of systems (related to the environment, the economy, or emergencies) to
function as an indivisible unit, regardless of official barriers.

As Klein (2022: 9) notes, “The Oxford English Dictionary” defines
a border as “a line separating two countries or territories” However,
this definition is rather “rigid and limited in its perspective, so broader
definitions are proposed in various academic disciplines, encompassing a
range of aspects” (cited in: Klein, 2022: 9).

Borders are often viewed as some kind of unwanted barrier. In most
cases, in real-life situations, border lines coincide with natural landmarks,
such as river courses or mountain ranges. Such natural borders, by their
very nature, already present certain difficulties to cross, a reality shaped by
the course of history. However, even those dividing lines that have arisen as
a result of human activity can be designed to function as barriers, creating
obstacles to the entry of outsiders. In analyzing the issue of borders, Klein
(2022: 9) cites the perspective of scholar T. Nail, who interprets a border
as a bilateral phenomenon: “if both sides were in contact with each of the
states and, thus, belonged to those states respectively, there would be no
difference between the two states”. In this case, according to the researcher,
a border would not be necessary. Thus, he concludes that there must be
a third element between them, namely the border itself, which borders
the states. He presents the border as a blurred zone that is “not a purely
territorial, political, legal, or economic phenomenon, yet at the same time
not a non-territorial, apolitical, non-legal, or non-economic phenomenon”
(cited in: Klein 2022: 9).

According to Klein (2022), such an understanding of borders cannot
focus solely on the aspect of separation but must also encompass the
intermediate zone over which neither state exercises social authority. The
consequence of this distinction between extensive and intensive border
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territories is that the border is perceived by some as continuity and by
others as a rupture. In this context, the researcher considers the closely
related terms - “the terms boundary, border, frontier, and borderlands
mean many things to many people” - to be perceived differently by
different people. “Boundary;” “border;” “frontier;” and “borderlands” - this
is how they are distinguished” (cited in: Klein 2022: 10).

The most general of these terms is “boundary;,” which encompasses
both types of borders and frontiers based on their differing dynamics (i.e.,
borders are static, whereas frontiers are fluid). An expanded version of this
conceptual model illustrates five main categories of boundaries found in
border regions, namely: geographical, political, demographic, cultural,
and economic. They are interrelated and change over time (cited in: Klein
2022: 10).

The complexity of managing cross-border problems is due to the fact
that a danger (such as a cyberattack or the spread of a disease) spreads
across networks faster than governments can develop a coordinated
response. That is, it is not only about crossing a border in a geographical
sense, but also about the spread of phenomena between different countries,
regions and systems of interaction. That is why cross-border risks and
crises are not limited to the territory of one state, but affect wider spaces
namely border regions, international associations and global structures.
In this sense, cross-border helps to understand the multifaceted nature of
crises that go beyond the usual divisions into internal and external, local
and global. In English-speaking academic usage, this concept, depending
on the context, can be transmitted as cross-border dimension or cross-
border nature.

Thus, the concept of cross-border nature provides an analytical
basis for why cross-border crises are inherently complex and require an
interdisciplinary methodology for both their study and the search for
solutions. According to Lara-Valencia (2023), the terminology associated
with this concept has gone through a number of development stages —
from a purely technical term to a rather complex socio-political doctrine.
She believes that the first recorded use of the word “cross-border” was in
the Merriam-Webster dictionary in 1897. In its innovative meaning, this
term refers to anthropogenic or natural events that cross or spread across
a border. However, the researcher believes that the definition is so broad
that it “can be easily applied to all types of phenomena that go beyond the
border and to all types of borders: internal, linguistic, bodily, organizational
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and psychic, among others”. The example of a dictionary originating in the
environmental field is indeed very relevant to illustrate the meaning of the
word “cross-border”, but it represents only one of the many fields in which
the term is currently used (Lara-Valencia 2023).

The term refers to the frequency, intensity, directionality and scale of
border crossings; the type of material and symbolic exchange; and the
social and cultural meanings associated with the interaction. Higher levels
of cross-border nature are associated with greater cultural potential and
richness, increased complexity in people’s perceptions of the border, and
richer conceptions of self-identity. It is often said that “it all depends on
the mirror you look in”, but this also depends on the characteristics of
the person looking and the place from which they are looking. For this
reason, it is important to analyze social conceptions of the border from
the perspective of people and places in the different social and cultural
environments of the border zone. The main differences are in who crosses
the border and who does not, in the reasons for crossing/not crossing, and
in the direction in which they occur (Lara-Valencia 2023).

The author notes that, according to existing research, the term “cross-
border” became a concept that gained popularity during the 1980s, which
was due to the emergence of the sustainable development paradigm. This
“paradigm postulated the complex, multidimensional, multi-scale and
interdependent nature of ecological systems, calling for the integrated and
cooperative management of natural systems that are not limited by national
borders but degraded by state-centric policies that prioritize competition
for resources and territorial control” (Lara-Valencia, 2023).

She argues that, on a broader scale, the development of this concept is
linked to “the processual turn in border studies that unfolded in the late
20th century”. This period saw a profound transformation in the perception
of borders within the field of border studies. They have come to be seen
as “socially constructed and flexible structures subject to the influence
of social practices and discursive processes that regulate socio-territorial
differentiation”. Although borders continue to serve their primary
function as means of division and demarcation, it is now understood that
the complex and fluid scale of inclusion/exclusion and division/union
generates a spectrum of phenomena that take shape both within and
beyond these borders. This shift in perspective has marked a departure from
the established view of borders as inactive lines delineating the sovereign
possessions of national entities, and has led to a revitalization of scholarly
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studies related to borders, transforming them into a multidimensional and
increasingly interdisciplinary object of inquiry (Lara-Valencia, 2023).

In current academic literature, cross-border risks are rightly considered
the root cause of cross-border crises. According to the definition
provided by the Sustainability Directory, a cross-border risk is viewed
as a systemic phenomenon requiring a three-stage response: aspiration
(Aspire), adaptation (Adapt), and scaling up efforts (Amplify). “A cross-
border risk is a systemic threat whose source, mechanisms of spread, and
consequences transcend national, administrative, and sectoral boundaries.
Unlike localized threats, cross-border risk is characterized by a cascade
effect: a failure in one subsystem (e.g., the environmental one) inevitably
triggers a crisis in others (economic, political, security) at the international
level”. (Cousins & Zalewski, 2026).

Cross-border risks are dangers whose essence lies in their ability to
originate at a single point and spread, overcoming geographical, political,
institutional, or even methodological boundaries, and thus affecting
numerous interconnected systems. In their most basic form, these are
risks that disregard any divisions — be they national borders, economic
sectors, or even the boundaries of scientific disciplines. Their significance
lies in the systemic nature they demonstrate and in the potential for chain
reactions they can trigger, vividly illustrating the interdependence in this
globalized world and the inability to solve problems exclusively at the local
level” (Cousins & Zalewski, 2026).

The critical importance of such threats lies in their ability to expose
the vulnerabilities of our current structures and underscore the urgent
need to strengthen cooperation, proactivity, and adaptability on a global
scale. They compel us to look beyond our immediate concerns and take
into account the much broader, long-term consequences of both specific
actions and inaction. Scholars believe that they are characterized by
several key components: systemic interconnectedness, where disruptions
in one sector inevitably affect others; cascading effects, where an initial
risk event triggers a chain reaction of further consequences across systems
and scales; governance gaps that fall under the purview of national
governments or international bodies, creating the illusion of “no one’s job”
that hinders effective governance; equity and fairness, which are driven
by the disproportionate impact of these risks on vulnerable populations
and countries, raising critical questions of global justice and accountability
(Cousins & Zalewski, 2026).
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They escalate rapidly and are constantly changing, creating confusion
about causes and possible consequences. A. Boin (2019) calls a cross-border
crisis the worst nightmare for crisis managers, marking the moment when
they discover that their traditional anti-crisis measures are insufficient.
It sheds light on the structural deficit of governance, which poses urgent
challenges for policymakers not only in terms of design, but also in terms
of management. According to the researcher, cross-border crises have
common features that make them difficult to manage: they do not have a
clear geographical focus or a single political sector, which leads to different
views of the problem by different states; there is a hidden beginning and
rapid escalation after a period of slow development, as was the case with the
migration crisis; unclear sources of the problem, uncertain consequences
and unpredictability of the development of events; crisis actors are fluid;
crises do not have universal solutions; established approaches often do not
work (Boin, 2019).

The scholar believes that a cross-border crisis complicates the situation,
mainly because it challenges the very “platform of the bureaucratic
approach (where responsibility is clearly assigned to a specific person,
position or institution)”. Such crises can be both interstate and go beyond
one or two countries, and are characterized by the following features: it
spreads, overcoming state borders, institutional frameworks, information
spheres and cultural divisions; the consequences of its manifestation are
unevenly distributed, which creates an imbalance between the participants
in the situation; in order to resolve it, it is necessary to coordinate the
actions of subjects belonging to different legal systems; this phenomenon
is inherent in the struggle to determine the dominant interpretation and
symbolic space (Boin, 2019).

Concluding the analysis of the problem, it is worth talking about
centralized and supranational coordination, networked multilateral
governance, bilateral commissions / joint working groups and
intermedium, and international mediation. However, when it comes to the
cross-border nature of the phenomenon, this definition adds an aspect that
researchers characterize through the potential of the threat to overcome
three categories of borders: politically defined, functional and temporal.
They believe that “we are able to describe the cross-border nature of any
crisis or disaster along three dimensions - the higher the crisis score on
each dimension, the more cross-border it is” (Ansel et al. 2010).
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The first dimension concerns political boundaries. Many crises occur
within a geographically limited political jurisdiction, such as a city
(a factory explosion) or a country (a political crisis). Some crises cross
territorial boundaries and threaten several cities, regions, countries, or
even continents. The financial crisis and pandemic are classic examples of
crises that do not recognize national borders and cause chaos around the
world. Thus, the political dimension of cross-border nature manifests itself
either in the horizontal spread of a crisis between different jurisdictions
of the same level (say, between neighbouring countries), or in the vertical
spread, when local authorities, overwhelmed by the scale, are forced to
involve higher echelons of government (Ansel et al. 2010).

The second dimension is what scholars call functional cross-border
nature. According to researchers, a crisis can sometimes be quite clearly
located within a specific area of government (for example, a prison riot).
However, many crises transcend established functional boundaries,
jeopardizing multiple systems, functions, or vital infrastructure. Crises
with the ability to cross-functionally are burdensome for management, as
they usually affect systems, each of which has its own logic and urgent
operational requirements. In cases where different systems are subordinate
to different structural units, political interests and professional norms tend
to diverge. Since systems are often only loosely or haphazardly connected
and can be designed to function independently, crises that cross functional
boundaries often come as a surprise to their operators and participants
(Ansel et al. 2010).

Finally, there is temporal cross-border nature, which emphasizes the
blurring of the starting and ending points of an incident; the roots of
threats can go back far into the past, and their consequences only become
apparent years later, causing long-term chain reactions. Some crisis events
are clearly limited in time: they have a definite beginning and end. However,
many crises transcend such temporal constraints, when their roots go deep
(as in the case of the September 11 crisis) and the consequences are felt for
years (financial crisis, global climate change). Or, as scholars have noted, a
crisis can have multiple consequences that manifest themselves on different
time scales. For example, an oil spill may have immediate consequences
for shorebirds and marine mammals, while the consequences for other
marine organisms appear later. Crises that cross temporal boundaries are
difficult to manage, either because they create uncertainty about when
to stop responding. They can also contribute to response fragmentation,
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as different functional capabilities must be mobilized at different times
(Ansel et al. 2010).

According to Ansel et al. (2010), it is clearly insufficient to characterize
cross-border crises solely in terms of three dimensions: political, functional
and temporal. Therefore, they raise the issue of four specific political-
administrative challenges inherent in the following crises:

1 challenge: dealing with uncertainty: overcoming uncertainty poses a
serious challenge for crisis management professional.

2 the researchers attribute this challenge to the need to secure
reserve capacity, which requires a significant increase in funding when
government agencies enter into mutual support agreements under which
one administrative unit commits to providing equipment to another in the
event of, for example, a serious disease outbreak, and vice versa.

3 challenge (the most difficult): coordinating an effective response. To
counter the threat and minimize its consequences, many organizations
must work together to identify, allocate, transport, and deploy the
necessary resources.

4 challenge posed by a cross-border crisis lies in the difficulty of
defining its spatial, temporal, or functional boundaries. The growing
number of political and administrative actors involved in the crisis makes
it harder to convey a unified, clear message, thereby increasing the risk of
contradictions, fear, and obstacles to cooperation (Ansel et al. 2010).

A threat that knows no borders can break through both spatial
and functional constraints, spreading from one area to another. Such
emergencies have the potential to spread across regions (with corresponding
operational implications, of course). In fact, the transboundary nature
of a crisis can be amplified in both dimensions; it is the combination of
these spatial and operational components that determines its potential for
devastating consequences. Scholars note that a particular complication
is that addressing such problems often requires the implementation of
mutually exclusive strategies. (Boin & Rhinard, 2008).

Ansel et al. (2010) emphasize that “a cross-border crisis is difficult to
understand” because its “causes are hidden in the complexity of the system
and accumulate when a chain reaction begins, which must be quickly and
effectively authorized, analyzed, and shared with the relevant parties”
(Ansel et al. 2010). This fact also determines the complexity of the typology
of cross-border crises, which affects the actual unsolved nature of this issue
in modern scientific research.
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Understanding the “nature” of a cross-border crisis provides us with
a description and classification that is essential for tracing the various
levers that cause and develop crisis situations and accompany crisis
communications. In the body of modern scientific thought, there is no
unified, generally accepted system for classifying crisis phenomena that
arise outside the borders of a single state. For example, (Boin et al. 2013)
distinguish three types of crises based on their scale, localization and
impact on EU Member States: a national crisis that “exceeds the response
capacity of a single Member State”, only “coordinating assistance from
other states through the Civil Protection Mechanism”; an external crisis,
which concerns crises outside the EU, when the European Union “acts as
an actor on the international scene, deploying missions, humanitarian
aid or forces within the framework of the Common Security and Defence
Policy”; a cross-border crisis, where a crisis crosses the borders of several
Member States and sectors simultaneously. In such a situation, “the EU has
the greatest potential for “added value”. The authors consider cross-border
crises to be “the most challenging for national governments” (Boin et al.
2013).

Boin& Rhinard (2008) propose three types of cross-border crises. The
first one they call trans-functional: «the ice storms in Canada in 1998
and the electricity blackout in Buenos Aires in 20012002 are examples
of trans-functional crises a classic threat agent penetrated and paralyzed
a wide variety of critical services». The second one is trans-geographical
crises: «the rolling blackouts in the North-eastern United States and
Canada in the summer of 2003 and on the European continent during
November 2006 are examples of trans-geographical crises clearly with
functional repercussions». The third is combined cross-border crises:
«in effect, a transboundary crisis can escalate along both dimensions the
combination of these geographic and functional dimensions defines its
catastrophic potential. A transboundary crisis often begins with a glitch in
one system that crosses over to other systems, snowballing and cascading
into a compounded disaster». The authors also mention exogenous threats:
«transboundary threats can impose themselves from the outside... Good
examples include hurricanes, tsunamis, and earthquakes. Hurricane
Katrina provides the most recent example» (Boin& Rhinard 2008).

Boin (2019) states that existing cross-border risks occasionally lead to
the emergence of various types of crises that cross geographical, political,
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cultural, public-private and legal boundaries that usually allow public
managers to classify, contain and manage the crisis (Boin, 2019).

Bravo-Laguna (2021) typifies cross-border crises in two ways: 1.
limiting them to the framework of one national legal system, he calls
them generic transboundary threats, which can circulate within a certain
system (for example, only within the EU member states); 2. the author
pays special attention to the so-called external transboundary crises. He
introduces this category to describe crises that are characterized by the fact
that “the threat arises outside a certain political or integration structure
(for example, the EU), and therefore have more complex management
dynamics due to the involvement of entities with different legal fields and
powers. However, they require a coordinated response from both member
states and third parties: “external transboundary crises, namely those
cross-border threats whose management requires coordination among EU
and non-EU countries” (Bravo-Laguna, 2021).

The empirical component of our study is implemented on the material
of two types of cross-border crises of this type such as external cross-

border crises (EU and non-EU) namely he Ukrainian-Polish crisis of —

memory (historical policy) (2015-2020) and the Ukrainian-Polish grain
crisis (economic) (2022-2023).

The first case concerns the period 2015-2020, we will interpret it as a
crisis of ideas related to history and memory: the dispute was less about
the historical realities themselves, and more about who is authorized to
determine ‘who are heroes, who are victims, and which actions should
be considered crimes. Kononczuk (2018) believes that “the narrative that
Polish-Ukrainian relations are in crisis is too simplistic”. In his opinion,
the obvious reason for this “lies in the two countries different perceptions
of the tragic past and the politicization of history, but it is less recognized
that they are engaged in an unprecedented level of cooperation in other
areas”. The scholar is confident that now “there is a need to rebuild the
undermined trust and better communication, as well as more goodwill,
as the two countries resolve the complex historical issues they have in
common. Ultimately, both sides must remember the numerous common
interests they share” (Kononczuk 2018).

According to Shevchenko (2025), “it was historical issues that became
the decisive theme of Polish-Ukrainian relations” during the period we
associate with the first case. According to the author, history displaced
security, economics, and regional cooperation from the centre of the
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bilateral agenda. The aggravation of this issue was prompted by Ukraine’s
new strategy in the field of recognition of historical memory, which was
formed after 2014. Thus, by the Law of Ukraine of April 9, 2015, the OUN
and the UPA were recognized as participants in the struggle for state
independence, and any public denial of the legitimacy of this struggle was
declared an unlawful act (The law Ukraine, 2015).

Shevchenko (2025) directly indicates that the crisis did not arise
suddenly: it was prepared by inflated expectations and the unwillingness
to see the limitations of the other side. “The Ukrainian side made gestures
of reconciliation, but without real reflection on its own history; instead,
there was a belief that Poland should unilaterally accept the Ukrainian
nationalist vision of the past” This is how the author formulated the
mechanism of the crisis: outwardly, the language of reconciliation, and in
essence, the expectation of unilateral recognition.

For its part, Poland, especially after the Law and Justice (PiS) party
came to power in 2015, began to pursue its “historical policy” towards
Ukraine. In 2016, the Polish Sejm granted the events in Volyn the status
of genocide, to which the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine responded with a
statement about the “politicization” of the tragic episodes of the past and
called for the formation of a common rather than unilateral, concept of
commemoration. (Uchwatasejmu Rzeczypospolitej 2016).

Tensions between Ukraine and Poland escalated and moved from
a normative-symbolic level to an actual one after the dismantling of the
UPA monument in the village of Hrushowychy. Ukraine suspended joint
Polish search and exhumation works. In 2018, due to an amendment to
the Polish law containing a provision on “crimes of Ukrainian nationalists”,
this effectively froze the historical dialogue (Ustawaz, 2018). In 2019, the
Constitutional Tribunal of the Republic of Poland in the case K 1/18
declared unconstitutional certain provisions of Article 2a of the Law on
the Institute of National Remembrance (INR), in particular the wording
regarding “Ukrainian nationalists” and “Skhinda Malopolshcha (Eastern
Lesser Poland)” (Trybunat stycznia 2019).

However, a little later, the presidents of Ukraine and Poland agreed to
“resume” the work of a joint working group on history, and then again
had to discuss the issues of burials and memorial sites, which indicated
a decrease in tension, but not a final resolution of the conflict. So, the
following formulas sounded most clearly in this crisis: “historical issues
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became a crucial topic”, “the historical dispute was drawn into political
relations”, “this led to a de facto freezing of relations” (Shevchenko, 2025).

Features of crisis communications in the current crisis. Communication
is mostly symbolic and moral in nature. It was based on such formulations
as “genocide”, “heroes”, “truth”, “politicization”, “apology”, “and memories”
That is, the parties argued not only about political aspects, but also about
the moral assessment of their own national discourse. Legislative acts,
adopted resolutions and designated commemorative dates served not only
as tools, but were also messages in themselves. The Ukrainian law of 2015,
the resolution of the Polish Sejm of 2016, the amendments to the Law on
the National Monument of 2018 all acted as communicative actions aimed
at both their own audience and the neighbouring state.

The communicative process was multifaceted and heterogeneous. The
voice was heard not only from governments; parliaments, institutions of
national remembrance, heads of state, local authorities, as well as religious
and memorial communities were involved. As a result, the message often
became inconsistent: at the level of presidents, words of reconciliation
were heard, while in laws, resolutions or local events related to memory,
confrontational language dominated.

It was slow, burdened with rituals, and tied to the historical calendar.
Outbursts of tension coincided with anniversaries of events, the adoption
of resolutions, the opening or dismantling of memorials, and issues of
exhumation. This determined the duration of the crisis: it was difficult
to resolve it with a one-time agreement, since new dates and symbolic
pretexts for returning to the dispute constantly arose. Although expert
dialogue was declared a priority, political communication prevailed. The
Verkhovna Rada formally invited historians to a professional discussion,
but in fact the tone of politics and state institutions responsible for
preserving memory were directing. That is why the dispute turned not
into an academic discussion, but into a cross-border crisis in the field of
historical policy.

During the period of heightened memory (2015-2020), the Russian
propaganda trail had an impact, manifested in the reinforcement of
already existing historical sore points and the organization of incidents
related to places of honor. In Polish public data, this is presented less as
an unconditionally proven legally “direct handwriting”, and more as the
application of hybrid methods: the use of Volyn themes, issues of restitution
of remains, UPA activities and mutual stereotypes to inflame the dispute.
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Already in 2017, the Polish information space was filled with thoughts
that the attack on the consulate in Lutsk and the desecration of memorials
were intended to “poison” relations between Poland and Ukraine; the
head of the OSW (Center for Eastern Studies) drew attention to the
use of Russian words and other signs of external interference, while the
Ukrainian ambassador to Poland reported that videos of acts of vandalism
first surfaced on Russian servers (Dyrektor OSW 2017).

In 2023, Prime Minister M. Morawiecki directly stated that “The issue
of the Volyn genocide and the complex elements of Polish-Ukrainian
history are an ideal motive for the Russian disinformation machine”
(Premier 2023).

The NASK/PAP analytical report also demonstrates that Moscow
propaganda actively refers to Volyn (Wolyn) in the context of Russian
propaganda, which uses historical traumas to split Polish-Ukrainian
relations. It mentions the “mass murders in Volyn and Eastern Galicia”
(masowe mordy na Wolyniu oraz w Galicji Wschodniej), claiming that
the Ukrainians have not apologized and do not plan to do so. It mentions
that the Kremlin is exploiting the issue of exhumations of victims (blokuje
mozblizenie przeprowadzenia ekshumacji ofiar), linking it to the cult of
Bandera. The main narratives for the Polish audience include: “Ukrainians
are unworthy of support, because the cult of Bandera is alive among
them and there is no apology for Volyn”. Fakes, allegedly President Duda
banned the mention of the “Volyn massacre” (rzecz wotynska), or photo
manipulations (for example, children as victims of the UPA). Not a single
fragment describes the simultaneous exploitation of the excavation
of graves with fabrications about a “hypothetical ban” or distortion of
illustrations. The report focuses on the general manipulation of history,
but not on these details (Wojna 2024).

So, the memory crisis that lasted from 2015 to 2020 unfolded gradually,
had deep symbolism, was filled with moral conflicts and largely did not
allow for any concessions. At stake were issues of historical legitimacy, the
correct naming of certain actions, determining the status of prominent
figures, as well as the right to organize a memorial space. In contrast, the
grain crisis of 2022-2023 erupted rapidly, concerned mainly regulatory
aspects, was sensitive to electoral sentiment and left more space for the
negotiation process. Here, the issues of market functioning, logistical
chains, transit routes, the introduction of unilateral restrictions and
compliance with EU rules became the subject of disputes. If in the first
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dimension the communication battles were similar to a “war of ideological
attitudes”, then in the second it was more about a “competition for access to
trading platforms”, which only in its most acute moments took on the form
of an emotionally colored diplomatic confrontation.

The second case, 2022-2023, concerns the crisis in the field of trade,
logistics and grain rules: the conflict unfolded around access to markets,
transit issues, payments and compensations, and the distribution of the
financial burden caused by the war between Ukraine and the Russian
Federation. Although both conflicts had a cross-border dimension, the
ways of their intensification and methods of communication differed.

The cross-border grain/trade crisis (2022-2023) arose in a different
context: after Russia’s full-scale invasion of the EU in May 2022, when
temporary trade liberalization with Ukraine was introduced, and land
routes through neighbouring states became critical for Ukrainian exports.

As for the grain dispute, researchers present it not as an isolated
incident, but as a symptom of a deeper crisis. This is evidenced by the
fact that after the launch of the new Black Sea corridor, Ukrainian grain
again mainly went by sea, and in 2024, almost 80% of grain imports from
Ukraine to the EU fell to Spain, the Netherlands, and Italy. That is, the
authors correctly interpret the peak “grain crisis” as a temporary outbreak
against the background of broader structural problems (Mamonova et al.
2025).

As early as December 2022, the Polish government publicly
acknowledged the need for tighter controls on Ukrainian grain imports
to minimize risks for Polish producers and consumers. In March 2023,
the EU announced financial support for farmers in border countries
due to “market imbalances”, and on May 2, 2023, it imposed temporary
precautionary measures on four Ukrainian products in five member states
due to logistical bottlenecks.

In the summer of 2023, Poland, together with the “five” frontline states,
began to demand the extension of the restrictions and directly stated
that it would not open the border after September 15, even if the EU did
not extend the ban. At the same time, the Polish authorities constantly
emphasized that they supported the transit of Ukrainian grain beyond
Poland. On September 15,2023, the EU did not extend the restrictions, but
Ukraine agreed to an action plan and an export control/licensing system.
Poland, Hungary and Slovakia maintained their own bans, and Ukraine
initiated consultations in the WTO (Commission 2023).
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Characteristic features of crisis communication during the grain
crisis. The communication strategy was purely economic and regulatory
in nature. The focus was not on human stories or victims, but rather on
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concepts such as “market imbalances’, “logistical problems”, “transit’,
“compensation systems”, “export restrictions” and “permitting procedures”
Thus, the focus was shifted from issues of identity to the areas of resource
management and allocation (Commission 2023).

The communication scheme formed a kind of “triangle”: Kyiv - Warsaw
- Brussels, with the mandatory involvement of the WTO. It was no longer
a simple dispute between two parties: the European Commission set the
framework of restrictions, Poland conducted a parallel dialogue with
Kyiv and Brussels, and Ukraine transferred some aspects of the dispute
to the legal field of the World Trade Organization. Thus, the crisis had a
simultaneous bilateral dimension, a European context and a global trade
precedent (Commission 2023).

The unfolding of events took place much more rapidly and with wider
media coverage. If the “memory crisis” stretched for years, then the grain
crisis had a laconic time span: the decision of the European Commission
on September 15, the introduction of unilateral bans, a diplomatic incident,
the summoning of the ambassador, public statements about the use of
judicial instruments — all this was contained in a matter of days.

The Polish communication strategy had a dual direction: on the one
hand, a demonstration of “solidarity with Ukraine”, and on the other —
“unwavering protection of the interests of Polish agrarians” Official
representatives of Warsaw steadfastly emphasized that they had no claims
to Ukraine as a state and resolutely supported transit routes, but at the
same time demonstrated maximum intransigence on the issue of imports
directly to Polish territory. This is a classic example of communication
aimed simultaneously at two target groups: external partners-allies and the
internal electoral base. The electoral race factor directly affected the overall
tone of the situation.

A Reuters journalist directly pointed to the correlation between the
increased tension and the parliamentary campaign in Poland, in particular
the rivalry between the PiS party and the electorate of farmers and right-
wing voters. Because of this, the technical trade dispute quickly acquired a
personal color and entered a phase of sharp rhetoric (Charlish 2023).

Despite the emotional explosion in the public sphere, the tools for
de-escalation remained purely technical in nature. The EU proposed the
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creation of a coordination platform and the definition of an action plan,
Ukraine agreed to the introduction of export control mechanisms, and the
dispute almost instantly received legal form through WTO mechanisms.
That is, even at the stage of public escalation, the parties did not abandon
the technical language necessary for settlement (Commission 2023).

In his speech at the general debate of the 78th session of the UN
General Assembly on September 19, 2023, President of Ukraine V.
Zelensky stated that the main feature characterizing the dispute over the
export of Ukrainian grain was that some European partners were turning
the issue of solidarity into “political theatre” and thereby actually creating
a favourable background for the Russian side; at the same time, Poland was
not directly named in the text of the speech (President of Ukraine 2023).

Already on September 20, 2023, the Polish Ministry of Foreign Affairs
summoned the Ukrainian ambassador and in an official communiqué
declared a “strong protest’, noting that the interpretation that some EU
states were only imitating solidarity and indirectly supporting Russia
was “untrue” and “particularly unauthorized” in relation to Poland
(Ministerstwo Spraw 2023).

In the Polish public sphere, this statement was perceived as referring to
Poland: M. Przydach called Zelensky’s words (“amazing”) “zdumiewajace”
and (“unfair”) “niesprawiedliwe” (Polskie Radio 2023). At the same time,
Polish media recorded that Russian propaganda promptly used the grain
conflict and presented it as a sign of cooling in Polish-Ukrainian relations;
in particular, Gadawa (2023) recounted how Russian media interpreted
the dispute over grain (Gadawa 2023). Bernatowicz (2023) showed that
Kremlin propaganda used the topic of the Polish embargo and harsh
statements by politicians to promote the narrative of an allegedly inevitable
break between Warsaw and Kyiv.

Journalist M. Wroblewski, likes the statement of the Polish scholar,
employee of the Center for Eastern Studies W. Kononczuk, who considers
the grain crisis not a “purely bilateral quarrel” between Poland and Ukraine.
He consistently links it to the Russian blockade of ports, the breakdown of
the grain agreement, and the Russian information amplification of Polish-
Ukrainian friction, explaining this crisis by the fact that “the Kremlin,
aware of the growing disappointment of Western societies due to rising
inflation, is clearly playing on this crisis”. “Russia will fuel this and deepen
it, assuming that this will not only reduce the West’s willingness to support
Ukraine, but will even convince some countries to influence Ukraine to
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make certain concessions to Russia,” notes W. Kononczuk (Wroblewski
2022).

Given that the grain crisis (2022-2023) had a different Russian imprint,
not a “historical” one, but a socio-economic one, Polish sources show
that Moscow and pro-Russian circles tried not to create a problem from
scratch, but to use a real market conflict namely tension around imports,
transit, prices and farmers’ protests to turn it into an anti-Ukrainian
and anti-European wave. It is no coincidence that since 2022, the topic
of food security in the Polish media has often been combined with the
need to combat Russian disinformation: Russian narratives of war fatigue,
the split of NATO and EU states, stories that Ukraine “pays with grain
for weapons”, that on the Polish side of the border Ukrainian services
“guard grain wagons’, etc. In the grain crisis, the regulatory problem in the
disinformation field was transformed into simple and explosive formulas:
“Ukraine is using us”, “the Polish state has lost control” and “aid to Ukraine
hits the Pole’s pocket”. Unlike the memory crisis, where the main emotion
was historical indignation, the grain crisis was dominated by economic
fear, a sense of injustice, and sovereignty anxiety.

Conclusions. Cross-border crises are based on rapidly spreading cross-
border risks. Such crises are multidimensional processes that lack not
only coordination of actions, but also communication: prompt exchange
of interstate information, unity of positions, and trust in messages and
communication with citizens in an intercultural environment. Cross-
border crises become more complex due to the participation of non-
state actors and transnational factors (terrorism, migration, and climate),
crossing state borders, in particular: geographical, political, demographic,
cultural and economic.

The study empirically analyzes the type of cross-border crisis “EU and
non-EU”: between Ukraine and Poland: memory crisis (2015-2020) and
grain crisis (2022-2023) and clarifies the specifics of crisis communications
of each of them. Thus, the period of memory crisis that lasted from 2015
to 2020 was gradual, deeply symbolic, full of moral battles, and marked by
an inability to make significant concessions. Its essence was the issue of
historical legitimacy, the definition of crimes, the status of heroic figures,
and the right to due commemoration. In contrast, the grain crisis of 2022-
2023 unfolded rapidly, concerned mainly regulatory aspects, was sensitive
to electoral sentiment, and allowed for more opportunities for agreements.
Here, issues related to market functioning, logistical chains, transit
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procedures, unilaterally imposed restrictions, and European Union norms
came to the fore. In the case of memory, the communication strategy
was more like a “battle of ideological scenarios”, while the grain dispute
resembled a “competition for market access”, and only at its highest level
did it reach an emotional diplomatic phase.
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Human Capital and the Ethnic Agency of Ukrainians
in the European Space: Challenges of Migration Policy
in the Context of War and European Integration

The article investigates the transformation of the ethnic subjectivity and
identity of Ukrainian forced migrants in the European Union countries as a
result of the full-scale war. The study analyzes the transition of Ukrainian
society to a state of “achieved identity” and the formation of the “hybrid iden-
tity” phenomenon, wherein integration into the European socio-economic
space is combined with the preservation of political and cultural involvement
in the life of Ukraine. Based on W. Kymlicka’s concepts of liberal nationalism
and multiculturalism, the processes of assimilation and inclusive integration
are differentiated. Through a comparative analysis of the migration policies
of Poland and Germany, institutional risks of losing Ukrainian human capi-
tal are identified (in particular, through educational assimilation and the
“brain waste” phenomenon). The author substantiates the necessity of a con-
ceptual change in state migration policy: shifting from ineffective attempts at
the directive return of citizens to a strategy of “talent circulation”, the devel-
opment of transnational institutions, and the institutionalization of “digital
citizenship” as prerequisites for the post-war reconstruction and European
integration of Ukraine.

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MARKETING STRATEGIES
FOR THE POST WAR RESTORATION OF RURAL AREAS
IN UKRAINE: LESSONS FROM INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE

The article is devoted to identifying priority marketing strategies for the
effective post war restoration of rural areas in Ukraine, based on an analysis
of international experience. It is noted that the concept of the thematic vil-
lage is highly productive for shaping marketing strategies aimed at restoring
rural territories that were located in the war zone or were under Russian
occupation. An analysis of the thematic village concept, which has been suc-
cessfully implemented in several European countries, is presented. This ap-
proach, rooted in ideas that emerged in the mid 20th century, focuses on the
restoration and harmonious development of rural areas.

The concept of the thematic village becomes a shared framework for both
202 quthorities and local communities. To develop the thematic profile of a vil-
— lage, appropriate management and political instruments must be established

at the institutional level. In the long term, thematic villages can strengthen
residents’ shared identity, enhance their involvement in community develop-
ment, and support processes of community self organization. Thus, an impor-
tant side effect of implementing the thematic village model is the strengthe-
ning of democratic practices.

It is argued that, in developing strategies for creating thematic villages in
territories that were front line or close to the front line, the concept of mili-
tarism can serve as a foundation for their positioning. Accordingly, for rural
areas of Ukraine that have suffered from military actions, it is advisable to
design marketing strategies that incorporate a military themed orientation
for these villages.

Importantly, military thematics can serve as a distinctive competitive
advantage for many rural areas affected by hostilities. At the same time,
within the marketing strategies of each individual village, this military theme
should be complemented by unique local features that more clearly articulate
and reinforce the territorial brand.

Problem statement. In the context of post war recovery in Ukraine,
identifying appropriate priority marketing strategies for rural areas
becomes particularly important. The use of marketing tools can significantly
enhance economic efficiency, as the skillful development of marketing
strategies stimulates innovative solutions and strengthens competitive
positions. Moreover, marketing encourages the search for new ideas and
supports the creation of new products and areas of activity.

For the effective development of post war marketing strategies for
rural areas in Ukraine, it is essential to reconsider their own territorial
positioning. To achieve this, it is advisable to draw on international
experience in branding rural areas under crisis conditions.

Analysis of research results. The problems of developing marketing
strategies have been examined by numerous theorists across various
fields, including historical humanitarian studies, economics, and political
social sciences (Bahorka 2022, Khich 2023, Kozielski 2013, Kramar 2010,
Mayovets 2023, Mourre 2022, Nikolaychuk 2019, Senyshyn 2023, Tsikh
2010, Ustik 2022, Zrobek 2013 et al).

Certain aspects of marketing strategy development and territorial
branding, particularly in rural areas, have been analyzed in both Ukrainian
and international political and social discourses (Borshchevskyi 2016,
Byelyayeva 2021, Dedilova 2022, Herman 2021, Kravtsiv 2016, Kulish
2016, Lanovyuk 2016, Mazur 2019, Mazurek-Kusiak 2020, Nevlad
2019, Nosyryev 2022, Osypova 2022, Tomashuk 2019 et al). However,
in contemporary Ukrainian political discourse, the issues related to
forming marketing strategies for the post war restoration of rural areas
remain insufficiently explored, especially in the context of international
experience. This gap has defined the direction of the present research.
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The purpose of the research. The purpose of the article is to identify
priority directions in developing marketing strategies for the post war
restoration of rural areas in Ukraine, based on an analysis of international
experience.

Presentation of research results. Russia’s war against Ukraine, which
began in 2014, has had a profoundly destructive impact on the development
of rural areas located in the eastern regions of the country. The full scale
Russian armed aggression launched on February 24, 2022, resulted not
only in extensive damage and the destruction of infrastructure in front line
rural territories but also in the complete annihilation of many villages. At
present, there are no precise statistics on the number of rural settlements
in Ukraine that have been destroyed by Russia.

In the post war recovery of Ukraine, it is essential to focus on developing
appropriate marketing strategies for rural areas. The use of marketing
tools can significantly enhance economic efficiency, as the skillful design
of marketing strategies stimulates innovation and strengthens competitive
positions. Moreover, marketing encourages the search for new ideas and 205
supports the creation of new products and areas of activity (Zrobek 2013, —
183).

Marketing activity can be understood as a form of management
focused on the processes of making relevant decisions and on developing
managerial technologies for implementing those decisions. Therefore, from
a managerial perspective, the integrating role of marketing is particularly
significant (Kozielski 2013, 93). Marketing also plays an important role in
shaping the culture of an organization or institution. In this context, value
based foundations are essential for the development of effective marketing
strategies.

According to O. Nikolaychuk, a marketing strategy is a long term
model of marketing activity. It «contains a set of marketing tools that are
continuously adjusted under the influence of changes in the external and
internal environments, make it possible to achieve the defined marketing
goals, and contribute to the formation of competitive advantages»
(Nikolaychuk 2019, 115).

A marketing strategy serves as a key reference point and forms the
foundation for developing the entire set of marketing activities within
a given area. In designing a marketing strategy, the French researcher
M.-L. Mourre recommends applying the three stage STP approach
(Segmentation — Targeting — Positioning) (Mourre 2022, 6):
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- Segmentation: analysing the market according to various criteria
in order to identify groups of consumers with similar characteristics;

- Targeting: evaluating the identified segments in terms of goals,
resources, and competitiveness, which makes it possible to select the most
promising segments;

- Positioning: developing a relevant offer that is convincing and
attractive to the chosen target group of consumers.

Thanks to the STP approach, it becomes possible to define clear
areas of activity within the marketing plan at the operational level. At
the positioning stage of the STP model, it is important to focus on the
following characteristics (Mourre 2022, 25):

- Attractiveness: the positioning must be appealing to the selected
consumer group and meet their expectations.

- Differentiation: the positioning must demonstrate significant
distinctions from existing competing offers.

- Credibility: the positioning must be perceived as credible by
consumers, giving them confidence that the promised value will be
delivered.

For the effective development of post war marketing strategies for
rural areas in Ukraine, it is essential to reconsider their own territorial
positioning. In this context, the so called «Law of the Situation» becomes
particularly relevant. This principle applies in circumstances where
previous marketing strategies no longer function due to radical changes
in historical, economic, social, or other conditions. According to the Law
of the Situation, during periods of crisis it is crucial to clarify fundamental
definitions, as profound societal transformations require a complete
rethinking of approaches to marketing strategy formation across different
sectors. In essence, the Law of the Situation offers a conceptual framework
for reinterpreting such approaches. The term gained prominence thanks to
Mary Parker Follett, the first management consultant in the United States,
who introduced it in 1904. The core of the Law of the Situation lies in
addressing the conceptualisation of activities (Naisbitt 1982, 98).

An illustrative example often cited in connection with Mary Parker
Follett concerns her consultation with a curtain manufacturing company.
Once a highly successful enterprise, the company had begun to experience
significant losses. As technological and social conditions changed,
consumer interest in traditional heavy curtains declined sharply. According
to Follett, the company needed to conceptualise its own activity anew. In
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line with the Law of the Situation, it first had to answer a fundamental
question: «What activity are we truly engaged in?»

This required rethinking the company’s mission and uncovering
the hidden or peripheral dimensions of its work. Ultimately, Follett
herself formulated a conceptual diagnosis: the company was not merely
producing curtains - it was engaged in «light management». This
reframing dramatically expanded the company’s strategic possibilities.
Beyond manufacturing curtains, it could now develop new lines of activity
related to managing light: window design, spatial organisation around
windows, and other services that addressed how light enters and shapes
interior spaces.

Thus, effective conceptualisation of activities within the framework of
the Law of the Situation requires clearly addressing two key questions: a)
What activity are we actually engaged in? b) What activity would it be
strategically beneficial for us to consider ourselves engaged in?

In this context, a conceptual rethinking of the very foundations
of marketing strategies for post war rural areas in Ukraine becomes
particularly important. The core definitions used in this process shape the
way and style of thinking about strategic priorities, directing marketing
strategies along specific trajectories.

Let us turn to the concept of the «thematic village», which has been
successfully implemented in several European countries. The thematic
village model is widely and effectively used across the European Union.
Originating from ideas developed in the mid 20th century, this approach
is aimed at revitalising and ensuring the harmonious development of rural
areas. It focuses on building a distinctive identity around a specific theme,
thereby stimulating local economic activity, strengthening community
cohesion, and enhancing the attractiveness of rural territories for residents
and visitors alike.

Strictly speaking, the idea of the thematic village was formally
articulated by the governor of Lower Austria, Erwin Proll, in 2000 with the
aim of revitalising rural areas. This concept was based on «the search for, or
creation of, a village’s own uniqueness and identity by its inhabitants, with
a focus on regional and local advantages» (Lanovyuk 2016, 306). It should
be noted, however, that several examples of villages fitting the thematic
village model had already emerged earlier, in the 1990s.

As scientific discussions around the definition of a thematic village have
evolved, they have prompted a broader rethinking of regional policy—one

eor
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that is no longer understood narrowly as solely economic or agrarian.
Regional policy today is inherently multidimensional, encompassing
cultural, social, and environmental dimensions (Lanovyuk 2016, 306). This
shift reflects the recognition that the revival and economic development
of rural areas are impossible without strong social communication,
community engagement, and the synergy of cultural and educational
initiatives.

Today, the concept of the thematic village has become most widespread
in Poland, where the process of creating such thematic rural areas is
particularly active (Lanovyuk 2016, 307). As early as 2000-2005, the
Hobbit themed village Sierakowo Stawienskie was established near the
Polish city of Koszalin, inspired by J. R. R. Tolkien’s novel The Hobbit. This
thematic village attracts around 15,000 tourists annually. By 2013, Poland
already had 78 thematic villages, demonstrating the rapid expansion and
popularity of this model.

It is noteworthy that the population of thematic villages in Poland is
generally quite small - typically ranging from 50 to 2,500 residents. This
indicates that the idea of a thematic village is particularly productive for
peripheral rural communities that are no longer able to sustain themselves
through traditional forms of livelihood, such as conventional agriculture.

One of the key advantages of the thematic village concept is that
it does not require substantial capital investment at the initial stages
of implementation, which makes the model particularly relevant for
Ukrainian rural areas in the post war period.

In Ukraine, the concept of the thematic village already has practical
examples of implementation. The Cherkasy region became a pilot area
for introducing this model. Between 2018 and 2020, a project to create
thematic villages was carried out in the region, drawing directly on Polish
experience. As a result of this initiative, by 2021 twelve thematic villages
were operating in the Cherkasy region, each distinguished by its own
unique identity shaped by the tourist potential of the surrounding rural
area (Byelyayeva et al 2021, 53).

In general, a thematic village should be understood not only as an
innovative mechanism for revitalising the rural economy. A thematic
village also becomes «a generator for popularizing the identity of the
local population, as it activates historical memory and positions the lived
experience of the past as a foundation for contemporary self identification»
(Lanovyuk 2016, 309).
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The idea of a thematic village is interesting because it combines the
resources of the local economy (human, social, economic, natural, etc.)
with the cultural resources of a given rural area. The cultural resources of
a rural area include the assets of spiritual culture, material culture, and the
culture of space management (Mazurek-Kusiak 2020, 152).

We are talking about various customs, traditions, legends, local
dialects, etc., which belong to spiritual culture. Material culture includes
local crafts and folk clothing traditional to a given territory. The culture of
space management includes the specifics of local architecture, landscape,
and types of buildings.

The thematic village is able to provide additional alternative income
to its residents. The successfully formed «thematicity» of the village is,
in fact, a successfully formed brand of the territory (Mazur et al 2019).
According to I. Tomaschuk, the branding of rural areas in Ukraine should
be understood as an anti crisis marketing technology. This involves «the
realization of the territory’s unique institutional assets in order to ensure
their effective development» (Tomashuk 2019, 150). An important element
of branding rural areas is the formation of trust between representatives of
government institutions and the population (Borshchevskyi et al 2016).

The key task of the thematic village is to advantageously «highlight»
its own individuality (Kuts 2003), to strengthen the unique features
of a common territorial identity based on local historical, cultural, and
natural resources. Of course, this will contribute to the establishment of
cooperation mechanisms between the authorities and the community.
Also, a change in the format of positioning the village in the direction of
«thematicity» will lead to higher quality changes in the lives of residents
and in their well being.

The concept of the thematic village becomes common to both the
authorities and the community. After all, in order to form the «thematicity»
of the village, appropriate management and political technologies must be
developed at the level of power institutions. Therefore, it is very important
to involve leaders from the local community in implementing the concept
of the «thematic village». Also important for promoting the idea of a
thematic village are the fields of education and culture (Zrobek 2013,
197). In addition, it is appropriate to enable small and medium sized local
enterprises to make full use of the impact of marketing measures (Zrobek
2013, 198).
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In perspective, «thematic villages» are able to strengthen the common
identity of the inhabitants, promote the growth of their integration in
building their own community, and support the self organization of the
community (Mazurek-Kusiak 2020, 153). That is, an important side effect
of the implementation of the thematic village is the strengthening of the
democratic system (Kuts 2011).

In general, the concept of the thematic village is very productive for
the formation of marketing strategies for the post war restoration of rural
areas of Ukraine that were in the war zone or in territories that were under
Russian occupation.

In developing strategies for the creation of thematic villages in territories
that were front line or close to the front line, the concept of militarism
can become the basis for their positioning. Accordingly, for rural areas
of Ukraine that have suffered from the impact of military actions, it is
desirable to develop marketing strategies based on the military thematic
nature of the villages.

It is the military theme that can become interesting for future tourists
who will bring investments to these villages, contributing to their further
development. We are talking, in particular, about military tourism, which
awaits Ukraine in the post war period. (Dedilova et al 2022, 48).

Importantly, military thematics can become a basic unique competitive
advantage for most rural areas affected by hostilities. At the same time, in
the marketing strategies for each individual village, this military theme
should be supplemented with unique local specific features that would
more clearly position the brand of the territory.

Complementary characteristics that will form the integral brand of each
village in the context of military thematicity should take into account the
specific features of a given area. We are talking about the everyday heroism
of the peasants themselves in confronting the Russian aggressor, about the
peculiarities of the inhabitants’ survival under Russian occupation, about
the people who defended Ukraine, about the history of the resilience of
farms, and about the local specifics of the construction and functioning of
roadblocks or redoubts, which reflect the atmosphere of a period of fierce
combat confrontations, etc.

Ukraine is interesting to the world. And first of all, Ukraine is interesting
for its heroism of resistance and its victories. Therefore, the concept of
military thematicity for rural areas of Ukraine in the post war period
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should become the basis for the development of appropriate marketing
strategies.

Military thematicism is also interesting because of its rootedness
in history. If a rural territory, for example, demonstrates the continuity
of the idea of militarism from Cossack times to the history of modern
confrontations, then this village will be even more interesting and, in the
end, will receive more investment for development.

In general, it is the concept of militarism that can act as a competitive
advantage for the territorial brands of post war rural areas of Ukraine.
Accordingly, in the post war period, the formation of military themes in
Ukrainian rural areas that were subjected to the destructive influence of
military operations is the optimal marketing strategy.

Conclusions. Thus, the study is devoted to the identification of priority
marketing strategies for the effective post-war restoration of rural areas of
Ukraine in the context of the analysis of international experience.

Russia’s war against Ukraine, which began in 2014, had a destructive
impact on the development of rural areas located in the eastern territories
of Ukraine. The full scale Russian armed aggression against Ukraine,
which began on February 24, 2022, led not only to large scale damage
and destruction of infrastructure in front line rural areas, but also to the
complete destruction of many villages. Currently, there are no accurate
statistics on rural settlements destroyed by Russia in Ukraine.

It is noted that in order to effectively form post war marketing strategies
for the development of rural areas of Ukraine, it is important to rethink
their own positioning.

An analysis of the concept of the thematic village was carried out,
which has been successfully implemented in practice in some European
countries. This theory, based on ideas that emerged in the mid 20th
century, is aimed at the restoration and harmonious development of rural
areas. The advantages of the thematic village concept lie primarily in the
fact that significant capital investments are not required at the initial stages
of its implementation, which is particularly relevant for Ukrainian rural
areas in the post war period.

The concept of the thematic village becomes common to both the
authorities and the community. After all, in order to form the «thematicity»
of the village, appropriate management and political technologies must
be developed at the level of power institutions. In the future, «thematic
villages» are able to strengthen the common identity of residents,
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promote the growth of their integration in the development of their own
community, and support the self organization of the community. That is,
an important side effect of the implementation of the thematic village is
the strengthening of the democratic system.

In general, the concept of the thematic village is very productive for
the formation of marketing strategies for the post war recovery of rural
areas of Ukraine that were in the war zone or in territories that were under
Russian occupation.

This includes the everyday heroism of local residents in
confronting the Russian aggressor, the particularities of civilian survival
under Russian occupation, the stories of those who defended Ukraine,
the history of the resilience of local farms, and the specific local practices
of constructing and operating roadblocks or redoubts that reflect the
atmosphere of periods of intense combat, among other elements.

Military thematicism is also compelling because of its deep historical
rootedness. If a rural territory, for example, demonstrates the continuity
of the idea of militarism from Cossack times to the history of modern
confrontations, then such a village becomes even more attractive and,
ultimately, is more likely to receive investment for its development.

In general, the concept of militarism can serve as a competitive
advantage for the territorial brands of post war rural areas of Ukraine.
Accordingly, in the post war period, the development of military themed
narratives in Ukrainian rural areas that were affected by the war represents
an optimal marketing strategy.
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DISINFORMATION AS A FACTOR IN THE TRANSFORMATION
OF THE POLITICAL SYSTEM: QUANTITATIVE ANALYSIS AND
THE ROLE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

This article examines disinformation as a factor in the transformation of
the political system under conditions of digitalized political communication
and large-scale information confrontation. The topic is especially relevant
in the contemporary security environment, where disinformation no longer
functions merely as a set of misleading messages but increasingly operates as
a systematic instrument for influencing public opinion, undermining trust
in institutions, intensifying political polarization, and reshaping democratic
processes. The study adopts an analytical approach that combines political
communication analysis with quantitative methods and artificial intelligence-
based tools. Particular attention is paid to the capacity of quantitative
analysis to identify patterns in the production, dissemination, amplification,
and reception of disinformation across digital platforms. At the same time,
the article explores the dual role of artificial intelligence: on the one hand, as
a technology that facilitates the generation of deepfakes, synthetic narratives,
and automated influence operations; on the other hand, as an instrument
for detecting manipulated content, classifying disinformation narratives, and
mapping coordinated information attacks. It is argued that the combination of
quantitative methods and Al significantly expands the analytical capacity of
political research by enabling a more precise assessment of how disinformation
affects institutional legitimacy, political participation, and the functioning
of democratic systems. The article concludes that disinformation should be
understood not only as a media-related challenge, but also as a structural
factor capable of transforming the political system, especially in contexts of
war, hybrid threats, and algorithmically mediated communication.

Statement of the Scientific Problem. In the contemporary digital
environment, disinformation appears not merely as a distortion of facts, but
as a political factor that affects trust in institutions, political participation,
polarization, and the legitimacy of public decisions. For democratic
systems, this is of particular importance, since their resilience depends
not only on formal institutions, but also on the reliability of political
communication and the public recognition of procedures as legitimate.
Recent studies show that disinformation operates through emotional
triggers, manipulative framing, and the distortion of public discourse,
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thereby changing the conditions under which political judgment is formed
(Lim 23 ,2023; McLoughlin et al. 35 ,2024; Horban and Oliinyk 14 ,2024;
Makukh-Fedorkova 16 ,2025; Stopkin 21 ,2024).

The problem becomes more acute in conditions of algorithmically
mediated communication, where digital platforms notonly transmit content
but also filter, rank, and amplify it. In such an environment, manipulative
messages may acquire a disproportionate political influence, especially
when they appeal to fear, outrage, or identity conflicts. The situation is
further complicated by the development of artificial intelligence, which
simultaneously expands the possibilities for creating synthetic content and
opens up new tools for its detection (Gauthier et al. 22 ,2026; McLoughlin
et al. 35 ,2024; Shin and Shin 32 ,2026; Appel and Prietzel 41 ,2022;
Hameleers, van der Meer, and Dobber 53 ,2024; Hameleers, van der Meer,
and Dobber 35 ,2022; Lee and Shin 34 ,2022; Montoro-Montarroso et al.
22 ,2023; Makukh-Fedorkova 41 ,2025).

Under wartime conditions, disinformation performs an even more
explicit political function: it is used to undermine trust in state institutions,
weaken democratic resilience, provoke internal divisions, and delegitimize
public authority. In this sense, it becomes part of a broader strategy of
political destabilization that requires a more precise methodological
response (Horban and Oliinyk 43 ,2024; Kulesza and Burdiak ,2023
33; Makarova 41 ,2024; Makukh-Fedorkova 32 ,2025; Matviienkiv and
Bratakh 11 ,2024). Thus, the central scientific problem of the article lies in
clarifying how disinformation, reinforced by the algorithmic environment
and artificial intelligence technologies, influences the transformation of
the political system, as well as how quantitative methods make it possible
to identify and measure this influence (Bielikova, Pospisil Mackova,
and Novotnd 22 ,2025; Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 31 ,2023; Kramer,
Golovchenko, and Hjorth 32 ,2025; Montoro-Montarroso et al. 55 ,2023;
Shin and Shin 43 ,2026).

The purpose of the article is to examine disinformation as a factor in
the transformation of the political system and to determine the analytical
value of combining quantitative methods with AI-based approaches in the
study of its political effects.

Analysis of recent research. Contemporary studies relevant to this topic
can be grouped into three analytical blocks: research on disinformation as
a political phenomenon; works devoted to quantitative and computational
approaches to its analysis; and studies on the role of artificial intelligence
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in the creation and detection of manipulative content. Such a structure
makes it possible to move consistently from the conceptualization of
disinformation to the instruments of its empirical study and to emerging
technological challenges.

The first block includes works in which disinformation is understood
not only as false content, but also as a factor affecting trust in institutions,
political legitimacy, and democratic resilience. In this context, conceptual
distinctions between disinformation, misinformation, and malinformation
are important, as are approaches that interpret disinformation as
a mechanism for manipulating political perception (Lim 23 ,2023;
Stopkin 11 ,2024). Some studies show that its political effect is especially
intensified through emotionally charged content (McLoughlin et al. ,2024
35), particularly content that exploits outrage. In the wartime context,
Ukrainian scholars additionally emphasize that disinformation is not
only a media-related issue but also a security problem connected with the
vulnerability of the information space and institutional resilience (Horban
and Oliinyk 11 ,2024; Matviienkiv and Bratakh 12 ,2024).

The second block consists of studies devoted to quantitative and
computational approaches to the analysis of disinformation (Hamed,
Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 45 ,2023; Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth ,2025
21). Their significance lies in the fact that they make it possible to study
disinformation through measurable indicators, network patterns, and
the analysis of large-scale datasets. These works focus on the problems
of constructing reliable datasets, the automated classification of fake
messages, the detection of hostile narratives using large language models,
and the study of the speed (Vosoughi, Roy, and Aral 11 ,2018), scale,
and cascade logic of the dissemination of false information in digital
environments (Zhuravskaya, Petrova, and Enikolopov 2020; Allen et al.
10,2020). Taken together, this body of literature forms the methodological
basis for the empirical analysis of the political effects of disinformation
(Bielikova, Pospisil Mackova, and Novotna 25 ,2025; Gauthier et al. ,2026
32; Shin and Shin 41 ,2026).

The third block focuses on the dual role of artificial intelligence. On the
one hand, Al expands the possibilities for creating disinformation through
deepfakes, synthetic texts, and multimodal forms of manipulation that
increase the persuasiveness of false content. On the other hand, it becomes
a tool for detecting manipulative patterns (Appel and Prietzel 21 ,2022),
classifying narratives (Lee and Shin 22 ,2022), and identifying coordinated
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information operations (Hameleers, van der Meer, and Dobber 58 ,2022).
Research in this area also shows that the effect of Al-generated content
depends not only on its technical quality (Hameleers, van der Meer, and
Dobber 73 ,2024), but also on context, trust, and the level of audience
skepticism (Montoro-Montarroso etal. 23,2023). In the Ukrainian wartime
context, this is especially important, since technologically sophisticated
disinformation intensifies political and institutional vulnerability
(Makukh-Fedorkova 22 ,2025).

Despite the growing number of such studies, there is still a lack of a
comprehensive explanation of how exactly the combination of quantitative
analysis and artificial intelligence helps to conceptualize disinformation
as a factor in the transformation of the political system, especially in
the Ukrainian wartime context. It is precisely this gap that defines the
logic of the present article, which seeks to combine the conceptual,
methodological, and technological dimensions within a single analytical
framework (Gauthier et al. 2026; Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth ,2025
56; McLoughlin et al. 35 ,2024; Montoro-Montarroso et al. 67 ,2023;
Shin and Shin 93 ,2026; Vosoughi, Roy, and Aral 21 ,2018; Zhuravskaya,
Petrova, and Enikolopov 43 ,2020; Erlich and Garner 45 ,2023; Pierri et al.
78 ,2023).

Presentation of the Main Material. Disinformation should be
considered not only as a distorted message or a misleading communicative
act, but also as an instrument capable of influencing the political system
at several interconnected levels. Its impact extends beyond media content
itself and affects political trust, perceptions of legitimacy, citizens’
information behavior, the functioning of the public sphere, and the
resilience of democratic institutions. In this sense, disinformation changes
not only what citizens know about politics, but also how they interpret
state decisions, evaluate political actors, and define their own place within
the broader communicative space of politics (Lim 23 ,2023; Stopkin ,2024
43). One of the most serious consequences of disinformation is the erosion
of trust in institutions. Democratic systems rely not only on formal rules,
constitutional procedures, or legally defined powers, but also on public
recognition of institutional credibility. When manipulative narratives
systematically call into question the reliability of the government,
parliament, electoral procedures, media, or security structures, they
weaken the symbolic foundations on which political authority rests.
Such narratives do not necessarily destroy trust instantly; however, their
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repeated circulation contributes to the normalization of suspicion and,
consequently, to delegitimization. In such a case, citizens begin to perceive
public decisions not as the outcome of an institutional procedure (Osadtsa
and Polishchuk 25,2025), but as the result of manipulation, conspiracy, or
hidden interests (Makukh-Fedorkova 21 ,2025; Matviienkiv and Bratakh
23 ,2024; Stopkin 54 ,2024). This delegitimizing effect intensifies when
disinformation is constructed around emotionally powerful and politically
divisive frames. Recent studies show that manipulative content spreads
especially effectively when it appeals to outrage, fear, moral anxiety, or
resentment (McLoughlin et al. 35,2024).

Another important dimension of this process is connected with the
transformation of citizens’ information behavior. In a digital environment
saturated with manipulative content, it becomes increasingly difficult
to distinguish verified information from strategically constructed
narratives. Such uncertainty produces several interrelated consequences:
selective attention to ideologically comfortable messages, declining trust
in professional media, growing dependence on informal channels of
communication, and increased susceptibility to simplified explanatory
models. Under such circumstances, not only trust in individual
sources is undermined, but also the very possibility of reliable political
communication as a basis for democratic deliberation. For democratic
systems, this is particularly dangerous, since the weakening of epistemic
trust complicates the maintenance of a shared political reality (Horban and
Oliinyk 21 ,2024; Makarova 35 ,2024; Matviienkiv and Bratakh 11 ,2024).

Disinformation also affects the functioning of the public sphere by
distorting the agenda and the hierarchy of visibility. Through repeated
amplification, manipulative narratives are able to divert public attention
away from substantive political issues and redirect it toward fabricated
scandals, emotionally sharpened accusations, or conspiratorial
interpretations. In this way, agenda displacement occurs: issues that
require rational political reflection are pushed aside by stories constructed
primarily to provoke reaction, confusion, or hostility. Algorithmic
platforms intensify this process, since content that generates engagement
usually receives greater visibility regardless of its epistemic quality. As a
result, the public sphere becomes more vulnerable to the normalization
of anti-institutional frames and hostile narratives (Nikolaienko 23 ,2025).

In wartime, these processes become even more significant. In the
Ukrainian context, disinformation functions not only as a means of
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misleading audiences, but also as a form of pressure on the political
system itself. Its purpose is to weaken democratic resilience, discredit
public authority, undermine social cohesion, and create the impression
that state institutions are either ineffective or unworthy of trust. Such
influence is especially dangerous because it strikes not only at individual
political attitudes, but also at the communicative infrastructure through
which political order is sustained. That is why disinformation should be
interpreted as a strategic factor of political transformation: it operates
through delegitimization, polarization, distrust of media, agenda
displacement, and the normalization of hostile narratives, gradually
changing the conditions under which the political system functions
(Horban and Oliinyk 32 ,2024; Kulesza and Burdiak 21 ,2023; Makukh-
Fedorkova 35 ,2025; Matviienkiv and Bratakh 45 ,2024).

If disinformation is considered as a factor in the transformation of the
political system, it should beanalyzed not onlyinterpretively or descriptively,
but also by means of methods capable of capturing observable patterns and
measurable effects. It is precisely here that quantitative analysis acquires
particular heuristic value. Its significance lies not in reducing political
communication to a set of numerical indicators, but in making visible
those structural dynamics that are difficult to grasp through qualitative
observation alone. In the study of disinformation, quantitative analysis
makes it possible to move from isolated examples to the identification
of patterns of repetition, dissemination, amplification, and audience
engagement, and thus to better understand how manipulative narratives
acquire political significance (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 23 ,2023;
Montoro-Montarroso et al. 43 ,2023).

The transition from the conceptual understanding of disinformation to
its empirical analysis requires a clear operationalization of disinformation
influence. Within the framework of this study, the unit of analysis may
be an individual message, a news item, an audiovisual object, a narrative
cluster, or a dissemination cascade, depending on which aspect of
disinformation is being measured (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 2023;
Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth 2025; Leite et al. 2024). Independent
variables may include the intensity of the appearance of a particular
narrative, its thematic repetition, emotional intensity, signs of synthetic or
Al-generated content, as well as indicators of coordinated dissemination;
intermediate variables may include the level of audience engagement, the
speed of replication, the depth and breadth of cascades, and indicators of
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algorithmic amplification; dependent variables may include the visibility
of delegitimizing frames, agenda displacement, the nature of audience
reactions, and, where digital traces are combined with survey data,
indicators of trust in institutions and political polarization (Gauthier
et al. 2026; Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 2023; Kramer, Golovchenko,
and Hjorth 2025; McLoughlin et al. 35 ,2024; Montoro-Montarroso et
al. 23 ,2023; Shin and Shin 2026; Vosoughi, Roy, and Aral 2018). The
empirical basis of such an analysis may combine open platform data,
news archives, expert-annotated samples, and repositories of pro-Kremlin
disinformation, including the EUvsDisinfo corpus (Kramer, Golovchenko,
and Hjorth 2025; Erlich and Garner 2023; Leite et al. 2024). At the same
time, these data remain incomplete due to restrictions on platform access,
the multilingual nature of corpora, content deletion, and the difficulty of
distinguishing between organic dissemination and artificially amplified
spread. Therefore, the most convincing approach is a combined one that
integrates automated classification, expert verification, and interpretive
analysis (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 2023; Montoro-Montarroso et al. zzs
2023; Leite et al. 2024). —

224  One of the key advantages of quantitative approaches is the possibility
— of tracing the frequency and recurrence of specific narratives. Repetition
plays a fundamental role in the logic of disinformation, since manipulative
messages rarely achieve a political effect through a single appearance.
Instead, they operate through cumulative exposure, discursive persistence,
and strategic variations around a common interpretive core. Quantitative
analysis makes it possible to identify how often certain themes recur,
how long they remain visible, and under what circumstances they receive
renewed momentum. This, in turn, helps to determine whether a particular
narrative is marginal, episodic, coordinated, or embedded in a broader
campaign of political influence (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 23 ,2023;
Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth 41 ,2025).
Equallyimportantisthestudyofdissemination networks. Contemporary
disinformation does not circulate randomly; it moves through structured
digital infrastructures shaped by platform architecture, account
coordination, and algorithmic visibility. Quantitative and computational
approaches make it possible to map these networks, determine the density
of connections, analyze the cascade structure of dissemination, and
distinguish more organic forms of circulation from behavior indicative of
coordinated amplification. In this way, the analysis of network dynamics
provides insight not only into how false content spreads, but also into how
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digital environments themselves shape the informational conditions of
public judgment (Gauthier et al. 23 ,2026; Shin and Shin 31 ,2026).

Another dimension that quantitative analysis makes it possible to
conceptualize with particular clarity is audience engagement. Reactions
such as shares, reposts, comments, and other forms of interaction are not
politically neutral metrics. They indicate the extent to which a manipulative
message resonates with users, enters broader circuits of visibility, and
acquires social legitimacy through circulation itself. At the same time,
such indicators should be analyzed in connection with the emotional
markers of content, since recent studies show that outrage, anxiety, and
moral provocation significantly intensify the spread of disinformation
(McLoughlin et al. 35 ,2024). Therefore, the value of quantitative analysis
lies not only in counting interactions, but also in the possibility of relating
those interactions to emotional intensity, thematic framing, and the logic
of platform amplification.

A separate analytical dimension concerns algorithmic amplification.
In digital political communication, visibility is rarely determined solely
by the communicative value of a message. Instead, platform algorithms
rank and amplify content according to variables related to engagement
and attention retention. Quantitative methods make it possible to trace
how particular forms of manipulative content receive disproportionately
wide reach, how quickly they are replicated, and whether the pattern of
their dissemination points to the existence of algorithmic preference or
platform-driven escalation. Such observations are especially important for
political research, because they show that the impact of disinformation
cannot be reduced solely to the intentions of its producers, but is also
determined to a significant extent by the technical systems that govern the
circulation and exposure of content (Gauthier et al. 41 ,2026; Shin and
Shin 32 ,2026).

In methodological terms, the heuristic value of quantitative analysis
lies in its ability to construct politically meaningful indicators. These may
include the number of mentions of a particular narrative, estimated reach,
speed of replication, the ratio between organic and artificially amplified
dissemination, the level of audience engagement, the recurrence of key
lexical or thematic markers, the emotional intensity of messages, as well
as the presence of deepfake or LLM-generated content. None of these
indicators is sufficient on its own; however, taken together they make it
possible to see how disinformation functions as a structured phenomenon
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rather than as a random set of false messages. From this perspective,
quantitative analysis becomes a means of recording political change
in communicative form: it reveals shifts in visibility, legitimation, the
dominance of interpretations, and audience reactions, which may later
develop into deeper transformations of political trust and democratic
practice (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 32 ,2023; Kramer, Golovchenko,
and Hjorth 21 ,2025; Montoro-Montarroso et al. 31 ,2023).

This approach is especially important in the context of hostile
information campaigns directed against democratic states. The
identification of pro-Kremlin narratives, the classification of manipulative
content, and the measurement of the scale of its dissemination on digital
platforms demonstrate how quantitative and Al-assisted tools can be used
to analyze not only communication itself, but also its broader political
consequences (Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth 2025; Montoro-
Montarroso et al. 2023; Makukh-Fedorkova 2025). Thus, the heuristic
value of quantitative analysis lies in the fact that it makes it possible to
identify the structural patterns through which disinformation affects the
public sphere and contributes to the transformation of the political system.

Artificial intelligence has become one of the most significant factors
reshaping the contemporary disinformation environment. Its importance
lies not only in technical novelty, butabove all in its capacity to alter the scale,
form, speed, and persuasiveness of manipulative political communication.
In this sense, AI should be regarded as a double-edged phenomenon: on
the one hand, it expands the possibilities for producing more convincing
forms of disinformation, while on the other hand, it provides new tools
for its detection, classification, and counteraction (Baranets and Osadtsa
2025). This duality is especially important for political analysis, since
the same technological systems that intensify information threats can
simultaneously support democratic resilience and the analytical response
to them (Appel and Prietzel 2022; Montoro-Montarroso et al. 2023;
Makukh-Fedorkova 43 ,2025).

First, artificial intelligence has significantly intensified the production
of disinformation. The most visible manifestation of this process has
been the spread of deepfakes and other forms of synthetic audiovisual
manipulation. Such technologies make it possible to create politically
charged videos, images, and audio recordings that increasingly realistically
imitate real persons, institutions, or events. As recent research shows,
the persuasiveness of such materials is grounded not only in technical
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sophistication, but also in their ability to combine textual, visual, and
audio signals into a coherent multimodal communicative form (Appel
and Prietzel 2022; Lee and Shin 21 ,2022). Beyond deepfakes, generative
systems also facilitate the production of synthetic political texts, the
imitation of credible sources, and the replication of narratives through
automated content networks. Under such conditions, hostile actors can
produce adaptive and continuously reproduced narratives that enter public
discourse under the guise of spontaneity or legitimacy, and in algorithmic
environments this is especially dangerous because content visibility often
depends on its capacity to provoke emotional reactions (Hameleers, van
der Meer, and Dobber 2022; Lee and Shin 2022; McLoughlin et al. ,2024
35),

Second, artificial intelligence is becoming an increasingly valuable
analytical instrument in the study of disinformation. Al-based systems
can be used for narrative classification, anomaly detection, the recognition
of coordination patterns, and the processing of large volumes of digital
messages that exceed the limits of manual analysis. This makes it possible
to move from isolated cases to the identification of recurring structures,
discursive models, and strategic forms of hostile communication. Recent
studies show that computational models and large language models are
capable of identifying pro-Kremlin disinformation narratives, classifying
manipulative messages, and tracking the dissemination of false content
within platform environments (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 23 ,2023;
Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth 51 ,2025; Montoro-Montarroso et al.
21,2023; Shin and Shin 35,2026). In methodological terms, this increases
the analytical precision of political research.

The value of AI as an analytical tool is especially evident when
disinformation operates through coordinated, recurrent, and partially
automated behavior. In such cases, ordinary interpretive reading remains
necessary, but is no longer sufficient. Al-assisted analysis makes it
possible to identify suspicious regularities, semantic clusters, and unusual
dissemination trajectories that may indicate strategic coordination or the
synthetic origin of content. This is particularly relevant in the context of
hostile campaigns directed against Ukraine, where the classification of
pro-Russian patterns and the recognition of manipulative frames require
the processing of large, multilingual, and rapidly changing corpora of
messages (Kramer, Golovchenko, and Hjorth 2025; Montoro-Montarroso
et al. 2023; Makukh-Fedorkova 2025).
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At the same time, growing reliance on artificial intelligence in the
analysis of disinformation also generates serious limitations. One of the
central problems is the opacity of many algorithmic systems, whose internal
decision-making logic remains unclear to researchers, institutions, and
the public. Such opacity complicates the explanation of why a particular
message has been classified as manipulative, suspicious, or coordinated. In
addition, AI systems are vulnerable to classification errors, biased outputs,
and false positives, especially when they are trained on incomplete or
contextually weak datasets (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 2023; Montoro-
Montarroso et al. 2023). For this reason, artificial intelligence in this field
should be understood not as a substitute for critical analysis, but as an
auxiliary instrument whose results require interpretation, verification,
and normative restraint (Hamed, Ab Aziz, and Yaakub 2023; Montoro-
Montarroso et al. 2023; Makarova 2024).

In the Ukrainian context, disinformation should be viewed not as
an isolated communicative anomaly, but as part of a broader strategy
of political pressure under wartime conditions. In the context of full-
scale aggression, manipulative information campaigns are aimed not
only at misleading audiences, but also at weakening the institutional,
communicative, and symbolic foundations of the political system. Their
function lies in undermining trust in state institutions, provoking internal
conflicts, delegitimizing governmental decisions, reducing international
support, and distorting Ukraine’s political subjectivity in both domesticand
external perception (Horban and Oliinyk 2024; Makukh-Fedorkova 2025;
Matviienkiv and Bratakh 2024). Studies working directly with Ukrainian
material show both the uneven susceptibility of audiences to pro-Kremlin
disinformation and the disproportionate role of superspreaders in
amplifying propaganda and low-quality content (Erlich and Garner 2023;
Pierri et al. 2023).

For this reason, the transformation of the political system in the
Ukrainian case should not be understood merely as a change in regime
type or institutional form (Osadtsa and Polishchuk 2025). It is more
appropriate to speak of a transformation in the character of political
communication, the institutional response to information threats, the
role of the state in strategic communications, the significance of digital
security, and the balance between democratic openness and the protection
of the information space. Wartime disinformation compels the state
and society to strengthen communication policy, develop fact-checking,
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strategic messaging, and new forms of media resilience (Nikolaienko et
al. 32 ,2025). In this sense, disinformation acts as a catalyst of political-
systemic adaptation, since it forces a reconsideration of the ways in which
legitimacy, trust, and democratic communication are maintained under
conditions of prolonged hybrid pressure (Horban and Oliinyk ,2024
23; Kulesza and Burdiak 12 ,2023; Makarova 18 ,2024; Matviienkiv and
Bratakh 20 ,2024).

Conclusions. The conducted study provides grounds to argue that
disinformation should be viewed not merely as a media problem or a
collection of misleading messages, but as a structural factor capable of
influencing the transformation of the political system. Its political effect
manifests itself through the undermining of trust in institutions, the
delegitimization of public decisions, the intensification of polarization,
agenda displacement, and the distortion of the conditions under
which political judgment is formed. This influence becomes especially
pronounced in an algorithmically mediated environment, where the
visibility and circulation of content depend not only on its substance, but 229
also on the platform logic of amplification and audience engagement. —

Second, the analysis has shown that studying disinformation as a
factor in the transformation of the political system requires not only a
conceptual, but also an empirically sensitive approach. For this reason,
quantitative methods have particular heuristic value in this field: they
make it possible to identify the recurrence of narratives, measure the speed
and scale of dissemination, analyze replication cascades, the structure of
network interaction, the character of audience engagement, and signs of
algorithmic amplification. In combination with qualitative interpretation,
such approaches make it possible to understand more precisely how
disinformation affects political perception, agenda formation, and
institutional vulnerability.

Third, artificial intelligence occupies a dual position in the contemporary
ecology of disinformation. On the one hand, it intensifies the production
of manipulative content through deepfakes, synthetic texts, multimodal
falsifications, and the automated generation of messages, thereby
expanding the adaptability and persuasiveness of hostile information
operations. On the other hand, Al provides important analytical tools
for detecting suspicious narratives, recognizing coordination patterns,
classifying hostile messages, and mapping information attacks. Therefore,
artificial intelligence should be treated neither as an exclusively destructive
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force nor as a self-sufficient solution, but rather as a technological factor
whose political significance is determined by the way it is embedded in
broader institutional, ethical, and analytical frameworks.

Fourth, in the Ukrainian wartime context, disinformation appears as a
component of a broader strategy of political pressure aimed at undermining
state trust, provoking internal conflicts, delegitimizing governmental
decisions, and weakening international support. Under such conditions,
the transformation of the political system should be understood not only
as a change in formal institutions, but also as a change in the character of
political communication, the mechanisms for protecting the information
space, and the ways of maintaining democratic legitimacy. At the same
time, countering disinformation must be carried out while preserving a
balance between information security, algorithmic transparency, freedom
of expression, and political accountability, since without such a balance,
the very response to manipulation may generate new risks for democracy.

Prospects for further research. Further studies should be directed
toward the comparative analysis of cases of disinformation influence
in different political and wartime contexts, the empirical study of the
Ukrainian segment of social media, and the construction of indicators for
measuring the impact of disinformation on institutional trust, political
polarization, and perceptions of legitimacy. It would also be promising to
deepen the methodological line connected with combining quantitative
analysis, expert interpretation, and artificial intelligence tools for detecting
coordinated information operations. Special attention should also be
paid to developing models for the responsible use of Al in democratic
information security systems. Another important direction for future
research may be the application of agent-based modelling to simulate how
algorithmic curation, recommendation regimes, and user behavior affect
content visibility, information diversity, and the conditions for the spread
of manipulative narratives in the digital political environment.

European Union Policy on Media Literacy in the Context
of Digital Transformation and Information Challenges

The article analyzes the main directions of the European Union’s policy
on the development of media literacy in the context of digitalization and
increasing information threats. Media literacy is considered an important
component of democratic resilience, the development of critical thinking,
and the ability of citizens to counter disinformation. The study examines
key regulatory and strategic EU documents aimed at strengthening media
competence, including the Audiovisual Media Services Directive, the Code of
Practice on Disinformation, the Digital Education Action Plan, and initia-
tives implemented within the programs Creative Europe, Digital Europe, and €35
Horizon 2020. Particular attention is paid to the integration of media lite- —
racy into educational programs, teacher training, the development of digital
skills among citizens, and the creation of conditions for the safe use of digital
technologies. International media literacy indexes and the experience of seve-
ral European countries are analyzed, with particular emphasis on Finland,
which demonstrates high levels of resilience to disinformation. It is shown
that in the 2020s media literacy development is closely connected with new
technological challenges, including the spread of artificial intelligence, algo-
rithmic recommendation systems, and deepfake content. The importance of
a comprehensive approach to media literacy development through the com-
bination of educational, regulatory, and technological instruments is empha-
sized. The study concludes that EU policy aims to create a coherent system for
developing citizens’ media competence, which contributes to strengthening
information security, increasing digital culture, and supporting the functio-
ning of democratic institutions.

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Populist electoral rhetoric in the 2025 Czech parliamentary elections

The political leaders have always had a special mission to realize its
intentions in a certain period. And these periods were crucial for society.
Most often, this happened in acute periods - wars, military conflicts, changes
in political regimes. And, of course, populism played a significant role in
this process, which was present in the political rhetoric of the elite and its
charismatic leaders.

One of the key features of the phenomenon of populism is the high level of
personalization of political activity, the close connection between the spread
and level of influence of a populist movement and the personality of its leader.
This feature is not, of course, unique to populism, as charismatic leaders can
rise to prominence by advocating value systems that are far from populism of
any kind - conservative, for example, or by making a career within influential
organizational structures with a strong tradition, such as the church.
However, for a populist movement, charismatic leadership is almost always a
necessary element. On the other hand, in the context of open, public political
struggle, populist techniques and rhetoric become a powerful and sometimes

— necessary tool. A successful case is the parliamentary elections in the Czech
Republic and the use of populist rhetoric during the 2025 elections.

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MECHANISMS OF PROPAGANDA IN NAZI GERMANY
THROUGH THE LENS OF MASS COMMUNICATION THEORIES

The article examines the mechanisms of propaganda in Nazi Germany
through the lens of mass communication theories, focusing on its influence
on public opinion and the formation of collective consciousness. Propaganda
in Nazi Germany developed as a coherent, institutionalized system of mass
communication, integrated into all spheres of social life. Its effectiveness was
based on centralized management, control over the media space, and tar-
geted psychological influence on the audience.

The study employs mass communication models (Lasswell), affective
theories of influence, framing theory, the “magic bullet” model, as well as
ideas from Le Bon, Ellul, Benjamin, and Arendt. This approach allows Nazi
propaganda to be understood as a structured communication process aimed
at shaping cognitive, emotional, and behavioral patterns in mass conscious-

— ness. Key mechanisms of influence include narrative repetition, unification of
linguistic and symbolic forms, dominance of emotional over rational appeal,
framing of political reality, and the construction of the “enemy” image.

The effectiveness of propaganda lay not so much in convincing the
audience of the factual accuracy of messages, but in creating a sense of col-
lective belonging and the “obviousness” of the proposed worldview. Through
emotional engagement, ritualization of politics, and the use of mass culture,
propaganda transformed individual perception into collective experience, re-
ducing critical thinking and alternative interpretations.

The study also demonstrates that many mechanisms of Nazi propagan-
da remain relevant in contemporary information wars and authoritarian
media systems. Reconsidering Nazi propaganda through the lens of mass
communication theories provides a deeper understanding of the nature of
mass influence in both totalitarian and modern societies, highlighting organi-
zational and institutional aspects of propaganda, key strategies and methods
of psychological influence, as well as the continuity of these mechanisms in
the contemporary media environment.

Statement of the Scientific Problem. Propaganda as a social and
communicative phenomenon played a decisive role in shaping the
political reality of the twentieth century. This was particularly evident
in Nazi Germany, where propaganda became not only an instrument of
political mobilization but also a central mechanism of state control over
public consciousness. In 1933-1945, in the Third Reich, propaganda was
systematized and institutionalized through the activities of the Ministry of
Public Enlightenment and Propaganda under the leadership of J. Goebbels,
which exercised centralized control over the press, radio, cinema, and other
forms of public communication. Such a model made it possible not only to
disseminate ideological narratives but also to purposefully shape the ways
in which political reality was perceived by a large part of German society.

eré Scholarly interest in the problem of Nazi propaganda has traditionally

— focused primarily on the historical description of events and ideological
analysis. At the same time, contemporary research increasingly emphasizes
the analysis of propaganda from the perspective of mass communication
theories, which makes it possible to consider it as a system of strategically
organized communicative processes. This approach is important not
only for a deeper understanding of historical experience but also
for comprehending the logic of modern information wars, in which
propagandistic strategies are combined with digital technologies and new
media.

Despite the significant number of scholarly works devoted to the
propaganda of the Third Reich, it is mostly examined as a component
of totalitarian ideology or as an instrument of political mobilization.
Meanwhile, its communicative logic, mechanisms of influence on mass
audiences, and methods of shaping collective consciousness remain
insufficiently systematized and theoretically conceptualized.

The scientific problem lies in the need to reinterpret Nazi propaganda
not merely as a historical phenomenon, but as an integrated system of mass
communication that functioned in accordance with specific theoretical
models of audience influence. This involves analyzing such mechanisms
as the centralization of communication channels, monopolization of the
information space, the emotional dominance of messages, the framing of
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political reality, the repetition of narratives, and the construction of the
image of the “enemy.” It was precisely these mechanisms that ensured not
only the transmission of ideological messages but also the formation of
stable cognitive and behavioral patterns in mass consciousness.

The study of propaganda from the standpoint of mass communication
theories is important because it allows for the integration of historical
analysis with modern communication approaches and provides a
deeper understanding of the nature of mass influence in totalitarian
societies. Moreover, this approach has significant practical relevance, as
the conclusions drawn may be applied to the analysis of contemporary
information wars, within which propagandistic strategies continue to
affect public consciousness, political processes, and the functioning of
democratic institutions.

Analysis of previous studies. The main scholarly literature used in this
article forms a coherent theoretical and analytical framework for the study
of propaganda as a communicative phenomenon. An important place is
occupied by works devoted to the analysis of propaganda and information
wars, in particular studies of the role of propagandists and persuasion
strategies in historical and contemporary contexts (Pomarantsev, 2025).
A significant theoretical foundation of the study is provided by classical
concepts of mass society and propaganda, which reveal the psychological
and social mechanisms of influence on audiences (Le Bon; Ellul; Arendt).

At the same time, cultural aspects of political communication,
including the role of visuality, ritualization, and the aestheticization
of politics, are examined in works devoted to the interaction between
media, ideology, and mass culture (Benjamin). The combination of these
approaches with modern theories of mass communication, H. Lasswell’s
communication model, and concepts of framing, narrative repetition,
and affective influence makes it possible to comprehensively analyze the
mechanisms of propaganda in Nazi Germany and to trace their relevance
in the contemporary information space.

Formulation of the Purpose and Objectives of the Article. The
purpose of the article is to analyze the mechanisms of propaganda in Nazi
Germany through the lens of mass communication theories, with the aim
of identifying key communicative strategies and methods of influencing
mass audiences, as well as determining their significance for the formation
of collective consciousness in a totalitarian society.

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To achieve this purpose, the following objectives were set: to examine
political propaganda as a social and communicative phenomenon
within the framework of mass communication theories; to analyze the
historical experience of Nazi Germany in terms of the centralization
and institutionalization of propaganda through the Ministry of Public
Enlightenment and Propaganda; to identify the key mechanisms of
propaganda’s influence on mass audiences, such as the emotional
dominance of messages, the repetition of narratives, the framing of political
reality, and the construction of the image of the enemy; to demonstrate
the relationship between the propagandistic strategies of the Third Reich
and contemporary approaches to mass persuasion in information wars;
and to assess the significance of the analyzed propaganda mechanisms
for understanding the nature of mass influence in totalitarian and
contemporary societies.

Presentation of the Main Material. Political propaganda in scholarly
discourse is increasingly conceptualized not merely as an instrument
of ideological influence, but as a structural phenomenon of mass
communication embedded within the institutional, technological,
and cultural mechanisms of modern society. The growing interest in
propaganda as an object of interdisciplinary analysis is linked to an
awareness of its role in shaping collective identity, legitimizing power,
and normalizing political violence. In the classical definition proposed
by H. Lasswell, propaganda appears as a mechanism of influence that
shapes and manages perceptions of political reality through the selective
presentation of information and symbols, compelling audiences to adopt
specific positions and emotional evaluations of events (Lasswell, H.D.
1938, pp. 45-47). It was precisely in Nazi Germany that control over
mass consciousness through the management of information flows and
interpretive frameworks was first institutionalized as a systematic state
policy, which transformed propaganda into an object not only of historical
inquiry but also of comprehensive communication analysis.

In this context, Lasswell’s concept became a methodological foundation
for further understanding propaganda as an integrated communication
process that combines actors of power, channels of message dissemination,
and anticipated effects on mass audiences. His proposed analytical model
(“who says what, through which channel, to whom, and with what effect”)
made it possible to move beyond a purely descriptive approach and to
consider propaganda as a managed and reproducible mechanism of
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symbolic control (Makuch-Fedorkova LI. 2016, p. 143). In our view, this
contributed to the institutionalization of propaganda within the scholarly
discourse of political communication and laid the groundwork for its
interdisciplinary analysis within political science, sociology, psychology,
and mediastudies. It should berecalled thatin Lasswell’s classical conception
the communication process is viewed as a stimulus - response sequence,
where messages and symbols function as stimuli that influence audience
perception and behavior (Makuch-Fedorkova LI. 2016, p. 138). Such an
approach allows for the analysis not only of the content of propaganda
but also of the mechanisms of its impact on mass consciousness. In
the context of Nazi Germany, this meant that control over information
flows and the systematic use of media symbols made it possible to shape
expected public reactions, constructing specific perceptions of political
reality and legitimizing political behavior. Through this lens, propaganda
emerges not merely as an ideological tool, but as a structural element of
mass communication integrating institutional, technological, and cultural
mechanisms of society. err
Continuing this line of reasoning, it should be emphasized that —
Nazi Germany represents a classical example of the centralization of
propaganda as a comprehensive mechanism of political influence. The
establishment of the Ministry of Public Enlightenment and Propaganda
under the leadership of Joseph Goebbels ensured centralized control over
all aspects of the information sphere, from the press and radio to cinema,
literature and theatre (Welch, D. 2002, p. 25). This made it possible not
only to coordinate message content but also to standardize symbolic codes
and narratives intended to shape desired emotional reactions and political
attitudes among the population. The institutionalization of propaganda
through the ministry was notlimited to information control; it also included
the systematic implementation of educational and cultural programs
that legitimized the regime’s ideology and normalized political violence.
According to Lasswell’s model, this allowed for a clear identification of
“who” (the state ministry), “what” (ideological narratives), “through
which channel” (media, education, cultural institutions), “to whom” (the
population), and “with what effect” (the formation of desired political
consciousness and behavior) control was exercised. From the perspective
of mass communication theories, propaganda operated through a number
of basic mechanisms that were realized in the Third Reich in their most
concentrated form. Thus, the historical experience of Nazi Germany
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demonstrates how centralized propaganda can become a key mechanism of
political governance, integrating technological, institutional, and cultural
means of influence into a unified communication strategy.

It should also be noted that Nazi propaganda was built not only on
the transmission of information but, above all, on the formation of the
audience’s emotional experience. This aspect, the dominance of emotion
over rational argument, can be examined within the framework of the
affective concept of communication, which emphasizes that emotional
engagement plays a decisive role in perception and mass mobilization.
These ideas were theoretically articulated by J. Ellul, who emphasized
that effective propaganda primarily appeals to emotions, as they reduce
the audience’s capacity for critical reflection (Ellul, 1965, p. 62). Ellul
stressed that propaganda does not merely transmit political or ideological
messages but also performs an important psychological function, acting
as a remedy for loneliness. It integrates individuals into the collective, fills
social isolation and inner emptiness, creates a sense of belonging, and
shapes collective identity. In Nazi Germany, this manifested through the
exploitation of fear and feelings of national humiliation not only as tools of
persuasion but also as mechanisms of emotional and social stabilization,
satisfying deep psychological needs and strengthening the bond between
the individual and the collective, thereby ensuring mass mobilization and
loyalty within the totalitarian system.

The practical implementation of the affective strategy of Nazi
propaganda can be traced in various communicative practices of the
regime. In particular, the mass party rallies of the NSDAP in Nuremberg
were constructed as emotional political rituals that, through scale,
monumental architecture, symbolism, music, and synchronized actions of
participants, generated a sense of collective unity and subordination of the
individual to the idea of the “people’s community” (Volksgemeinschaft),
which was represented as the highest form of national identity (United
States Holocaust Memorial Museum, 2018). A similar emotional effect
was produced by visual media, especially the propaganda films of Leni
Riefenstahl, notably Triumph of the Will (1935), which documented the
1934 Nuremberg Rally and employed cinematic techniques such as mass
scenes, dynamic camera angles, montage, and musical accompaniment
to create images of power, order, and charismatic leadership aimed at
emotional captivation and identification with the regime. At the same
time, antisemitic propaganda systematically appealed to emotions of fear
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and disgust, portraying Jews as an existential threat to the German nation,
thereby facilitating the emotional legitimation of discriminatory, repressive,
and violent policies of the Nazi regime (United States Holocaust Memorial
Museum, 2017). These examples demonstrate that emotions functioned as
a key mechanism of political mobilization, confirming the central premise
of the affective communication concept regarding the dominance of
emotional influence over rational persuasion in mass societies.

In this context, attention should be paid to the psychological mechanisms
of influence underlying any effective propaganda. Propaganda theorists
consciously relied on Freudian psychoanalytic ideas, viewing the psyche as
a complex system in which unconscious instincts of the Id often dominate
rational Ego, while the Superegoimposes moral constraints. Theyrecognized
that direct appeals to emotional and instinctual needs allow rational
analysis to be bypassed, prompting individuals to act impulsively under
the influence of fear, pride, or perceived threat (McLeod, S. 2025). These
ideas were integrated with behaviorist approaches focusing on observable
behavior and conditioned responses to stimuli: repeated signals, visual 2rg
images, rituals, and emotionally charged messages generate predictable —
reactions regardless of conscious evaluation (Makuch-Fedorkova LI. 2016,
p. 140). The combination of psychoanalysis and behaviorism provided a
theoretical basis for the assertion that mass audiences are incapable of full
rational self-control and that their behavior can be systematically directed
through emotional stimuli. These psychological principles explain why
propaganda appealing to fear, humiliation, collective unity, or group
grandeur is so effective, as it operates through unconscious psychological
mechanisms that decisively shape perception and action and reaffirm the
core idea of affective communication that emotional influence dominates
rational persuasion in processes of mass mobilization.

The psychological mechanisms outlined above explain why emotional
appeal and systematic stimulation of unconscious impulses were so
effective: when individuals lack full rational control, their perceptions
and behavior become vulnerable to repeated signals and symbols. This
vulnerability paved the way for another key technique of Nazi propaganda,
the unification of images, symbols, and narratives that ensured simplicity,
repetition, and recognizability of messages. Repetition as a communication
strategy reinforced ideological attitudes in everyday consciousness,
transforming them into elements of “self-evident” reality. In this context,
language ceased to perform a purely descriptive function and became
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a tool for constructing reality: stable clichés, slogans, and emotionally
charged formulas not only conveyed ideological meanings but also limited
the possibility of alternative interpretations of events.

This approach is developed by J. Riecke, a German linguist and
historian of the German language, professor at Heidelberg University, who
specializes in the analysis of linguistic practices in political ideologies. In
his article The Language of the Third Reich, he emphasizes that systematic
repetition of identical linguistic patterns in public and everyday discourse
led to the internalization of Nazi categories of thought even among those
who did not identify with the regime’s ideology (Riecke, J. 2019). According
to the researcher, the constant presence of the same lexical formulas,
metaphors, and syntactic constructions in political speeches, mass media,
and everyday communication contributed to the formation of stable
cognitive templates perceived as neutral and natural. Propaganda language
ceased to be perceived as ideologically imposed and gradually integrated
into habitual cognitive perception, shaping modes of understanding social
and political phenomena. As Riecke notes, such normalization reduced
the capacity for critical analysis, as thinking automatically reproduced
ideological structures without conscious reflection (Riecke, J. 2019). He
also refers to the work of V. Klemperer, a German philologist and literary
scholar who lived in Nazi Germany and demonstrated how repeated
linguistic constructions of propaganda gradually shaped the boundaries
of permissible interpretation of reality. The repetition of linguistic
models served not only a communicative but also a disciplinary function,
narrowing the framework of thought and reinforcing the corresponding
ideological order in individual consciousness.

In this context, the repetition of linguistic patterns can be viewed
not merely as a linguistic or stylistic phenomenon but as a mechanism
for forming stable interpretive structures. At this level, the analysis of
propaganda language intersects with the concept of framing, which helps
explain how repeated linguistic and symbolic elements consolidate specific
ways of seeing reality and restrict the range of possible interpretations.

The concept of the frame originates in interdisciplinary studies of
communication, sociology, and cognitive psychology. The first theoretical
formulations were proposed by G. Bateson, who viewed frames as
metacommunicative signals defining the context and rules for interpreting
messages (Bateson, 1972).
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The idea of framing was further developed by E. Goffman, particularly
in Frame Analysis, where frames are described as stable cognitive schemes
through which individuals organize and structure their social experience,
determining what is considered important or secondary in a given situation
and influencing interpretations of social behavior (Goffman, 1974, pp.
52-54). In other words, frames form “mental templates” through which
people perceive and interpret events, assigning meaning and organizing
social reality.

In media and political studies, the concept of framing was adapted
as a powerful tool for influencing public opinion. The works of M.
Entman (1993) demonstrated that framing allows not only the selection
and presentation of information but also the attribution of meaning
by emphasizing certain aspects of reality while downplaying others,
significantly shaping perceptions of socio-political processes. Through
this, media and political actors can direct audience attention to specific
problems, causes, or moral evaluations, guiding interpretation and shaping
public perception.

Thus, combining the approaches of Goffman and Entman allows frames
to be viewed simultaneously as cognitive and communicative instruments:
they structure internal perceptions of social reality and, through media
and political narratives, influence collective understandings of the world.
In this sense, framing becomes a mechanism that shapes ideological
perception by establishing boundaries of what is considered “normal,”
“acceptable,” or “unacceptable” in public discourse.

In Nazi propaganda, framing functioned as a key mechanism of
ideological influence closely linked to the repetition of linguistic patterns
described by Riecke and Klemperer. The constant reproduction of identical
lexical formulas, metaphors, and narrative schemes entrenched frames
through which social reality was interpreted via clear oppositions such
as “us/them,” “order/threat,” and “purity/contamination” These frames
structured thought so that evaluations of actions and events automatically
aligned with ideological categories.

For example, the Jewish population was consistently portrayed as
a “threat to internal order,” while the German people were depicted as
“defenders of purity and stability” This frame was systematically repeated
in Goebbels’s speeches, cinematic narratives, and newspaper publications,
reinforcing the perceived necessity of a “struggle for national survival” and
the naturalization of discriminatory policies (Entman, 1993, pp. 52-54).

Another vivid example is the frame of “patriotic sacrifice,” disseminated
through stories of soldiers and party members allegedly defending the
people from enemies. Repeated images and metaphors shaped moral
evaluations: the heroic actions of “our own” were automatically perceived
as noble, while “enemies” were framed as morally dangerous.

These frames operated alongside the linguistic models described by
Klemperer, as everyday vocabulary, keywords, and slogans did not merely
describe reality but structured its meaning, forming cognitive frameworks
in which ideological categories appeared natural and neutral. Ultimately,
repetition and framing together created mental templates that significantly
reduced space for critical analysis and alternative interpretations (Entman,
1993, pp. 52-54).

Similar mechanisms of framing and repeated linguistic constructions
can be observed in contemporary authoritarian media, particularly in
Russian propaganda. Like Nazi propaganda, modern Russian media
systematically employ stable lexical templates and narratives to shape
desired perceptions of events and political actors.

For example, events in Donbas and Ukraine are often framed as the
“protection of Russian-speaking populations” and a “fight against fascism/
extremism,” creating a binary opposition of “us/them” and legitimizing
Russia’s military actions. These frames are accompanied by repeated terms
such as “neo-Nazis,” “Kyivjunta,” and “special operation,” forming cognitive
frameworks in which certain actions are perceived as justified and morally
necessary. Russian propaganda has transformed the historical concept
of “denazification” into a strategic narrative for legitimizing aggression,
constructing an external enemy, and mobilizing society through federal
television, social media, and diplomatic channels. As noted in the article
“Denazification’ as a Key Narrative of Russian Propaganda in the Hybrid
War against Ukraine,” the concept has been deliberately reinterpreted and
used to justify military aggression (Gridina, Ivanets, Pakhomenko, 2025,
p. 71).

Another striking example is the frame of “external threat,” used to explain
economic difficulties, sanctions, or restrictions on freedom of speech:
external “enemies” are blamed for internal problems, and the population
is mobilized around “national unity” (Vakulich, Novorodovska, 2023, pp.
125-127). This frame simultaneously activates patriotic sentiments and
reduces space for critical evaluation of government decisions, similarly
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to how Nazi propaganda normalized discriminatory practices and war
through repeated narratives (Entman, 1993, pp. 52-54).

It should be noted that although the concept of “framing” as a distinct
theoretical category emerged much later in mass communication studies,
the mechanism of interpretive structuring of political reality was actively
employed in interwar propaganda practices. In Nazi Germany, propaganda
systematically constructed stable interpretive frameworks through which
social and political phenomena were understood via simplified binary
oppositions such as “us-them,” “order-chaos,” and “purity-threat” This
selective emphasis allowed not only the direction of perception but also
the restriction of interpretive possibilities, creating a sense of obviousness
and naturalness of ideological meanings in mass consciousness. As a result,
propaganda performed not only an informational but also a cognitive
function, defining boundaries of thought and consolidating a desired
model of reality.

In this context, the reflections of British writer, journalist, and
propaganda researcher P. Pomerantsev are also noteworthy. In How 255
to Win an Information War. The Propagandist Who Outwitted Hitler —
(Pomerantsev, 2025), propaganda is presented not as a collection of
manipulative messages but as a holistic system of reality construction
and collective perception. Analyzing the work of British propagandist
Sefton Delmer, the author emphasizes that effective propaganda operates
primarily at the level of emotions and social identities rather than through
direct imposition of facts or slogans. Pomerantsev stresses that plausibility
is the key condition of influence: propaganda messages succeed when they
are embedded in existing beliefs, fears, and everyday experiences of the
audience, creating a sense of “obviousness” and “naturalness” of proposed
interpretations.

In this context, it is apt to quote Sefton Delmer, one of the most
effective propagandists of the anti-Nazi information war during World
War II: “The real power of propaganda is not to persuade or even confuse,
but to give you a sense of belonging” (Pomerantsev, 2025, p. 35). This
thesis fundamentally shifts the emphasis from rational persuasion to the
affective and social dimensions of propaganda, where the decisive factor is
not the truthfulness of the message but its ability to integrate individuals
into a symbolic community with clearly defined boundaries of “us” and
“them?” Through this sense of belonging, propaganda shapes collective
identity, within which acceptance of certain narratives becomes a marker
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of loyalty, while critical thinking is perceived as a threat to collective
order. In this logic, framing performs not only an interpretive but also an
integrative function: it does not merely explain events but embeds them
into a morally and emotionally significant narrative that allows individuals
to feel part of the “right” side of history. As demonstrated by both Nazi
and contemporary authoritarian propaganda, appeals to belonging - to
the nation, a “historical mission,” or a shared threat — ensure the long-
term stability of ideological influence, transforming propaganda from a
tool of persuasion into a mechanism of social inclusion and consciousness
control.

It is also important to note that propaganda does not necessarily
seek complete trust; it is often sufficient to create a state of cognitive
disorientation in which the audience loses confidence in distinguishing
truth from falsehood, significantly weakening critical thinking. In this
sense, Pomerantsev describes propaganda as an instrument that does not
so much persuade as blur interpretive boundaries, pushing individuals to

244 seek security within the dominant narrative (Pomerantsev, 2025, p. 35).

— These observations are directly related to Entman’s framing concept
mentioned above, which posits that emphasizing certain aspects of reality
while silencing others defines the range of possible meanings and limits
how events can be understood. In contemporary Russian propaganda, as
in the Nazi linguistic practices described by Klemperer, such frames are
reinforced through repeated lexical formulas and narratives, particularly
the frame of “external threat,” which explains socio-economic difficulties,
sanctions, and restrictions of freedoms by hostile external forces. This
frame simultaneously removes responsibility from political authorities and
unites society around a sense of constant danger. Over time, propaganda
ceases to appear as imposition and begins to be perceived as an obvious
and natural worldview, narrowing interpretive space and reinforcing
a predetermined mode of thinking, thus turning framing into a key
mechanism of authoritarian ideological control.

Research on propaganda of that period relied on the widely accepted
concept known as the “magic bullet theory;” “hypodermic needle theory,’
or “theory of subcutaneous injection.” Although it has no single author,
it reflected beliefs about the direct and powerful impact of media on
audiences (Makuch-FedorkovaI.1. 2023, p. 186). Ukrainian scholar, Doctor
of Philology and Professor Serhii Kvit, notes in Mass Communications
that this theory emerged in response to the rise of a society of isolated
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individuals vulnerable to media influence in conditions of urbanization
and industrialization, remaining relevant until the end of the Great
Depression, with the Institute for Propaganda Analysis established in 1937
(Kvit, 2008). The theory is grounded in behaviorism and assumes that
media act as a “magic bullet” capable of achieving specific goals and altering
behavior and consciousness on a large scale. It was among the earliest
classical mass communication theories of the twentieth century, formed
amid the rapid spread of radio, cinema, and mass press in the interwar
period and the extensive use of political propaganda during World Wars I
and II. The theory assumes that media can “inject” messages directly into
audience consciousness and that audiences are passive, homogeneous, and
incapable of resistance or critical evaluation (Robinson, M.J. 2024).

In summary, although the magic bullet theory was later criticized
by media effects scholars after the 1940s, who demonstrated that media
influence is neither uniform nor direct and that audiences actively interpret
content based on social context and individual characteristics, it remains
an important historical reference point for understanding how political 255
propaganda could shape public opinion in totalitarian systems. -

Nazi Germany’s propaganda was particularly characterized by the
concept of direct, powerful, and uniform media influence. Goebbels’s
Ministry of Public Enlightenment and Propaganda actively used radio
for daily dissemination of political narratives, cinema for emotional
impact, and posters with unambiguous symbols for broad visual reach.
The Ministry became the institutional foundation for implementing these
mechanisms, transforming propaganda from a collection of ideological
slogans into a comprehensive communication system permeating all
levels of social life. This institutionalization ensured control not only over
the internal information space but also over external and occupation
propaganda, where messages were adapted to local contexts while
maintaining core ideological frames. Understanding propaganda as an “art
of mass influence” that must remain unnoticed by its audience ultimately
reinforces its status as a complex communication phenomenon rather than
merely an instrument of political domination. Goebbels’s rhetorical style,
marked by excessive pathos and emotional intensity, made his speeches
instantly recognizable. He skillfully shaped mass emotional reactions and
fostered a sense of collective involvement (Loveyko, T.V.; Perevertun, O.P.
2023, p. 46). Short, memorable slogans such as “Ein Volk, ein Reich, ein
Fithrer” and “Juden sind unser Ungliick” exemplified simplicity combined
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with extraordinary effectiveness in shaping public consciousness and
emotional mobilization.

To understand the mechanisms of Nazi propaganda, it is essential
to consider the psychological and cultural factors influencing mass
consciousness in the interwar period. One of the most influential thinkers
in this field was French social psychologist and anthropologist Gustave Le
Bon (1841-1931), whose works remain highly relevant (Makuch-Fedorkova
LI. 2025, p. 102). His studies of crowd psychology were foundational in
explaining how collective moods influence individual behavior and shape
public opinion. In The Crowd: A Study of the Popular Mind, Le Bon
emphasized emotional contagion and behavioral similarity within crowds
(Le Bon, 1896). His theory of collective psychology informed Goebbels’s
strategies of unity, collective identity, and mass mobilization through
rituals, rallies, demonstrations, and symbolism. Le Bon argued that crowds
are highly susceptible to emotional influence and less capable of critical
thinking, enabling propaganda to transform individual reactions into
mass emotional experience. He also highlighted the role of charismatic
leaders who influence masses through simplified and emotionally charged
rhetoric, relying on repetition, simplification, and authority.

Le Bons ideas resonate not only in historical examples but also in
contemporary studies of mass communication and influence psychology.
In Nazi Germany, these approaches were practically implemented
through Goebbels’s propaganda strategies. Public rallies, demonstrations,
symbolism, and rituals became tools for shaping mass emotions and
collective identity, while repetition, simplification, and appeals to authority
entrenched Nazi ideas and enabled manipulation of large groups. This
underscores the enduring relevance of Le Bon’s insights into crowd
psychology.

The same psychological foundation underpinned strategies involving
rituals, symbols, and mass culture as tools of communication and social
influence, which played a key role in Nazi propaganda of the 1930s-1940s.
In this context, the ideas of W. Benjamin (1892-1940), German philosopher
and cultural critic of the Frankfurt School, are particularly significant.
In the 1930s, Benjamin examined how technological reproduction
transformed mass culture and art perception, arguing that reproduction
through film, photography, and other media altered art’s unique “aura,’
enabling simultaneous access for large audiences (Benjamin, 1968, p. 223).
This transformation allowed political and ideological influence through
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standardized, repeatable images and symbols. Nazi propaganda practically
applied these ideas through symbolism, rituals, and mass events — party
rallies, parades, demonstrations - to create collective emotional experiences
and reinforce unity. Visual imagery, anthems, banners, and ritualized
actions appealed to emotions and embedded ideological messages in mass
consciousness, enabling effective control and mobilization (Benjamin,
1968).

The intensive use of mass communication, rituals, and symbols in Nazi
Germany during the 1930s-1940s became a subject of extensive postwar
scholarly study. Researchers focused on psychological mechanisms of media
influence, mass communication effects, and collective identity formation.
Studies by P. Lazarsfeld and colleagues in the United States revealed the
role of interpersonal networks and opinion leaders in media influence
processes (Katz, E.; Lazarsfeld, P. 1964). Analysis of Nazi propaganda
practices laid the foundation for modern theories of media effects, social
psychology, and cultural studies, demonstrating that propaganda relies on
complex interactions between individual psychology, social structures, 257
and cultural codes. —

After World War II, interest in totalitarianism as a political and
social phenomenon grew significantly. The concept became central in
twentieth-century political philosophy, with H. Arendts The Origins of
Totalitarianism (1951) serving as a foundational work (Arendt, 1951).
Arendt emphasized that totalitarian leaders embody ideology, shape moral
norms, and construct alternative realities through propaganda, censorship,
and terror. Subsequent scholars such as J. Monnerot, J. Talmon, and C.
Friedrich further developed interpretations of totalitarianism, identifying
ideology, leader cults, propaganda, and terror as core mechanisms of
control. These approaches remain relevant today, as modern authoritarian
and hybrid regimes employ similar strategies of ideological manipulation,
propaganda, and information control to shape public opinion and suppress
critical thinking.

Conclusions. In conclusion, it can be stated that propaganda in Nazi
Germany was not merely an auxiliary tool of political influence but a
comprehensive, institutionalized system of mass communication integrated
into all spheres of social life. Its effectiveness was based on centralized
control, complete oversight of the media, and targeted psychological
influence on the mass audience.
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The application of mass communication theories, particularly H.
Lasswell's model, the affective concept of influence, framing theory,
the “magic bullet” notion, as well as the ideas of G. Le Bon, J. Ellul, W.
Benjamin, and H. Arendt, allowed Nazi propaganda to be understood
not only as a historical manifestation of totalitarian ideology but also as a
structurally organized communication process aimed at shaping cognitive,
emotional, and behavioral patterns of mass consciousness. Propaganda
operated through repetitive narratives, the standardization of linguistic
and symbolic forms, the dominance of emotional over rational influence,
the framing of political reality, and the systematic construction of the
“enemy” image.

The study demonstrated that the key condition for the effectiveness of
Nazi propaganda was not so much the persuasion of factual truth but the
creation of a sense of belonging, collective identity, and the “obviousness” of
the proposed worldview. Through emotional engagement, the ritualization
of politics, and the use of mass culture and media technologies, propaganda

25 transformed individual perception into a collective experience, reducing
— the capacity for critical thinking and alternative interpretations.

Another important conclusion is that many mechanisms tested in
Nazi Germany remain relevant in contemporary information wars and
authoritarian media systems. The repetition of linguistic clichés, the
framing of an “external threat,” appeals to emotions such as fear and pride,
and the manipulation of national or cultural belonging continue to serve
as universal tools of mass influence, adapted to the digital environment.

Thus, reconsidering Nazi propaganda through the lens of mass
communication theories allows for a deeper understanding of the nature
of mass influence in both totalitarian and contemporary societies. The
findings are not only of historical and theoretical significance but also
hold practical value for analyzing and countering modern propagandistic
strategies that threaten democratic institutions, information security, and
the critical thinking of society.

— nicative and performative element of global governance. Combining insights
from both fields, it provides a nuanced view of translation as a political pro-
cess that shapes narrative formation, influences diplomatic tone, and impacts
power relations within institutions such as the EU and UN.

In contemporary diplomacy, effective communication relies on precision
and coherence, with translators playing a crucial role in decision-making
and cultural negotiation. Linguistic nuances, such as modality, can signifi-
cantly affect how international audiences interpret messages.

Translators are not mere intermediaries; they influence trust-building,
conflict avoidance, and multilateral cooperation, shaping the narrative of
foreign policy. The article analyses translation in Ukraine-EU discourse, em-
phasising how language impacts Ukraine’s integration and alignment with
EU values. Translations of diplomatic documents reveal how lexical choices
can shape perceptions of Ukraine’s geopolitical stance. Ethical responsibility
in translation is crucial, as it requires translators to balance fidelity with an
awareness of political implications, thereby ensuring clarity and avoiding dis-
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tortion. It encompasses cultural sensitivity and ethical judgment, pertinent to
both translation studies and international relations.

Overall, translation has a significant influence on global diplomacy,
serving as both a communication tool and a political mediation mechanism,
and thus warrants further research in political communication and diplo-
matic studies.

Problem statement. In an increasingly interconnected world,
diplomacy serves as a vital conduit for nations to engage in dialogue,
negotiate agreements, and build alliances. At the heart of these diplomatic
interactions lies language — a complex instrument that conveys not only
information but also cultural identities, political nuances, and subtle
power dynamics. In this context, translation emerges as an essential tool,
serving as a linguistic bridge that facilitates intercultural understanding
and effective communication across borders.

Yet, the significance of translation in diplomacy goes far beyond simple
word substitution. It involves maintaining a diplomatic tone, ensuring
cultural sensitivity, and accurately conveying the intent behind every
message. As international relations grow more intricate and delicate, the
precision and cultural awareness of translation become crucial. Translators
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are thus not merely language converters; they are strategic actors whose
decisions can influence diplomatic outcomes, shape international
perceptions, and even prevent misunderstandings or conflicts.

Diplomacy is commonly understood as a dialogue among political
actors; thus far, its success often depends on those who operate across
languagesand cultures. Thisarticleargues that translation servesasa critical,
though frequently invisible, mechanism in global diplomacy. Adopting
an interdisciplinary framework that integrates translation studies and
international relations, the study explores how linguistic mediation shapes
diplomatic narratives, institutional inclusion, and international perception.
Focusing on the Ukraine-USA-EU context, it demonstrates that language
in diplomacy extends beyond words to encompass tone, framing, and
cultural codes, thereby positioning translators as indispensable mediators
in contemporary international relations.

In the contemporary geopolitical arena, the role of diplomatic
translators has evolved from mere linguistic translation to become pivotal
actors in shaping international relations. Their responsibilities demand an
intricate combination of linguistic mastery, cultural sensitivity, cognitive
agility, and unwavering ethical standards. Given the increasing complexity
and sensitivity of diplomatic communication amid global conflicts and
diplomatic crises, understanding the core skills and moral responsibilities
of these professionals is more crucial than ever. This study aims to critically
analyse these competencies and explore their implications for effective and
ethical diplomatic practice.

The complexity of contemporary diplomatic translation necessitates a
comprehensive understanding of a wide range of professional competencies,
extending beyond linguistic proficiency to encompass cognitive, cultural,
and ethical dimensions (Bohatyrets, 2023). The study outlines the core
skills and ethical responsibilities essential for diplomatic translators,
drawing on recent scholarly research and practice-oriented analyses.

Scholarly research consistently demonstrates that linguistic competence
alone is insufficient for effective diplomatic translation; instead, a nuanced
understanding of cultural contexts is indispensable (Bohatyrets, Kudelko,
Melnychuk, 2021). In situations of heightened political sensitivity, such
as during the Russo-Ukrainian War, translators are required to interpret
political statements that incorporate historical references and culturally
embedded meanings, which play a decisive role. Expressions that appear
neutral in one linguistic context may carry escalatory or delegitimising
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implications if misinterpreted in another. Consequently, diplomatic
translators must possess in-depth knowledge of both source and target
cultures in order to preserve communicative intent and mitigate the risk of
miscommunication.

The integration of cognitive translation studies into diplomatic practice
highlights the importance of mental agility and advanced interpretive skills.
Contemporary research emphasises that diplomatic translators engage in
complex cognitive processes that involve interpreting implicit meanings,
pragmatic subtext, and culturally conditioned nuances (Bohatyrets, 2021).
In high-stakes diplomatic exchanges, the ability to identify and accurately
convey such subtleties may influence not only the tone but also the strategic
direction of diplomatic dialogue, with potential implications for conflict
resolution and international stability.

Within an increasingly volatile global security environment, diplomatic
translation has become subject to rapidly evolving political narratives and
communicative demands (Bohatyrets, 2023). Global crises, including
the COVID-19 pandemic and subsequent geopolitical realignments,
have intensified the need for timely and accurate interpretation of policy
statements and diplomatic communiqués. During periods of conflict
escalation, even minor inaccuracies or translation delays may have
disproportionate consequences, affecting trust, negotiation dynamics, and
diplomatic outcomes.

Given the sensitive nature of diplomatic communication, confidentiality
constitutes a paramount ethical obligation for translators. Recent
analyses of translation practices in conflict settings demonstrate that the
unauthorised disclosure of sensitive information may exacerbate tensions
or undermine diplomatic efforts (Bohatyrets, 2024). Historical evidence
underscores the severity of such risks: the mistranslation of Japanese
Prime Minister Kantaro Suzukis 1945 statement, where ‘mokusatsu’
(withholding comment) was rendered as ‘ignore, contributed to escalatory
decision-making that culminated in the atomic bombing of Hiroshima
(Bohatyrets & Shevchuk, 2025). Diplomatic translators are therefore
required to operate with a high degree of professional integrity, ensuring
that classified or strategically sensitive information remains protected.

Neutrality represents another foundational ethical principle in
diplomatic translation. Translators must refrain from allowing personal
beliefs, political sympathies, or ideological positions to influence the
communicative outcome. Empirical examples illustrate that even
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unintended deviations from neutrality, such as the insertion of evaluative
language during diplomatic briefings, may erode trust and intensify
political tensions (Bohatyrets, 2024). Maintaining impartiality is crucial to
ensuring that translated messages accurately convey the original speaker’s
intent without distortion.

Accuracy and integrity remain central to ethical diplomatic
translation. Research indicates that even minor inaccuracies can lead to
misunderstandings, diplomatic incidents, or the escalation of conflict
(Bohatyrets et al., 2021). In negotiation contexts, the mistranslation of key
terms or phrases may be interpreted as unintended concessions or threats,
thereby shaping diplomatic strategies and influencing outcomes.

Beyond linguistic precision, diplomatic translators serve as cultural
mediators, interpreting culturally specific references, symbolic
meanings, and contextual cues to facilitate mutual understanding
between interlocutors. Studies in translation and diplomacy indicate that
misinterpretation of cultural symbols or historically sensitive references
may hinder diplomatic engagement and undermine dialogue (Bohatyrets, 297
2023). Statements involving national identity, collective memory, or —
symbolic language require heightened cultural awareness to avoid
alienation or offence.

The multidimensional demands placed on diplomatic translators
underscore the need for comprehensive professional training that integrates
1inguistic competence, cultural awareness, cognitive preparedness, and
ethical education. Recent scholarship supports incorporating cultural
diplomacy into language education curricula, particularly in English as a
second language instruction, to prepare future diplomats and translators
for the complexities of contemporary international communication
(Bohatyrets, 2023). Such training models emphasise scenario-based
learning, intercultural immersion, and ethical case analysis to foster
adaptability, critical judgment, and professional responsibility.

This study contributes to ongoing interdisciplinary discussions at
the intersection of translation studies and international relations by
conceptualising diplomatic translation as a form of linguistic and political
mediation. The role of diplomatic translators is multifaceted and critical in
shaping international diplomacy. Their linguistic, cultural, and cognitive
skills, and their unwavering commitment to ethical principles, form the
backbone of effective diplomatic communication. As the geopolitical
landscape continues to evolve, so too must the training and ethical standards
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of translators, ensuring they remain capable of navigating the complexities
of modern diplomacy. Recognising and fostering these competencies is
essential to maintaining peaceful, productive international relations in an
increasingly interconnected world.

Recent research and publications analysis. To fully grasp the critical
role of translation in diplomacy, it is essential to study the underlying
theories and concepts that shape effective intercultural and diplomatic
communication. These frameworks illuminate how translation functions
as more than mere language conversion, serving as a strategic tool in
international relations.

Skopos Theory posits that the primary aim of translation is determined
by the purpose (or ‘skopos’) of the target text. In diplomatic contexts, this
means that translators prioritise the message’s strategic objectives, such
as fostering cooperation or clarity (Vermeer, 2004/1989). For example,
when translating the Helsinki Accords of 1975, translators aimed to
accurately convey the commitments of participating nations, preserving
their diplomatic intentions across languages. (Pym, 2010). The Theory
emphasises the importance of maintaining semantic and pragmatic
equivalence between source and target texts. In diplomacy, this involves
capturing the precise tone, nuance, and intent behind statements. For
instance, translating a sensitive remark made during a UN Security
Council speech requires meticulous attention to preserve diplomatic tact
and avoid misinterpretation that could escalate tensions. (Gile, 2009).
Intercultural communication is fundamental to diplomacy, as it involves
navigating differences in cultural norms, communication styles, and
values. A pertinent example is the 2010 diplomatic crisis between China
and the United States, where misinterpretations of diplomatic language
led to misunderstandings. Accurate translation and cultural awareness
could have mitigated such tensions by ensuring both sides understood the
underlying intent and cultural context. (Rathje and Thomas, 2016).

Effective intercultural communication relies on translators’ cultural
competence — the ability to interpret not just words but also cultural
connotations. For example, the phrase ‘saving face’ carries specific
cultural significance in Asian diplomacy, emphasising the importance
of maintaining dignity. Translators who understand this concept can
help craft messages that respect cultural sensitivities, fostering trust and
cooperation. Translators are active mediators who shape the course of
diplomatic interactions. They interpret messages, clarify ambiguities, and
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ensure that cultural and linguistic nuances are respected. An illustrative
example is the role of translators during the Camp David Accords in
1978. Translators not only translated speeches but also mediated cultural
differences, helping Egyptian and Israeli leaders understand each other’s
perspectives, thereby facilitating peace negotiations (Quandt, 1993).

In addition to linguistic accuracy, translators function as cultural
brokers, managing the delicate balance between honesty and diplomacy.
Their ability to interpret and convey complex political messages accurately
can prevent misunderstandings and foster diplomatic goodwill.

Translation plays a crucial role in shaping the landscape of international
diplomacy by facilitating effective communication, promoting mutual
understanding, and influencing diplomatic outcomes. Its importance
extends across various dimensions of diplomatic practice, including
negotiations, treaties, and diplomatic exchanges. Accurate translation is
essential during negotiations involving multiple languages, especially in
complex conflicts like the Ukraine war. During the escalation of the war
in 2022, international diplomatic communications, including government 299
statements, peace proposals, and sanctions required precise translation to —
prevent misunderstandings.

For example, the language used in official statements from the U.S. and
European Union regarding military aid and sanctions had to be carefully
translated to ensure clarity and avoid misinterpretation. Misunderstandings
over phrases related to sovereignty and territorial integrity could have
serious consequences, potentially escalating tensions further.

Diplomatic language often includes nuanced expressions that require
careful translation to preserve intent and tone. During the full-scale
invasion of Ukraine by russia, accurately translating President Zelensky’s
speeches and international appeals was crucial in garnering support and
maintaining diplomatic tact. For instance, Zelensky’s calls for ‘immediate
support’ or ‘defence of sovereignty’ needed to be conveyed in a way that
maintained diplomatic respect while emphasising urgency.

Misinterpretations or mistranslations might have led to delays in aid
or diplomatic missteps, affecting international cooperation. However,
diplomatic communication challenges extend beyond linguistic accuracy
to encompass strategic framing and cultural contextualization. A notable
contemporary example involves President Zelenskyys January 2025
White House communication proposing an exchange of Ukraine’s drone
capabilities for U.S. Tomahawk missiles. Communications analyst Joseph
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Lindsley (2025) observed that the framing ‘drones for Tomahawks’
inadequately conveyed Ukraine’s substantive value proposition: an
accelerated, battlefield-driven innovation model in which frontline
personnel collaborate directly with defence engineers to refine military
technologies within days rather than the months or years typical of
conventional defence development cycles. While linguistically accurate,
this communication failed to translate the conceptual significance of
Ukraine’s adaptive innovation processes into a framework comprehensible
to US defence industry stakeholders and policymakers unfamiliar with
rapid-iteration methodologies. This case demonstrates that effective
diplomatic translation requires not merely linguistic equivalence but also
strategic reframing to ensure core messages resonate meaningfully within
the target audience’s cognitive and institutional frameworks. Similarly, the
translation of official statements by russia, where precise linguistic choices
significantly influenced international responses and legal considerations,
illustrates how both semantic accuracy and strategic communication

s00 design jointly determine diplomatic outcomes.

The success of diplomatic efforts often hinges on the quality of
translation. During the Russo-Ukrainian War, the translation of UN
resolutions, NATO statements, and bilateral communications played a
crucial role in shaping the international consensus and response to the
conflict. Accurate translation of sanctions language, peace proposals,
and diplomatic notes ensured that all parties understood the scope and
implications, thus supporting coordinated action.

A recent scholarly article accentuates the importance of skilled
translation in diplomacy, highlighting how linguistic accuracy impacts
diplomatic relations and negotiations (Zoubaa, 2024). Diplomatic
translators serve as vital conduits for international communication,
ensuring that messages exchanged between nations are both linguistically
accurate and culturally appropriate. To do this effectively, they must
possess exceptional linguistic proficiency in at least two languages, often
coupled with specialised knowledge of diplomatic terminology, political
contexts, and protocol nuances. For instance, translating a treaty or a high-
level diplomatic statement requires not only mastery of legal language
but also an understanding of diplomatic customs and sensitivities.
Equally critical are their ethical responsibilities. Confidentiality is non-
negotiable; diplomatic translators often work with classified information
that, if leaked, could jeopardise negotiations or national security. An
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example is a translator working on confidential peace negotiations who
must safeguard sensitive details about territorial concessions or military
alliances. Impartiality is also essential; translators must avoid inserting
personal biases or political opinions that could distort the message. Fidelity
to the original message involves accurately capturing not only the words
but also the tone, implications, and cultural nuances. For example, when
translating a diplomatic apology, it is essential to preserve the sincerity and
diplomatic tact, avoiding language that could be perceived as insincere or
overly confrontational.

These skills and ethical commitments are fundamental in maintaining
diplomatic integrity. A mistranslation, such as misinterpreting a phrase
in a peace treaty, could lead to misunderstandings that escalate into
conflict. Therefore, diplomatic translators are often regarded as guardians
of diplomatic language, whose expertise directly influences the success or
failure of international negotiations.

Research Objective and Tasks. This study examines the role of
translators as active agents in international relations, investigating how
their linguistic and discursive choices influence diplomatic precision,
shape foreign policy narratives, and facilitate trust-building, conflict
prevention, and multilateral cooperation, with a particular focus on the
Ukraine-USA-EU diplomatic discourse. The research aims to study the
impact of translation on the framing and interpretation of diplomatic texts,
assess the ethical, cultural, and institutional dimensions of translational
practice, and underscore its strategic function as a mechanism of political
mediation within the broader architecture of global diplomacy.

Presentation of the Research Outcomes. Linguistic Challenges in
Diplomatic Translation. Recent diplomatic communications during
the Russia-Ukraine war (2022-present) highlight ongoing translation
challenges in high-stakes negotiations. Complex terminology related to
military support, sanctions, and peace negotiations requires precise cross-
linguistic transfer. Diplomatic expressions such as ‘red line, indicating
non-negotiable limits, pose particular difficulties, as their idiomatic nature
may not translate equivalently across linguistic contexts. Such terms risk
losing pragmatic force or clarity when translated into Ukrainian, English
or other languages, potentially creating interpretive ambiguity about policy
commitments. Another challenge arose from cultural references and
historical context. In the early stages of negotiations, Western diplomats
stressed Ukraine’s sovereignty and independence, often citing the 1991
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Declaration of Independence. Translations of these references needed to
accurately reflect their cultural and historical significance; a mistranslation
might have weakened Ukraine’s diplomatic stance or been exploited by
opposing parties.

During high-stakes negotiations and public statements in 2022-
2023, translating diplomatic language required careful consideration
and precision. For example, Western leaders used phrases like ‘support
Ukraine’s sovereignty’ and “defending democracy,” which needed to be
translated to maintain their strong diplomatic tone without provoking
further escalation. An overly literal translation could have been perceived
as aggressive or dismissive, potentially leading to diplomatic fallout.
Conversely, softening language might have undermined Western resolve
or misrepresented commitments.

In some instances, the translation of statements regarding military
aid and sanctions led to confusion. For example, the phrase ‘additional
support’ was sometimes mistranslated as ‘military intervention, which
could have escalated tensions or been exploited by propaganda.

Case Study: Translation as Strategic Mediation in the Russo-Ukrainian
War. The Russo-Ukrainian war exemplifies how diplomatic translation
actively mediates political intent and cultural context, shaping narratives,
influencing competing interpretations, and producing tangible geopolitical
consequences. Misinterpretations, whether inadvertent or intentionally
exploited, demonstrate how language can shape negotiations, public
perception, and international decision-making. The Russo-Ukrainian war
provides a vivid demonstration of this dynamic, highlighting the role of
translators as mediators between political intent, cultural context, and
global audiences (Zelenskyy, 2022; U.S. Department of State, 2022).

In 2022, statements by Western officials regarding military support
for Ukraine were interpreted differently both in linguistic and media
contexts. Whereas Western leaders consistently framed arms transfers
as defensive measures to support Ukraine’s sovereignty and self-defence
(U.S. Department of State, 2022), narratives disseminated through some
russian channels reframed these as escalatory or interventionist actions
(Grokipedia, 2022). These differing portrayals contributed to competing
national and international perceptions of the conflict’s evolution and the
intentions behind external support for Ukraine, illustrating how linguistic
framing and translation choices intersect with geopolitical narratives.
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Terminology used in peace diplomacy also reflects the consequences
of linguistic variation. Western officials and Ukrainian representatives
repeatedly called for negotiations aimed at ending the war, emphasising
comprehensive peace processes rather than temporary cessation of
hostilities. In contrast, references in some Russian- and pro-Russian-
contexts to ceasefire talks have underscored short-term halts in fighting
rather than structural resolution. This contrast in phrasing influenced
public expectations and diplomatic dialogue about the nature and goals of
mediated negotiations (Zelenskyy, 2022).

The question of security guarantees for Ukraine has emerged as a critical
diplomatic theme, with President Zelenskyy emphasising that sustainable
peace efforts must be anchored in agreements with international partners,
highlighting the interdependence of language, intent, and diplomatic
outcomes (Ukrainska Pravda, 2025). In this context, effective diplomatic
translation becomes indispensable, relying on strategies that preserve tone,
intent, and cultural nuance to ensure that such high-stakes messages are
conveyed with subtlety, clarity, and respect across linguistic boundaries. 505

Diplomatic language is inherently formal, employing expressions —
that signal politeness, restraint, and solemnity. Translators carefully
calibrate these qualities so that phrases such as ‘deeply regret’ or ‘affirm
our commitment’ retain their intended gravity without appearing unduly
emotional or aggressive. Such linguistic precision is central to diplomatic
decorum and to fostering mutual understanding in international
communication (Boiko, 2025).

The use of specialised glossaries and consultation of prior diplomatic
documents further supports terminological consistency. By referencing
established translations of terms such as sanctions, sovereignty, or peace
process, translators reduce ambiguity and ensure coherence both within
individual communications and across broader diplomatic exchanges
(Shahmerdanova, 2025). Collaboration with subject-matter experts,
including diplomats, political scientists, and cultural advisers, enhances
translation quality in complex or sensitive contexts. Expertise beyond
linguistics provides insight into political nuance, historical resonance, and
interpretative frames, all of which are critical when translating statements
with significant geopolitical implications (Slavova & Borysenko, 2018).

Equally important is cultural competence. Understanding the historical
and cultural contexts of both source and target languages enables translators
to navigate symbolic meanings, societal norms, and potential taboos.
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Adapting language in this way helps maintain diplomatic respect, preserve
relationships, and reduce the risk that translations will unintentionally
mislead or offend international audiences (Kovalova & Nikitenko, 2022).

The Russo-Ukrainian war exemplifies how language and translation
intersect with geopolitical discourse and media framing, directly
influencing perception and diplomatic positioning. For instance, Western
officials consistently described military assistance to Ukraine as defensive
support intended to enable the country to defend its sovereignty (U.S.
Department of State, 2022). In contrast, certain russian state media and
allied outlets reframed the same assistance as interventionist, thereby
recasting Western involvement as provocative rather than defensive
(Grokipedia, 2022).

Similarly, negotiation terminology demonstrates the stakes of precise
translation. Ukrainian officials have consistently articulated a vision
for comprehensive peace negotiations. At the 2022 Munich Security
Conference, President Zelenskyy framed Ukraine’s objectives as achieving

504 lasting peace and security within internationally recognised borders, rather

— than pursuing merely temporary cessations of hostilities (Zelenskyy, 2022).
Discussions surrounding security guarantees, including proposals for
NATO-style protections or European commitments, further underscore
the critical nature of precise language in shaping diplomatic outcomes
(Ukrainska Pravda, 2025).

Language has also become a tool of information warfare. Euphemistic
phrases, such as the russian government’s use of “special military operation”
to describe its invasion of Ukraine, illustrate how translation and framing
manipulate public perception and diplomatic rhetoric to serve strategic
objectives (Grokipedia, 2022).

The Russo-Ukrainian war thus demonstrates that diplomatic translation
functions as a strategic mediator. Subtle distinctions, for example, between
supportand intervention, peace negotiations and ceasefire talks, or security
guarantees and temporary arrangements, carry profound consequences
for international relations, public opinion, and negotiation dynamics.
Translators mediate not only linguistic content but also political intent,
cultural context, and diplomatic framing, serving as indispensable actors
in shaping coherent, credible, and ethically responsible communication
between states and international institutions. Recognising and critically
analysing these linguistic nuances is essential for understanding
contemporary conflicts and for preparing diplomats and translators to
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navigate high-stakes international environments (Zoubaa 2024; Gile,
2009).

These examples from the Russia-Ukraine war underscore that
diplomatic translation is far more than a technical exercise; it is an
active form of mediation in which linguistic choices, cultural insight,
and strategic framing intersect with geopolitical realities. As conflicts
and wars grow more complex and communication channels increasingly
digital and instantaneous, the role of translators evolves accordingly. The
future of diplomatic translation will demand not only linguistic precision
but also technological literacy, ethical discernment, and heightened
cultural intelligence, positioning translators as proactive agents in shaping
international understanding, sustaining trust, and facilitating high-stakes
diplomacy.

Looking ahead, the future of diplomatic translation will be shaped
by technological innovation, increasing global interconnectedness, and
heightened geopolitical complexity. Future diplomatic translators will
increasingly function as hybrid professionals, blending linguistic mastery,
cultural literacy, ethical discernment, and technological proficiency. Far
from being mere conduits of language, they will act as strategic mediators,
shaping how states communicate, how policies are interpreted, and how
international narratives are constructed.

Emerging technologies, including machine translation, Al-powered
linguistic analysis, and real-time multilingual communication platforms,
will continue to reshape the workflows of diplomatic translation. While these
tools offer unprecedented speed, accessibility, and efficiency, they do not
diminish the necessity of human judgment. The translator’s role in ensuring
accuracy, cultural sensitivity, and ethical integrity remains irreplaceable,
particularly in high-stakes contexts where miscommunication can have
tangible diplomatic consequences.

The future of the field will also demand expanded cognitive and ethical
competencies. Translators will be expected to assess machine-generated
translations critically, navigate complex cultural and political landscapes,
safeguard confidentiality, and support inclusive international dialogue.
Training programs that integrate cultural diplomacy, scenario-based
simulations, and interdisciplinary knowledge, bridging translation studies,
international relations, and digital literacy, will be essential in preparing
the next generation of diplomatic mediators.

Ultimately, diplomatic translation will continue to serve as a bridge
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between nations, enabling mutual understanding, fostering trust, and
facilitating cooperation in an increasingly complex global order. By
embracing the interplay of technology, culture, and ethics, the field can
anticipate a future in which translators are not only language experts but
also active agents of diplomatic strategy and international engagement.

Conclusions. Linguisticaccuracyandculturalsensitivityarefundamental
to effective diplomacy. Precise translation ensures that diplomatic messages
are conveyed without distortion, preventing misunderstandings that could
escalate conflicts or undermine negotiations. Equally, cultural awareness
allows diplomats and translators to navigate complex social and political
nuances, fostering trust and mutual respect among international actors.

Given the high stakes involved in diplomatic communication, there
is an increasing need for specialised training in diplomatic translation.
Future translators must develop not only linguistic proficiency but also
expertise in international relations, cultural literacy, and familiarity with
technological tools. This multidimensional skill set is essential to adapt
to the rapidly evolving landscape of digital communication and global
diplomacy. Ultimately, language is a powerful tool that shapes perceptions,
influences power dynamics, and facilitates or hinders diplomatic relations.
The intersection of language, power, and diplomacy underscores that
translation is not merely a technical act but a strategic component of
international influence and negotiation. As the world becomes more
interconnected, investing in skilled diplomatic translators and fostering
linguistic and cultural competence will be vital for promoting peace,
understanding, and effective global governance.

Information Policy of Authoritarian Regimes
in Contemporary Academic Discourse: Literature Review
(A Review of Current Research)

The information environment of the 21st century has become a primary
battleground for authoritarian regimes seeking to consolidate power domes-
tically and project influence internationally. Classical models of autocratic
rule have given way to sophisticated, information-centred governance strat-

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egies that exploit digital technologies, algorithmic platforms, and cognitive
vulnerabilities in open societies. The convergence of Russian and Chinese
approaches to information manipulation, combined with the coordinated
export of these practices to third countries, represents a qualitatively new
challenge for liberal democracies, particularly in Europe and the post-Soviet
space. Despite a growing body of scholarship on disinformation, propaganda,
and digital authoritarianism, a systematic synthesis of the theoretical frame-
works that explain this transformation remains underrepresented in Ukrain-
ian academic discourse.

This article aims to conduct a structured review of contemporary inter-
national scholarship on the information policies of modern authoritarian
regimes, to identify the key conceptual frameworks that describe their infor-
mation strategies, and to assess their implications for democratic resilience -
with particular relevance to Ukraine’s security context.

Methods. The study employs theoretical-conceptual analysis and a sys-
tematic literature review of scholarship on the transformation of authoritari-
anism in the digital age, informational autocracies, and digital authoritari-
anism. A comparative approach is applied to interpret Russian and Chinese
practices of information control. Elements of discourse analysis are used to
reconstruct the key narratives and ideological frameworks that accompany
democratic backsliding and the export of authoritarian information strate-
gies. The corpus of sources includes peer-reviewed academic articles, policy
papers, and monographs from leading Western, Ukrainian, and internation-
al research institutions published primarily between 2014 and 2025.

The review identifies four interconnected conceptual clusters. First, the
transition from classical repressive dictatorships to “spin dictatorships”
and “informational autocracies” (Levitsky and Ziblatt 2018; Kreké 2025;
Rosenfeld and Wallace 2024) reveals that contemporary authoritarian re-
gimes no longer rely primarily on violence but on the sophisticated restruc-
turing of information environments to construct an illusion of legitimacy.
Second, the concept of “authoritarian informationalism” (Garbe and Merz
2025) captures how digital technologies have enabled a dual transformation:
empowering surveillance, targeted censorship, and preemptive neutralisa-
tion of dissent, while simultaneously creating new systemic vulnerabilities
for regimes dependent on transnational platforms. Third, the convergence
of Russian and Chinese disinformation strategies (Swanstrom and Mansson
2025; Sahgal and Shukla 2022; Hamilton and Ohlberg 2020) demonstrates
how two structurally distinct actors are increasingly aligned in promoting
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anti-Western narratives, exporting digital control technologies, and building
parallel global information architectures through state media, bot networks,
and coordinated inauthentic behaviour. Fourth, the structural vulnerabilities
of democracies - rooted in their openness, normative constraints on state
intervention, and eroded institutional trust - are systematically exploited by
authoritarian actors as asymmetric advantages, particularly through foreign
information manipulation and interference (FIMI) operations.

Conclusions. Modern authoritarian regimes share a set of defining char-
acteristics in the information domain: systematic use of disinformation and
propaganda as substitutes for overt coercion; centralised control over infor-
mation infrastructure; the fusion of online and offline surveillance; and the
deliberate blurring of the boundary between truth and falsehood to generate
cognitive paralysis rather than persuasion. Domestically tested mechanisms -
“firehose of falsehood,” cognitive warfare, bot-network amplification — are
systematically projected outward, transforming informational autocracy
from a domestic governance style into an exported instrument of geopolitical
competition. For Ukraine, these findings carry direct security implications:
Russia’s full-scale military aggression is accompanied by a long-term infor-
mation war targeting internal cohesion, institutional legitimacy, and inter-
national standing. Effective countermeasures require an integrated strategy
combining strategic communications capacity, institutional fact-checking in-
frastructure, media literacy education, and sustained diplomatic engagement
with partner states to maintain the sanctions and support framework that
constrains Russian operational capability.

Particular attention is paid to a comparison of the political courses of the
administrations of J. Bush Jr., B. Obama, D. Trump and ]. Biden, their con-
tribution to the formation of the concept of the “Indo-Pacific”.

The patterns of the transition from the policy of ‘engagement” to the po-
licy of “strategic competition”, enshrined in the “National Security Strategy”

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COMMUNICATIVE TECHNOLOGIES
OF CONSTRUCTING POLITICAL REALITY

The article aims to conceptualize communicative technologies as a syste-
mic mechanism for constructing political reality and to identify their struc-
tural components, functional logic, and effectiveness within a technological
approach to political processes. The study is based on a technological appro-
ach that interprets political processes as systems of strategically organized
instruments of influence. It integrates interdisciplinary insights from political
communication, sociology, and cognitive psychology to analyze mechanisms
of symbolic impact, meaning production, and audience perception.

The research demonstrates that communicative technologies constitute a
coherent, institutionally organized system of symbolic practices that enable
the production, reproduction, and transformation of political reality through

% the management of meanings, images, and collective representations. Their
— defining feature is resource efficiency, achieved by substituting coercion with
symbolic influence, leveraging cognitive and cultural structures of audiences,

and ensuring the self-reproduction of constructed meanings.

The study identifies and systematizes key communicative technologies,
including a representative promise, political positioning, visual legitimation,
nonverbal signaling, solidarization, mobilization of expectations, selective
visibility (agenda-setting), emotional resonance, construction of representa-
tive roles, and semantic naturalization. Each technology performs a specific
function within an integrated system of influence, contributing to legitimacy,
mobilization, and stabilization of political power.

Communicative technologies are not auxiliary tools but fundamental me-
chanisms of political power, shaping political reality as a dynamic symbolic
construct. Their effectiveness lies in the integration of cognitive, emotional,
and symbolic dimensions of influence. However, their application entails in-
herent risks, including manipulation, simplification of complex political pro-
cesses, affective polarization, and erosion of trust.

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Formulation of the Scientific Problem. The contemporary stage in the
development of political processes is characterized by a radical increase in
the role of communication as a determining factor in the formation and
functioning of power. Political reality is progressively less constituted as an
objectively given set of institutions and practices; instead, it acquires the
features of a dynamic construct produced, reproduced, and transformed
through systematically organized communicative influences. In this
context, political power is realized not only through material resources or
coercion, but above all through the management of meanings, images, and
collective representations, which necessitates theoretical reflection on the
corresponding technological mechanisms.

Despite considerable attention to the problems of political
communication, fragmentation persists in scholarly discourse regarding
the technological dimension of constructing political reality. Existing
approaches tend either to focus on particular instruments of influence
(propaganda, framing, agenda-setting) or to treat communication as an
auxiliary element of politics, without granting it the status of an autonomous
mechanism for producing political reality. As a result, questions concerning
the systemic nature, internal logic, and effectiveness of communicative
technologies as an integrated set of means for constructing the political
world remain insufficiently explored.

This problem acquires particular relevance in the context of
digitalization, the mediatization of politics, and the growing role of symbolic
influence, where the boundaries between reality and its interpretation
become increasingly blurred. This creates both new opportunities for
the legitimation of power and the mobilization of citizens, as well as
risks of manipulative distortion of political reality, the intensification of
polarisation, and a decline in the rationality of political choice.

Thus, the scientific problem lies in the need for a comprehensive
theoretical understanding of communicative technologies as systematically
organized mechanisms for constructing political reality, and in defining
their essence, structure, functional capacities, and limitations under
contemporary political conditions.

Analysis of Recent Research and Publications. The issue of
communicative technologies in the construction of political reality occupies
a central place in contemporary interdisciplinary scholarly discourse,
integrating contributions from political science, sociology, psychology,
and communication theory. Peter Berger and Thomas Luckmann, in their
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seminal work The Social Construction of Reality, established the conceptual
foundations for understanding social (including political) reality as a
product of intersubjective communication and symbolic practices (Berger
and Luckmann, 1966). Walter Lippmann, in Public Opinion, substantiated
the idea of a pseudo-environment in which the media construct
stereotyped images of political reality (Lippmann, 1998). Harold Lasswell,
in The Structure and Function of Communication in Society, elaborated
a model of communication as an instrument of purposeful influence on
mass consciousness (Lasswell, 1948). Paul Lazarsfeld, Bernard Berelson,
and Hazel Gaudet, in The People’s Choice, demonstrated the mediated
character of media influence through opinion leaders as key interpreters
of political information (Lazarsfeld, Berelson, and Gaudet, 1968). Carl
Hovland, Arthur Lumsdaine, and Fred Sheffield, in Experiments on
Mass Communication, proved the significance of cognitive mechanisms
of persuasion in the transformation of political attitudes (Hovland,
Lumsdaine, and Sheflield, 1949). Garth Jowett and Victoria O’Donnell,
in Propaganda & Persuasion, conceptualised propaganda as a systematic 47
communicative technology for manipulating perception and behaviour —
(Jowett and O’Donnell, 2014). In Political Communication in Action:
From Theory to Practice, David L. Helfert systematised both theoretical
and applied aspects of political communication, demonstrating its role as
a process of strategic meaning-making and influence on the perception
of political reality through messages, media, and institutional practices
(Helfert, 2018). Max McCombs and Donald Shaw, in their classic work
on agenda-setting theory, argued that the media determine not the
content of public thought, but the agenda of public thinking, thereby
indirectly constructing political reality (McCombs and Shaw, 1972).
John Zaller, in The Nature and Origins of Mass Opinion, showed that
the formation of mass political perceptions is the result of the interaction
between information flows and individual cognitive filters, which shape
the perception of political reality (Zaller, 1992). Tony Schwartz, in The
Responsive Chord, demonstrated that the effectiveness of political
communication is grounded in the resonance of messages with the
emotional structures of the audience, thereby facilitating the formation of
beliefs and perceptions of political reality (Schwartz, 1974). Drew Westen,
in The Political Brain, argued that political thinking is predominantly
emotional in nature, and thus political reality is constructed through
affective mechanisms of influence (Westen, 2007). Chris Mooney, in The
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Republican Brain, examined cognitive differences in the perception of
political information, showing how ideological predispositions influence
the construction of alternative political realities (Mooney, 2012). W. Lance
Bennett argued that political issues function as symbols through which
actors represent and reinterpret reality in ways advantageous to themselves
(Bennett, 2012). Richard Perloff, in his studies of political communication,
emphasised its role as a persuasive instrument aimed at shaping
interpretations of political events and processes (Perloff, 2014). James
L. Lipschultz, in Social Media and Political Communication, analysed
the role of social media as a tool for mobilisation and the formation of
political narratives (Lipschultz, 2023). Nur Kholisoh examined persuasion
technologies and the role of spin doctors in constructing a positive image
of political actors (Kholisoh, 2023). Baljeet Banga revealed the potential
of cinema as a medium for the symbolic reproduction of political reality
(Banga, 2023). Borys Bulat and Martin Hilbert showed how bots function
as instruments of algorithmic influence on political discourse in the
online environment (Bulat and Hilbert, 2024). Corneliu Bjola and Ilan
Manor, in The Oxford Handbook of Digital Diplomacy, substantiated the
transformation of political communication under the influence of digital
diplomacy (Bjola and Manor, 2024). Melissa Holmes emphasised the role
of images and identities in the digital construction of political reality
(Holmes, 2024). Ryan Cheek proposed a typology of political technical
communication as a genre-structured process (Cheek, 2022). Sidney Coles
and Dennis Lane demonstrated the determining role of race and ethnicity
as factors in political communication (Coles and Lane, 2023). Stéphanie
Boulianne and Anders Larsson proposed a multidimensional model for
the comparative analysis of digital political communication (Boulianne
and Larsson, 2024). Haider Alrufaiey and Ali Alrikabi examined syntactic
structures as instruments of effectiveness in political messaging (Alrufaiey
and Alrikabi, 2024). Patrick Donges substantiated the institutional logic of
digital media as a factor in the transformation of political communication
(Donges, 2022). Jung Kim and Hernan Rojas demonstrated the relationship
between political communication, perceptions of polarisation, and
political participation (Kim and Rojas, 2024). Siyu Song and Minwei Ai
demonstrated the mediated influence of political discussions on citizen
mobilisation (Song and Ai, 2024). Balint Hamrak, Gabor Simonovits, and
Ferenc Szlics modelled elite communication as an equilibrium process of
persuasion under conditions of political scandals (Hamrak, Simonovits,
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and Szucs, 2024). Thus, the body of these studies provides a foundation
for examining communicative technologies as systemic mechanisms
for constructing political reality through the management of meanings,
interpretations, and the cognitive models of society.

Proceeding from the above, the objective of this study is to elucidate
the essence of communicative technologies and to identify their specificity
as effective means of constructing political reality, as well as to outline the
principal mechanisms of their influence on mass consciousness within the
framework of the technological approach to the study of political processes.

Presentation of the Main Material. Communicative technologies
for constructing political reality constitute a systemically organised,
institutionally and strategically ordered complex of methods, practices, and
procedures of symbolic influence aimed at the production, consolidation,
and reproduction of socially binding interpretations of the political world,
through which the acquisition, legitimation, and exercise of power are
ensured not by means of direct coercion or the material distribution
of resources, but through the management of meanings, images, and 349
collective representations. Their immanent characteristic is efficiency as —
the economisation of resources, which denotes the capacity to achieve
maximal political outcomes (support,loyalty, mobilisation, legitimacy) with
minimal expenditure of material, organisational, and coercive resources
by virtue of: 1) substituting physical coercion with symbolic influence;
2) utilising the cognitive and cultural structures of the audience; 3) the
self-reproduction of constructed meanings within mass consciousness.
Consequently, these technologies represent a form of resource-optimised
power influence in which communication functions not as an instrument
for the transmission of information, but as a multifaceted mechanism for
the production of political reality itself.

The methodological foundation of the study is the technological
approach, which makes it possible to analyse political processes as a
system of purposefully applied instruments of influence for achieving the
power-related objectives of political actors. Within this approach, political
technologies are examined and classified according to their efficiency, that
is, their capacity to secure desired political outcomes under conditions
of minimising the expenditure of resources, effort, and time (Vysotskyi,
2023; Vysotskyi and Pavlov, 2025). The application of this criterion makes
it possible to distinguish communicative technologies for constructing
political reality as a specific type of political technologies whose operation
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is directed not at direct coercion or the material distribution of resources,
but at the formation and consolidation of dominant interpretations of the
political world through symbols, narratives, and images. Accordingly, their
differentiation and classification are grounded in mechanisms of influence,
modes of meaning production, and the degree of effectiveness in forming
socially acceptable representations of political reality.

One of the important communicative technologies is the technology of
the representative promise, which consists in the construction of political
reality through the articulation of expected future states presented as
normatively desirable and attainable, thereby setting the horizons of
collective perception of politics. Michael Saward noted that representative
claims are claims about what a representative will do (Saward, 2010),
indicating the performative nature of the promise as an instrument not
of reflection but of producing political reality. The mechanism of this
technology is grounded in the symbolic projection of the future through
discursively articulated promises, the effectiveness of which is determined

550 by their specificity, trust in the subject, and their repetition in the public

— sphere. Its significance lies in the mobilization of support and the
legitimation of power; however, its limitations manifest in the risk of the
devaluation of promises under conditions of their non-fulfillment, which
undermines trust and erodes the constructed political reality.

If the technology of the representative promise act shapes perceptions
of a desirable future, then the technology of political positioning specifies
this perception through the clear delineation of an actor’s ideological
coordinates within the political space, transforming abstract expectations
into recognizable reference points. John Zaller emphasized that people
form opinions based on the considerations that are most salient to them
(Zaller, 1992), which points to the key role of positioning signals in
structuring mass perceptions. The mechanism of this technology consists
in the presentation of political “signals” (cues) that enable the audience to
interpret an actor’s positions rapidly, while its effectiveness is determined
by the clarity of the position, its correspondence to audience expectations,
and the relevance of the issue context. The significance of the technology
of political positioning lies in simplifying complex political reality and
ensuring the cognitive orientation of citizens; however, its limitations are
manifested in the risk of reducing complex policies to simplified schemes,
which may lead to polarisation and the manipulative distortion of reality.
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In contrast to the technology of political positioning, which structures
perception through verbally articulated semantic reference points,
the technology of visual legitimation translates these reference points
into the plane of images, where meaning is not so much explained as
directly “experienced” by the audience. W. J. T. Mitchell observed that
images are not just representations but agents that do things (Mitchell,
2005), thereby emphasising their active role in constructing political
reality. The mechanism of this technology consists in the creation and
replication of visual images that fix particular interpretations as self-
evident, while its effectiveness is determined by the emotional intensity
of the image, its media reproducibility, and its capacity for the symbolic
condensation of complex meanings. The significance of the technology
of visual legitimation lies in the rapid formation of legitimacy and mass
recognisability; however, its limitations manifest in the simplification of
political reality and dependence on the context of interpretation, which
opens up possibilities for manipulative distortions.

Whereas the technology of visual legitimation is grounded in the
creation of images, the next level of communicative influence is associated
with the technology of non-verbal signalling, which is realised through
bodily-behavioural acts, and meaning is conveyed directly through action,
bypassing extended representation. In this context, Erving Goffman
emphasised that individuals give off expressions that others can treat as
symptomatic of the actor (Goffman, 1959), underscoring that non-verbal
signals function as indicators of political position. The mechanism of this
technology consists in the use of gestures, behavioural acts, and symbolic
actions (handshakes, participation in events, demonstrative gestures) that
encode political meanings without direct verbalisation. The effectiveness
of the technology of non-verbal signalling is determined by the visibility
of the signal, the unambiguity of its interpretation, and its correspondence
to the context. The significance of the technology of non-verbal signalling
lies in its capacity to form trust and identification rapidly and intuitively;
however, its limitations are manifested in its high dependence on audience
interpretation and the risk of ambiguous or even contrary readings of such
signals.

Extending the logic of non-verbal signalling, the technology of
solidarisation elevates individual symbolic gestures to the level of
collectively significant actions, through which a political actor not merely
sends a signal but demonstrates their inclusion in a shared experience and
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struggle. In this sense, Murray Edelman noted that political actions are
largely symbolic acts that evoke and reinforce shared meanings (Edelman,
1964), thereby emphasising the integrative potential of such actions.
The mechanism of this technology consists in the public alignment with
group practices (protests, marches, rituals), which encodes belonging
to a particular community, while its effectiveness is determined by the
authenticity of participation, the degree of audience identification, and
media visibility. The significance of the technology of solidarisation lies
in the construction of collective identities and the legitimation of political
actors through a “community of action”; however, its limitations manifest
in the risk of symbolic superficiality and the possibility that such acts may
be perceived as instrumental or manipulative.

Whereas the technology of solidarisation consolidates an already
existing community through the demonstration of belonging, the
technology of expectation mobilisation is directed at the anticipatory
formation of perceptions of desired actions and outcomes that are yet to

552 pe realised. In this context, Robert Entman emphasised that “to frame is

— to select some aspects of a perceived reality and make them more salient”
(Entman, 1993), which indicates the capacity of communication to direct
audience expectations. The mechanism of this technology consists in
emphasising particular problems, scenarios, and solutions as priorities,
thereby structuring the horizon of citizens’” expectations. The effectiveness
of the technology of mobilisation is determined by its correspondence
to public sentiment, the intensity of repetition, and the emotional
engagement of the audience. Its significance lies in its capacity to activate
political participation and legitimise future actions of power; however, its
limitations manifest in the risk of inflated expectations, the gap between
which and actual policy may lead to frustration and delegitimation.

Whereas the technology of expectation mobilisation determines what
citizens are to expect from politics, the technology of selective visibility
determines which elements of reality enter the field of their perception
at all, thereby establishing the boundaries of possible political thinking.
In this sense, Maxwell McCombs emphasised that the media may not be
successful in telling people what to think, but they are stunningly successful
in telling their audiences what to think about (McCombs, 2004). The
mechanism of this technology consists in the selection, hierarchisation, and
repeated reproduction of particular topics, events, and acts, which ensures
their dominance in public discourse. The effectiveness of the technology of
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selective visibility is determined by the level of media control, the frequency
of exposure, and its correspondence to the informational demands of
the audience. Its significance lies in the formation of the agenda as the
structural framework of political reality; however, its limitations manifest
in dependence on alternative channels of information and the risk of a loss
of trust in the event of overtly manipulative selection.

Whereas the technology of selective visibility determines which topics
become objects of attention, the technology of emotional resonance
determines how precisely these topics are experienced and consolidated
in consciousness, endowing them with affective intensity. In this context,
George Lakoff emphasised that “frames are mental structures that shape
the way we see the world” (Lakoff, 2004, 10), underscoring that the
effectiveness of political communication largely depends on its capacity
to activate emotionally saturated cognitive frames. The mechanism of this
technology consists in combining semantic constructions with emotional
triggers (fear, hope, pride), thereby ensuring deeper consolidation
of interpretations. The effectiveness of the technology of emotional 555
resonance is determined by the intensity of the emotional response, the —
capacity for identification, and the repetition of influence. Its significance
lies in strengthening mobilisation potential and stabilising political beliefs;
however, its limitations manifest in the risk of affective polarisation, a
decline in the rationality of political choice, and increased vulnerability to
manipulation.

Whereas the technology of emotional resonance ensures the affective
consolidation of political meanings, the technology of constructing the
role of the representative translates these meanings into stable models of
expected behaviour, through which the actor becomes recognisable as a
“bearer” of a particular type of representation. In this context, Hanna Pitkin
notes that representation means acting in the interest of the represented,
in a manner responsive to them (Pitkin, 1967), emphasising the normative
foundation of the representative role. The mechanism of this technology
consists in the consistent reproduction of particular behavioural and
discursive patterns that form in citizens’ consciousness a stable perception
of the functions and limits of a political actor’s action. The effectiveness of
the technology of constructing the role of the representative is determined
by the consistency of the role, the public confirmation of actions, and the
level of societal recognition. Its significance lies in stabilising political
expectations and legitimising power through the predictability of
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behaviour; however, its limitations manifest in the risk of role rigidity and
the loss of adaptability to changing political contexts.

When the role of the representative is stabilised through repeated
patterns of action, the next step is their transformation into a “natural
order of things’ which is precisely what the technology of semantic
naturalisation ensures. In this sense, Roland Barthes noted that “myth
transforms history into nature”, thereby emphasising the mechanism by
which socially constructed meanings are converted into self-evident ones
(Barthes, 1972). The mechanism of this technology consists in the constant
repetition and institutionalisation of particular interpretations, as a result
of which they are perceived as non-alternative and non-ideological. The
effectiveness of the technology of semantic naturalisation is determined
by the duration of reproduction, the absence of competing narratives, and
the level of their integration into everyday communication. Its significance
lies in the deep consolidation of political reality as a “given”; however,
its limitations manifest in the possibility of its deconstruction upon the

554 emergence of alternative interpretations or crisis events that expose the
— artificiality of such meanings.

Conclusions. As a result of the conducted study, it has been established
those communicative technologies are not an auxiliary element of the
political process, but its fundamental mechanism through which the
production, structuring, and reproduction of political reality take place.
Under contemporary conditions, politics appears not as a set of objectively
given institutions, but as a dynamic symbolic construct formed in the
process of systematically organised communicative influences aimed at
managing meanings, images, and collective representations.

It has been substantiated those communicative technologies for
constructing political reality should be understood as a holistic,
institutionally ordered complex of methods and practices of symbolic
influence that ensures the achievement of political objectives through
resource-optimised mechanisms of influence on mass consciousness.
Their key characteristic is efficiency as the capacity to achieve the
legitimation of power, mobilisation, and support with minimal use of
coercive and material resources, which is achieved by substituting physical
coercion with symbolic influence, relying on the cognitive structures of
the audience, and ensuring the self-reproduction of constructed meanings.

The study has demonstrated that communicative technologies
function as an interconnected system in which each individual technology
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performs a specific function in the process of constructing political
reality. In particular, the technology of the representative promise act
shapes perceptions of a desirable future and ensures the mobilisation of
support; the technology of political positioning structures the perception
of political actors; the technologies of visual legitimation and non-verbal
signalling translate meanings into the plane of images and actions; the
technology of solidarisation constructs collective identities; the technology
of expectation mobilisation sets the horizons of political thinking; the
technology of selective visibility determines the agenda; the technology
of emotional resonance ensures the affective consolidation of meanings;
the technology of constructing the role of the representative stabilises
expectations regarding political behaviour; and the technology of semantic
naturalisation transforms constructed interpretations into “self-evident”
reality.

It has been demonstrated that the effectiveness of these technologies
is determined by their capacity to integrate cognitive, emotional,
and symbolic components of influence, thereby ensuring the deep 555
consolidation of political meanings in mass consciousness. At the same —
time, it has been established that each of these technologies possesses
internal limitations associated with the risks of manipulative distortion
of reality, the simplification of complex political processes, the formation
of inflated expectations, affective polarisation, and the loss of trust in the
event of a discrepancy between constructed meanings and actual political
practices.

Thus, communicative technologies emerge as a key instrument of
contemporary political power, ensuring its legitimation and reproduction
through the management of interpretations of social reality. At the same
time, their use brings to the fore the necessity of critically reflecting
on the limits and consequences of such influence, particularly under
conditions of digitalisation and the mediatization of politics, where both
the potential for effective governance of political processes and the risks of
manipulative construction of political reality are increasing. Prospects for
further research are associated with the analysis of the transformation of
communicative technologies in the digital environment, as well as with the
development of mechanisms to ensure their transparency and compliance
with democratic standards.
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
